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A FATEFUL CHOICE
Winners in next Fall's elec­

tions at the Presidential and 
Congressional levels will find 
themselves confronted with pro­
posals and issues involving 
fundamental changes in the 
American economic and polit­
ical system.

The statement is typical of 
the strong support which physi­
cians give to constructive 
change in the medical system 
of the U. S. It reveals that the 
medical profession is on record 
in favor of government support 
for expansion of medical 
schools.

Doctors favor increased finan­
cial aid to medical students, 
expanded nurse training pro­
grams, physician assistant 
programs, clean air legislation 
and finally a national health 
insurance program " which pre­
serves a physician's freedom to’ 
practice as he thinks best, 
provides for the patient's free­
dom to seek the type of plan 
he prefers, and relies on pri­
vate rather than government 
administration,"

The medical profession has 
proposed a plan that would re­
move economic barriers be­
tween die poor and mainstream 
medical care and would insure 
everyone against catastrophic 
medical costs.

It is doubtful if any group of 
private citizens has gone far­
ther than have doctors in ac­
cepting—or proposing-basic 
alterations in their way of life 
and livelihood in an attempt 
to meet the needs of all the 
people.

The late Peter Marshall, who 
served for a time as chaplain of 
the United States Senate, once 
began a session of diat body, 
when he knew there were some 
very controversial matters to be 
discussed, with this appropriate 
prayer; "O Lord, help us to 
reason without being unreason­
able; help us to differ without 
being difficult; help us to dis­
agree without being disagree­
able. "

In a year of national political 
conventions, followed by a 
national election, we are con­
stantly confronted with the deep 
differences of opinion which 
exist among the American 
people. It is likely that the 
differences will become larger 
rather than smaller as the elec- 

I tion nears. We are often teinp- 
! ted to become sharp and even 
i bitter in condemnation of a 
point of view with which we 
are in complete disagreement.

We need to remember that 
the right to disagree is funda­
mental in a democracy. It is 
die chief distinction between 
democracy and totalitarianism. 
It is not only right, but it is 
healthy. Out of conflict and 
disagreement a new synthesis 
of truth often emerges. We dis­
cover that one side is not all 
false and the other all true, 
but that each has a measure of 
insight to contribute to a wider 
and fuller understanding.

The reason we can disagree 
without being disagreeable is 
that the things which unite us 
are so much greater than the 
things which divide us. Famili­
es need to remember this, as 
individuals have their inevi­
table differences. Churches 
need to remember this when 
denominational differences 
(or differences within a denom­
ination) are allowed too much 
Importance, Men in common 
community effort need to re­
member this. And especially 
this year, Americans need to 
remember this!

We are not great because we 
all agree, but because we have 
an underlying unity in the 
midst of rich and interesting 
diversity.

NUMBER 1 ON THE B A LLO T  (HJR 58)
General Election November 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article HI, 

Section 24, o f the Texas Con­
stitution, be amended to read 
as follows:

“Section 24. Representatives 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary of 
not exceeding Eight Thousand, 
Four Hundred Dollars 
($8,400).

sheriffs, deputy sheriffs, coun­

tion: “The constitutional
amendment to require the 
commissioners court in all 
counties of the state to com­
pensate all justices of the peace 
on a salary basis.”

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER 4 ON THE BALLO T (HJR 61)
General Election November 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
S ectio n  1. That Article 

X V n, Constitution of the State 
of Texas, be amended by add­
ing a Section 2 to read as fol­
lows:

“Section 2. (a) When the 
legislature convenes in regular 
session in January, 1973, it 
shall provide by concurrent re­
solution for the establishment 
of a constitutional revision 
commission. The legislature 
shall appropriate money to 
provide an adequate staff, o f­
fice space equipment, and sup­
plies for the commission.

“ (b) The commission shall 
study the need for constitu­
tional change and shall report 
its recommendations to the 
members of the legislature not 
later than November 1, 1973.

“ (c) The members of the 
63rd Legislature shall be con­
vened as a constitutional con­
vention at noon on the second 
Tuesday in January, 1974. The 
lieutenant governor shall pre­
side until a chairman of the 
convention is elected. The con­
vention shall elect other offi­
cers it deems necessary, adopt 
temporary and permanent 
niles, and publish a journal of 
its proceedings. A person elect­
ed to fill a vacancy in the 63rd 
Legislature before dissolution 
of the convention becomes a 
member of the convention on 
taking office as a member of 
the legislature.

