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THE POPULAR THING right
now is making lists of things. The
best of this, the worst of that! You
see them in every newspaper, mag-
azine and supermarket tabloid.
People magazine has their "25
Most Intriguing People." Time
and Newsweek have their top news
events of the year. The tabloids
have their psychic predictions.
Texas Monthly has their "bum
steer awards," with midget motor-
mouth Ross Perot taking the top
award this time around.

In order to keep up with the
trend, I have made a list of the top
twelve minor irritants of life in the
nineties. . .a dozen of the little
things that bug us but we can't do
much about them. You'll notice
that "paying taxes" is not on this
list, because that is a MAJOR
irritant. . .not a minor one.

Don't you hate those
sweepstakes things that come in the
mail? For several years I entered
every one of them, even bought a
few magazines, books, tapes, etc.
They say you don't have to buy
anything to win. So why do I keep
getting "final stage contest entries"
when I DO buy something, but I
get no response when I enter and
buy nothing.

Those telemarketing
phone calls that interrupt whatever
you're doing and try to sell you
something you don't want. "Mrs.
Ellis, do you folks still own your
own home there on Maple Street?"
Yes, we do and I don't want any
siding or storm windows. Don't
call us, we'll call you.

You simply can't
thumb through a magazine anymore
because of those heavy cardboard ad-
vertisment pages. The small
magazines like TV Guide and
Reader’s Digest are the absolute
worst. If you tear out all the card-
board pages and throw them away
SO you can enjoy your magazine,
the whole thing just falls apart.

Bar codes instead of
prices marked on things we buy.
When I get to the checkout counter,
I want to be able to see a price and
compare it with what comes up on
the register.

Packages are getting
more impossible to open every day.
I once had a nervous breakdown in a
restaurant while trying to open a
package of crackers. We all know
that kids are the only ones who can
open those childproof medicine
bottles. I bought an ice pick just
for poking holes in the top of that
foil seal which is so impossible to
remove from the mouth of the milk
Jjug.
