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Certainly of Punishmenf Helps
Those who want to commit 

violence against their fellow- 
man have been much in the 
news lately. Kidnappings and 
holding for ransom have be­
come quite popular. This form 
of crime was not so attractive 
when the death sentence was 
the penalty for kidnapping.

To judge the effect of pen­
alties on crime reduction, con­
sider airplane skyjacking. Be­
tween 1968 and 1972 there 
were 147 attempted skyjackings 
in the U .S . , and 9 l were suc­
cessful. Then came tougher 
mles and penalties and sky­
jacking virtually ended. The 
last successful skyjacking of a 
U .S. domestic airliner occurr­
ed on November 10, 1972.

This does not mean no one 
tried. During 1973, some 
3, 500 passengers were prevent­
ed from boarding their aircraft 
at U .S. terminals. Over 3,000 
were arrested and, according 
to U. S, News and World Re­

port, some " . . .  60,000 wea­
pons were seized, including 
2 ,162 guns and 23,280 knives."

The lesson is plain. If socie­
ty wants to stop violent people 
from committing atrocities, 
law enforcement has to be 
beefed up, and die fear of ap­
prehension and punishment 
has to be felt by the potential 
perpetrators of crime. That is 
the only thing that will stop 
them.

Viewpoint
BY T. DRISKELL 

Recently a relative of mine 
died and donated her body to 
the University of Texas Med­
ical School. It initially really 
shook me up, but under Texas 
law it is a decision for the in­
dividual-relatives cannot 
alter nor revoke the decision. 
Talking to people around San 
Antonio, I found that a sur­
prising number of what I con­
sider die above average think­
ers have done the same thing.
In my original' estimation it 
was an inane procedure, and I 
felt sure that the morticians 
lobby would have the law 
changed.

At the time of the relative’s 
demise, however, someone 
turned the light on. The lady 
died and the chaplain said a 
concise benediction over the 
remains. A service that lasted 
two minutes, and the family 
turned and walked away. The 
remains may contribute to sav­
ing the life of a young person 
in the future, the soul has 
been consecrated to the infi­
nite power for judgement. My 
self regard was lowered to a 
prudish, self-centered, narrow 
provincial; Previous impression 
notwithstanding, that was the 
cleanest, least painful and sat­
isfactory reverent disposal of 
the remains I have ever observ­
ed.

Contrasted against the usual 
procedure of lying in state 
while friends file by, the or­
deal at the church, the eulogy 
at graveside describing at great 
length a human being that pos­
sibly never existed, die sim­
plicity of the dedication was 
serenely beautiful with an aura 
of reverence I cannot remem­
ber having encountered in a 
similar circumstance.

Looking at the after effects; 
no family financial hangover 
and only people who loved her 
at the benediction, put me in 
the position of a believer in 
tradition unimpeded by pro­
gress. Taking my beliefs apart 
in a critical manner, hypoc­
risy stands out. We laught at 
the Egyptians for their attempts 
to achieve eternal preservation 
of the physicial remains, yet 
what do we do? You guessed it! 
You are invited, if you are 
ever at the University of Chi­
cago, to observe the mummies 
in the Oriental Institute, or 
the British Museum in London. 
Imagine if you will, the im­
pression seeing the state of the 
physical remains on public 
display, would have on the im ­
mortal soul when it came and 
observed. Are we making 
mummies for a future civiliza­
tion to excavate and put on 
display? Judging from the 
great reverence (undetectible) 
of archeologists excavating the 
dead, no thank you.

Looking at the impact after 
the ceremony I must gj back 
to a funeral I was dragged to 
as a young boy in the bottom 
of the depression. The patri­
arch of a ranching family was 
laid to test at a cost of $8, 000, 
It shocked me since we then 
lived at a bare survival level, 
a far cry from my 25d every 
two weeks. I am, temporarily 
at least, able now to go through 
a grocery store without declaim' 
ing bankmptcy, but the shock 
is still there. First, the cere­
mony did not fit the man, a 
wise man and above all eco­
nomically pmdent. He carved 
an empire out of America by 
carefully weighed spending and 
would have been shocked by 
such an unwarranted expendi­
ture. Second, the family if 
they had provided the service 
the deceased would have 
wanted and invested the re­
mainder of the money in stock 
the results would have been 
shocking. That money would 
have paid dividends in 1973 of 
from 135 to 485 thousand dol­
lars. I wonder if the collected 
descendents did do well? The 
dividends of the program fol­
lowed are hardly negotiable.

I am not trying to make con­
verts nor am I attempting to 
set aside the freedom of indi­
vidual choice, far from it. Al- 
diough I never considered my 
relative particularly astute, in 
retrospect, it now appears by 
a heck of a margin she was 
smarter than I was. When a 
man sees a better way than 
his own—there is little altern­
ative to joining it.
