Presidents' Life Sfyle Costs U.S.
Taxpayers Close To 10 Million Yearly

When it comes to comparing 
outstanding examples of what 
can be described as grandiose 
life styles, how does the Amer­
ican presidency stack up? The 
answer is, very well indeed, 
according to a Fortune magazine 
article entitled "The Imperial 
Life Style of the U .S. President' 
by Mr. Dan Cordtz. Apparently 
no one really knows what the 
total cost of maintaining the 
office of the American presi­
dency at its present level of 
opulence costs because so many 
government agencies and de­
partments pay for items that do 
not show up as White House ex­
penses.

According to the Fortune ar-, 
t id e , the official White House 
budget, which includes every­
thing from the president's sal­
ary to between $8 and $10 
million for the White House 
payroll, comes to a little less 
dian $13 million annually.
But knowledgeable authorities 
in the Office of Management 
and Budget have said that the 
total cost of maintaining the 
presidency today could run as 
high as $100 million a year.

Part of the incentive to achieve 
positions of high responsibility 
eitfier in business or government 
lies in the privileges, luxuries 
and special considerations which 
people capable of performing 
such tasks enjoy. "These tangible 
and intangible benefits are gen­
erally lumped under the cate­
gory of the perquisites of the 
job.

Mr. Cordtz points out that 
"A perquisite, according to 
Webster is any privilege, gain 
or profit incidental to tegular 
salary or wages." Many of these 
perquisites are provided because 
they contribute to reducing the 
distractions, discomforts and 
hazards of ordinary life which 
would detract from an individual 
capacity to perform his demand­
ing duties at peak efficiency.

So it is with the president of 
the United States. But as For­
tune points out, at least in the 
latter case, things seem to be 
getting out of hand, and there 
appears to be a need to estab­
lish some sort of budgetary con­
trol that will identify, and if , 
need be, place limits on the 
level of services provided for 
any individual occupying the 
office of the president.

What are some of the perqui­
sites of die presidency? Quite 
properly, the Chief Executive 
moves witii a minimum of hin- 
derance and his aircraft and 
automobiles take precedence 
over all other traffic. He has 
the services of the best military 
doctors available and may use 
the facilities of the finest gov­
ernment hospitals. The White 
House is probably the most 
comfortable and convenient 
housing enjoyed by any head of

state. It has a full time staff 
paid by the government con­
sisting of 75 butlers, cooks, 
stewards, maids, plumbers, 
electricians and others, includ­
ing 21 gardners and National 
Park Service employees vdio 
care for die mansion itself and 
18.7 surrounding acres. Since 
the White House and grounds 
are classed as a national park, 
the Interior Department pays 
dieir wages. Camp David, orig­
inally acquired during Franklin 
Roosevelt's terms of office, is a 
palatial 180 acre mountain re­
treat witii offices and living 
quarters, not to mention a wide 
variety of recreational facilities 
It is staffed as a secure Navy 
base with 150 Naval personnel. 
At U .S. military bases through­
out the world, the president is 
entitled to the use of the best 
accomodations available, in­
cluding. . . "  the commanding 
officer's quarters—or equally 
well kept and well staffed 
houses maintained for VIP's."

White House social functions 
can be just about anything the 
president wishes and occur as 
often as he desires or feels nec­
essary , and many entertain­
ment expenses are met by other 
agencies of government. For 
example, the State Department 
pays for official state dinners

■The president's fleet of air­
craft includes 5 lavishly fitted 
Boeing 707 jetliners.. .  and 16 
expensively sound proofed heli­
copters. A fleet of 11 Lockheed 
Jetstars is available, as well as 
two bullet proof Continental 
limousines valued at $500, 000 
apiece.

Fortune reports tiiat tiiere are 
9 specially-equipped presiden­
tial working offices and die 
president's two homes at San 
Clemente and Key Biscayne. 
Whether the extensive funds 
used to equip and make these 
homes secure have been appro­
priately spent has, of course, 
been a matter of controversy.

As Mr. Cordtz points out, 
the cost of maintaining the 
president has mushroomed dra­
matically in recent years. The 
problem of identifying these 
costs and determining if they 
are necessary and appropriate 
is, to say the least, a difficult 
job. The risks of being presi­
dent have increased as have 
the risks to his family. Attacks 
on people of prominence and 
on public transport are far 
more common than they used 
to be. The president's job is a 
24 hour a day proposition, and 
he has to be in constant com­
munication to an extent which 
was both impossible and unnec­
essary a generation ago. About 
all that can be concluded is 
that the perquisites of the of­
fice have grown immensely, 
in many cases out of necessity.

But still, since they are now
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so large, it seems reasonable 
to suggest that some sort of 
budgetary accounting and 
special provision should be 
made for diem by Congress. 
Convenience and personal 
comfort should be ample. But 
virtually unlimited opulence 
and freedom from any budget­
ary accounting should not be­
come a privilege of die presi­
dency any more than it should 
for any other branch, depart­
ment or agency of the federal 
establishment.

They can discover where 
it's available, whether the 
quantity is limited, if it's 
available after 6 p.m., and if 
never-on-a-Sunday is in fact 
in effect.

This Gasoline Advisory 
Service (GAS) is run by 
Holiday Inn. Each of over 
1,600 inns is connected to 
a special, computer control­
led communication system 
that monitors the nation’s 
gas stations. The. innkeeper 
checks gas stations within a 
five-mile radius three times 
a day, so at your request, 
the man at the desk can see 
about the gas situation just 
about anywhere. People 
have prophesied that this 
program will probably prove 
to be a real GAS!

