Now that the dust has
sett and we have a new
president, all sorts of theories
and conclusions are being
drawn from reviews of the year
long . investigations .of the
Watergate burglary and its
aftermath.

President Gerald Ford has
gotten off to a good start.
People I hear from are hoping
the Watergate melee is ended.
They are tired of it.

A proposal to call for the
legalization of prostitution was
voted down by the American
Bar Association at its annual
convention in Honolulu last
week. A committee on individ-
ual rights, headed by Albert
Jenner, has sponsored the
request. Jenner has served as
counsel for the House Judiciary
Committee and was co-author
of articles of impeachment
okayed by the committee.

Speaking of impeachment,
it’s been revealed that a total
of more than 100 lawyers were
hired by the Specidl Prosecu-
tor’s office, the Senate Water-

Judiciary Committeé, directed
at former President Nixon. In
addition, more than that num-
ber of special investigators
were employed on the project.
The total cost came to more
than $8 million.

A constituent recently wrote
me: ‘‘If those resources and
that kind of money had been
spent on investigations of prior
presidents, I wonder what they
would have dug up!”

Mexico faces a population
crisis of major proportions.
With the fastest growth rate in
the Western Hemisphere, that
country had a population of S0
million in 1970. At -current
growth rates it is said the
population will reach about 85
million by 1985 and about 120
million by 1955. And an even
more horrendous crisis is
evolving in their labor force. At
16 million in 1970, Mexico’s
labor force is due to reach
about 40 million by 1995.

‘clear on the amnesty question,

Viewpoint' |

It appeared that President

Ford was off to a good start,

and then he or his advisors

stumbled across that sore and

highly dangerous word--am-

deserters. On the surface it
appears that the concept of
amnesty is a forgiving Chris-
tian move, -but unfortunately
surface appearance is not what
we must live with ‘in the
future, but the underlying
implications. Implications and
future developments are very

'

and they are rather nasty.
Let’s look at some of them.

Look at the concept of
defense. In the future we may
require all our manpower for
defense, particularly if a Chin-
ese dominated conglomerate
develops in Asia, or the
Russian Coexistence theory
collapses. Against the concept
of amnesty which is now
proposed, what could we ex-
pect? In my experience in
France, Belguim, and Germany
along with the Korean
experience, some days have
been encountered which I
would not go through again for
all of the money in the
Japanese treasury. Looking
backward I wondered about
why I did it, and I arrived at
the conclusion that I am an
American and my efforts were
directed toward accomplishing
my country’s policy and right
or wrong it is my country. My
responsibility is to carry out its
policy regardless of cost. If
amnesty to those who defected,
deserted, or evaded is granted,
and we must conscript man-
power for defense, considering
the risks, young men
would, millions would, go to
Canada or elsewhere, looking
at the precedence of amnesty.
Amnesty if granted, will des-
troy our capability for defense
if we ever require maximum
manpower.

Look at the  concept of
democracy and its elements. A
democracy must be a govern-
ment of the people with each
citizen responsible for the
unified policy, and carrying out
the law. These delinquents
have put themselves above law
and obviously reneged on their
responsibilities. Are they de-
sireable citizens? A definite
answer cannot be given, al-
though their past performance
would indicate that they are
quite willing to accept all of
the benefits of our society, but
unwilling to suffer any discom-
fort to perpetuate the system.
The preponderantly probable
answer would seem to be no!

Look at the concept of
justice. If we grant amnesty to
the defaulters, what do we say
to those disabled, burned,
deformed, blind, paraplegic,
and mentaily disturbed men
whom our air evacuation air-
craft returned by the thou-
sands? In the light of the “‘do
gooders’’ proposals to allow a
defaulter to pump gasoline for
five years on the ALCAN
highway and serve two years in
the peacetime Army contrasted
to serving when the chips were
down, one is a little sickened.
If we grant amnesty, we are
saying to those doomed to a
life of discomfort, in action, if
not in words, ‘‘Hello Sucker!’’

Political  expediency  be
damned. Those defaulters have
proven they are parasitic turn-
coats--taking the benefits, but
unwilling to provide return
services when requested to do
so by law, after all a president
just resigned, and they by
their actions have resigned
citizenship. So be it. It would
also seem that they should be
deleted from the social security
records so our taxpayers do not
have to support them in their
later years. Subsidies to them
by American citizens should be
treated as traitorous felonies.
Every man has a time of
decision, and once made it
must be permanent if it cannot
be reversed with true justice.
Irresponsible, parasitic citi-
zens, we simply do not need.

