General Telephone Réquests

18.5 Percent R

Representatives Jack Goss
and Jim Newby of General
Telephone Company met with
members of the City Council
Monday to request a rate
increase of 18.5 percent for
Sonora telephone service.

Telephone company officials
told City Aldermen that the
company had made every
effort to hold down rates, but
that increasing costs of such
items as metals and plastics
and manufacturing labor has
affected costs for equipment,
resulting in the price increase
request.

The last increase approved
for telephone service in this
area became effective in Feb-
ruary of 1973.

According to the phone
company spokesmen, Sonora
now has 1,245 telephones as of
October of this year. This is
compared to 800 in February of
1973.

Grant Awarded
Local CVCOG

Governor Dolph Briscoe re-
cently announced his approval
of a criminal justice grant of
$18,441 to the San Angelo-bas-
ed Concho Valley Council of
Governments for the area’s law
enforcement teletype network.

This grant marks the fourth
year of funding for the
network. By aiding in criminal
apprehension and improving
the clearance rate in various

offenses, the system has prov-.

ed highly beneficial to law
enforcement agencies in the
area.

The money comes from the
Criminal Justice Division of the
Governor's office. CJD admin-
isters the state's block grant
from the Law Enforcement
Assistance Administration un-

der the Crime Control Act of.

1973.

The CVCOG award was
among 43, for a total of
$6,385,327, which Governor
Briscoe approved after he
received recommendations
from the Criminal Justice
Council Executive Committee.

Aldermen did not approve
the rate increase but did agree
to examine the formal request
and financial statements sub-
mitted by General Telephone.

The 18.5 percent increase
will affect all telephone users
in Sonora. Those businesses
with a one-party line will be
billed at $17 monthly with an
addition of $1.75 for exten-
sions. One party residence
proposed rates are $8.10 com-
pared to the present rate of
$6.45. The $1.25 for extensions
will remain the same.

Other proposed rates are as
follows: residence two party,
$7.30; rural business, $14.40;
rural residence, $6.90; semi-
public business one party, $17;
PABX trunk, $29.75; and Key
system lines, $21.25.

OTHER CITY BUSINESS

--Aldermen submitted a bid
of $750 per acre to the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe
Railway Company for the
purchase of land presently
used as a sanitary landfill by
the City. The railway company

rejected the bid.

Bids were received on a
track type loader to be used at
the landfill. This loader will be
used to cover and pack refuge,
to comply with state sanitary
laws.

Bids on the machine were
received from Girard Machin-
ery and Supply of San Antonio
for $26,433; Holt Machinery of
San Antonio, $31,000; Godsey
Evans, Inc., of Abilene,
$23,000; and Anderson Ma-
chinery Company of San An-
tonio, $30,571. Aldermen will
take ten days to consider each
unit before making their
choice.

SOMEBODY’S WHALE OF A BONER!

After the 1968 Federal Gun
Control Act took effect, custod-
ians of a decommissioned
World War II battleship, main-
tained as a museum, were
disconcerted to find Federal
agents eyeing the battleship’s
huge 16'" guns. For what?
Why, possible violation of the
gun control law.

Although the battleship with
its muted cannon was cleared
of all suspicion of lawbreaking,
zealous agents later swooped
down on the Yale University
Campus to seize a World War I
French 7Smm. field piece
outside an old ROTC building.
A government spokesman sol-
emnly asserted ‘‘we would be
derelict in our duty’’ under
GCAG68 to ignore the presum-
ably sinister threat of the gun’s

~ rusty muzzle. Just what wrong-

doing this 1920 gift from
France to Yale might have
committed was never clear. Yet
Yale barely won that one by a
goal-line stand against bu-
reaucacy.

Despite the absurdity of such
harassing performances, they
appear to be increasing in
several otherwise sane Federal
law enforcement programs.

