The food producer’ s financial 
investments and work are 
always in danger o f weather 
disaster. This they accept as an 
unavoidable part o f their 
business, but when they have

Ito mortgage their land and 
[inventory to survive this cost 
price squeeze, only the very 
¡large operations will be able to 
borrow enough additional 

[ money to survive any serious 
weather calamity. The family 
farms and ranches that have 
been the backbone of American 
agriculture will perish. These 
are the food producers who 
with their families do most of 
their own labor while studying 
constantly to learn how to 
apply each technological ad­
vance research provides. One 
o f the few places left in 
America where management 
and labor are the same man. 
They have proved themselves 
to be some o f the most 
efficient and most highly moti­
vated workers in the world. No 
way has yet been discovered to 
grow food without lots of 
often grueling, hard, dirty 
work which has to be done in 
its time and season regardless 
of freezing cold or blistering 
heat. In our comfort-pleasure 
oriented society with its em­
phasis on short hours and five 
day work weeks, it is ever 
increasingly difficult to find 
people willing to do this kind 
of work. Caring for livestock 
and planting and harvesting 
crops cannot be left undone 
because it is 5 p.m . or 
Saturday. Our independent 
food producers are motivated 
by the challenge of making 
their financial investments pay 
off to put in the long hours of 
hard work required to grow 
food. WHO is going to replace 
this labor force? T

WORLD FOOD SITUATION
There’s enough land and 

raw materials to greatly in­
crease the world’s food output, 
but most of the potential must 
be realized in the developing 
countries, according to the 
USDA’ s Economic Research 
Service. Issues needing im­
mediate attention are farm 
level prices relative to inter­
national prices, the optium

Squirrel “shooting” is

By the time 
you have focused your 
camera on one, he is off 
and running. As soon as 
he spies you, he dashes 
for uie nearest tree.

One sure way to keep 
him on your side of the 
tree is to work with a

helper. Have the aide 
mdve quietly around to 
the other side. Then, when 
old bushytail sees your 
pardner, he will quickly 
move to your side of the 
tree. Have your camera 
ready to shoot— and you’ve 
fooled him. But when he 
hears the shutter click 
he’s off again.

You can usually tempt 
them to remain long 
enough to picture by scat­
tering a few pecans 
around the area, iJsually 
he will hurry away to 
bury the good ones as fast 
as he can. However, if 
there are many pecans

Riding Range’ 
Saves Energy, 
Cuts Costs

A U S T IN -W ith  energy 
supplies dwindling and prices 
rising, it is more important 
than ever to conserve energy, 
according to Agriculture • 
C om m issioner John C. 
White.

Texas Department of 
Agriculture home economists 
suggest that a good way to 
start is in the kitchen. They 
give the following tips:

— D on ’t preheat your 
oven unless you are baking 
foods that contain baking 
powder, cakes, biscuits, and 
cookies, for example.

-  When using glass or glass 
ceramic baking dishes, lower 
oven heat by 25 degrees.

’ ~ Keep your oven door 
closed while the heat is on. 
Don’t constantly peek at 
foods.

-  If you have an electric 
range, turn o ff the oven 
during the last five minutes 
of baking time. Reserved 
oven heat will continue to 
bake your food.

— Use your oven to 
capacity. Prepare several 
items at a time, either for 
one meal or for several.

Heating a room with a gas 
or electric range is not 
efficient. White said, and the 
additional cost on utility 
bills is sizeable. Risk of 
damage to the stove and to 
the home is also possible.

Our News Letter

Few things seem easier in 
Washington than spending the 
taxpayer’ s money or pretend­
ing that the government is 
saving citizens money by 
passing regulations that will 
bring about low prices. Both 
these habits sometimes bring 
short term rewards, and long­
term headaches.

Last week provided two 
examples. First, Congress 
passed a tax refund, as the 
Administration requested. I 
voted against this bill, because 
our federal deficit will already 
be too large, and because I 
thought it would be inflationary 
without restimulating the econ­
omy effectively. Further, I did 
not support the bill because it 
removed the depletion allow­
ance for oil drilling, at a time 
when we need incientives to 
discover new oil and gas in the 
U.S.A.

Similarly, the Energy and 
Power Subcommittee, on which 
I serve, reported out a bill 
continuing our present two-tier 
price system for “ old oil”  and 
“ new oil”  until January 1, 
1976. I was the only member 
from either party to vote 
against it. Under this system 

Old o il”  from fields drilled 
before January 1, 1973 sells at 
one price, and “ new oil”  
discovered after January 1, 
1973 sells at the world price, 
which is twice as high. There 
is no logical defense for selling 
an identical product at two 
different prices. This will not 
encourage domestic drilling 
and production, nor keep 
American producers from sell­
ing their “ old oil”  overseas, if 
they can get higher prices for 
it there. Uncomfortable as it is, 
we will have to move to the 
world price if we are ever 
going to have incentives to 
develop enough petroleum at 
home for our own needs, and 
then, when the price of oil has 
found its natural market level, 
the determination can be made 
whether coal can be competi­
tive with oil. When it is, 
people on the east coast and in 
the far west will have a secure 
price for coal that will allow 
them to engage in heavy 
investment in coal mining for

fhis country’s future.
Our government has over­

regulated many things, and in 
doing so, has often achieved 
short term gains but at the 
expense o f long term goals 
which are more desireable. 
Political expediency can be a 
very strong motive. I’m hope­
ful that expediency will not win 
out, and I believe that there 
are still enough people who 
will be openminded to the 
needs for developing a sensible 
long term energy policy so that 
we can forge a program 
genuinely suited to our nation­
al needs.

Rights O f  
Grandparents

Do grandparents have a legal 
right to the companionship  ̂ of 
their grandchildren? Consider 
the tale of woe brought into 
court by an elderly couple.

“ Since our daughter died, re­
lations with our son-in-law have 
gone from bad to worse. Lately 
he won’t let their little boy come 
to visit US, or even let us go to 
visit him. Surely we have a right 
to see our own grandchild.”

But the court refused to come 
to their aid. The court said that 
since the father had legal cus­
tody, he alone could decide 
whom the child should see.

This is the usual rule—thai 
grandparents have no indepen­
dent right, against parental wishes, 
to spend time with their grand­
children. However, courts have- 
held the other way if the child’s 
own welfare is clearly at stake.

For example;
Custody of two little girls in a 

divorce case was awarded to their 
mother. At the time, she did not 
object to giving visitation privi­
leges to the father’s parents, 
since the children had a long 

' and loving relationship with them.
Later, she changed her mind 

and tried to end these visits with 
the grandparents. But this time,
