Production o f sheep and 
lambs in 1974 totaled 
111,205,000 pounds, compar­
ed to 148,295,000 in 1973. 
The average 1974 price 
received statewide for sheep 
was $14.20 while lambs 
brought an average of $35.70.

Gross income for the sheep 
and lamb industry in Texas is 
estimated at $46,236,000 for 
1974, more than $5 million 
less than a year earlier.

With a total value of more 
than $15 million, wool 
production in the state in 
1974 reached 23,900,000 
pounds, down almost 2 and 
one half million pounds from 
the previous year.

Sutton County’ s 1974 wool 
production reached 873,000 
while mohair production in 
the county totaled 700,000 
pounds.

Lone Star 
was formerly allowed to only 
pass 65 per cent o f their 
increased costs for gas every 
six months. Morgan said that 
Lone Star was also seeking to 
have this provision included 
in the new city rate 
ordinance.

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Change Proposed 
hi Brucellosis

Interested Texas cattle 
producers will have an 
opportunity to express their 
views on proposed changes in 
the state’ s brucellosis eradi­
cation program during a 
public hearing September 4 
in Austin, scheduled by the 
Texas Animal Health Com­
mission according to Dr. H. 
Q. Sibley, executive director.

On July 1, 1975, 24 Texas 
counties had qualified as 
bovine brucellosis free areas 
and 23 other counties had no 
known infection. Current 
regulations do not contain 
provisions for protection of 
these clean areas, Sibley 
emphasizes.

The TAHC has proposed a 
number of major changes in 
the brucellosis program. The 
Commission voted to propose 
the regulation changes to 
bring the Texas program 
more in line with national 
brucellosis standards contain­
ed in the “ Uniform Methods 
and Rules’ ’ for eradication 
recommended by the United 
States Animal Health Asso­
ciation.

Changes under considera­
tion include:

1. Outlining the manner in 
which cattle may move into, 
within, and from certified 
areas to protect the status of 
these areas. If an adequate 
number of breeding cattle are' 
being sampled at the time of, 
slaughter from a clean area, 
the Commission could allow 
cattle to move from these 
areas without further tests.

2. Authorizing testing of all 
eligible test cattle prior,, to 
loan, lease, sale, or any 
change o f ownership except, 
(a) breeding cattle that are 
consigned from herd of origin 
directly to slaughter and (b) 
animals originating in 
certified brucellosis free 
herds. These changes would 
give the Commission flexi­
bility in' handling the various 
situations that occur in 
different parts o f the state.

3. Requiring “ S”  branding 
of brucellosis exposed cattle 
only when going on permit to 
slaughter or to a quarantined 
feedlot. This would comply 
with federal regulations 
which became effective on 
April 22, 1975.

4. Authorizing and provid­
ing for using supplementary 
tests in certain phases o f the 
program.

5. Allowing official brucel­
losis calfhood vaccination 
down to two months of age 
instead of the present three 
months of age.

6. Outlining provisions to 
move breeding cattle from a 
county which has lost its 
modified certified free status.

7. Providing for methods of 
handling brucellosis negative 
cattle at livestock markets by 
keeping them separate from 
infected, exposed, or un­
known status cattle.

The proposed changes will 
be posted in every Texas 
courthouse for at least 30 
days prior to the September 4 
public hearing, said Sibley,

The Texas Animal Health 
Commission also is planning 
a series o f information 
meetings throughout the state 
to explain these proposed 
changes to livestock owners.

N e w sle tte r

As I write this, we in the 
House are engaged in one of 
the most heated debates of 
this session. The debate 
centers on the comprehensive 
energy bill on which 1 have 
been working for the past five 
months. The outcome is not 
yet certain, but several 
observations can be made.

First, it is extremely 
difficult to win agreement in 
Congress on a national 
energy policy for three 
reasons: (a) the oil and gas 
industry is disliked by a 
number of congressmen who 
allow their bias against an 
industry to prevent rational 
national policy; (b) issues 
often are decided on regional 
rather than national bases- 
New England voted against 
encouraging new domestic 
production because they lack 
such production, for example; 
(c) the awareness of energy 
as a national problem is so 
hew to so many members 
that they have little expertise 
in the area; and, (d) many 
members vote for what is 
popular with constituents 
before the next election 
rather than recognizing the 
need for sometimes painful 
decisions now that will serve 
the entire nation in the 
long-run.

Secondly, a strong depen­
dency still exists to try to 
divide positions as being 
either Democratic or Republi­
can, or conservative or 
liberal. Frequently, however, 
national policy cannot be 
decided according to these 
over-simplified labels. In my 
judgm ent, an intelligent 
energy policy has to have the 
following characteristics: pro­
tection for the consumers 
against sudden overwhelming 
price increases; encourage­
ment for domestic oil and gas 
production to reduce our 
dependence on Arab import­
ed oil; a policy that will help 
to develop a market system in 
which consumers and pro­
ducers can make their own 
choices instead of being fied 
up in expensive and cumber­
some governmental regula­
tions.

