Comptroller

Collects

More Taxes

Comptroller Bob Bullock
said the enforcement offi-
cers of his San Angelo
district office revealed
through audits $33,767 in
additional taxes owed the
state and collected another
$87,753 in taxes during
the month of June.

Of the $87,753 collected
by the office during the
‘month, the Comptroller
noted, $32,068 had be-
come delinquent.

Statewide field collec-
tions by the Comptroller’s
36 district offices totaled
$4.6 million during June,
including $2.3 million in
delinquent taxes, Bullock
said. He said the com-
bined audit efforts of the
field offices turned up a
total $3.6 million in
additional revenue owed
the state.

County Ranks 74th In Oil, Gas Production

As an era of cheap
energy and energy inde-
pendence faded for, Amer-
ica, Sutton County’s 1975
crude oil and natural gas
production became more
significant to Texas and
the United States than at
any time since production
began in 1948.

With its production
marketed for a record
$38.4-million and an in-
dustry payrell totalling
$11-million, petroleum
continued as an important
factor in the economic
health of the county,
according to a study by
the Dallas-based Texas
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas
Association.

Jack S. Blanton, Houston
independent oil company
executive and president of
the Association, said in-
creased prices, caused by
the growing shortage of
domestic oil and gas, has
given a multi-billion dollar
boost to the economy of
Texas and the . state’s
treasury.

‘“‘Increased prices help
offset the economic effects
of the downward trend in
volume of Texas produc-
tion,”’ Blanton said, point-
ing out that increased
revenues for producers are
being soaked up by
zooming drilling costs.

‘‘The average cost of
drilling a well in Texas
had jumped from $55,000
in 1962 to $137,000 last
year, $150-percent in-
crease and one of the
reasons why 29 cent
gasoline and low utility
bills are relics of the
past,” Blanton said.

The total value of
production statewide in-
creased from more than
$11-billion in 1974 to over
$13-billion last year, a
jump of nearly 19-percent.

Sutton was one of 200

produced oil and gas with

of $100,000 last year, an
increase of three. over the
1974 total and seven more
than in 1973. The county
ranked 74th in the state in
the total value of petro- .
leum produced, realizing

$2.8-million--$102,082 paid
on oil output; $2.7 million
on gas production.

According to the Texas
Employment Commission,
600 oil and gas industry
employees worked in the
county in 1975. But
because oil and gas
production and processing
operations requife such
extensive support from
service and supply firms,
these direct employment
figures are only a part of
the story of the industry’s
impact on the local
economy.

The industry’s search
for oil and gas continued
in Sutton County, with oil
and gas developers last
year spending an esti-
mated $28.3-million drill-
ing 252 wells in the
county. Some $5-million of
that was lost in 60 dry
holes, but the total drilling
effort yielded three oil
wells and 189 gas wells.
The exploratory effort in
the county last year saw
the drilling of 18 wildcat
wells.
