Sheriff’s Race Adding Voter Interest

Adding to the political 
interest in this presidential 
election year is the 
still-alive race for Sheriff, 
Tax Assessor/Collector of 
Sutton County. Although 
the incumbent for that 
office, Pryce Taylor, .was 
defeated by 210 votes in 
the May Primary election, 
he has come back to run 
as a write-in candidate for 
that office.

Taylor stated, “ due to 
my own earnest desire and 
the urging of a host of 
friends I have decided to 
publicly announce my 
intention to be a write-in 
candidate for the office of 
Sheriff. Tax Assessor/Col­
lector in the November 2 
General Election” .

“ My decision on a 
write-in campaign came 
about after finding that 
many of the voters of the 
county had been misin­
formed on the possibilities 
o f some of the radical 
changes proposed and 
uniformed on the proba­
bilities should these 
changes be attem pted,”  
stated Taylor in a state­
ment made to this 
newspaper.

Taylor added that his

platform will be none 
other than his past 
performance. He did add 
that since he has been in 
the sheriff’ s office that 
only two felony cases have 
occurred in the county and 
there have been no jury 
trials in these eleven 
years.

Adding to his statement 
Taylor said he wished to 
include not only facts

regarding the sheriff’ s 
office but that Sutton 
County has a large tax
office with lots of money 
and business to attend to. 
He attributes the success 
of this part o f his job to 
two well qualified persons 
who operate the office, 
Mrs. Lottie Puckett and 
Mrs. Ann Hill.

Taylor stated also that 
hiring an additional deputy 
for his office was in the 
future. This will be in 
addition to Mack W est, 
who Sheriff Taylor said 
would remain with him if 
re-elected.

Defeating Sheriff Tay­
lor in the primary election 
was our present Chief of 
Police W .W .(B ill) W eb­
ster. In an interview with 
W ebster Monday he an­
swered the question as to 
his asking for a $4,000 a 
year raise if elected 
sheriff, in this manner. “ I 
have prepared a budget 
for the City Council and 
County Commissioners at 
their request, if the 
consolidation of the She­

riff’s office and City Police 
Department should b e ­
come a reality. In this 
budget request I have

mentioned a $2,000 a year 
amount in addition to the 
sheriff’ s salary. This is to 
cover a housing allowance 
that the present sheriff 
already receives in ad­
dition to his salary.”  
W ebster added that he 
believed the present hous­
ing allowance to be $1800 
a year.

Another question asked 
o f W ebster was staff 
changes. Webster answer­
ed, “ there will definitely 
be staff changes but at 
what point at this time I 
am not sure. But regard­
ing officers to be hired, if 
more are hired, there will 
be no officer hired who 
has lived in Sonora prior 
to this time.”

Webster had this state­
ment to make:

“ The Sonora Police 
Dept, and m yself have 
been verbally attacked on 
several different issues 
since the May 1 primary. 
It is my hope that the 
following statement will 
qualify my position and 
ideas if I am elected

Sheriff in the Nov. 2 
General Election.

It is very difficult to 
fullfill my job responsi­

bilities as Chief o f Police 
and still find time to speak 
personally to each of the 
voters as I would )ike. I 
welcome this opportunity 
to express my views in the 
hope that they will be seen 
bv some of the people I 
will be unable to see
before the election Nov. 2.

I am proud of the job 
that is being done by the 
Sonora Police Dept, and 
am grateful to have had a 
part in its developement 
and management. The 
staff and m yself have 
undertaken our jobs with 
willingness, pride, and en­
thusiasm, and I believe 
the Police Dept, is one in 
which the people of Sonora 
can be proud.

I am more pleased with 
the job done by the Police 
Dept, knowing the job has 
been economical. This 
year the City spent less 
than $.05 of every $1.00 it 
recieved on Police Oper­
ations and the Dept still 
managed to turn back over 
$3000 of it’s budget to the 
City. All of this reaffirms
my belief that pride and 
enthusiasm are attitudes 
that a person brings to his 
job ; they can not be

bought at any price, but if 
they exist, results in the 
best job at the least 
possible cost. It is my 
intention to carry this 
same desire to the 
Sheriff’s Office.

Every candidate prom­
ises an administration that 
is honest, fair, economical, 
and efficient. These are 
items which are empty and

meaningless unless they 
are identified with a 
definite plan o f action. I 
believe my record as Chief 
o f Police has proven my 
claims to fairness, honesty 
and efficiency. These traits 
are personal beliefs and 
will guide my actions 
regardless o f the job title I 
might carry. The idea of 
economy is another mat­
ter. One person’s idea of 
economy may not agree 
with another’ s.

