But, if because of short
range political considera-
tions, price controls are
extended it makes no
sense to set the price of
natural gas in relation to
the average price of crude
oil.

While natural gas is the
nation’s cleanest, most
desirable fuel, crude oil is
not a fuel. It must undergo
an expensive refining
process before it can be
used.

Natural gas should ob-

. viously be allowed a price
equal to or greater than
replacement fuels in order
to encourage the change to
other fuels.

This principle is clearly
stated in the text of the
National Energy Plan,
‘‘the pricing of oil and
natural gas should reflect
the fact that the true value
of a depleting resource is
the cost of replacing it”’.

the principle. The correct
proposal to implement that
principle would be to
deregulate the price of
new gas.

There has been some
concern expressed about
the effect of deregulation
on the intrastate market in
Texas. I urge you to put
that concern aside.

If deregulation on a
national basis should pose
problems in Texas they
are our problems and we
will deal with them.

A free market price for
new natural gas such as
we have in Texas would
bring about the explora-
tion and drilling effort
required to meet the
production levels of Presi-
dent Carter’s National
Energy Plan.

It would effectively
serve as an inducement to
industries and utilities to
convert to alternate
sources of energy such as
coal.

This is now occurring in
Texas without penalty
taxes, special rebates, -or
federal government in-
volvement.

As all of you well know,
during the last twenty
years two separate and
distinct natural gas
markets have developed---
the unregulated intrastate
market, and the unrealis-
tically regulated interstate
market.

One effect this differ-
ence in regulation has had
is that for the past few
years Texas consumers
have paid up to four times
as much for natural gas as
have interstate consumers.

The higher price for

for Referendum

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) has announced
June 6 as the beginning of a
two-week registration period for the
Beef Research and Information
Order referendum and issued rules
for the referendum.

Anyone who was a cattle
producer during 1976 can register
to vote, either in person or by mail,
at local Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service (ASCS)
offices between June 6 and June
17.

A list of those who register will
be posted daily at ASCS offices and
a final listing will be posted five
days after registration closes.

Those registered can vote
between July 5 and July 15 at their
ASCS office. For approval of the
Beef Research and Information
Order, at least S0 percent of those
registered most vote, and two-
thirds of them must favor it.

The Order that producers will
consider in the upcoming refer-
endum would authorize a research
and information program admin-
istered by a Beef Board of up to 68
producers. Board members would
be appointed by the Secretary of
Agriculture from nominations sub-
mitted by producer organizations.

Meadows asks livestock owners
to watch closely for signs of
infestations. ‘‘It is particularly
important this year when we are
striving to eradicate screwworms
from Texas for the final time.”’

The screwworm fighter says one
encouraging aspect of the effort
this year is that no buildup has
been recorded in any area. ‘‘The
sterile flies seem to be preventing
spread from any of the cases
reported to date.”

The Screwworm Eradication
Program, operated by the Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Service
(APHIS), is based on the fact
female flies usually mate only once
in their lifetimes. Millions of
screwworm flies are reared, and
sexually sterlized, in an insectary.

They are released from APHIS
aircraft in areas where it is thought
wild screwworm flies may exist;
and in specially heavy numbers in
the area of known- screwworm
cases. When enough sterile to
fertile matings occur eradication is
achieved.

National
Wool Act
$tillOn

Guessing which way the Con-
gressional wind will blow is a fairly
chancy undertaking at best; but the
National Wool Act appears to be
alive and kicking.

Both houses of Congress have
their own versions, of course, the
major differences boiling down to
dollars and cents. Basically, both
are five year extensions of the
present Wool Act, minus the 1971
freeze. They use the existing
support price formula, but disagree
on how much of the formula-
derived support price they would
accept.

The Senate version, which has
passed the floor, would set the
incentive price at 85 per cent of the
formula for the first year, 90 per
cent thereafter. The House bill,
now out of committee and awaiting
floor action, would maintain the 85
per cent figure for the full five
years. Market year 1977 is included
in"the plans and would fare the
same under either bill.

The formula itself is unchanged
from past years and is still the
primary incentive-setting machin-
ery. It is determined by multiplying
62 cents by the ration of the
average parity index of the three
calendar years prior to the year in
question to the average parity index
of the years 1958 through 1960.

That may be a little hard to
digest without some judicious
chewing, but most producers won’t
have their hands on the necessary
plug-in parity index figures
anyway. So, rather than having to
work the math problems ourselves,
we’ve been given a sneak peek at
the back of the book.

For the market years 1977
through 1982, the original support
prices, according to formula,
are $1.16, $1.27, $1.35, $1.42,
$1.48 and $1.55. Under either of
the proposed extensions, the 1977
support price would be 85 per cent
of $1.16, or 99 cents. This
compares with the frozen price set
at the 1970 level of 72 cents.

These prices, as before, are for
shorn wool, pulled wool and mohair
supports tagging along and possibly
leading, but not necessarily walking
hand in hand with shorn rates.
Pulled wool and mohair supports,
however, must be set within 15 per
cent of shorn levels, either above or
below.

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Wool and Mohair Report

Poor retail business is being
blamed for the weakened wool
auctions in Australia. The decline
in market values is being
experienced in South Africa and
South America as well. Offerings
are not as good in quality as those
earlier in the season and this factor
is contributing to the weaker
market.

In the U.S., wool owned by
producers is rapidly being sold. At
the rate sales are being made,
virtually the entire domestic clip

will be moved out of first hands
soon. Prices are still being made on
the same basis as the past few
months. The wool market has been
at the same clean price level for
about a year and a half due to the
steady offerings being made by the
Australian Wool. Corporation.
Australia’s surplus wool is being
fed into the world market and until
it is used up there is little hope of
much of a price increase.:

. Virtually the entire spring mohair
clip is now sold. In South Africa
there is one more sale then their
spring clip is gone.

In Texas we are facing a burr
problem with our next clip. We
want to encourage producers to
clean up their pens, avoid
contamination of the mohair during
the shearing operations as often
happens. Often relatively clean
mobhair is badly contaminated in
grown-up pens. A little cleaning up
and planning ahead of time might
save discounts on burry mohair.
Spraying goats with oleic acid and
detergent 3 weeks prior to shearing
will help also.
