City Sales Tax Hits
All-Time High

September’s one percent
city sales tax for Sonora
hit a whopping $26,491.34,
according to an announce-
ment by State Comptroller
Bob Bullock.

Sonora’s share repre-
sents a 34 percent increase
over the same month last
year and brings total
payments this year. to
$113,420.62 for a 33
percent gain over 1976.

In September 1976 the
city received $19,627.94
and through the same
month last year the total
was $84,680.17.

Bullock said the increase
in sales tax collections in
Texas is outpacing that of
most other states, signall-
ing the continuing vigor of
the state’s economy.

Sonora is ome of the
fastest growing citles in
the state. Houston, the
state’s most populous city,
showed a 10 percent
increase as did - San
Antonio. San Angelo post-
ed a 19 percent gain and
Dallas had a 22 percent
increase.

" Cattle experts are sayinigthatthe
day of the range has arrived again,
and a scramble is on to find the
animal which can best be produced
under those conditions.

Hopefully "in Southwest Texas,
research studies underway at the
Rio Grande Plain Experimental
Ranch near Spofford will  give
ranchers in this area a greater
understanding of the rangelands
they occupy and what various
breeds can do to make use of them.

At present three breeds, Santa
Gertrudis, Brangus and Barzona
are being evaluated at the research
ranch operated by the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station
with scientists housed at the Texas
A&M University Agricultural Re-
search and Extension Center here.

These scientists will give the
public its first glimpse of breed
research efforts during their first
official Field Day at the ranch on
June 1.

The three breeds involved were
selected by a Ranch Steering
Committee of stockmen and
agribusinessmen from a 19-county
area served by the Uvalde Center.
They were selected from a list of
seven breeds which included

Livestock Studies Benefit Ranchers

Livestock studies conducted by
Texas A&M system research
facilities have long been of benefit

Beefmaster, = Hereford, American
and Texas Longhorn.

Since the world food situation
began to fluctuate drastically in
1972, the emphasis on forages as
the basic ingredient of the ruminant
livestock industry has brought this
kind of agricultural research into
sharper focus in Texas and the
nation.

‘‘Ruminants can grow on forages
alone, but they grow more rapidly
when fed high-energy rations,”’
said Dr. Stewart Fowler, resident
director of the Uvalde Center and
the man who is leading the breed
research at the Experimental
Ranch.

“Since World War II there had
been a trend toward increasing the
amount of grain and concentrates
fed to ruminants. The main reason
these grains were fed to cattle in

increasing amounts was that they

could be produced cheaply.”’

He said inputs used in the
production - of grain such as
fertilizer, - energy, machinery and
pesticides were relativley inexpen-
sive. Improved hybrid varieties,
early planting, increased plant
populations, high fertilization, and
chemical weed control among other

sheep numbers offering little
incentive for commercial firms to
invest in research and new product
testing. :

Too, some research is simply not
commercially applicable in the first
place, except in a very roundabout
way. Bitterweed studies, for
example, might or might not lead
to development of a commercially
viable bitterweed antidote. Mean-
while the A&M people are
attacking the problem from various
other angles.

The first step, of course, was to
identify the true culprit. This was
done on a broad scale by the fellow
who first determined that bitter-
weed, and not one of the scores of
other plants, was killing his sheep.

‘Much more recently, A&M scien-

tists isolated ‘‘hymenoxon’’ as the
actual toxic agent in the plant.

This information opened the way
for numerous other lines of attack
and made it possible to determine
if some of them might work. So far,
an amino_acid, cysteine, seems to
work as a counteragent to
hymenoxon. Thus, we haye what
could be a usetul treatment, but it
also has its drawbacks.

Rumen action tends to break
down cysteine before it can reach
the intestine, rendering it useless.
Researchers, however, have had
some success with encapsulation,
thus protecting the amino acid long
enough for it to reach its
destination.

A lack of encapsulating equip-
ment, in turn, has limited research
along these lines, so tests at the
present time involve injection.

Other bitterweed studies include
testing the effects of herbicides
both in controlling the weed and in
reducing its toxicity.

Hinge On Prompt Measures

Railroad Commission
Chairman Mack Wallace
today said America’s well-
being and world peace
hinge on prompt measures
to increase domestic ener-
gy production on a
massive scale.

Otherwise, the energy
and transportation regula-
tory official warned, ‘‘we
shall be forced into a
‘no growth’ or ‘zero
growth’ policy with all its
dangerous political and
economic consequences.’’

Wallace emphasized
those two points in an
address before a National
Association of General
Contractors audience here.
His remarks centered on
an assessment of the
Carter  Administration’s
national energy plan and
its ramifications.

