Sonora’ s City Hall will soon have an ofBcial look, with a new sign on 
the front wall. We caught the sign contractor at work Tuesday 
afternoon as he placed the new letters on the building.

Less than half of Sutton County's 
registered voters turned out 
Saturday in an all important 
primary election. 909 Démocrates 
went to the polls and 29 
Republicans. Sutton County Repub­
licans did feel this was a good 
turnout for them.

Although the majority o f Texas 
voters favored John Hill for 
governor, Sutton County voters 
stuck with Gov. Dolph Briscoe by a 
large majority. Briscoe held 519 
votes to Hill’s 274.

Bob Krueger tallied 635 votes to 
his opponent’s 166 and Bill Hobby 
carried Sutton with a total of 495 
votes in the race for Lt. Govertjor,

In the popular race for U.S. 
Representative of the 21st District, 
Nelson W olff had 431 votes as 
opposed to his closest contender, 
W oodrow Glasscock with 277. A 
call from Wolff Monday afternoon 
revealed the latest and final count 
of votes had him with 50 percent of 
the votes statewide, thus eliminat­
ing a run-off as was first suspected. 
W olff told the News that he 
appreciated the vast support he 
received in Sutton County.

Senator Pete Snelson, incumbent, 
was running for re-election to that 
office , unopposed. Susan Gurley

McBee won out over her opponent 
Marion Tores, by a wide margain 
606 to 168.

In local races District Judge Troy 
Williams, County Judge Web 
Elliott, District and County Clerk 
Erma Lee Turner, and County 
Treasurer Metha Trainer, were all 
running unopposed.

Bill Wade was re-elected to the 
office o f county commissioner o f 
precinct 2 in an uncontested race.

In Precinct four, Juan Carlos 
Gonzales lead that race with 135 
votes to his opponent’ s Polo 
Cervantes, 32 and V.L. Chavez, 90.

In the race for Justice o f the 
Peace, Frances Templeton had 661 
votes and Jim Green had 171.

For the pari-mutuel proposition, 
455 were for and 251 against. 
Republicans also held a majority in 
favor of that proposition.

In the higher interest rate on 
small loans proposition, 622 were 
against and 62 for in favor of that 
proposition. Republicans were also 
against that proposition.

Broken down in precincts, 143 
voted in precinct 1; 170 in precinct 
2; 212 in precinct 3-1; 18 in precinct 
3-2; and 12 in precinct 3-3. Precinct 
4 had a total o f 249 voters. 105 
persons voted by the absentee 
method.

Robert Frederick Schalit, 57, who 

lists his residence as Caddo Gap, 
Arkansas, is in Sutton County Jail 
charged with theft o f over $220 but 
less than $10,000. Bond has been 
set at $15,000.

Schalit was , <ji Sardis,
M ississippi, where Police Cheif 
Jerry Kemp and Sheriff Bill 
W ebster picked Schalit up and 
returned him to Sonora after he 
signed a waiver of extradition from 
Mississippi.

Kemp stated that his department 
has been working on the Schalit 
case since March 7 when he was 
notified that the subject had been 
promoting fishing tours to the 
British Honduras to local citizens 
and also to two persons in Sterling 
City, Texas.

One Sonora man booked six trips 
which were to materialize on March 
10 and the other Sonoran book ten 
trips in April and May.

The trips were sold on specific 
dates but when one purchaser from 
Sterling City called Sasha Airlines 
in New Orleans, La., to confirm 
plane reservations, he was advised 
that Fish Hawks International had 
no reservations and that the airlines 
had done no business with the 
company in some time,

Upon investigation Kemp’s office 
found that Schalit had left his 
offices, located in a motel in New 
Orieans, and his employees were 
employed by other persons. 
Informants revealed that Schalit 
was seen in several different Texas 
towns and was still promoting the 
fishing trips.

Kemp stated that his office is 
still trying to find out how many 
additional complaints and warrants 
have been issued on the subject 
and that information has come to

his att^tio™  mat police in 
Monticello, Arkansas want Schalit 
on theft o f property charges.

