With Contractor on GVEA Building

School Reaches

The Board of Trustees of the
Sonora Independent School District
set Sept. S as the ‘‘substantial
completion date’’ for the new
vocational building, the principal
action of their meeting yesterday.

Representatives of . Burk Con-
struction Company, contractors for
the building, met with the school
board to discuss this and several
other items.

The board was in doubt as to
whether this date could be set until
several problems with the building
had been corrected. '

The major obstacle concerned the
hail damage sustained by the roof
and whether it should be replaced
or simply repaired.

Other problems included a
drinking fountain which only
worked when certain lights were
turned on, hail damage on the
overhead door, no electrical outlet
for the drill press.

Also, water leaks around an
exhaust fan, water leaks around
two doors, one of which was also
rusting, water leaks around an
office, low mirrors in the restrooms,
unfinished painting on the outside.

Also, breaker switches in one
room | which keep tripping, the
weather stripping on a door which
had been torn off, the lack of a
proper clearance on a classroom
door which caused the door to
hang, and specks of paint and paint
smudges on doors.

Tom Gregg, attorney for Burk
Construction, suggested the alter-
native of accepting appearance
damage money on the roof and
overhead door instead of having the
roof replaced.

The board went into executive
session, deciding to replace the roof
since the contractor’s insurance
would cover the damage done.

The ‘‘substantial completion
date’’ was also set in the executive
meeting.

The board explained they desired
to have a new roof put on so if
problems arose at a later date, ther
problems arose at a later date,
there would be no questions as to
why the board did not replace it.

SUMMARY OF PROPOSED

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
GENERAL ELECTION NOV. 7, 1978

“The Tax Relief

Amendment”’
(H.J.R.1)

- HJ.R.. 1. proposes..an
amendment to the Texas
' Constitution allowingithe
legislature to exempt in-
tangible personal prop-
erty, requiring the legis-
lature to exempt certain
household goods and per-
sonal effects, and allow-
ing the legislature to
exempt all or part of the
personal property home-
stead from state and local
property taxation.

The amendment re-
quires the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of farm and ranch land
on the basis of its produc-
tive capacity instead of
its market value and al-
lows the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of timber land on its pro-
ductive capacity.

The amendment per-
mits local governments to
extend the present exemp-
tion of mnot less than
$3,000 of the residence
homestead of persons 65
and older to include cer-
tain disabled persons.

The amendment grants
an exemption from public
school property taxes of
$5,000 of the market value
of the residence home-
stead. It authorizes the
legislature to grant an
additional exemption from
public school property
taxes of an amount not
to exceed $10,000 of ‘the
market value of the resi-
dence homesteads of per-
sons 656 years of age or
older and certain disabled
persons. If a person 65
years of age or older
qualifies for this exemp-
tion, the total amount of
public school taxes im-
posed on that person’s
homestead may not be in-
creased.

The amendment pre-
vents local governments
from increasing property
taxes unless the govern-
ing body provides public
notice and conducts a
public hearing. The
amendment requires the
legislature to provide by
law for each property
owner to receive notice of
the ' revaluation of his
property and the amount
taxes will be increased.

The amendment limits
appropriations from state
tax revenue to an amount
not to exceed Texas’ esti-
mated economic growth
rate, with the legislature
authorized to make excep-
tions for emergencies.

The amendment pro-
hibits the statewide ap-
praisal of real property

for property tax pur-
poses. Enforcement of
uniform standards and

procedures for appraisal
of property for property
tax purposes is required
to originate in the taxing

authority where the prop-
erty tax is imposed.

tax relief for residential
homesteads, elderly per-
sons, disabled persons,
and agricultural land; for
personal property exemp-
tions; for truth in taxa-
tion procedures, including
citizen involvement; for
a redefinition of the tax
bage; for limitations on
state spending; and for
property tax administra-
tion.”

