Sinaloa to Benefit From
' City Annexation Proposal

Sinaloa residents have been in-
formed that the petition which
circulated through their community
for the annexation of the Sinaloa
Addition has been accepted by the
Sonora City Council.

The City Council has set the date
for the election on June 7, 1980. °
The residents of Sinaloa must make
note of one stipulation in this
glection. Only registered voters

¢ who are inhabitants of the addition
will be able to vote on the annexat-
ion proposal.

This proposal includes the con-
struction of a sewer system to serve

this addition along with many other
benefits from the incorporation with
the city including the services of the
City Animal Control Officer, City
Police protection, street main-
tenance, the placing of traffic signs,
and fire insurance credit - for homes
and property for the residents of
Sinaloa.

The Sinaloa residents will, = of
course, pay city taxes if their
addition is annexed into the corpor-
ate city of Sonora. These taxes
would balance out to equal the total
yearly cost of city utility services
paid now by the Sinaloa residents.

According to City Manager, Jim
Dover, the average property owner
will pay $20 to $30 in city taxes each
year.

Ordinance 180 Revisited

Each spring, the rabies cases in
Sutton County seem to mount de-
¢pite all efforts to the contrary. This
year is no exception. The Sonora
‘Animal Hospital has reported nearly
twenty cases of rabies in Sutton .
County alone with the greatest
number of cases being diagnosed in
foxes. 5

Sutton County Health officials
‘would like each pet and animal
owner to know that all pets must be
vaccinated against rabies under
State Law.

The City of Sonora has been at
war with the rabies epidemic since
the city came into existence.
Several ordinances concerning the
keeping of animals within the city
limits have been drawn up specify-
ing the needs of animals toward the
| (1 glimination of rabies from Sutton

County.

Ordinance 180, passed by the City
Council in May of 1979 specifically
identifies the rights and guidelines
of pet owners who have pets inside
the city limits. Following is a
capsule version of the ordinance.

All dogs and cats harbored or
maintained by their owners in the
City shall be tagged, vaccinated,
and registered.

It shall be unlawful for pet owners
to allow their animals to roam at

“large beyond the boundaries of the

premises of the owner.

'I:he Animal Control Officer or the
Police Chief is designated to have
the right to catch, collect, or pen

any animal found running at large,

and it is also the right of these

officers to confine these animals for .
three days at the city pound until ;

the owner showing proof of owner-

-~ ship shall pay a pound fee of two

dollars. -

If the animal has not been picked
up in this designated time, the
Animal Control Officer has the right
to destroy the animal, or if the
animal is particularly vicious, to
destroy the animal on sight, without
notice to the owner.

In the case of rabies, the Animal
Control Officer is designated to have
the authority to destroy any or all
animals displaying vicious propensi-
ties and infected with the disease.

If you haven’t had your pets
vaccinated against rabies, and do
not have them tagged, you are in
violation of this ordinance.

ing cotton in Concho Coun-
ty following last week’s
rain. Many of the cotton
farmers are following a
new planting schedule this
year, hoping to get around
the boll weevil infestation.
So, as a result much of the
cotton in Runnels, Concho,
and Tom Green counties
may not be planted until
mid-June.

With shearing of sheep
and some Angora goats
yet, many ranchmen have
started watching the wool
and mohair market. A two
day sale was in progress in
Del Rio at this writing.
Generally, trading has
been going on during May
but a lower prices across
the board from this time
last year.

According to one of my
sources, Rocksprings Wool
and Mohair Co. sold some
47,000 pounds of mohair
recently, 25,000 pounds of
choice adult for $3.022,
7,000 pounds of young goat
for $3.427, and 15,000
pounds of kid at $4.127.

Also in the Angora Goat
Capitol of the World, Pri-
our-Varga Wool and Mo-
hair Co., Rocksprings, sold
around SO 000 pounds of 12
months wool from 97 cents
a pound up with the bulk
from $1.08 to $1.10.

Glen Fisher, manager of
Sonora Wool and Mohair
Co., has pretty well sold
any accumulation of wool
and mohair along for mar-
ket prices.

Managing Game Birds For Profit

Management practices
to benefit game bird spec-
ies can net landowners
significant returns per unit
of capital input. Through-
out Central Texas the wild
turkey, bobwhite quail,
scaled quail and mourning
dove.are the species found
on most farms and ranch-
es. Although each species
has different habitat re-
quirements, landowners
can apply management
practices that will be bene-
ficial for these species.

"~ Quite often a single ap-

plied practicee will benefit
several different wildlife
species.

The most basic habitat
requirements for any wild-

life is adequate food and

cover. Turkeys need brush
cover for feeding and large
trees or other tall struct-
ures for roossting. Except
for roost cover, the tur-
_key’s habitat needs are
almost parallel to those of
the whitetail deer. Small
grains. planted for winter
grazing for deer are also
used by turkeys.

Brush management
planned on rangelands
should provide for strips
and motts to be left for
wildlife. Large mast pro-
ducing trees such as oak,
hackberry, pecan, and
plum should be preserved,
as well as vines such as
grape and green briar.
Brush around turkey roosts
should be left undisturbed
for a minimum radius of
100 yards.

Bobwhite quail prefer
denser woody cover than

scaled quail. They are
found on croplands and

adjacent wooded areas
more often than scaled
quail. They also prefer
weedy fence rows and odd
areas that have become
overgrown. Scaled quail
prefer dryer, shortgrass
rangelands that have scatt-
ered spiny species such as
prickly-pear, lotebushes,
agarito, scrub mesquite
and an occasional juniper.
One or two of these per

acre are sufficient for scal- .

ed quail.

