Checking with the Bru-
cellosis Committee, calf
vaccinations for the first
three quarters of fiscal year
1981 totaled 5,705,976 com-
pared with 4,692,444 dur-
ing the same period last
year, an increase of 21.6
percent. Most states vac-
cinated more calves this
year, with ten vaccinating
fewer.

The largest increase was
in Puerto Rico, where 937
percent more calves were
vaccinated so far this year.
Most of the high incidence
states increased calf vaccin-
ations.

Missoure increased num-
bers vaccinated by 365
percent with 259,354 calves
vaccinated. Alabama in-
creased vaccinations by 77
percent and West Virginia,
Florida and Texas all vac-
cinated more than S0 per-
cent more calves.

As far as Texas is con-
cerned, vaccination of hei-
fer calves has continued to

climb. The annual projec-
tion for 1981 is 53.2 percent
compared to 24.6 percent

for 1980. This is due to the
acceptance and approval of
the reduced dose of Strain
19. Another plus is that
they can now recommend
vaccination up to 12 months
of age in non-infected
herds.

The cooperation program
in Texas is providing free
vaccine and the state of
Texas pays veterinarians -
about 748 of them - if they
are certified to vaccinate.

As of May 1, there are
134 counties in Class A (the
western half of the state)
and 10S counties in Class B
(the eastern half). There
are 54 counties in the
western half with no known
infection. Some have been
clean for 2 or 3'years. __

In addition to the stand-

.ard tests, the central Texas

lab will begin evaluating an
automated ELISA test sy-
stem in conjunction with
Texas A&M University.

WTU And Sister Companies
To Operate As

Intergrated System

West Texas Utilities
Company and its three
sister companies in the
Central and South West
Corporation have received
approval from the Federal
Energy Regulatory Com-
mission (FERC) to inter-
count with each across state
lines ‘and operate as an
intergrated svstem.

The FERC in Washing-
ton authorized a proposal
which will tesult in contruc-
tion of electric transmission
lines connecting the South-
west Power Pool with the
Elecfric Reliability Council
of Texas, which historically
has operated strictly as an
intrastate electric grid.

The proposal filed with
the FERC for decision had
been agreed to by all
utilities affected including
Central and. South West
Corporation, Houston
Lighting and Power Com-
pany and Texas Utilites
Company.

Fall Leaf Golor Variations
Depend On Pigments

The question comes up
every year about this time: -
Why do leaves change color
According to
Ranger Rick’'s Nature Mag-
autumn’s cooler
temperatures and shorter
cause chloropyll --

have the same splendid
color combination each sea-
son. However, Ranger Rick
explains that all the color
variations are based on the
following pigments:

t Yellow and Orange -
These pigments are in the
leaves all year long, but
can’t be seen in the spring
and summer because they
are covered by the green
chlorophyll. These are the
same pigments that make
egg yolks yellow and car-
rots orange.

t Red and Purple - The
bright red and purple colors
of fall only show up on
leaves of trees that produce
a lot of sugar. Because
trees need very cool and
dry temperatures to pro-
duce sugar, these colors are
mostly found in New En-
gland’s trees. Red maples,
which normally produce a
lot of sugar, usually have
red and purple leaves in
autumn. But if fall temper-
atures are too warm, oOr
there isn’t enough sugar in
the tree, a red maple’s
leaves will turn orange or
yellow.

t+ Brown - Some leaves,
like those on oak trees, do
not change to bright colors
in the fall, but become
brown and drab. This is
due to the presence of the
chemical tannin, which

mixes with the yellow and -

orange pigments, and turns
the leaves brown.

And why do leaves fall?

Fall’s cooler weather also
causes the food' products
stored in the leayes to flow
to safer quarters *- the trees
branches and trunk. A thin
layer of cells, called the
‘‘abciss layer,’’ then forms
across the stem which con-
nects leaf to twig. With
thid link weakened, the leaf
is broken off by an autumn
breeze or eventually falls to
the ground of its own
weight.

T_he two other CSW com-
panies are Public Service
Company of Oklahoma,
headquarters in Tulsa, and
Southwestern Electric Po-
wer Company, of Shreve-
port.

After a period in private
pracfice, he began his jud-
icial career as Judge of the
County Court of Law in
Lubbock County in 1950.
He was elected 99th Dis-
trict Court Judge in Lub-
bock in 1952 and served
until appointed Chief Jus-
tice of the Amarillo Court of
Civil Appeals in 1959. He
was twice re-elected to that
position before his election
in 1970 as Associate Justice
to the Supreme Court.

