Gardening Tips

by Ruth Tayior

The average garden veg­
etables or flow er can 
manage to grow without 
regular feeding or cultiva­
tion. and even survive sev­
eral insect attacks, but let it 
go dry for even a short 
time, and growth is severe­
ly stunted, or the plant 
dies.

Water applied to only the 
top inch of soil is practically 
wasted because it evap- 
v'rates before the plants can 
use it. The best way to 
conserve soil moisture is 
mulching. A two inch 
muUh I'l grass clippings, 
straw or dry leaves can cut 
water h ss due to evapor- 
• aioi' lv, as much as fifty 
|ierc,-iti Mulching will 
iiisulatc the soil against hot 
sun and drying winds. It 
also eliminates rain com­
pacted soil that keeps oxy­
gen from penetrating the 
root /one.

Mulches not only prevent 
water loss, they cari actual­
ly cause moisture to be 
added to the soil. Moisture 
in the warm air enters the 
porous mulch and con­
denses when the air comes 
in contact with the cooler 
soil surface. Research 
shows that when air is 100 
degrees. ,i three inch mulch 
can keep the soil under­
neath 25 degrees cooler. 
You can save on w'eeding 
b> using a mulch. If you 
are not using a mulch, the 
weeds will keep you very 
busy 111 the hot sutpmer 
Weeds always fob valu.ible 
plants of ihe water and 
nutrienls necessary for 
them |o live.

Slugs will really love your 
gairden it vou use a mulch. 
They can hide during the 
day in ihe mulch so they 
haje less distance t(' travel 
to peas; ,m vour plants at 
nighi. ! hesc creatures arc 
reilitii'-'- of ihe snail. onK 
ihgy iw mu have a hard 
shifll. These slimy crea- 
UI1J. S r.u.gc in si/e from 1/2 
to f  im.”.i‘ s long. They are 
briiwn and tan and have

tw’o antennae sticking out 
of their front end. They are 
hearty eaters on all cole 
plants, such as cabbage 
and kale. They love any 
very young plant, beans, 
cucumbers, or squash. 
There are various w'avs to 
control slugs, all of which 
are very easy The one 1 
write about most, and 
works form e is to trap them 
in any container filled with 
beer and drown them!

Many of the vegetable 
plants planted over four to 
six weeks should be fertil­
ized now. If using a mulch, 
use a water soluble fertil­
izer. If not. use either a 
wytei soluble or granular 
fertilizer. .Sprinkle gran­
ular fertilizer ill a row along 
the row of plants, or around 
individual plants, such as 
tomatoes or peppers. 
Always water granular fer­

tilizer immediatelv.
If you like cucumbers, 

but can’ t afford the garden 
space for them, try growing 
these ramblers on a fence.
A simple wooded frame 
built with 2 X 4's anchored 
in the ground with chicken 
wire stretched across it will 
do. Plant a double row of 
cucumber seed below the 
fence and watch them 
grow. Cucumbers love hot 
w'cather and more water 
than mosi vegetables.'- 
Keep well w .itered and pick 
the fruit when voung.

with the best ranch man- 
.im'ment and organization, 
.1 rancher and former sup- 
rintcndent o f the Southern

said here recently.

K, H. "P at”  Mcllvain of 
Woodward. Ok, discussed 
ranching in the ’80’s at the 
Texas Animal Agriculture 
Conference at Texas A&M 
University.

"Ranches that have the 
best chance to survive will 
be those that have little or 
no need for large capital 
expenditures, a high equity 
in land and cattle, useful 
income from minerals or 
olf-ranch work, and a high­
ly skilled management 
leant that can adapt to 
changing needs." Mcllvain 
said.

l.e also emphasized that 
marketing expertise will 
be, ome more imoortant

management know-how.
One efficient and compe­

titive way to organize a 
ranch is called by some 
economists an “ extraction 
enterprise", Mcllvain said, 
because it has practically 
no input costs.

Operating efficiency is a 
real key to survival in 
ranching. Ranchers need 
to face the fact that people 
are turning away from beef 
because the poultry and 
pork industries produce

and market faster and more 
efficiently, he said.

Beef producers need a 
more uniform product in a 
shorter time to be able to 
com pete," Mcllvain said. 
"There is nothing wrong 
with a 700 pouno calf at 
weaning tim e," he said, 
"and it can be done.