“(d) Members of the conven­
tion shall receive compensa­
tion, mileage, per diem as de­
termined by a five member 
committee, to be composed of 
the Governor, Lieutenant Gov­
ernor, Speaker of the House, 
Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court, and Chief Justice of the 
Court of Criminal Appeals. 
’This shall not be held in con­
flict with Article XVI, Section 
33 of the Texas Constitution. 
’Hie convention may provide 
for the expenses of its mem­
bers and for the employment 
of a staff for the convention, 
and for these purposes may by 
resolution appropriate money 
from the general revenue fund 
of the state treasury. Warrants

shall be drawn pursuant to 
vouchers signed by the chair­
man or by a person authorized 
by him in writing to sign them.

“(e) The convention, by re­
solution adopted on the vote 
of at least two-thirds o f its 
members, may submit for a 
vote of the qualified electors of 
this state a new constitution 
which may contain alternative 
articles or sections, or may sub­
mit revisions of the existing 
constitution which may con­
tain alternative articles or sec­
tions. Each resolution shall 
specify the date of the elec­
tion, the form of the ballots, 
and the method of publicizing 
the proposals to be voted on. 
To be adopted, each proposal 
must receive the favorable vote 
of the majority of those voting 
on the proposal. The conduct 
of the election, the canvassing 
of the votes, and the reporting 
of the returns shall be as pro­
vided for elections under Sec­
tion 1 of this article.

“ (fl The convention may be 
dissolved by resolution adopt­
ed on the vote of at least two- 
thirds of its members; but it is 
automatically dissolved at 
11:59 p.m. on May 31, 1974, 
unless its duration is extended 
for a period not to exceed 60 
days by resolution adopted on 
the vote of at least two-thirds 
of its members.

“ (g) The Bill o f Rights of 
the present Texas Constitution 
shall be retained in full.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing consti­
tutional iunendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on the 
first ’Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, 1972, at 
which election the ballots shall 
^  printed to provide for vot­
ing for or against the proposi­
tion: “The constitutional
amendment providing for a 
constitutional revision commis­
sion which precedes the con­
vening of the members of the 
63rd Legislature as a constitu­
tional convention in January, 
1974, for the purpose of sub­
mitting to the voters a new 
constitution or revisions of the 
existing state constitution.”

NUMBER 5 ON THE B A LLO T (HJR 35)
General Election November 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 2. 

Article VIII, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amended 
to read as follows:

“Section 2. (a) All occupa­
tion taxes shall be equal and 
uniform upon the same class of 
subjects within the limits of 
the authority levying the tax; 
but the legislature may, by gen­
eral laws, exempt from taxa­
tion public property used for 
public purposes; actual places 
of religious worship, also any 
property owned by a church or 
By a strictly religious society

Immunizations should have 
been started by last January 1 
and must be completed, ac­
cording to age levels, before 
starting school this fall.

Dr. Peavy said the immuniza­
tion law is a good one—one 
that had been needed for a 
long time. It forces parents to 
protect their children and in 
so doing protect themselves, 
their friends and relatives from 
these preventable diseases.

"We are anxious to have 
children immunized long be­
fore they start to school," 
said Dr. Peavy. "In fact, they 
should start in the first year of 
life ," he said.

All schools will be required to 
maintain records of the immu­
nization status of individual 
students, and this is a king-size 
job. Total registration for 
special education, kindergar­
tens and grades one through 12
is expected to surpass 2.8 mil­
lion students. Of these, almost 
a quarter-million will be 
entering first grade.

Sherbet with fruit juice is also 
good.

" Thirsty, calorie-conscious 
individuals can try their favor­
ite fruit and vegetable juices," 
Miss Springer said. "They’re a 
lot better for you than a soft 
drink."

Fresh fruit is an easy and nu­
tritious snack. Dry fruit offers 
another easy, quick snack. ,
Raw vegetables make another 
good snack. Try carrot curls, 
celery sticks, radishes or raw 
cauliflower.

Courtroom scenes do provide 
the central drama in countless 
movies, plays, and television pro­
grams.

Unless 
highly publicized, trials often take 
place with no .spectators at all.

Why don’t more people visit 
courtrooms? Perhaps they feel re­
luctant to “listen in” on the pri­
vate lives of others.