D O 'S  A N D  D O N 'T S  FO R  
F IN E R  F L O W E R S

DO plant taller flowers 
behind shorter ones. It will help 
to heighten your garden’s ap­
pearance. Too many places 
hide their beauty.

DON’T overcrowd. Learn 
how tall and how wide each 
plant will grow and seed ac­
cordingly. If you do have to thin 
them later, they’ll have a fatter 
chance of surviving if you cut 
back just after the seedlings 
have sprouted.

DO use the right fertilizer. 
The food that makes your grass 
grow greenest may produce an­
emic-looking flowers. Green 
thumbs agree, fertilizers with a 
high percentage of phos­
phorous are best for your 
blooms.

DON’T plant too deeply. This 
slows germination and could 
nip growth in the bud. The 
seeds should be covered, but not 
buried.

DO protect your plants from 
pests.

Cigarette Packs 
Unredeemable
You may be one of die diou- 

sands of Americans saving emp­
ty cigarette packs for some 
diaritable purpose. You should 
know tiiat die effort is in vain.

This advice comes from die 
Tobacco Institute, an organiza­
tion of cigarette manufacturers. 
The institute says the practice 
is growing, and all widiout 
any apparent reason.

Actress Joan Crawford has 
taken to die air in a series of 
radio announcements for die 
American Foundation for the 
Blind, to point out that die be­
lief that cellophane bands from 
cigarette packs can be redeem­
ed for guide dogs is a " cmel 
hoax" resulting in heartbreak 
and anger.

Typically, word seems to 
spread in a community tiiat 
some number of bands of packs 
will help provide such tilings 
as a dialysis machine for 
kidney patients, open heart sur­
gery for a child or an iron lung 
for a polio victim.

In many cases newspapers 
have assigned reporters to track 
the source of tiiese well mean­
ing efforts. Never has such a 
mmor been traced to its actual 
source.

"Such publicity is helpful," 
an Institute spokesman said.
"Y et die empty cigarette pack 
mmor still pops up as predict­
ably as daisies in die spring and 
all year long."

Burns W. Roper, die public 
opinion survey expert, says its 
likely that people respond 
energetically to these empty 
pack drives, without checking 
their authenticity, as a way of 
getting involved personally in 
our highly complex, institution- 
alizea society.

"People have strong feelings 
of fmstration about their inabil­
ity as individuals to do some­
thing, " Roper says. "Joining 
with friends and neighbors in a 
project of this sort is a way of 
expressing this."

The Tobacco Institute has a 
thick file of newspaper clippings 
showing how the empty pack 
mmor has led to substantial 
and useless efforts in commun­
ities across the country. With 
nearly thirty billion packs of 
cigarettes sold annually in die 
U .S . , the potential is enor­
mous.

Recently the New York Times 
reported that millions of empty 
packs had been collected by 
hundreds of people, from em­
ployees in a Massachusetts 
corporation to sailors aboard 
the aircraft carrier Enterprise, 
to raise money for the two 
year old dau^ter of a garage 
mechanic in Crown Point, New 
York, who needs open heart 
surgery. ”

In Rahway, New Jersey, a 
Knights of Columbus chapter 
spearheaded a drive in the be­
lief that empty packs would 
somehow be redeemable for 
one free minute for a child in 
an iron lung.

A Lakeland, Florida couple 
gathered more than a hundred 
thousand packs to provide some­
one with kidney dialysis treat­
ment. In North Carolina a 
drive was supposed to aid a 
diabetic child.

These and scores of similar 
reports had one thing in com­
mon: the potential beneficiar­
ies did not exist.

"Cigarette companies," says 
the Institute spokesman, "have 
for many years made sizeable 
contributions to health research 
and education and other phil­
anthropic causes, both nation­
ally and in their own commun­
ities. But none of this involves 
redemption of empty packs."

In her public service radio 
spots for American Foundation 
for die Blind, Joan Crawford 
decries die fact that other 
good hearted Americans, have, 
one the basis of "serious hoax" 
collected the rings from bever­
age can tops and even tea bags 
in the belief they may help a 
blind person obtain a guide 
dog.

"There is just no truth to this 
heartbreaking mmor," says 
Miss Crawford.

What should a person do if 
someone asks him or her to 
help respond to one these 
drives?

"Challenge the mmor," says 
the Institute. "Ask to see an 
advertisement signed by a 
manufacturing company, for 
instance, in which such a re­
demption offer is made. There 
just won't be any. That's the 
way to stop these well meant 
but futile efforts in their 
tracks."

I read about one man who, 
when he found out his cafe was 
charging 35 cents, got up and 
left and swore he'd fight such 
inflation by brewing his own 
from now on. He said a pound 
of coffee, costing about $1.25 
a pound unless it goes up some 
tomorrow, will make 50 cups, 
which at 35 cents a cup means 
the cafe gets $17. 50. He said 
the way to fight inflation on 
cafe coffee is to simply stop 
buying it, and eventually the 
price will come down.

I have been pursuing this along 
other lines. Take postage. 
Everybody knows postage has 
gone up and up, while the ser­
vice has been going down and 
down, on the same principle 
in reverse I guess as farm 
prices. As farm prices have 
gone down the price of food 
has gone up.

At first I figured if everybody 
would stop using the mails the 
price of stamps would come 
down. Then I thought, mostly 
as a joke, what if  everybody 
started putting 6 cent stamps on 
letters instead of 10 centers, if 
they haven't gone up to 12 cents 
by the time you get this. The 
postal service would get so tired 
of returning millions of letters