If you're looking through the
classified section of your news-
paper, sooner or later you’re
sure.to run across an ad that
reads something like this:

‘‘Business opportunity! New
firm expanding into this area
needs distributor for national

product. No selling required.

Earn $20,000 a year working
part time! Proven investment
returns. Call Mr. Wonder.”’

If you respond to this or
similar ads, there’s a chance
you could become the object of
a misleading sales pitch for a
less-than-profitable distributor-
ship. The sales routine for such
a deceptive offer generally
follows this pattern:

Mr. Wonder comes to your
house or sends a sales repre-
sentative to explain the distrib-
utorship investment opportun-
ity. The product to be distrib-
uted may be anything from
film to children’s books to
vending machines that dis-
pense freeze-dried coffee.

Very likely, you will be
shown lavish colored photo-
graps and brochures of the
product designed to impress
you with the fact that large
amounts of money can be
made with little effort. The
salesman of such a product as
vending machines may get you
to agree that such a machine
will sell at least 1S units of the
product per day.

‘‘But let’s be conservative,’’
he may say. ‘‘Suppose it sells
only 10 units a day. Even at
that, you can make $1400 a
month if you purchase 10
machines and they earn SOc on
each sale.”

After describing the profit-
able machine locations provid-
ed by the company, the
salesman will urge you to sign
a contract immediately to take
advantage of the ‘‘fantastic’’
offer for only $2000.

When you sign, you may be
told that a “‘locator’’ will call
in a few days after your
machines are delivered to tell
you the spots at which they
will be placed.

So your machines are deliv-
ered, your money paid. After
what may vary from a few days
to never, the locator comes by
with a list of locations for your
machines and has you sign a
form stating that locations have
been provided and are accept-
able.

Later, when you survey the
locations, you may find that
your soup dispensing machine
is located in .the back of a
beauty salon or service station
where there is little public
traffic.

If you complain to the
company, you may be told that
an attempt will be made to sell
your distributorship to some-
one else. Chances are good, of
course, that you will never get
your money back.

Experiences such as this
may be an exception, for there
are many reputable firms
engaged in the sale of distribu-
torships, but they are occurring
frequently enough that they
have become a matter of
concern for Attorneys General
in all states.

Our consumer protection at-
torneys indicate that there are
literally millions of dollars in
distributorship contracts being
written nationwide with many
of the persons who' purchase
them receiving almost no
return on their investment.
And often the people who
buy such distributorships can
ill afford to lose their money.
Typically, most sellers of
misleading distributorships aim
their pitches at retired military
persons, people with hard-
earned savings to invest, or
those who have to borrow the
necessary money.

The attorney general’s con-
sumer protection attorneys ad-
vise taking these precautions
before investing any money in
a distributorship:

-Find out who the principal
investors are in the company.
-Ask for a list of other
investors and contact them to
learn what experiences they
have had in dealing with the
company.

-Don’t rely on the represen-
tations made to you by
salesmen for such companies
about investment returns, pro-
duct quality, or anything else.
Verify these things yourself
and ask others.

-Don’t be high-pressured
into signing a contract immed-
iately--think about the offer for
a few days or even weeks, and
have your lawyer look over the
contract.

-Check with your local Better
Business Bureau to find out if
any complaints have been filed
on the company. :
-Always--with distributor-
ships and any other consumer
transactions--be wary of some-
one who promises big money
returns for a minimal effort. If
it sounds too good to be true,
it probably is!

-If you become suspicious of
deceptive or misleading tactics
by the seller of a distributor-
ship, contact our consumer
protection d1v151on lmmedlate-
ly. .

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USDA Proposes
Regulations

Under a proposed regulatlon
announced recently by the U.S.

iDepartment of Agriculture, an
individual who wants to retain
eligibility for food stamp pro-
gram benefits would have to
‘accept a job which requires
joining a bonifide labor organi-
zation recognized by the Na-
tional Labor Relations Act. The
regulation would not require
the recipient to join a company
union.

In order to participate in the
food stamp program all récip-
ients, with certain exceptions,
must register for and accept
employment. Current regula-
tions, however, permit a recip-
ient to refuse a job in which he
is required to join, resign from,
or refrain from joining any
legitimate labor organization.
Public comments are. invited
on the proposed regulation
which is scheduled for publica-
tion on the Federal Register
August 21. Writtén comments
may be mailed or delivered to
Royal Shipp, Acting Director,
Food Stamp Division, Food and
Nutrition Service, U.S. Depart-