Not long ago, a Pennsylvania
collector of American Indian
artifacts was charged with
violating a 1972 act to protect
eagles by selling two eagle

feather war bonnets from the
1800's to Federal undercover
agents. They raided his home
and seized valuable items
including supposed Custer
massacre relics. To get back
his collection, the Pennsylvan-
ian had to plead guilty and pay
a $500 fine. (The American
Rifleman, April, 1974)

A U. S. prosecutor hailed
this victory as the start of an
"intensified Federal program
aimed at eliminating the illegal
traffic in eagle feathers.”’

In the application of the 1973
Endangered Species Act, in
itself a well-intended piece of
legislation, there are growing
indications of overzealousness.
The act was passed to shield
wildlife, fish and plants ‘‘fac-
ing extinction.”’ It prohibits the
interstate or foreign sale of any
part, product...or the dead
body of parts thereof of any
endangered species. Violators
can be fined up to $20,000 per
offense. . This is a heavier fine
than the penalty for some very
grave crimes.

Unfortunately, as it now
develops, the Endangered
Species Act fails to exempt
antiques fashioned out of
long-dead whales, tortoises,
bird feathers or the like.

can lead to Federal charges.

The National Maritime Fish-
eries Service of the Depart-
ment of Commerce, in protect-
ing eight species of whales
under the act, has ruled that
artistic scrimshaw and early
American artifacts made of
whalebone cannot lawfully be
sold in interstate or foreign
commerce. This interpretation
would imply that Congress, in
the year 1973, belatedly took
the side of Moby Dick, the
great white whale, against
Captain Ahab and all harpoon-
ers. Somehow, we believe that
the Congress was concerned
with saving surviving whales
rather than with the bones of
long-dead ones.

Next, U.S. Customs agents
compelled Vice President -
designate Nelson Rockefeller to
send back to a London auction
house a Victorian cabinet
containing 35 stuffed birds that
he had bought there recently.
Mr. Rockefeller, himself a
conservationist, had no idea
that stuffed birds which twit-
tered their last in the past
century are now banned under
a Federal law intended to save
live ones.

In an age when only a small
percentage of actual criminals
are convicted of crime, when a
murderer doing life is picked
up in Washington, D. C., with
a sawed-off shotgun while
about to board a New York
City train on ‘‘recreational
leave'’, when permissiveness
and law violation run rampant,
must we risk tattering the last
shreds of respect for the law
by making heavy-handed ar-
rests over such things as
antique eagle feathers and
century-old whalebone?

If the enforcement agencies
have no appropriate answer,
Congress should by amend-
ment provide one.

The current coal strike,
which is playing havoc with the
Nation’s economy, is reminis-
cent of the old World War II
John L. Lewis capers, and
features the union power
ambitions of the current Pres-
ident of the United Mine
Workers, Arnold R. Miller.
Miners already get from $42 to
$50 per day.
The strike by 120,000 coal
miners if continued for as
much as four weeks -- which
may happen -- is due to idle as
many as 400,000 workers in
steel, railroads, and other
industries dependent on a
steady supply of coal.
A tentative settlement was
scrapped by the mine opera-
tives before being submitted to
the tank-and-file for approval.
It is believed Miller can stop
the strike if he wants to bad
enough. That remains to be
seen.

An innocuous sounding bill,
labeled a ‘‘Safe Drinking
Water’’ measure, sailed
through the House last week
by a vote of 296 to 84. Fifteen
Texans voted against it, and 8
favored this new power delega-
tion to the EPA. The bill, an
even stronger version having
previously passed the Senate,
now goes to conference. It
empowers EPA to set federal
standards for every municipal
water system in the country.
The cost of compliance could
be astronomical. No longer
would the States (unless they
adopt similar standards) and
local communities be allowed
to continue to apply their own
engineering skills in solving
their clean water problems.
Perhaps the implementation
of this new grant of over-
whelming power to EPA will
not be as expensive for
municipalities as appear likely.
But the power thus given to
EPA is awesome. It means
more government by bureauc-
racy, more authority and con-
trol over decisions previously
exercised by the States and
local people.