This past week, I offered a 
national policy alternative 
regarding our national oil

pricing system which I 
believe would have protected 
consumers and encouraged 
domestic production. My 
version had strong bipartisan 
support and was supported 
by every member fix)m Texas 
except one, but failed 
narrowly. Those Republicans 
who opposed it were all from 
New England while the 
Democratic opposition simi­
larly came largely from 
non-producing states. The 
opposition was voting for 
price rollbacks which would 
save Ic or so per gallon in 
the short-run, but by 1980 
would make us so far more 
dependent on imported oil 
than we are now. After my 
proposal narrowly failed, I 
succeeded in removing the 
other pricing provision from 
the bill and at this time we 
are still seeking to find a 
compromise position.

I have met four times in 
the last five days with Frank 
Zarb, head o f the Federal 
Energy Administration, to 
work out a proposal which 
would find both majority 
support in the House and 
could be signed into law by 
the President. I have good 
reason to believe that my 
proposal would have been 
signed by the President had 
it passed. At this writing, I 
am hopeful that a com pro­
mise between the President 
and the Congress may still be 
possible and that I may be 
able to prove helpful in this 
regard.

Plump and sparkling Northwest fresh sweet cherries fill the 
center of a delicate baked custard ring. Served chilled, this re­
freshing dessert will be a favorite for hot summer days.

The season for fresh sweet cherries from the Pacific Northwest 
begins in mid-June and continues into August, with the peak 
supply in July. To keep them at their best, store fresh sweet 
cherries in plastic bags in the refrigerator. Wash only as they are 
used.

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Uninsured MoloiisSs Suiier 
Loss on Driving Priviieges

Uninsured motorists in­
volved in traffic accidents 
resulting in death, personal 
injury or property damage in 
excess of $250 may be subject 
to suspension of their driving 
privileges and vehicle regis­
trations under a revision to 
the Texa'v Safety Responsibil­
ity Law.

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, 
director of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, said 
the new law--which was 
enacted during the recent 
Legislative session-requires 
DPS to evaluate traffic 
accidents (meeting the above 
criteria o f seriousness) to 
determine if there is a 
“ reasonable probability of 
judgement ' against one or 
more of the drivers. If such a 
finding is made, and if the 
driver or owner has no 
liability insurance meeting 
the state’s minimum require­
ment ot $10.000/520,000/
$5,000, then the DPS must 
require the uninsured motor­
ist believed at fault to satisfy 
the security provisions of the 
law. This may be done in one 
of the following ways;

By submitting a written 
release signed by the other 
damaged parties.

By filing an installment 
agreement made with the 
other damaged parties in­
volved.

By depositing security in a 
sufficient amount to take care 
of damages sustained by 
others and maintain proof of 
financial responsibility for a 
period of five years from the 
date of the accident.'

By filing copies o f civil 
damage judgement obtained 
against other parties involved 
in the accident, or a 
judgement of non-liability.

When the security pro­
visions o f the law are no;

satisfied by the uninsured 
owners and operators, and 
the DP.S determines there is 
■‘a reasonable probability of 
judgem ent’ ’ against such 
persons, the following pro­
visions of the law become 
applicable:

A written notice of future 
driver license and motor 
vehicle registration suspen­
sion must be forwarded to 
such persons by certified 
mail. Such, a notice will 
advise that a hearing will be 
granted upon request.

Upon receipt of a request 
for hearing, the DPS will 
notify the persons requesting 
same to appear before the 
traffic court judge in their 
precinct of residence, and it 
will hwcome the responsibility 
of the traffic court judge to 
determine whether or not 
there is “ a reasonable 
probability off judgem ent’ ’ 
and, if so, the amount of 
security to be depositéd v/ith 
DPS by the uninsured 
persons.

A.ny suspension invoked by 
the DPS in motor vehicle 
accident cases o f this type 
will be stayed by a request 
for hearing until such time as 
the matter is fin.dly resolved 
through administrative hear­
ing or the couits.

Speir said tlie new law was 
enacted to enable Texas to 
comply with a U.S. Supreme 
Court decision. The decision 
had invalidated portions of. 
the previous Texas Safety 
Respon.sibility Law because of 
a lack of ’ due process’ ’ 
provisions in the old law.

Speir said the new law was 
signed by the Governor on 
June ■’ d, and uninsured 
motorists involved in acci­
dents since .lun̂ e 21 can be 
affected b; il.s provisions.

There are times when we 
desperately need a vote of 
confidence, an assurance 
fi-om someone or somewhere 
that will restore our damaged 
self-esteem. Depreciation of 
our self-worth is as serious as 
depreciation o f our money.

The damage may come 
fi-om a variety of causes: a 
broken marriage or one in the 
process of breaking up; the 
failure to receive an expected 
promotion: a sense of
rejection by a friend or loved 
one; the enforced withdrawal 
from satisfying activity due to 
illness or old age.