It is my belief that 
economics and efficiency 
are inseparable terms. For 
example, a law enforce­
ment agency might exist 
on a budget of $10,000 a 
year, but it can not 
function: no officer will 
be on patrol 24 hrs. a day 
at this price; no car can be 
furnished; and no equip-

ment provided. One way 
to provide both economy 
and efficiency is through a 
consolidated effort toward 
Law Enforcement by both 
the City and County. It is 
by no means the only 
alternative but it is, in my 
opinion, one o f the best 
available to all the 
citizens. The proposal of a 
Consolidated Law-Enforce­
ment effort is not an 
empty adjective like “ E- 
conomy” , it is a plan of 
action. A plan is more of a 
commitment than using a 
general term and perhaps

it is poor politics to give 
people something so speci­
fic to think about. How­
ever, 1 firmly believe the 
voters deserve to know 
something more than 
empty promises.

The City Council and 
County Commission must 
ultimately decide the final 
alternative which is most 
appropriate for all the 
citizens. If they decide 
consolidation is not the 
best, most workable, al­
ternative then the two 
political bodies and myself 
can jointly solve the 
problem. It is up to the 
voters to decide if a 
working, interested and 
enthusiastic Sheriff is 
desirable in Sutton Coun­

There have been no 
definite decisions pn the 
part o f the County 
Commissioners or the City 
Council to consolidate the 
two local enitites. This 
decision will be one of the 
governing bodies alone 
and the vote you cast in 
the general election is not 
for consolidation o f the 
offices but for the man 
who you think will make 
the most efficient and 
competent sheriff for our 
county.
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Val Verde County Cave  ̂Archaeological Gold Mine
Baker Cave, a rock- 

shelter located on a ranch 
in Val Verde County in 
southwest Texas, has 
produced an archaeological

gold mine.
Dr. Thomas Hester, 

Director of the Center for 
Archaeological Research at 
the University of Texas at

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Sonora, Texas

San Antonio, led an 
Earthwatch team in an 
excavation at the rockshel- 
ter this summer. Their 
findings are revealing 
information about the 
lifestyle of the Indians who 
inhabited the shelter 9,000 
years ago.

Two of the most 
important finds at the dig 
are charcoal, which has 
been radiocarbon-dated at 
UCLA and UT Austin to 
verify the 7,000 B.C. 
occupation, and a Golon­
drina (Spanish for swal­
lowtail) dartpoint, used by 
Indians during this late 
Pleistocene period (the 
large end of the point has 
a swallowtail shape).

Tha archaeologists also 
uncovered part of a basket 
woven between 4,500 and 
3,000 B.C. (a rare find in 
the U.S. where damp 
weather usually decom ­
poses the materials) as 
well as sandals, mats, 
knots, cords and other 
basketry made from local 
desert plants. Flint arti­
facts and waste chips, 
animal and fish bones,

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nuts and seeds were also 
uncovered.

The relics are being 
analyzed in labs at UTSA. 
Specialists at the Univer­
sity o f Pittsburgh will 
eventually study the bas­
ket samples to provide 
more detailed information 
about fibers and weaving 
techniques. The baskets, 
nuts and seeds will be 
sent to Texas A&M 
University where studies 
will be conducted to learn 
more about prehistoric 
botany.

Dr. Hester noted that 
Baker Cave is one of the 
best preserved rockshel- 
ters in the U.S.

“ The artifacts have 
been protected by the dry 
southwest Texas weather 
and by layers o f fine 
limestone dust which fell 
from the shelter roof over 
thousands o f years,”  he 
said.

In some areas o f the 
rockshelter there are as 
many as 20 levels of 
occupation.

“ The top layers indicate 
that the most recent 
inhabitation was around 
1,400 A.D., about the time 
the bow and arrow was 
introduced into the south 
and southwest Texas 
area,”  related Dr. Hester.

A key factor in the 
archaeologists’ success 
was the determination of 
the ranch owners to 
protect the shelter from 
looters. The rockshelter 
was virtually untouched 
when Jim W ord, an 
am ateur a rch a eo log is t 
from Floydada, Texas 
began the first excavation 
in 1962.

Word, who excavated a 
series o f squares and 
trenches, found evidence 
of inhabitation in 7,000 
B.C. With the help of 
Earthwatch volunteers. Dr. 
Hester began a detailed 
excavation this year to 
help piece together a 
puzzle that would reveal 
the lifestyle o f these 
Indians.

Located about a third of 
the way down a 400-foot 
cliff. Baker Cave overlooks 
the parched,-cactus-cov­
ered bed where a stream 
once flowed and the vast 
miles used for sheep 
ranching.

The rockshelter is about 
140 feet wide and extends 
about 80 feet into the side 
of the cliff. It is about 30 
feet from the roof to the 
floor of the shelter. The 
inhabitation and limestone 
layers go down 11 feet to 
the bedrock.