“I am of the view that
without an adequate sup-
ply of domestic energy we
imperil our economy, our
well-being, our national
security, our position of
world leadership and our
ability to effect world
peace,”’ the official de-
clared.

Accenting his remarks
of the threat posed by
inadequacy of energy
supplied, Wallace pointed
to weekend reports of a
secret White House direc-

tive ordering U.S. prepara-
tion for defending Middle
East oil supplies against a
possible Soviet danger.

Wallace said the admin-
istration’s energy plan
conveys the assumption
that the nation can
conserve its way to energy
sufficiency ‘‘and that the
coincidence of  energy
consumption and economic
activity in this country was
and is casual.”’

Yet, Wallace cited, the
United States, with six
percent of the world’s
population, consumes 32
percent of the world’s
goods.

Even so, he noted, ‘‘this
is called profligate and
wasteful.”’

Wallace further noted
that energy consumption
has permitted four percent
of U.S. population--the
agriculture sector--to feed
the rest of the nation and
a significant part of the
rest of the world.

“It is only by applying
energy-intensive methods
to agriculture in Latin
America, Africa and Asia
that we have some hope
that these regions can
eventually feed them-
selves,”” he said in
stressing the linkage be-
tween energy consumption
and industrial and agricul-
tural productivity.

Wallace observed that
rhetoric accompanying the
presentation of the Carter
energy plan last April and
since then was focused on
““marked reduction’’ in
energy consumption. Yet,
the plan would reduce the
next nine-year growth of
energy consumption ‘‘by a
mere  six  percentage
points,”’ the Texas official
said.

‘“The real reduction in
energy consumption that
would be obtained under
the plan lies in unmet
production requirements--
requirements _ spelled out
in statistics, but rendered
unrealistic, and by all
objective accounts, unob-
tainable, with the policies
and implied legislation
proposed,”” Wallace con-
tended.

Wallace said it mattered
little whether required
production - goes unmet
because of failure to
recognize need for or
dimensions of the produc-
tion effort, or ‘‘a conscious
ploy by dedicated propo-
nents of ‘no growth’, with
an abiding zeal for central
governmental manage-
ment.’’

“Its impact on the
American. . consumer, our
economy and our national
security will be devastat-
tingly the same.”” he

maintained.

In its rhetoric, the
Carter energy plan is
weighted toward the con-
servation ethic, ‘‘but in its
calculations, where arith-
metic, not emotion must
prevail, an all-out, rather
desperate national energy
production is called for to
meet requirements,’”’ said
the RRC chairman.

The production require-
ments, spelled out in the
Administration plan,

are
unprecedented,”” Wallace
found.

‘‘Put simply, our domes-
tic production of energy in
1985 must be 34 percent
greater than last year,”
said  Wallace. ‘“That
matches the best produc-
tion performance we have
ever achieved in any
nine-year period of his-
tory.”’

Production requirements
are not being . recognized
by the Administration nor
in congressional debates,
the Texas official said.

Among these require-
ments of the Carter energy
plan are an 84 percent
increase in coal produc-
tion, 380 percent rise in
nuclear energy output and
a boost of 200,000 barrels
daily in oil and gas
equivalent production,
Wallace explained.

‘“That means adding to
reserves about S0 billion
barrels of oil and gas
equivalent over the next
nine years,”’ he said.

This requirement is
contrasted by projected
shortfalls of three million
barrels daily of oil and gas
equivalent, four to six
million barrels daily equi-
valent of coal and up to
1.5 million barrels daily of
nuclear energy, he said.

RRC Approves

Gas Contract

The Railroad Commis-
sion approved gas contract
revisions to reflect higher
rates to be charged the
cities of Spearman and
Perryton by their gas
supplier, High Plains
Natural Gas Co.

The new rates are also
to be charged residential
and commercial customers
in other incorporated and
unincorporated areas serv-
ed by the gas company.

Chairman Mack Wallace
and Commissioners Jim C.
Langdon and Jon Newton
signed the order after Gas
Utilities Division Examiner
Jim Cloudt explained High
Plains was not recovering
its full cost of service
under provisions of long-
term contracts with the
two cities which set the
gas cost at 33 cents per
Mcf. -

Today’s order sets a

base cost of gas of 41.23
cents per Mcf with a
purchased gas adjustment
of 90 percent allowed for
increases in the base coat.
Cloudt said the 90 percent
figure would provide a
bargaining incentive to the
company in negotiating
future supply contracts.

The company was also
authorized a cost of
service charge of 25.7
cents per Mcf. Cloudt said
the new rate would yield a
six percent return on the
company’s fair value rate
base.

Commissioners  Jim C.
Langdon, Mack ‘Wallace
and Jon Newton all
questioned the need for
the Railroad Commission
to support a federal grant
program outside of the
Commission’s  regulatory
jurisdiction.