Four Sonora fishermen told 
Kemp they had signed with Schalit 
and had in fact taken the trip in 
October o f last year and at that 
time it was a seemingly lucrative 
and legitimate business.

Fish Hawks International, 
Schalit’s business firm, has been 
listed in several major magazines 
and newspapers.

Historical Society, 
Woman’ s Club,
Vie For Jail Building
Six representatives of the Sutton 

County Historical Society and Mary 
Adele Balch, representing the 
Sonora Woman’s Club Library, met 
Monday morning with the County 
Commissioners to hear ideas on 
refurnishing the jail building into a 
joint museum and library.

Mrs. Balch told the Court and 
Historical Society members that the 
Library committee had definitely 
decided to do away with plans for 
remodeling of the present library 
facilities due to the exuberant price 
for such remodeling.

She stated that she, along with 
her committee, had spoken to an 
arcitect that remodels old jail and 
court house buildings into various 
facilities.

Members o f the historical 
society, Mr. and Mrs. Joseph 
Vander Stucken, Mr. and Mrs. Ben 
Cusenbary, Mrs. Ida Bloodworth, 
and John Eaton, were opposed to 
sharing the jail building facilities 
with the library due to the fact that 
the society has articles enough to 
fill up the facilities with little room 
to spar?.

They did air their desire to leave 
the cell blocks, dominating the top 
floor, o f the building, to be used for 
display and storage use.

County Judge Web Elliott 
suggested to the group that since 
the historical society had previously 
requested the jail to house their 
museum, and since the jail 
building, is itself, a part of Sutton 
County History, that the library 
committee persue plans for a new 
building.

Commissioners felt that the 
library should be a new and 
modern building, if for no other 
reason, for the protection of books.

Mrs. Balch told the commission 
that at present many books had 
become mildewed and ruined due 
to the. condition o f their present 
facilities.

In other action o f the court 
accounts payable were approved as 
were the jailer’s and justice of the 
peace reports.

Also adopted and approved was 
the new hunting game proclamation 
issued by the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

County fathers set May 24 as the 
date of the Board of Equalization 
meeting. Judge Elliott and Com­
missioners Bill Wade, Elba Adams,. 
Preston Love and Philip Jacoby ,’ 
were sworn in by County Clerk 
Erma Lee Turner, to serve on the 
board.

They 
could hardly wait 13 years 
for office space in Jackson 
building. Many o f us 
remember Dr. Craddock’s 
two-story, leaning edifice- 
offices for lawyers and 
doctors.

Jones-I have missplaced 
an article ft-om the Devil 
confirming him as being 
the first with a doctor’ s 
degree and stating he died 
in 1897.

We will all be proud of^ 
and will appreciate restor-i 
ation of the building. Let’$* 
keep it free from “ here- 
say” . Certainly it is the 
FiRST building in Sonora 
to be recognized by the 
National Registery.

Cattle producers are on the watch 
these days for that pesty cattle 
grub (sometimes called heel fly) 
and its annoying effects.

Spraying cattle in the spring can 
be an effective control against the 
spread of the grub.

The insecticides may be adminis­
tered as sprays, dips, pour-ons, 
spot-ons or feed or mineral 
additives which area distributed 
through the animal’ s body by the 
circulatory system.

Inside the body, systemic 
insecticides destroy cattle grubs by 
contact action.

Cattle grubs are the larval stage 
o f heel flies. After spending the 
winter as pupace in the soil, adult 
heel flies emerge in the late winter 
and early spring, when they mate 
and the females begin to seek cattle 
on which to deposit eggs.

Cattle may run from the flies or 
stand in water to protect 
themselves. Eggs deposited in the

hairs hatch into tiny larvae which 
penetrate the skin and begin to 
migrate through the body to the 
esphageal tissues.

They eventually reach the back in 
late summer, fall or winter.

Grubs form breathing holes in 
the skin and develop with a “ cyst”  
or warble just under the skin.