NUMBER ONE
(S.J.R.50)

S.J.R. 50 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to delete an
archaic reference to the
“Deaf and Dumb Asy-
lum.” The amendment
would allow the State of
Texas to purchase prod-
ucts and services done by
handicapped individuals
in nonprofit rehabilita-
tion facilities = without
complying with bid re-
quirements applicable to
other state contracts. The
amendment also would
eliminate the formality of
the approval of certain
state contracts by the
Governor, the Secretary
of State and the Comp-
troller of -Public Ac-
counts.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment deleting the
archaic reference to the
‘Deaf and Dumb Asylum,’
allowing certain products
and services of handi-
capped individuals to be
used by agencies and de-
partments of state gov-
ernment, requiring the
procurement  of  other
products and services re-
quired in the operation of
state government to be
made under bids awarded
to the lowest responsible
bidder, making all such
procurement processes
subject to laws enacted
by the legislature, and
eliminating the require-
ment that the Governor,
the Secretary of State,
and the Comptroller of
Public Accounts of Texas
be personally involved
with such transactions.”

NUMBER TWO
(S.J.R. 55)

S.J.R. 55 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to. permit
local governments to issue
bonds for the reconstruc-
tion or acquisition of fa-
cilities (land, equipment
and improvements) de-
signed to develop employ-
nment opportunities. These

bonds would be payable
solely from the revenue
from the sale or lease of
these facilities. The build-
ing or acquisition of such
facilities must be deter-
mined by the local gov-
ernment to be necessary
to develop employment
opportunities.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The
amendment

constitutional
to  provide

“that “the legislature ‘may -
permit = political - subdivi- = ¢

sions * to issue - revenue
bonds to develop employ-
ment opportunities for its
citizens.”

NUMBER THREE
(S.J.R. 44)

S.J.R. 44 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution which would
allow the legislature to
authorize cities and towns
to issue tax increment
bonds to finance the re-
development of blighted
areas. The bonds are to
be paid solely from reve-
nue from municipal tax
increments. Payment can-
not be made from the
revenue of municipal
taxes, utilities, or other
services.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to give the
legislature the power to
authorize cities and towns
to issue bonds to finance
the redevelopment of
blighted areas and pro-
hibiting any city or-town
from granting its money
or lending its credit for
such purposes.”

NUMBER FOUR
(S.J.R. 53)

S.J.R. 53 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to exempt from
taxation solar or wind-
powered energy devices.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment  authorizing
the legislature to exempt
from taxation solar and
wind-powered energy de-
vices.”

NUMBER FIVE
(H.J.R.37)

H.J.R. 37 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to grant ex-
clusive jurisdiction to
justices of the peace in
civil cases where the
amount in controversy
does not exceed $200, ex-
cept where the legislature
gives exclusive jurisdic-
tion to another court.

The amendment grants
justices of the peace con-
current jurisdiction with
county courts where the
amount in controversy is
between $200 and $500,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county
court exclusive jurisdic-
tign.

he amendment also
gyants justices of the
peace concurrent jurisdic-

tion with both cdunty and
district courts where the

amount in controversy is
between $500 and $1,000,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county or
district court exclusive
jurisdiction.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to extend the
jurisdiction of justices of
the peace in civil cases.”

NUMBER SIX
“(S.J:R.45)

S.J.R. 45 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to expand the
number of judges on any
court of civil appeals.
Presently courts of civil
appeals are limited to a
chief justice and two as-
sociate  justices. The
amendment also would al-
low the courts to sit in
sections, with the concur-
rence of a majority of the
judges sitting in the sec-
tion necessary to decide a
case.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot °
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment permitting
the legislature to increase
the number of justices on
a court of civil appeals,
permitting a court of civil
appeals to sit in sections,
and requiring a concur-
rence of a majority of
justices to decide a case.”

NUMBER SEVEN
(S.J.R. 48)

S.J.R. 48 proposes an
amendment to the Texas °
Constitution  eliminating
the State Building Com-
mission and the State
Building Fund. The au-
thority of the State Build-
ing Commission has been
transferred by law to the
State Board of Control.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to repeal the
constitutional  authority
for the State Building
Commission and the State
Building Fund.”

(H.J.R. 42)

H.J.R. 42 proposes an

amounts to one-fourth of
one percent of a gas
utility’s gross revenues.

In the case of Gulf Oil
Corp., Examiner Waxler
summarized his findings
that Gulf is engaged in
transportaing natural gas
for the Clajon Pipeline Co.
for compensation and
through Gulf-owned pipe-
lines.

Waxler further explain-
ed that his findings
‘indicated Gulf produces its
own gas in the Coyanosa
field and transports the
gas through pipelines over
public roads through nat-
ural gas gathering lines in
gas fields in Crane and
Pecos counties.