On croplands in grain ;

crops, extra food and cover
can be provided by leaving
narrow strips unharvested.
Unharveted grain strips
are especially beneficial
when left adjacent to pro-
tective cover such as we-
edy fence rows or brushy
motts. On rangelands,
extra natural food can be
provided by discing or
shallow chiseling small
areas 1/2 to 2 acres in size.

This promotes native
weeds such as croton,
snow-on-the mountain,
buffalo-burr and ragweeds.
The seeds of these species
are highly preferred by
quail and doves as well as
many of the song birds.

Water requirements for
the game birds vary great-
ly. Turkeys need free
water daily. Hens will not
nest more than 1/4 mile
from an available water
supply. Mourning doves
require water at least twice
daily. However, doves are

Farm Bureau To
Stimulate Ideas

Texas farmers and ranch-

ers are searching for ener--

gy ideas. Through the
Texas Farm Bureau, a gen-
eral farm organization of
255,000 members, a pro-
gram has been designed to
surface ideas to conserve
and produce energy for
agriculture.

The Farm Bureau Energy
Idea Search program was
recently announced to the
membership of the organ-
ization, and FB leaders
expect to surface some
innovative ideas and tech-
nology Which will save
energy in farm buildings,
farm operations, or produce
energy needed for agricul-
ture.

Ideas will be judged by a
panel of qualified judges,
and ideas selected will be
published in Texas Agncul-
ture, the organization’s
publication. TFB will pay
$25 for each published
idea. Each idea selected by
the state organization will
be sent to the American
Farm Bureau Federation

headquarters in Chicago,
1ll., where amumber will:be
selected for publication in
AFBF’s publication, Farm
Bureau News, for $25 each.

Up to ten ideas will be
selected for presentation as
symposium papers Wwith
awards for $500 each, and
up to ten entrants will
receive $5,000 research
grants to continue work on
their ideas.

The idea search is de-
signed to stimulate Farm
Bureau members to share
their energy-saving ideas
and to encourage them to
participate in further re-
search and development of
ideas that could benefit
agriculture the most.

The Energy Idea Search
is open to all Farm Bueau
members and their imme-
diate families, except Farm
Bureau employees. - Entry
forms are printed in Texas
Agriculture, (May, 1980)
and additional forms can be
obtained at country Farm
Bureau offices.

Ideas will be accepted
through September 1, 1980.

Rain Brings Relief

UVALDE---May 20, 1980
---The region received
more rainfall during the
past two weeks than had
been received during the
previous ten months, since
June 1979 when the area
received the last significant
rainfall. Some flooding,
erosion and hail caused
crop damage, but overall,
the moisture will have a
very beneficial effect. Pas-
tures are greeming up rap-
idly and surface stock

tanks are full again. Live-
stock liquidations have
been temporarily suspend-
ed, but ranchers are afraid
to re-establish sold herds
until more sustaining rain-
fall is received in the
southwest. The hay crop
outlook improved substant-
ially with the rainfall, but
these late rains will not
save many other dryland
crops which were lost due
to the severe drouth. -

Rainfall is probably the
most important climatic
element that determines
the reproductive success of
a game bird population
from year to year. Spring
and early summer rains
generally provide good
weed growth and insect
populations. Insectss are
especially important to tur-

key poults and quail chicks-

because their diet for the
first 2 to 4 weeks is almost
entirely insects. During
periods of severe or pro-
longed droughts ground
nesters may not attempt to
produce a brood.

Little can be done by
landowners to relieve the
effects of a prolonged
drought on the game bird
population. During normal
comditions, management
practicess that provide ad-
ditional food and cover will
allow game bird populat-
ions to increase and pro-
vide additional resources
for the hunting public.

In central and north cen-

tral Texas, landowners are

leasing their lands for bird
hunting at rates ranging
from a few cents per acre
to $2.00 per acre. Day
hunting for dove and quail
in areas with excellent
hunting, ranges from $5 to
$20 per gun.

0il Import Fee
Killed By Congress

In March, President Car-
ter proposed a $4.62 a
barrel of conservation fee
...also known as the oil
import fee. The fee would
have raised about 10.3 bill-
ion dollars a year for the
Federal Government. It

also would add at least ten
cents a gallon to the price
of gasoline. On Tuesday,
May 13th, a U.S. District
Judge ruled that President
Carter lacked the legal
authority to impose the fee
in a way designed to raise

gasoline prices. The price
increase will not go into
effect while the federal
government is appealing
the Judge’s ruling. Action
by the Appeals Court is
expeected to take several

weeks at a minimum.
President Carter wins the
case, the will probably
make the retroactive date

60 days before the fee -

finally takes effect. A
coalition of Congressmen,
consumer groups and oil
distributors filed the suit
challenging the president’s
authority to impose the
fee.
One Department of

Energy official said it was !

an uphill legal and political
fight to begin with. He
commented that it started
out 50-50 and has been
breaking the wrong way
since.

The administration says
the oil import fee is strictly
designed to conserve ener-
gy rather than raise reve-

_ jority

nues while many members
of Congress argue that the
fee imposes a new tax on
the people. Others say the
tax might also include
home heating oil as well as
gasoline. Estimates range
from a savings of between
30 and 100,000 barrels of
oil a day if the fee is
approved.

In addition, the House
Ways and Means Com-
mittee voted 17 to 4 to kill
the fee. The vote to stop
the fee was 13 to 3 in the
Senate Finance Com-
mittee. If Congress votes
against the import fee,
President Carter is ex-
pected to veto that action.
Congresss would then have
to hay
o override the veto.

Presented At RRC Ilearlng

Representatlves of more
than 25 gas operators pre-
sented evidence at a Rail-
road Commission-called
hearing today that 10 gas
reservoirs in Texas should
be designated tight gas
sand formations.

The hearing, conducted