Latest Weather Info Big

Faced with ever-increas-

today’s farmers and ran-
chers need every bit of help
they can get. Having the
latest weather information
and how it relates to their
operations can be a big
plus.

Often this kind of infor-
mation can give the farmer
or rancher the slight edge
he needs in making a sound
management decision that
can save dollars in his
operation.

Agricultural Weather Ser.
vice Centers of the National
Weather Service try to give
farmers and ranchers a
helping hand in coping with
weather-related matters.
Several such centers, form-
erly called Enviromental
Studies Service Centers,
are in operation across the
United States. One is
located at Texas A&M Uni-
versity and serves Texas,
New Mexico- and Oklaho-
ma.

‘‘We provide information
to farmers and ranchers
through regular agricultur-

percent; B will be from .25
percent to 1.5 percent; C
will be 1.5 percent herd
infection infection rate and
over.

/‘Preliminary data sug-
-gests that Texas will be in B
and C classification. The B
area will generally be the
western half of the state;
the C area will be in the
eastern half,”’ he said.

‘‘The proposals carry on
the Texas plan of rewards
and incentives. As pro-
ducers continue to clean up

strong explained.

al weather advisories for
the various areas of Texas
and for Oklahoma and New
Mexico,’’ explained Flynn.

One hundred thirty Red

¢ A Victory For Goodfellow

‘QAnyone who has ever played an organized sport, planned a
civic event or tried to get a family packed and off on a trip at the
appointed hour knows the importance of team work. Hard work
is fundamental to the equation, and with hard work ultimately a
little good luck always assists in the outcome. This is generally
true of the legislative process and no less so in those cases where
one goes up against the Washington bureaucracy to solve a
problem.

The effort to prevent the closing of Goodfellow Air Force Base
is a classic case of all of the above.

I have just returned from a weekend in San Angelo, Texas,
where it was my pleasure and good fortune to be involved in the
long-awaited announcement that Goodfellow will remain open.
To that good news we were also able to announce that Good-
fellow will become a two-mission base. In addition to being
named the Air Force’s primary cryptologic training center, the
40-year-old facility will become the home of a new Strategic Air
Command radar unit.

The saga of Goodfellow’s threat of closure goes back some
42 months when it appeared on a Defense Department ‘‘hit list’’
of bases to be closed. What the Pentagon brass failed to realize,
%:,)wever, was the unwillingness of the people of San Angelo and
West Texas to roll over and play dead while this vital component
of our national security system was scheduled to be removed.

As a team of townspeople, media, elected officials, friends in
Washington, we were committed to long hours and hard work.
‘Our constant jabs and thrusts penetrated the depths of the
Pentagon and the highest.echelons of the Executive Branch.
Legislation I authored which required an Environmental Impact
Statement on closing the base gave us time to work. A new
President who promised to save the base gave us the impetus to
push even harder.

Goodfellow is an important military facility. When it first
opened in 1941, it turned thousands of Army Air Corps men into
fliers and more recently it has taught thousands of Army, Navy,
Marine and Air Force personnel the intricacies of military
intelligence gathering and: cryptologic’ operations.” Some 4,000
students each year graduate from the 100 on-base and corres-
pondence courses offered through the technical school.

Named after Lt. James J. Goodfellow Jr., a San Angelo High

; “School graduate who was Kkilled in an air battle during World

War I in France, the base has had its ups and downs but always a
reputation for scrappiness — and survival. The events of our
rgcent celebration in announcing officially that it will remain open
and have its mission enhanced is testimony to the spirit of the
facility and the town which supports it.

I can assure you today that Goodfellow’s future is bright and

“secure. Through my role on the Appropriations Subcommittee on

‘Military Construction, we have already earmarked $500,000 for
design and planning funds for three new buildings on the base.
:The three-building package with an estimated price tag of about
$16 million will be presented to the Congress for funding approval
for fiscal year 1983. Additionally, Goodfeliow and officials of the
Air Training Command have compiled a $44 million, five-year

| _plan for future construction.

The new Strategic Air Command long-range radar system —
designed to detect submarine launched ballistic missiles — will in
itself be a $100 million project.

Why all this for Goodfellow?

The Air Force assures me that Goodfellow is a ‘‘preferred site’’

b for the new mission and that it has other qualities for base opera-

tions and support. Increased projected recruiting requirements in
all career fields and an increased emphasis on other training areas
makes Goodfellow desirable for future operations.