"A  man called me from 
Oregon about five years 
ago and told me he was 
weaning 900-pound calves 
at 10 months, flushing his

cows and repeating each 12 
months," Mcllvain told the 
group.

Ranching, like any busi­
ness, must have successful 
management practices to 
survive the future, he said.

"the first rule when deal­
ing with range manage­
ment is that the practice 
must be cost-effective on a 
short-term basis,”  Mcll­
vain noted. “ This means 
proper stocking rates for 
moderate use of plants and

soil."
A lso important when 

managing a range are re­
moving old growth, letting 
leaf growth get a good start 
and preventing spot 
grazing, he added.

"And remember the life­
boat to get into when the 
ship starts sinking is hay, 
sacked feed, rented or tame 
pastures or selling part of 
the cattle just to get them 
off the land," he added.

The second important 
criterion for range manage­
ment is a keen appreciation 
and economcal concept of 
the value of gain per head. 
"Basically, this boils down 
to the fact that each animal 
must show a profit," the 
rancher said.

Top-notch management 
will .lot ensure survival, 
Mcllvain said, so brush 
control and animal manage­
ment are two factors that 
every rancher should also 
consider.

"Basically, ranch survi­
val depends on using cheap 
practices and on not spend­
ing one cent unless you can

rigid and overly regulatory 
tone,”  John B. Armstrong, 
Kingsville, Chairman, 
TAHC, noted in a letter to 
USDA.

The federal proposals, if 
adopted, would significant­
ly alter basic tenents of the 
Texas brucellosis program 
in these areas: vaccination, 
individual herd plans, the 
role of the epidemiologist in 
dealing with individual pro­
ducers, and use o f the card 
test as a screening tool 
only in locating infection. 
Commissioners also said it 
would appear “ unthink­
able”  for the proposed fed­
eral regulation not to pro­
vide for an administrative 
review o f an individual’s 
situation.

Commissioners o f the 
TAHC unanimously ap­
proved the letter.

“ The most serious defect 
of the proposed rules is the 
extreme discrimination 
placed on any state attemp­
ting to increase the num­
bers o f vaccinated fe ­
males,’^the letter noted.
‘ ‘The tfse of the card test to 
classify animals as reactors 
in the market cattle iden­
tification program is the di- 
scrimin^ion referred to in 
these ri^es. This action is

taken despite the admin­
istration’ s budget message 
to increase vaccination and 
in complete disregard of 
the recommendations of the 
National Brucellosis Tech­
nical Commission,”  the let­
ter stated.

Regarding individual 
herd plans, the Commis­
sioners noted in the letter; 
"The Texas program is ba­
sed on individual herd 
plans designed under su­
pervision of trained epide­
miologists to meet scien­
tific criteria but be flex­
ible and reasonable accord­
ing to a cowman's opera­
ting conditions. The rigid 
language in the proposed 
CFR (code o f federal reg­
ulations) would severely 
limit this flexibility.”

Concerning the role of 
the epidemiologist, the let­
ter stated that the proposed 
change is “ devoid of any 
allowance”  for the epidem­
iologist “ in making medical 
decisions based on labora­
tory results, vaccination 
status, individual animal 
history, herd history, and 
other pertinent information 
particularly must the epidi- 
miologistbe involved in the 
classification of titered an­
imals with the freedom to 
make decisions.”

Permits Granted For Texas Pipelines

Railroad Commission 
Chairman Jim Nugent 
announced that 25 permits 
to operate new pipelines in 
Texas were granted by the 
RRC in April 1982.

Through the first four 
months o f this year, the

Commisison has granted 51 
permits to operate new 
lines. For the same period 
last year, 44 permits were 
approved.

Seventeen of the permits 
in April were for gathering 
pipelines,. four were for

trunk transmission lines, 
and four were for multi­
purpose lines or lines 
moving other materials.

Gathering lines bring oil 
and gas from production 
leases, while a trunk trans­
mission line is a larger

diameter line into which 
smaller lines connect.

Twenty-two of the newly- 
permitted lines will trans­
port gas, while two will 
move salt water and 
another will transport crude 
oil.

Gas utility pipelines ac­
counted for 12 of the per­
mits last month. Eleven 
were for private lines and 
two were for common 
carrier lines.