But in the eyes of the law, the 
anonymous spectator, far from 
intruding, actually plays a useful 
role in our scheme of justice. It 
is his very anonymity that makes 
him effective. Judges, lawyers, 
witnesses, and jurors, not knowing 
who the stranger might be, have 
an extra incentive to be con­
scientious.

People may also be court-shy 
because they just do not realize 
how remarkably open our courts 
are. The United States Supreme 
Court once observed:

“We have been unable to find 
a single instance of a criminal 
trial conducted (in secret) in any 
federal, state, or municipal court 
during the history of this coun­
try.”

True, access may occasionally 
be limited for some special rea­
son: to prevent overcrowding, to 
keep order, to protect children.

But as a rule, you may walk 
into a court as freely as into a 
church, with no one at the door 
to check your name or ask your 
business. When the judge in a 
murder trial ordered that “re­
spectable citizens only” would be 
admitted to the courtroom, his 
order was thrown out by an ap­
pellate court as “preposterous.”

Of course, around Law Day 
each May many people do go to 
court to watch justice in action. 
But the courts are just as open 
(and just as interesting) all year 
long. In a sense, that is what Law 
Day is all about.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

Section 1. That Section 33, 

Article XVL Constitution of 
the State of 'Texas, be amended 
to read as follows:

Vaporizer Victims Unity In Diversity

This picture depicts some of 
the horror of Dachau. A minis­
ter who had been a prisoner 
there spoke to us and explained 
how horrible it must have been. 
The people of Germany still 
remember World War II very 
vividly, and they see it every 
day because many of the 
buildings that were bombed still 
remain ruined.

Germany did have its good 
points too. The countryside 
was beautiful. It was very green 
everywhere.

We took a boat tide down the 
Rhine River and saw many old 
castles. It added much to the 
beauty of the country. Also, 
Germans drink very good beer.

We learned very much in 
Germany—good and bad. The 
people were nice and the 
countryside was beautiful.

Some " cold steam" vaporizers 
may trigger asthma attacks.

Designed to increase the hu­
midity in rooms, the vapori­
zers are often used for patients 
who have influenza, bronchitis, 
and other respiratory ailments. 
The moisture can help unclog 
congestion and make it easier 
to breathe. But fungi can flour­
ish in the misty paradise if the 
devices are not cleaned often 
and cared for properly.

Tests by Dr. William R. Sol­
omon at the University of 
Michigan—which were reported 
in a recent issue of Medical 
Tribune—showed that vapori­
zers can spew out the fungi in­
to the air in the room. When 
some vaporizers are turned on, 
the airborne particles can in­
crease by as much as 470 
times!

Some of the millions of par­
ticles are one-celled fungi 
that multiply by dividing like 
crazy. When the fungi are 
breathed in, they can cause in­
fection as well as aggravate 
asthmatic symptoms and even 
trigger attacks.

Dr. Solomon tested different 
vaporizers on volunteer asthma 
patients and patients with recur­
rent allergic summer symptoms 
and found that unclean devices 
caused a worsening of symptoms 
within a half hour. To avoid

PUBLIC NOTICE
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER 14 ON THE BALLOT (HJR 57)
General Election November 7, 1972

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article VII. 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended by adding a 
Section 6b, to read as follows: 

‘‘Section  6b. Notwithstand­
ing the provisions of Section 6, 
Article '^I, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, any county, 
acting through the commission­
ers court, may reduce the 
county permanent school fund 
of that county and may distri­
bute the amount of the reduc­
tion to the independent and 
common school districts of the 
county on a per scholastic basis 
to be used solely for the pur­
pose of reducing bonded in­
debtedness of those districts or 
for making permanent im­
provements. Tne commi^ion- 
ers court shall, however, retain 
a sufficient amount of the cor­

pus o f the county permanent 
school fund to pay ad valorem 
taxes on school lands or royal­
ty interests owned at the time 
of the distribution. Nothing in 
this Section affects financial 
aid to any school district by 
the state.”

Sec. 2. 'The foregoing consti­
tutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November. 1972, at 
which election the ballots shall 
be printed to provide for vot­
ing for or against the proposi­
tion: “The constitutional
amendment to allow a county 
to reduce its county permanent 
school fund and distribute the 
money to independent and 
common school districts on a 
per scholastic basis.”