Farmers who pay cash wages
for agricultural labor must
report and pay social security
taxes on each employee, points.
out an economist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
However, wages paid to a son
or daughter under 21 years of
age or to an employer’s wife or
husband are not subject to
social security taxes. Social
security taxes must be paid on
each employee who has worked
20 days or more or who has
been paid $150 or more during
the year.

A Bishop
Looks af Life

WHAT CAN WE DO FOR
OLDER PEOPLE?
(Editor’s note: This is the
last in a three-part series ‘on
older people.)

All of us need guidance in
our relations with older people
--in our own family, in our
neighborhood, in church
groups, in retirement homes,
or wherever we meet them.
Of late this subject
received much attention and
there are some well-tested
rules to follow.

Older people are still people.
They need to be treated as
adults, not as children. They
need, in every way possible, to

» .| be made to feel important.

Their saddest hours are when
they feel ignored, forgotten,
unloved.

We should allow our elderly

friends to reminisce. They
need to look back and be

assured that life was good, that’

they made some worthwhile
contributions.

Recently a woman I know
was doing a kind act for her
elderly mother. The latter
protested, ‘‘You do too much
for me.’’ To which her dau-
ghter replied, ‘‘Don’t forget
how much you have done for

e.”” This is the kind of praise
that eases the burden of
growing old.

. Older people face the prob-
lem that all the exciting events
of their lives seem to be
behind them. We are helping
them when we give them
something to which they can

1 look forward. It does not need

to be extraordinary; it might be
a drive to some new area, a
luncheon or dinner, a family
party (perhaps a birthday).
Older people need to be held
to their full potential. They
need our assistance to resist
the idea they are no longer
,useful, that life is finished.
This is often best accomplished

when they discover creative [

work they can do. It may be
anything from knitting to
gardening to making bird-
houses.

If an older person has a
terminal illness he should be
encouraged to talk about it. Let
him talk out his feelings and
fears; let him know that
someone cares. It gives you a
chance to share, in love and
fricndship. your faith in God's
plan for us.

One of the wisest older
pcople 1 know has written
these positive words: *'Old age
certainly has its compensa-
tions: freedom from being
responsible for the young in
this day of the new morality,
freedom from committee work,
freedom from caring about
status, and freedom from
outside pressures. There seems
to be two ways of meeting old
age. One is to resign to it,
letting it take over your life.
The other is to adjust to it, still
keeping in the stream of life
and prodding oneself gently
into the activites one can still
do."

In summary, the best advice
I know on what to do for an
older person is to apply the
Golden Rule: be to him or her
what you want someone to be
to you when you are old.

Conversion Table For Cane Sugar

By Jean Holland
Co. Extension Agent At Large

With the holiday /baking
season beginning, homemakers
are searching for ways to
substitute other sweets for
expensive cane sugar.

Honey, molasses or sor-
ghum, corn syrup and cane
syrup are sweetening agents
that will work as well as white
sugar in baking. Some general
guidelines for these substi-
tutions will help homemakers
achieve economical and high
quality baked goods.

--Honey. For one cup of
sugar in baking, use one cup
honey and reduce liquid one-
fourth cup for each cup of
honey used. If about half the
sugar is retained in a recipe
and honey substituted for the
other half, a better quality
product will result.

In baking, use one-fourth
teaspoon soda for each cup of

honey. This is in addition to
baking powder in the recipe
when honey is substituted for
sugar.

--Molasses or sorghum. For
one cup sugar, use one and
one-half cups molasses or
sorghum and reduce liquid one
fourth cup for each cup of
molasses and sorghum used.

--Corn syrup. For one cup of
sugar, use two cups corn syrup
and reduce liquid one fourth
cup for each cup of corn syrup
used.

--Cane syrup. One and one
half cups of cane syrup is
equal in sweetness to one cup
of cane sugar.

In cakes and cookies, replace
sugar with syrup, measure for
measure, and reduce liquid one
third. Cakes and cookies made
with corn and cane syrups are
not as sweet as when sugar is
used.