Today one o f the most 
widespread causes for this 
kind o f low morale is 
unemployment. Even worse 
than the suffering in financial 
terms is the low self-evalua­
tion that comes when a 
person finds that he has no 
marketable value. In a culture 
that identifies a man with the 
work he does what is left of a 
person when he has no work?

If you face this need for 
secrets o f maintaining self­
esteem (and we all have this 
need at times in life), here 
are some practical sugges­

tions:
Cling to those who love you 

and believe in you whoever 
they may be. Give a new 
priority to the ‘.‘maintenance 
love”  you have taken for 
granted. Be generous in 
expressing the love you feel 
and be grateful for the love 
that comes back to you. Many 
a crisis has been weathered 
by this kind of love given and 
received.

If possible, find a way to 
express your ^concern for 
others, in order to escape 
from your concern for 
yourself. For example, vol­
unteer for some needed 
service in your church or in a 
community social service 
agency. Do something that 
you can do well and that wins 
approval. As social beings we 
need the approval o f others if 
we are to approve of 
ourselves.

Take an honest inventory of 
yourself, both positive and 
negative. Recognize and 
appreciate your own abilities 
(even if at the moment they 
are not recognized in the 
marketplace.) Face some 
of your own limitations and 
consider what you can do 
about them. If you have some 
firee time, look into courses of 
study or forms o f training 
that will interest you as well 
as prepare you for a better 
future. Treat self-pity as a 
cardinal sin, and pat yourself

1ëxas Medical Association
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With the increase in food 
prices has come an increase 
in home canning, as families 
buy foods in bulk at their 
peak seasons to save on the 
grocery bill. And with the 
increase in home canning has 
come a serious health 
hazard-botulism. Botulism is 
a serious form of food poison 
that produces critical illness 
and is fatal in one-fourth of 
all cases, the Texas Medical 
Association states.

Unless strict precautions 
are follow ed, home-canned 
food may be contaminated 
with the spores o f Clos­
tridium botulinum. The 
danger does not come directly 
from eating the bacteria 
themselves. In fact, a great 
deal o f fresh food contains 
the spores o f the bacteria 
which, when eaten, pass 
harmlessly through the diges­
tive tract. However, under 
special conditions Clostridium 
botulinum produces a toxin, a 
substance which may be the 
most lethal human poison in 
existence. Food canning, if 
improperly carried out, can 
provide perfect conditions for 
the production of this poison.

The problem of botulism is 
prevented in commercial 
canning by use of equipment 
producing a combination o f 
temperature and pressure 
capable of killing the spores 
so they cannot grow into

bacteria to produce their 
toxin. However, since the 
botulinum bacteria can 
survive 20 hours of boiling at 
normal sea level pressures, 
simple home canning me­
thods may not succeed in 
getting rid o f them, and 
during storage there is plenty 
of time for the fatal toxin to 
be produced.

Home canning can be 
carried out safely if correct 
procedures are carefully 
followed. A pressure cooking 
device is recommended for 
obtaining the combination of 
temperature and pressure 
which can kill the botulinum 
organism during the canning 
process.

If you have a supply o f 
home-canned food , you can 
make sure of its safety by one 
simple precaution—boil before 
using I Although the bacteria 
may not be destroyed by

boiling, the highly dangerous 
toxin is made harmless by 
ordinary boiling—10 minutes 
at sea level, longer at higher 
altitudes. Make sure every 
particle of the food is heated 
at the boiling point in order 
to destroy all o f  the 
dangerous toxin.

Botulism kills through the 
paralyzing action of its toxin 
upon the nervous system. 
Control o f the muscles is lost, 
beginning with those about 
the face and neck. Loss of the 
ability to swallow makes it 
im possible to eat, leads to 
choking which may intorduce 
fore ign . materials into the 
lungs, and usually produces 
death in several days. Most 
patients give a history of 
having eaten food which 
tasted spoiled, followed in a 
few hours by nausea and 
vomiting. Later the symptoms 
of muscle weakness begin to 
appear. If medical aid is 
quickly obtained and the 
correct diagnosis is rapidly 
made, it may be possible to 
save the patient. A serum 
may be injected which, while 
it cannot help the nerves

already damaged, is som e­
times able to limit further 
paralysis.

But the best treatment for 
botulism is prevention.

Commercially canned food 
can be considered safe. If you 
are given some homecanned 
food you can make sure it is 
safe by boiling at least 10 
full minutes before use. 
Those who do their own 
canning should review their 
procedure to make certain it 
protects against botulism, 
even if they have been 
canning for years without 
incident I

Never taste preserved food 
which appears to have spoiled 
for a very small amount of 
botulism toxin can produce 
illness. When in doubt, throw 
it out!

In addition to being a 
source high in protein, 
peanuts contain large 
amounts o f Vitamin B and 
iron, according to Texas 
Department o f Agriculture 
home economists.