To reach the isolated 
rockshelter, Dr. Hester, 
Earthwatch volunteers and 
workers from the UTSA 
archaeological center trav­
eled over the rough terrain 
in a carryall and jeeps. 
They climbed down the 
cliff with the help of ropes 
and then lowered their 
equipment.

The 14 Earthwatch vol­
unteers came from all

Canning Corp., Madison- 
ville, Kentucky.

Several students also 
p a rtic ip a ted . Included  
were Susan Boyle, a high 
school student from Hon­
olulu, Hawaii; Karen Wen­
dell, freshman at Carleton 
College, Northfield, Minn­
esota; Karen Sorrell, 
freshman at Texas A&M 
University; Robert Mintz, 
high school student, Clog- 
ston. New Jersey; and 
Charles Nuckolls, anthro­
pology graduate student at 
the University of Chicago.

Brian Rosborough, Pres­
ident of Earthwatch, which 
is headquartered in Bel­
mont, Massachusetts, also 
visited the excavation.

“ Earthwatch is the only 
organization of its kind,”  
said Rosborough. “ It was 
established six years ago 
to help scientists raise 
money and volunteers to 
support expeditions. Those 
who participate share 
costs.”

He commented that this 
year Earthwatch will sup­
port 50 expeditions in 13 
states and 17 countries.

The Earthwatch volun­
teers at Baker Cave 
meticulously scraped and 
brushed away dirt, plotted 
the location o f artifacts, 
carried buckets of soil and 
screened them though 
one-eighth-inch screens to 
catch the tiniest relics. 
They carried the bags of 
carefully labeled dirt and 
artifacts up the cliff in 
backpacks.

To protect themselves 
from the limestone pow­
der, the workers wore 
bandannas or dust masks 
over their mouths.

Their efforts will help 
eventually to reveal more 
about the hunting and 
gathering people who 
inhabited the rock shelter.

“ These Indians were 
similiar to the Coahuilte- 
cans who live in south 
Texas,”  said Dr. Hester. 
“ We doubt that they had 
any sophisticated tribal 
organization. They probab­
ly traveled in family 
groups.”

Dr. Hester speculates 
that one or two family 
groups-probably never 
more than 15 people-lived 
in the rockshelter at one 
time.

“ We hope to learn more 
about their seasonal inhab­
itations from analysis of 
the food rem ains,”  said 
Dr. Hester. “ Food would 
have been too scarce for 
the Indians to live in the 
rockshelter year-round. 
They had to travel to 
follow the food supply.”

The food remains in the 
7,000 B.C. layer include 
walnuts, seeds and fish ­
bones, indicating that the

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area was cooler and more 
moist. Dr. Hester said.

During the later, dryer 
periods the Indians ate 
deer and small animals 
and placed a heavy 
emphasis on plant foods.

Through the Baker Cave 
excavation the archaeolo­
gists learned that the 
Indians used different 
areas of the rockshelter for 
different activities such as 
cooking, sleeping and 
flint-working and for a 
latrine and garbage dis­
posal.

“ It is very unusual to be 
able to pinpoint prehistoric 
behavior in this fashion,”  
Dr. Hester said.

One purpose o f the 
Earthwatch excavation was 
to determine how exten­
sive inhabitation was in 
Baker Cave and whether 
the rockshelter should be 
studied further.

“ W e’ve found that the 
shelter holds a wealth of 
inform ation,”  said Dr. 
Hester.

The UTSA archaeologist 
■said he hopes to receive 
grant money for a major 
excavation at Baker Cave 
to begin in 1977 or 1978.

The foreign wool auc­
tions exhibited continued 
strenght this past week, 
led by advance in prices of 
all types in Australia. The 
prices paid continues to 
set new 2-year levels.

The AWC Stockpiles 
continue to decline with 
about 20% o f their total 
offerings being maintained 
in overseas warehouses - 
one o f which is in 
Charleston, S.C.

Big news in our market
last week was the sale in 
Boston of 920,000 pounds 
o f graded wools. The 
highest price paid was 
1.93 clean basis for one lot 
of graded 64s staple. This 
price compares to 1.85 
clean basis where most 
buying has been limited 
since fast Spring. There is 
an unconfirmed report of a 
carload o f original bag 
South Dakota 64s wool 
being sold last week at 
1.95. Additional sales have 
occurred in Salt Lake City 
where reports indicate in 
excess o f 1 million pounds 
have sold within the past 
few days.

Limited sales are occurr­
ing in Texas primarily 
restricted to fall wools and 
lamb wools.