Upon reaching maturity a few 
weeks later, the grubs leave the 
animal’ s body and pupate in the 
soil.

Now that all the 
“ bitchin”  about the ditch 
is passed, it is still a 
remote possibility to sep­
arate the wheat from the 
chaff, if, in fact, there is 
any wheat there at all.

The Panama Canal in 
the early 1900’ s was 
miracle, but today it is 
somewhat like grandmoth­
er’ s bustle in our world of 
bikinis and haltered 
sunsuits.

Initially the strong point 
for the canal was it 
allowed us to exert a 
presence in two oceans 
with one navy, a realistic 
outlook with only emerg­

ing naval powers outside 
Europe.

The modem naval ships 
cannot pass through the 
canal, and if they could, 
given a continuation of 
present trends, the opposi­
tion will have more naval 
power in one ocean that 
we have in two.

Can it be kept open? 
The question is a valid 
one, all the “ hot air”  
about a reoccupation for 
defense clause in the 
treaty not withstanding.

Our best test of that is a 
consistency check. Certain­
ly if all submarines can

mile circles centered at 
each end o f the canal, 
both the US and USSR are 
wasting billions on missile 
bearing submarines.

A more logical conclu­
sion would be that a 
nuclear submarine could 
launch a missile destroy­
ing the canal and leaving 
sufficient residual radia­
tion to make repairs 
impossible.

Obviously you cannot 
count on the canal in an 
emergency.

The Panamanian operat­
ors can hardly be as 
expensive as our “ county 
club enclave” . The valid 
question, however, is; can 
they operate it?

The same question was 
asked of Suez, and Egyp­
tians, certainly not more 
capable, came through.

The Panama govern­
ment, unfortunately sees 
itself as making a “ mint”  
on the operation, and 
hence the major objection. 
We should not have to 
subsidize the operation to 
give them a profit.

Having visited the Canal 
Zone twice, with the visits 
separated by fifteen years, 
the increase in non­
productive supernumerar­
ies observed was quite 
awesome.

I had always considered 
the miiitary organization 
and governmental bureau­
cracy to be the world’ s

m a jo r  “ d e a d w o o d ”  
havens.

Relatively, in the 
“ Zone” , I realized that 
concern for a flea on his 
front foot had led to 
failure to detect an 
oncoming elephant. Yes, 
travel is educational.

The “ bustle”  just does 
not get the job done. Why 
not a pipeline to transfer 
oil? If we want a 
canal-why not dig one for 
modern ships that does 
not work like a Chinease 
puzzle?

The pro and con 
argument can become 
protracted, ad infinitum.

Every cloud has a 
lining, and watching 
Ronald Reagan on the 
“ tube”  adamantly defend­
ing canal and status quo 
positions, one positive 
deduction can be made.

Asking the speculating 
whether or not an immedi­
ate swing of Reagan and 
the die-hard right wingers 
behind the Republican 
nominee might well have 
precluded this whole canal 
argument.

The obvious conclusion 
is that Reagan and the 
right-wingers deserve each 
other, be they Texan or 
other Republicans. Unfor­
tunately, the canal is not 
the only thing that is 
obsolete.

Perhaps it is the system, 
but only a middle of the

road candidate (as it has 
been so frequently demon­
strated) can win in a 
national election.

Political contributions 
outside this range are 
precisely similiar to bett­
ing on a Ruidoso favorite 
in this afternoon’ s race; 
when that favorite was 
shot yesterday because of 
two broken legs.

Judging from those 
cases in history where 
either the extreme right, 
or extreme left came to 
power; our system’s mid­
dle of the road bias is a 
b le s s in g ,  b e y o n d  
comparison.

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Dependence Placed cn Bees
More dependence is 

being placed on the 
honeybee these days to 
pollinate the $50 million 
crop of cucurbits in Texas. 
About 79,000 acres are f  
grown annually. They are 
grown in every county of 
the state, if not commer­
cially, then in backyard 
gardens.