Waxler said Gulf’s basic
arguments against the gas
utility classification are
certain provisions of Texas
law which exempt com-
panies from gas utility
status if they are not in
the “‘primary’’ business of
transporting natural gas.

In the Champlin case,
Examiner Johnson, sum-
med: up a U.S. Supreme
Court decision relating to
the subject of the classifi-
cation of a gas utility as
his basis for finding
Champlin to be a gas
utility.

Only ‘‘the production
and gathering on one’s
own gas exempts a
company from being a gas
utility,”” said Johnson as
to the meaning of the high
court’s ruling.

Johnson said his study
of the records indicated
Champlin operates natural
gas processing plants in
Panola and Montgomery

Counties. In the
Montgomery operation,
said Johnson, Champlin

buys gas from others and
transports it over several
public roads to its process-
ing plant.

In Panola  County,
Johnson explained,
Champlin is a co-owner
and sole operator of a gas
processing  plant which
transports gas through
pipelines for others over
public roads, and delivers
it to purchasers in
exchange for a portion of
‘the liquid products extract-
ed during processing.

Johnson added that the
fact Champlin owns and
operates a pipeline and
transports natural gas over
public roads is another
legally defined characteris-
tic of a gas utility.

As with Gulf, the order
signed by the Commission
declaring the two oil
companies as gas utilities
directs Champlin to pay
the state natural gas gross
receipts tax dating back to
March 17, 1977.

That is the date the Gas

Joseph J. Piotrowski Jr.,

It has been said that
nearly anyone can ranch
when we have plenty of
rain, but only the best
ones make it when it is
dry. During the past two
years many ranchers in
our area had to severely
cull or completely sell
their cow herds.

Extremely dry weather
conditions during both
years (13 inches in 1977
and 8% inches so far in
1978) have produced some
interesting results.

This year, on our
research ranch no cows
had to be sold and
supplemental feed cost
was only about $20/head.
This was due to both the
grazing management sys-
tems as well as the good
range conditions on the
ranch.

Comparisions among
year-long, 4-pasture and
6-pasture short duration
systems show that wean-
ing weights, beef pro-
duced per cow and calf
crop were similar for all

sytems averaged over both
years.

However, beef produc-
tion per acre was 41%
higher on the short
duration system. This was
mainly - ‘because it has
withstood a heavier stock-
ing rate with adequate
forage available. Also, the
short duration system
allows flexibility in man-
agement according to the
nutritional needs of the
cattle and growth rates of
the range forage. This
point will be discussed in
greater length during the
field day.

To evaluate offspring
performance after leaving
the grazing  systems,

calves were fed to slaught-’

er weights in a feedlot.

The calves from the
short duration system
gained 20% more than
calves from the other
systems. Santa Gertrudis-
cross calves gained over
25% more than Brahman-
Hereford or Brahman-
Angus calves. Factors
contributing to this will be
explored.

Brahman-Angus  cross
cows produced significant-
ly more beef per cow when
compared to Brahman-
Hereford and Santa Ger-
trudis-cross cows. Cows
fed a liquid supplement
produced more beef per
head when compared to
cows fed a salt-meal
supplement or no supple-
ment.

Trade Negotiations In Fiber Industry;
Talk of Less Import Restrictions

It’s trade negotiations
time again. This may not
sound as exciting as the
Superbowl, but it has far-
reaching implications.

One nparticularly crucial
area is limitation of textile
and apparel imports.

The Carter administra-
tion has been talking tariff
cuts, that is, lessening
restrictions on imports.

With a few exceptions,
these cuts could cover
almost all imports includ-
ing textiles and apparel
items.

The entire domestic
fiber industry, from cotton
producers to wool growers
to the weavers of Navajo
rugs and makers of
Pendleton sweaters have a
major stake in the outcome
of the talks.

Industry leaders, armed
with computer data, pre-
dict that.any cut in tariffs
on foreign textiles and
apparel could deal a death
blow to the domestic
industry.

This, they add, would
mean the loss of as many
as [jobs. A ~—arican
jobs.$

The question of import
restrictions is a particular-
ly touchy one. Supporters
of relaxed restrictions
point out that the most
basic of American busi-

ness philosophies calls for
market regulation by the
law of supply and demand
efficient industries need
not fear competition, and
those that must be
protected from competition
aren’t viable anyway.

After all, don’t most
U.S. industries use this
argument themselves to
justify demands for less
federal intervention?