We, of course, have known this all along. The fact that we were
successful in convincing Washington of Goodfellow’s worth
makes this victory a special one to savor.

Pressurized water exten-
guishers are effective for
wood and paper fires; dry
chemical or carbon dioxide
extinguishers are required
for gasoline, solvents, kit-
chen grease, and electrical
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physician of record, you
may contact the Public
Health Region located in
your area, and they will
make the necessary referral
for you.

Since 1972, approximate-
ly 1500 patients have been
treated in the Chronic Res-
piratory. Disease Program
and have been returned to
their physicians for conti-
nuing care after the rehabi-
litation in the program is
completed.

In November, 1981, the
Chronic Respiratory Dis-
ease Service is doubling its
capacity for in-hospital

therapy and treatment,
with two seperate wings of
the Hospital devoted speci-
fically to this program.
The major goal in treat-
ment of pulmonary disease
is to promote bronchial
hygiene, combat and pre-
vent infection, maintain a-
dequate bronchodilation,
and stop smoking. Breath-
ing training is an important
facet of the therapy. Pa-
tients are taught to use the
diaphragm for better
breathing and for learning
a relaxed breathing pat-
tern. Physical conditioning
is carefully supervised and

focuses on a regular exer-
cise program. Group ther-
apy and education sessions
to help patients overcome
their respiratory handicap
are provided. Improve-
ment in life style and return
to productive activity are
major goals for the therapy
and treatment of each pat-
ient.

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Good Pecan

Harvest Expected

recan pies and other
‘*zoodies’’ prepared with
the popular nut may once
again be more visible on
tables around the state.

That comes as good news
to thousands of pecan-
loving Texans who missed
out on their full share of
pecan products last year
when a devastating drought
caused a drastic yield redu-
ction.

But a new crop brings
with it good tidings.

According to a Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice management econo-
mist based here, pecan
growers in South Texas
have started harvesting a
bumper crop of high quality
pecans, possibly the state’s
second largest in recorded
history. Growers in other
portions of the Lone Star
State will soon follow suit.

‘‘Preharvest estimates
show Texas starting the
pecan harvesting season
with about 80 million
pounds of pecans available
for harvest,’’ says Jose G.
Pena. ‘‘That represents
the second largest crop
since these records have
been kept. The 1979 pre-
harvest crop was the lar-
gest at 95 million pounds,
but pricing problems arose
that interferred with har-
vesting."'

Pena says the 1981 na-
tional pecan crop prehar-
vest estimate of 328 million
pounds is also one of the
largest on a national scale.
The current estimate is 20
percent higher than the
highest past record of 275
million pounds harvested in
1973 and 60 percent higher
than the national average of
206 million pounds.

In addition, this year’s
Texas before-harvest esti-
mate is about 90 percent
higher than an average

crop of 42.4 million pounds
and 627 percent higher
than the 11 million pounds
harvested last year.

““A producer disagree-
ment erupted in 1979 which
caused problems with the

"price structure for native

pecans;’” Pena continues.
““Opening wholesale bid
prices of 20-25 cents a
pound for native pecans
caused growers to abandon

fields and leave the groves-—

unharvested. However,
prices recovered by mid-
season and averaged 46
cents a pound a remainder
of the 1979-80 year.”’

The Texas A&M Univer-
sity economist reports that
1981 opening price bids for
in-shell native pecans have
been in the 45-SS cents per
pound range and 80 cents
to $1.00 a pound for im-
proved varieties.

“‘Thus far, in considera-
tion of this year’s large
expected crop, these prices
are much better than the
season’s opening prices
during the last bumper crop
in 1979,”’ Pena notes. ‘‘We
hope they continue as the
bulk of pecans move toward
harvest. At this time we
see nothing on the horizon
that will interfere with the
current pricing structure.’’

He emphasizes that total
pecan meats in storage was
down by 10 percent from
last August and in-shell
pecans being stored was
down 62 percent.

Texas is expected to rank
second nationally following
Georgia in total pounds of
pecan production. The
state should rank first in
native pecan  production
and third in production
from improved varieties.

Wheeler. ‘‘In its 45 years

of existence the brucellosis
program has had very little

effect on incidence of the
disease. We want to eradi-
cate brucellosis, but these
regulations will eradicate
the rancher in the process
and stop movement of
stocker cows."’

Earlier this fall the
House of Representatives
approved a bill completely
prohibiting the enforce-
ment of the 1982 brucellosis
regulations because of their
crippling effect on the cat-
tle industry.