In April, ten permits

East Texas, two for the San 
Angelo area, and one each 
for West Central Texas, 
East Central Texas and the 
San Antonio area.

A new procedure for 
calculating allowables for 
one-well prorated gas fields 
approved by the Railroad 
Commission will save oil 
and gas operators and the 
Commission significant 
time and money. The new 
method will go into effect 
June 1.

The form G-7, a forecast 
of production and disposi­
tion of gas well gas, will no 
longer be required for one- 
well prorated gas fields. 
Roland Childress, assistant 
director of production allo­
cation for the Commission’ s 
Oil and Gas Division, esti­
mates an annual savings of 
$97,704 to the industry and 
$29,064 to the Commission

as a result of the elimina­
tion of 4,071 forms filed 
each month by operators 
statewide. The new fully 
automated method will also 
save the Commission time 
during a critical period each 
month when gas allowables 
must be calculated.

Allowables for the one- 
well gas fields will be equal 
to the volume of deliver- 
ability is the volume of gas 
produced by a well in a 24 
hour test period. Allow­
ables for fields which are 
overproducing or under­
producing will be adjusted 
according to a formula de­
veloped as part of the new 
proceduEe.

The Commission now as­
signs allowables in the 
affected fields based on a 
comparison of the nomina­
tions or purchases filed by 
gatherers and the forecasts 
filed by producers on the 
form G-7. The complicated 
formula requires manual 
auditing, keying, and pro­
cessing of forms and a 
series of automated calcu­
lations.

According to Childress, 
in addition to saving time 
and money, the new met­
hod will continue to insure 
operators an ample allow­
able, while meeting market 
demand.

A periodic survey of fuel 
prices, covering a represen­
tative number of locations 
across the state, is being 
conducted by the Commis­
sion. The survey will in­
clude diesel and gasoline 
prices at both bulk and 
pump prices.

Fuel adjustment charges 
will not be set on fuel prices 
higher than those in the 
most current fuel price 
survey unless the applicant 
can show that lower prices 
are not available.

Another provision of the 
amendment will allow the 
Commission to reduce fuel 
adjustment charges over 
which it has continuing 
jurisdiction to the price 
levels in the most current 
survey, if necessary. Nor­
mal notice and hearing 
procedures would be fol­
lowed before any final ac­
tion would be taken.

Since the beginning of 
our country, over 200 years 
ago, people have viewed 
the United States as a 
country very rich in natural 
resources-in fact, almost 
unlimited. This may have 
been true 100 years ago, 
but today, the United Sta­
tes has discovpred that 
some of its natural resour­
ces have been dangerously 
depleted. We do have lim­
its, and it seems that we 
have reached them. Two of 
the most serious problems 
facing our country arq the 
diminishing supplies of 
unpolluted water and soil.

Water pollution occurs 
when man dumps wastes 
into rivers, lakes, oceans, 
or other bodies of water. 
These wastes, including 
human and animal wastes, 
chemicals, metals, and oil, 
upset the natural processes 
in water and it becomes 
polluted. Such water may 
look dirty, smell bad, and 
contain germs or chemicals 
that can cause disease. This 
water is unfit for use by 
plants, animals, or human 
beings, who need it to live. 
All life processes-from tak­
ing in food to getting rid of 
wastes-require water. Wa­
ter is also used in homes, 
for irrigation, industry, po­
wer, transportation, and 
recreation. Without water 
which is clean and unpo­
lluted, there is no life.

Soil also plays an impor­
tant role in our lives. It 
covers most of the land 
surface of the earth and is 
made up of rock and miner­
als, mixed with living 
things and their remains. It 
is one of the most important 
natural resources of any 
country, in that when the 
soil becomes unable to 
grow good crops, not 
enough food can be pro­
duced to feed the people. 
As a result, the strength of 
the nation declines. Our 
soil is being eroded every 
day by wind and rain water, 
because of the increased 
amount of open soil. Not 
only that, our soil is being 
polluted by too many ferti­
lizers and pesticides. If this 
keeps up, the soil will soon 
be unfit for farming, which 
would greatly weaken our 
country.

Although some conserva­
tion measures have been 
taken, they aren’t nearly 
enough to solve the pro­
blems. The American pop­
ulation needs to give wide­
spread support of soil and 
water conservation mea-