Manure at 10 tons per acre
can produce yields of sorghum,
\ corn silage and wheat compar-
able to those obtained from
recommended commercial ferti-
lizer, contends an agricultural
engineer for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. Ferti-
lizing with feedlot manure in
the Texas High Plains can
mean a savings of about $17
per acre where the haul
distance is not more than 10
miles. Use of manure for crop
production is especially impor-
tant due to the shortage of
commercial fertilizer and the
resulting high prices.

“Payment In Full”

Suppose somebody owes you
money. According to your fig-
ures, the amount is $300. But the
debtor insists that the amount is
only $200. One day you receive
a check from him for $200. On
the back he has written the
words: “PAYMENT IN FULL.”

Should you cash the check and
take a chance on collecting the
extra $100 later on? It is tempt-
ing to do just that.

The trouble is that if you cash
the check as is, the law will prob-
ably consider the whole debt
wiped out. The debtor has made
you a legal offer to settle up for
a total of $200. By cashing the
check you are accepting his offer
and agreeing to a final settle-
ment at that figure.

True, with the $200 check in
your hands, you might be reluc-
tant indeed to let it go. One
man in this predicament tried to
steer a middle course. He erased
the word “FULL” and substi-
tuted the word “PART,” then
cashed the check.

However, his strategy did not
work. A court held later that he
had no claim to any more money.
The court said he had no au-
thority, on his own, to alter the
terms of the defendant’s offer.

Another man tried something
else. He too cashed a PAY-
MENT IN FULL check, but at
the same time wrote the debtor
that he simply was not accepting
it as a full settlement.

But again, a court ruled that
the entire debt was wiped out.
The court said the man’s actions
in cashing the check spoke
louder than his words of dis-
avowal.

Even if you don’t cash the
check but merely hang onto it,
you might be held to have ac-
cepted the debtor’s offer. Silence
can mean consent. :

However, that wouldn’t hap-
pen right away. In one case, a
creditor kept such a check for
six weeks before mailing it back
to the debtor. The latter there-
upon insisted that the delay had
cancelled the entire debt.

But a court decided the debt
was still due and payable. The
court thought six weeks was not
an unreasonable time, under the
circumstances, for the creditor to
weigh his next move.

““UFO’’ could save your life
this hunting season; not an
unidentified flying object but
‘“‘use fluorescent orange’’ clo-
thing. Hunter safety officials at
the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department have compiled ev-
idence which shows that fluor-
escent or hunter orange cloth-
ing reduces accidents, not by
elminiating the problem but by
making it more obvious.

In the past three years in
Pennsylvania, not a single
hunter wearing fluorescent
orange has been injured by
being mistaken for game.

In the same state, however,,
‘three hunters who wore yellow’
and 20 hunters clad in red
were shot. Pennsylvania hunt-
ers who wore drab or camou-
flage clothing had the worst
record--43 were injured in the
three year period. :

Massachusetts was the first
state to adopt fluorescent
orange for big game hunting
and today at least 14 other
states have laws which require
hunters to wear varying
amounts of the colored cloth-
ing. Last year another 18 states
had similar laws before their
legislature for consideration.

Blaze or fluorescent orange
is the only color which is
detected by persons with
varying degrees of color vision
deficiency.

Tests conducted by vision
experts in the U. S. have found

that some eight percent of the
male population is affected by
color blindness. Fluorescent
orange is completely out.of
place in nature and it is
immediately apparent.

Fluorescents are the most
brilliant during the accident-.
prone hours of dawn and dusk
or when heavy shadows de-
stroy much of the available
light.

A standard yellow can be
seen as gray and white at
certain’ hours of the day,
particularly just as the sun
rises or sets. And yellow does
not stand. out at all when seen
by a hunter wearing yellow or
amber shooting glasses.

A/ common objection of
hunters to blaze orange cloth-
ing is glare. Some of the first
caps, vests and jackets made of
hunter orange were of a slick
material which produced a
glare that warned game of a
hunter’s presence. New, softer

.fabrics are used now which
‘reflect little glare but still are

highly visible.