These are Suggested 

Guldllnes for District Ex­
ecutive Committees of 
League Member Schools 
(Interscholastic League). 
Rather than printing por­
tions of this pamphlet at a 
time I felt as though it 
would create a better 
understanding o f the 
school system if printed all 
at once. Why certain 
things are done and not 
Oone at school sponsored 
gatherings is as follows: 

-SHS-

COACHES
RESPONSIBILITY

The attitude of the coach 
is the key to conduct o f his 
players. Many times he is 
also responsible for the 
conduct o f spectators. 
Because so much depends 
upon the coach, attention 
should be given to the 
following matters:
1. The coach should not 
allow himself to reach the 
point of becoming angry. 
He is mature and must so 
conduct himself.
2. The coach should avoid 
appearances on the play­
ing area, as this tends to 
create tension among 
spectators.
3. The coach should accept 
officials’ decisions, as the 
officials are selected and 
approved by the coaches 
of the two schools invol­
ved.
4. A coach should not 
scream at officials or 
players. This is disturbing 
to all and serves no part of 
coaching or leadership.
5. The coach o f each team 
should be sure that his 
team leaves the field o f 
play in a group immediate­
ly after the final whistle 
has blown.
6. The coach should show 
respect for the opposing 
coach by being courteous 
at all times.

PHYSICAL FACIUTIES

Adequate facilities will 
geatly enhance the enjoy­
ment of athletic contests. 
Each school should make 
every effort to provide 
facilities necessary for the 
game being played. In 
addition to the League’ s 
requirements, each school 
could assist in developing 
good sportsmanship and in 
preventing unnecessary 
incidents by
1. Providing adequate 
lighting for all facilities, 
including parking areas. 
Such lighting should be 
checked out before the 
season begins.
2. Arranging the seating 
so that student bodies 
from competing schools 
are not immediately adja­
cent to each other.
3. Separating fans as 
much as facilities will 
permit.
4. Providing the visiting 
club with advance infor­
mation, showing the loca­
tion of its band, pep club, 
cheerleaders, etc.
5. Protecting the dressing 
rooms from petty thievery.

STUDENT BODY 
Each student body should 
have an interest in 
developing the finest 
possible relations with 
participating schools. 
Many students have 
friends in other schools, 
and others wish to make 
friends with individuals or 
groups. Students should 
consider activities that 
may help bring about or 
create a wholesome rela­
tionship.
1. National Anthem and 
school Alma Mater-Each
school should emphasize 
that respect be shown for 
the National Anthem and 
the school songs. Students 
should remain absolutely 
quiet while these are 
being presented.
2. Instrnctional-The stu­
dent council may arrange 
periods for instructing the 
student body, emphasizing

the importance of when to 
yell and explaining that 
hooing officials or oppon­
ents involves the danger of 
having the school placed 
on probation or of being 
expelled from the League 
and gives the school a 
reputation of poor sports­
manship. Elementary and 
junior high school princi­
pals should stress the 
importance of these guide­
lines and should encour­
age their students in 
maintaining good sports­
manship.
3. School Bands or 
Musical Groups -
a. The school band, large 
or small, should show 
respect for the players on 
the field and for the 
performance of the oppon­
ent’ s band.
b. No bands should be 
allowed in gymnasiums 
during the basketball 
games.
c. Each band should be 
careful to u'se only the 
specified amount of time 
at the halftime of athletic 
contests.
d. The home town must 
furnish adequate protec­
tion for the visiting band 
when arriving or leaving 
the game and while in the 
stands.
e. If schools permit drill 
teams to perform for 
basketball games, the 
music should be recorded.
4. Mascots, Signs, Noise- 
makers, etc.
a. No live mascots shall, be 
allowed. Any image or 
model of a school mascot 
should be displayed before 
home fans only. It should 
not be paraded before 
visitors at football games. 
No mascots shall be 
allowed in gymnasiums.
b. Signs may be displayed 
for identification or for 
developing school spirit; 
however, signs are dis­
couraged for athletic con­
tests held in gymnasiums. 
No school should display a 
derogatory sign at any
athletic event.
c. All types of noisemakers 
should be discouraged. 
Mechanical noisemakers 
should not be permitted in 
gymnasiums.

d. The shooting of cannons 
or firearms should be 
prohibited.
SPECTATORS AND FANS
Each school initiate a 
communitywide program 
to educate the public on 
principles of good sports­
manship and should en­
courage good sportsman- 
ahip at all times.
1. Booster clubs, service 
clubs, or other special 
groups should be urged to 
solicit the cooperation of 
spectators.
2. Newspapers, radio, and 
television stations can do 
much to help promote the 
sportsmanlike conduct of 
fans and spectators.
3. Fans should be made 
familiar with regulations 
that prohibit the use of 
alcoholic beverages at high 
school athletic contests.
4. Spectators and fans 
should be informed that 
the team or school may be 
punished by the Inter­
scholastic League for 
offensive behavior of those 
attending the games.
5. Victory lines, other than 
those formed by uniformed 
drill teams or bands or 
cheerleaders, should be 
prohibited.
6. No one should be 
allowed inside the fence 
other than school groups, 
photographers, and ap­
proved handicapped per­
sons.