Cucurbits... watermel- 
ons, cucumbers, cata- 
loupe, pumpkin, squash 
and gourd, all belong to 
the same plant family 
which absolutely depends 
on insect help to transfers 
pollen from male flowers 
to female flowers, explains

Clint Langford, county 
agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Only female flowers can 
produce fruit, but to do so 
each female flower must 
receive pollen from a male 
flower. Once transferred, 
the pollen fertilizes the 
immature seed causing it 
to be fertile and grow. 
Unfertilized fruit abort 
when viable pollen is not 
transferred.

“ Most cucurbit flowers 
are open only one day, 
and since honeybees ac­
count for about 85 percent 
o f all flower pollination.

April 21, 1836-the day 
o f the Battle o f San 
Jacinto--found Texans and 
Mexicans camped opposite 
each other on a prairie 
west o f the San Jacinto 
River and south of Buffalo 
Bayou. The only means by 
which either army could 
leave the area in an 
orderly way was to cross 
V ince’ s Bridge, which 
spanned V ince’ s Bayou 
some eight miles to the 
west of the battleground in 
the direction o f 
Harrisburg.

The Texans learned on 
the morning of the battle 
that additional Mexican 
troops had crossed this 
bridge during the night 
and strengthened the 
enem y’ s numbers. Deaf 
Smith, the former Indian 
scout, then led a party of 
six volunteers on a sortie 
to destroy it. By thus 
cutting off the means both 
of retreat and of reinfor­
cement for either army, 
the Texans hoped to 
strengthen their own reso­
lution to fight to the death 
and to dispirit the 
Mexicans.

One o f Deaf Smith’ s 
volunteers was Y.P. 
Alsbury. In 1858 Alsbury 
wrote an account o f the 
incident which appeared in 
the Texas Almanac of 
1861. This first segment of 
a two-part series relates 
the beginning o f the 
adventure.

************
BURNING THEIR
BRIDGE: PART I

"On the morning of the 
21st o f April, 1836, 
Captain Carnes’ cavalry 
company, commonly called 
Deaf Smith’s Spy Compa­
ny, were drawn up in line 
on the edge o f General 
Houston’ s position. As 
well as I recollect, we 
were between thirty and 
forty strong. The Mexican 
cavalry, whom we fought 
the evening before, at that 
moment were drawn up in 
line, on the south of our 
position, about six hund-

red yards distant. I think 
they were from sixty to 
eighty strong. They seem­
ed in invite us again to 
combat; but prudence, in 
my humble opinion, dic­
tated to our leaders a 
different course than to 
engage them at that 
moment. While sitting in 
our saddles, John Coker, 
my left file-leader, made 
the following remark and 
the suggestions following:

‘ ‘ ‘ Boys, before many 
hours, we will have one of 
the bloodiest fights that 
ever was fought, and I 
believe it would be a good 
plan to go and burn that 
bridge so as not only to 
impede that advance o f 
re-enforcements o f the 
enemy, but it will cut off 
all chance o f retreat of 
either party.’

‘ ‘The proposition was 
seconded by the whole 
company, when Deaf 
Smith proposed to go and 
see the General, and- get 
his approval to the 
enterprise. Word for word 
o f what passed between 
our leaders, I am not able 
to repeat, except that 
Smith told us Houston 
asked him:

‘ ‘ ‘Can you do it without 
being cut to pieces by the 
Mexican cavalry?’

‘ ‘ Smith said that he 
replied to Houston:

‘ ‘ ‘Give me six men and 
1 will try.’

‘ ‘ On Smith’ s return to 
our little party, he stopped 
about the center, facing 
us, and in the saddle, 
some questions were ask­
ed him, as:

‘ ‘ ‘What did the General 
say?’ He made no answer 
then; but, after surveying 
us from right to left with 
an iron-like. countenance, 
he said:

‘ ‘ ‘ I want six men. 1 am 
going to burn the bridge. 1 
want six men who are 
willing to follow me 
through, or perish in the 
attempt.’