The argument is sound--
at least as far as it goes.
It’s the very philosophy
that made the U.S. a
superpower in the first
place.

It has .one critical
failing, however, when
applied to international
trade. It presupposes that
American industries are
allowed to be competitive,
and the simple, uncomfort-
able truth is that they are
not.

Excessive, generally un-
warranted government re-
gulations make it virtually
impossible for American
industries to compete with
their foreign counterparts.

- Artificially inflated labor
_ysts further hamstring
most industries. Add to
those crippling influences
the fact that foreign
governments often subsi-
dize their industries to
further undercut American

prices, and it’s not hard to
understand why many
U.S. industries are today
reeling with foreign
punches.

Still, the less-than-
perceptive may ask why
we need the U.S. indus-
tries at all--why, if foreign
governments are willing to
foot the bill for our
consumption, we shouldn’t
simple take them up on it
and let American industry
go to the dogs. Yes, they
definitely are less than
perceptive.

From their own selfish
point of view they should
have enough sense to
realize what it would mean
to their own jobs: They
may or may not be able to
see far enough down the
road to imagine what

~would happen if we

became completely depen-
dent on foreign goods and
then = those goods were
withheld to run up prices.

There must be many
people out there who can’t
see that far--if they could
they’d see that it has
already happened in the
case of foreign petroleum.

It’s a classic example of
excessive domestic regula-
tion going much too far
and foreign  suppliers
taking natural advantage
of it.

There are at present two
bills, Senate Bill 2920 and
House Bill: 10853, that
would exempt textiles and
apparel from the current
round of tariff-cut talks in
Tokyo. It’s a place to start.

The Texas Sheep and
Goat Raisers’ Association
supports these bills and
urges their passage.

Fiber production,
whether it be wool or
cotton, is a major Texas
industry and is totally
dependent on the domestic
textile industry for an
outlet.

A blow dealt to the
domestic apparel or textile
industry is a blow dealt ‘to
American fiber producers--
they are our only custom-
ers.

Vital American indus-
tries simple cannot com-
pete fairly with foreign
products that are not
subject to the
crippling pressures.

If the U.S. government
is going to beat its own
industries about the head
and shoulders, the least it
can do is offer them a
little protection from oth-
ers who would run in and
throw a cheap shot when
they’re down.

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Mistakes Cost Broncos First Win

A funny thing happened
to Coleman on their way to
the Bronco game Friday.

Someone forgot to tell
them they were supposed
to lose.

In what some people
expected to be a runaway,
the Bluecats played above
their heads against a
less - than - spectacular
Sonora team, tieing 6-6.

Truly, the Broncos did
not play all that bad and
actually looked like a solid
squad in spots.

But missing last week’s
scrimmage with Eldorado
definitely took its toll.

Add to that a wet field
and a sky-high Bluecat

defense, and the goal line
was an elusive butterfly
for Sonora.

Statistically the Broncos
dominated the game, but
the Coleman defensive
unit tightened anytime a
Sonora drive neared the
endzone.

Except for the lone Red
Hoss touchtown, the locals
could only penetrate the
20-yard line once, result-
ing in a block of Mike
Jones’ 31-yard field goal
attempt.

Fullback Wayne
McLaughlin bulled over
from the three with 5:36
left in the game for the
Red and White’s only

score.

The snap was bobbled
on the extra-point Kick,
and Benny Granger’s
“‘Hail, Mary”’ pass wasn’t
close to anyone.

The TD was set up by a
58-yard punt return by
Eddie Favila.

Favila picked his way
behind 4 wall set up on
the east sideline before
being hauled down at the
12-yard line.

Manuel Lopez slashed
six yards, and McLaughlin
knocked off three more
before his tally on the next
play.

Coleman’s single score
came on a dazzling

85-yard return of the
opening, second-half kick-
off by speedster Richard
Holloway.

The first Coleman PAT
kick was blocked, but a
penalty on the Broncos
gave the visitors a second
chance.

It didn’t make any
difference though, as the
boot sailed wide right.

McLaughlin was the
highlight of the Bronco
offense, stepping out 97
yards on 13 carries.

Holloway provided more
than half of Coleman’s
offense, picking up 87
yards on 14 attempts.

For the Sonora ground

game, Lopez added 44
yards and Granger knock-
ed off 39 stripes.