“ There was silence for 
several moments, as six of 
us dropped out of the little 
line and volunteered to 
follow our favorite chief. 
But let me here do justice 
to the remainder o f our 
companions-in-arms, by 
saying, and believing what 
I say, that there were 
scarcely a man o f our 
company who would not 
have volunteered to follow 
Deaf Smith, had each and 
all been well-m ounted... 
We were com pelled to 
pass within gunshot of the 
extreme left o f  the 
Mexican cavalry, who 
were drawn out, as stated, 
with their left reaching 
within hun-shot of Buffalo 
Bayou, up which we had 
to go to reach the bridge, 
situated some eight nor 
nine miles on the road 
leading to the Brazos...

"W e moved rapidly, till 
reaching the mouth o f the 
lane, on the north side of 
which was situated the 
double log-house before

m m ^New

THEN: In early America 
men who kept order in the 
streets were known as watch­
men. A  tow n’s citizens were 
d ra fte d  fo r  serv ice  just as 
soldiers were drafted for mili­
tary duty. Watchmen worked 
only at night; they spent their 
days at other employment to 
support their families. During 
the d a y tim e  th ere  was no 
protection o f  any kind for 
citizens or their property.

occupied by Mr. Vince, we 
filed off to the left, so as 
to avoid an ambuscade, 
should the enemy be 
con cea led . within the 
dwelling. We threw down 
the fence where it joined 
Vince’ s Bayou, over which 
the bridge was built. One 
hundred and fifty yards 
more, and we were at the 
bridge, over which Deaf 
Smith and myself passed, 
with the view of reconnoi- 
tering, leaving the re­

mainder o f our party of 
‘ strike fire,’ and make the 
necessary preparations for 
burning the bridge on our 
return.”

Applications tor permits 
to drill oil and gas tests in 
Texas totaled 6,358 in the 
first three months of 1978 
compared with 9,042* in 
the same period in 1977.

Applications to drill, 
deepen, plug back and for 

■ service wells in the 1978 
period amounted to 7,622 
against 7,938* in the 
year-earlier period, the 
Railroad Commission’s Oil

and Gas Division reported 
in a preliminary summary.

The report showed 1,619 
applications to drill new oil 
and gas tests were filed in 
April 1978. Applications to 
drill oil and gas tests 
totaled 1,837 in April
1977.

The report also showed 
32 oil discoveries and 51 
gas discoveries were com­
pleted in Texas in April
1978.

Railroad Commissioner 
Jon Newton today served 
notice that the energy 
regulatory board on which 
he serves won’t idly watch 
customer-states use gas 
imported from Texas for 
inferior industrial purposes 
while Texas industries are 
forced to phase down their 
utilization of the premium 
fuel.

“ We cannot allow the 
State of Texas to be put at 
a disadvantage because 
our own conservation 
measures are more string­
ent than those mandated 
by Washington,’ ’ Newton 
declared.

“ If this does in fact 
occur, then the Railroad 
Commission may need to 
reexamine the order in (its 
Gas Utilities) Docket 600 
to ensure public interests 
of our state are met.”

The Docket 600 order, 
issued in December 1975, 
requires a 25 percent 
reduction in the use o f 
natural gas under Texas 
industrial boilers bv 1985 
The phase down is 
expected to save some 500 
billion cubic feet of gas for 
higher-priority needs.

Newton, speaking at a

Texas Industrial Commis­
sion workshop on boiler 
fuels, new technology and 
energy conservation, noted 
that California already is 
planning “ to use the gas 
we have saved’ ’ under 
boilers in that western 
state.

“ Is it unfair to the 
people o f Texas for the 
Railroad Commission to 
mandate a costly change­
over to coal or nuclear if 
the gas is going to be 

• wasted?”  the energy regu­
lator maintained. “ We 
cannot allow Texas con­
sumers to make the 
economic sacrifice necess­
ary to replace existing 
facilities and then watch 
the freed gas be piped to 
California or any other 
state to be burned under 
the boilers.”

Consequently, Newton 
suggested, the Railroad 
Commission’s administra­
tion o f the Docket 600 
order may need to be 
approached on a system, 
rather than plant-by-plant 
basis.

Newton also hinted 
another Commission action 
may be in the offing on 
the gas supply front.

He said the Commis­
sion’s Feb. 6, 1978 order 
on determining rates of 
gas production to prevent 
waste and to protect 
correlative rights may 
need further fine-tuning in 
light o f changed market 
conditions.

The order puts emphasis 
on purchaser nominations.

rather than producer fore­
casts, in setting legal rates 
of gas production, or gas 
allowables in the vernacu­
lar o f the oil and gas 
industry. Aim o f the 
procedural change is to 
increase the Commission’s 
accuracy in determing gas 
allowables.

Wallace dispatched an 
urgent message this after­
noon to each member of 
the Texas Congressional 
delegation in Washington 
D.C. informing them o f 
the harmful effects 
Carter’ s proposals would 
have on ratepayers in 
Texas and asked for 
support in blocking the 
proposals.

The RRC Chairman 
observed from newspaper 
reports that the Carter 
Administation is planning 
to propose a “ complex set 
o f changes in federal 
energy regulations that 
could lower energy prices 
for East Coast consumers 
by as much as half a 
billion dollars a year”  by 
increasing price subsidies 
to eastern refiners and oil 
importers.

“ Who do you think will 
•'»ar the onerous burden
or such subsidiation?:
Western refiners would 
pay; Texas refiners would 
pay; and the Texas 
ratepayer would pay. This 
appears to be regional 
discrimination of the most 
insidious nature,”  Wallace 
said in his letters to the 
Texas Congressmen.

“ The administration’ s 
latest plan smacks o f a 
type o f nepotism on a 
regional basis to win 
Eastern support for the 
administration’ s beleagu­
ered energy legislation. 
We are nearing the 
proverbial straw that 
breaks the camel’ s back,”  
said Wallace.

The energy and trans­
portation official reminded 
the delegation o f Texas’ 
unrelenting role as the 
nation’ s chief domestic 
energy supplier “ through 
both war and peacetime 
with untolled millions of 
barrels o f crude oil and 
the refinery capacity to 
move products to market.

The ADCPSAC is made up 
of government, industry, environ­
mental and academic representativ­
es, and will be charged with 
interpreting both research and 
public hearing data; the outcome

will supposedly be used to direct 
and thrust o f predator control 
efforts in the future.

The government says o f its 
program:

“ The analysis will produce two 
products--a report and option 
paper. The report will bring 
together, in an analytical fram e­
work, relevant information and data 
relating to the topic as identified in 
this study plan. (Mammal predation 
on western livestock) The option 
paper, derived from the report, will

be used as a basic decisionmaking 
aid at the Secretarial level.”

Translated, the latter portion of 
the statement above means that, if 
the Interior Secretary hears what he 
wants to hear, it will be used to 
justify his doing what he had 
planned to do in the first placé. At 
least that’ s the sceptic’ s way o f 
looking at it, and Interior 
secretaries the last few years have 
been very successful at fostering 
scepticism.

The committee, probably to help

generate comment, has, been 
working on a “ first draft report”  of 
their suggestions prior to the 
hearings. The report is to be made 
available May 5 to Interested 
parties, which should Include 
everyone west o f the Mississippi 
River.

The report will thus be available 
in plenty o f time before the 
hearings to allow thorough study; 
reliable accounts indicate that the 
document may contain some 
astounding and hair-raising 
proposals.

The Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers’ Assn, suggests that all 
interested parties first write for 
copies of the first draft report (do it 
now--don’ t wait until May 5 and 
depend on getting it through the 
mail in time for study), then 
prepare written testimony for the 
San Angelo hearing. The associa­
tion and the entire industry are 
especially interested in giving the 
committee factual, non-emotional 
testimony capable o f adequately 
demonstrating our problems with 
predators.
