Jim Collins Hits At
Big Government Growth

Jim Collins, candidate for the U.S.
Senate told the American GI Forum
Friday in San Antonio that we must
once again have an ‘‘economy that is
growing and producing new jobs.”’

Collins, a World War Ilveteranwho
served in Patton’s Army, noted that
when he came home from the war
and was trying to build a business,
the economy was strong. ““We were
able to grow and provide new jobs.
The federal government was small
and did little to stifle business. As
recently as 1970, total federal taxes
were only $193 billion and federal
spending was $196 billion.”’

““In the last 10 years, the federal

government has completely gotten

out of hand. This year we will collect
taxes of $623 billion, spend $720
billion and the government will take

.over three-fourth of the new capital

in this country--this is money that
our businesses need to expand and
create jobs, but they can’t when the
government is taking the capital and
keeping interest rates high.

Dear Editor:

This is a statement in response to the article

in the Devil’s River News of June 16, 1982, reporting the actions

of the Sutton County Commissioners’ Gourt.

~ First, I want to make it
perfectly clear that this
statement is intended to
express my personal views,
and is in no way a state-
ment by the Hospital *
Board. In fact, no member
of the Hospital Board has
been consulted or had the
opportunity to read it.

My first comment is that
I find it quite interesting
that the Devil’s River News
has such a detailed report
on the meeting of the
County Commissioners, on
June 14, when.as reported
to me, no member of any
news staff was present at
the meeting.

The article states that no
member of the Hospital
Board was present for the
meeting, even though the
Board had been notified of

the meeting.  present at

this meeting was one mem-
. ber of the Hospital Board,
% and in addition twd Mem-
" pers of the Commissioners

Court were members of the
Hospital Board until a short
time ago, and a third had
been a Board member in’
the past for many years.

On Friday, June 11th, I
received a copy of a letter to
Mr. Elliott, that stated if he
disagrees with the legal
opinion expressed in the
enclosed material, the
Commissioners Court
would welcome his com-
ments at the June 14th
meeting. This very brief
time schedule made it im-
practical of not impossible
to call a Hospital Board
meeting before the County
Commissioners were to
meet. Further, the material
enclosed with the letter,
clearly indicated that the
County Commissioners
were going to be instructed
to deny the . Hospitals re-
quest for financial assis-
tance.

Since we had explained
our situation in detail to the
County Commissioners

_ sioners

over a period of several
months, and had provided
them with all the informa-
tion that was available, I,
personally, felt that there'
was no point in attending a
meeting that would merely,
express verbally what had
already been expressed by
letter.

I will present to the
Hospital Board at their next
meeting the response of
the County Commissioners:
to our request. If the Board
feels that further communi-
cations with the County
Commissioners is advis-
able, I will follow their
instructions. While I do not
consider the legal opinion
that the County Commis-
sioners used to justify their
action is a definitive one, I
see no point in challenging
the legal opinion. The ac-
tion of the County Commis-
clearly indicates
their lack of concern of
providing adequate medical
facilities in our community.

IPA Keeps Wary
Eye On Congress

The Independent Petro-
leum Association of Amer-
ica is anticipating either the
House and/or the U.S.
Senate to pass bills that
would increase taxes on the
domestic oil and gas indus-
try.

There are several propos-
als being discussed to help
raise taxes between 20 and
23 billion dollars in 1983
and up to 105 billion by
1985. The Reagan Admin-
istration has proposed that
intangible driflingicosts, or
IDC’s be subject to the 15
percent minimum corpora-.
tion tax. If approved, this.
would seriously reduce out-
side investment and could
cut drilling by an additional
thirty percent. Drilling has
dropped 35 percent, or 1600
rigs, since January first of
this year.

program of identifying ang
requiring or recommending
the implementation of mea-
sures which would tend to
prevent the occurance or
reduce the impact of such
hazards if a disaster did
occur. As part of his
responsibility in hazard mi-
tigation, the Director shall
supervise the development
of an emergency operations
plan for the City of Sonora,
and shall recommend that
plan for adoption by the City
Council along with any and
all mutual aid plans and
agreements which are dee-
med essential for the imple-
mentation of such emergen-
Cy operations plan. he
owers of the Director shall
nclude the authority to
declare a state of emergen-
¢y, but such action may be
subject to confirmation by
the City Council at its next
meeting. The duties of the

Director shall also include -

the causing of a survey of

the availability of existing

personnel, equipment, sup-
plies and services which
could be used during an
emergency, as provided for
herein, as well as a continu-
ing study of the need for
amendments and improve-
ments in the emergency
operations plan.

Section 3. The Mayor is
hereby authorized to join
with the County Judge of
Sutton County in the forma-
tion of an Emergency Man-
agement Council for Sutton
County and shall have the
authority to cooperate in the
preparation of a joint Emer-
gency Management Coordi-
nator, as well as all powers
necessary to participate in a
county-wide - program of
emergency management in-
sofar as said program may
affect the City of Sonora.

Section 4. The duties and -
responsibilities of the Emer-
gency Management Direct-
or shall include the follow-
‘ng,;

3 A. The direction and

control of the actual emer-
ggncy operations of the

nora Emergency Man-
agement organization as
well as the training of
Emergency Management
personnel.

b. The determination of
all questions of authority
and responsibilité that may
arise within the Emergency
Management organization
of the City.

C. The maintenance of
necessary liaison with other
municipal, county, district,
state, regional, Federal, or
other Emergency Manage-
ment organizations.

D. The marshaling, after -
declaration of an emergen
as provided for above, of all
necessary personnel, equip-
ment or_supplies from any
department of the City to
aid in the carrying out of the
provisions of the emergency
operations plan.

E. The-issuance of all
necessary proclamations as
to the existence of an emer-
gency and the immediate
operational effectiveness of
the City of Sonora emergen-
cy operations plan.

. The issuance of rea-
sonable rules, regulations
or directives which are ne-
cessary for the protection of
life and property in the City
of Sonora. Such rules and
regulations shall be filed in
the office of the City Secre-
tary and shall receive wide-
spread publicity unless pub-
licity would be of aid and
comfort to the enemy.

G. The supervision of the
drafting and execution of
mutual aid agreements, in
cooperation with the repre-
sentatives of the State and
of other local political sub-
divisions of the State, and
the drafting and execution,
if deemed desirable, of an
agreement with the county
in which said city is located,
for the county-wide coordi--
nation of Emergency Man-
agement efforis.

. The supervision of,
and final authorization for
the procurement of all ne-
cessary supplies and equip-
ment, including acceptance
of private contributions
which may be offered for
the purpose of improving
£mergency Management
within the City.

I. The authorization of
agreements, after approval
by the City Attorney, for use
of private property for pub-
lic shelter and other purpo-
ses.

Section 5. The operation-
al Emergency Management
organization of the City of
Sonora shall consist of the
officers and employees of
the City so designated by
the Director in the emergen-
cy operations plan, as well
as all organized volunteer
emergency management
associations or groups. The
functions and duties of this
organization shall be distri-
buted among such officers
and employees in accordan-
ce with the ter??s oflthe
emergency operations plan.
Such gplan shall set forth the
form of the organization,
establish and designate di-
visions and functions, as-
sign tasks, duties, and po-
wers, and designate officers
and employees to carry out
the provisions of this ordi-
nance. Insofar as possible,
the form of organization,
titles, and terminology shall
conform to the recommen-
dations of the State Division
of Emergency Management
of the State of Texas and of
the Federal Government.

Section 6. Any unautho-
rized person who shall ope-

rate a siren or other device
so as to simulate a warning
signal, or the termination of
a warning, shall be deemed
guilty of a violation of this
ordinance and shall be sub-
ject to the penalties impos-
ed by this ordinance.

Section 7. At all times
when the orders, rules, and
regulations made and pro-
mulgated pursuant to this

ordinance shall be in effect
they. shall supersede and
override all existing ordina-
nces, orders, rules, and
regulations insofar as the
latter may by inconsistent
therewith.

Section 8. This ordinance
shall not be construed so as
to conflict with any State
orFederal statute or with
any military or naval order,
rule, or regulation.

Section 9. This ordinance
is an exercise by the Cltly of
its governmental functions
for the protection of the
public peace, health, and
safety and neither the City
of Sonora, the agents and
representatives of said City,
nor any individual, receiver,
firm, partnership, corpora-
tion, association, or trustee,
nor any of the agents there-
of, in good faith carrying
out, complying with or
attempting to comply with
any order, rule or regulation
promulgated pursuant to
the provisions of this ordi-
nance shall be liable for any
damage sustained to person
as the result of said activity.

Any person owning or
controlling real estate or
other premises who volunta-
rily and without compensa-
tion grants to the City of
Sonora a license of privile-
ge or otherwise permits the

ity to inspect, designate
and use the whole or any
part or parts of such real
estate or premises for the
purpose of sheltering per-
sons during an actual, im-
pending or practice enem
attack shall, together wit
his successors in interest, if
any, not be civilly liable for
the death of, or injury to,
any person on or about such
real estate or premises un-
der such license, privilege
or other permission or for
loss of, or damage to, the
property of such person.

Section 10. No person
shall have the right to
expend any public funds of
the City in carrying out any
Emergency Management
activity authorized by this
ordinance without prior gr-
proval by the City Council,
nor shall any person have
any right to bind the City by
contract, agreement or
otherwise without Frlor and
specific approval of the City
Council. :

Section 11. It shall be
unlawful for any ' person
willfully to obstruct, hinder,
or delay any member of the
Emergency Management
organization in the enforce-
ment of any rule or regula-
tion issued pursuant to this
ordinance, or to do any act
forbidden ‘by any rule or
regulation issued pursuant
to the authority contained in
this ordinance. It shall
likewise be unlawful for any
person to wear, carry or
display any emblem, insig-
nia or any other means of
identification as a member
of the Emergency Manage-
ment organization of the
City of Sonora, unless au-
thority to do so has been
granted to such person by
the proper officials. Convic-
tions for violations of the
provisions of this ordinance

' shall be punishable by fine
not to exceed $200.00 doll-

ars.

Section 12. Each emplo-
yee or any individual that is
assigned a function or res-
ponsibility shall solemnly
swear or affirm to support
and defend the Constitution
of the United States, laws of
the State of Texas and the
Ordinances of the City of
Sonora.

Section 13. If any portion
of this ordinance shall, for
any reason, be declared
invalid, such invalidity shall
not affect the remaining
provisions thereof.

Section 14. All ordinan-
ces, parts of ordinances, or
resolutions in conflict here-
with are expressly repealed.

If you run a small busi-
ness, shop or office, or
happen to know some one
who does, this is the time of
year you are likely to hear
from friends who have a
son or daughter looking for
a summer job. Typically,
many high school and col-
lege students land their
first jobs this way.

But this commonplace
activity would become ille-
gal an subject to a $500 fine
if the hiring did not con-
form to certain government
regulations that would be
drawn up under new legis-
lation being considered by
Congress. '

What is Congress up to
anyway? Strange as it may
sound, it is considering the
Immigration Reform and
Control Act of 1982. ‘‘Ac-
cording to sponsors of the
legislation, the purpose is
to prevent illegal aliens
from entering this coun-
try,”” says Christopher
Luis, a labor law attorney
for the U.S. Chamber of
Commerce. ‘‘Their method
apparently is to regulate
the hiring practices of vir-
tually all employers in the
United States and to pena-
lize those not following the
procedures.”’

. But in the process of
attempting -to weed out
illegal aliens, all U.S. work-
ers would be required to
prove they are American
citizens or legal alien resi-
dents and to establish their
identity. The employer, in
turn,would be required to
verify this information by
checking Social Security
cards or birth certificates
and a driver’s license.

Without the documents, a
person could not be hired.

Within three years, a
much more elaborate and
costly new bureaucracy
would be set up. Most
likely, some form of natio-
nal identification card
would be issued and a
federal computer bank
would be established, pro-

bably in Washington. Em-
ployers would have to ask
each job applicant for their
identification card, check
by telephone with the com-
puter to ascertain if the
applicant may legally be
employed, and register the
job transaction. These
requirements would cover
all employers. with more
than three employees.

While condemning the
hiring of illegal aliens, the
U.S. Chamber opposes the
regulation of hiring prac-
tices and the penalties, or
sanctions, against employ-
ers. It also maintains the
system is too costly, bur-
densome and unworkable.
Everyone knows how easily
Social Security cards, for
example, can be forged.
Not even the government
can guarantee their authen-
ticity. The cost, according
to Chamber estimates,
would run $860 million to
$2 billion for the nationwide
LD. card system and $2.5
billion for the telephone
and computer network.

With some 70 million job
changes occuring each year
in the United States, the
gigantic proportions of the
bureaucratic task are easy
to visualize.

Penalties under the legis-
lation (S. 2222 and H.R.
S872) are: for knowingly
hiring an illegal alien,
$1,000 to $2,000; hiring a
job applicant--even one
who turns out to be a U.S.
citizen--without complying
with the prescribed rules,
$500; and failure to main-
tain proper records, $500.

Illlegal immigration in-
volves serious enforcement
problems which the govern-
ment has failed to meet
head-on. For instance, it
employs more police offi-
cers to guard the Congress
than it does to patrol our
national borders. Congress
needs to re-examine its
options.

The European Alliance

At a time when the Western Alliance may be facing its moga‘-(

serious crisis since its founding in 1948, President Reagan

embarked on his first overseas summit.
The current positions in the alliance reflect a broad spectrum 6f
differences between the United States and our allies, ranging from

interest rates to sanctions against Russia, from nuclear strategyto.

the defense of the Persian Gulf region.
The President’s European trip — his first since being elected 16
months ago — offered a unique opportunity to face the entire

agenda of political, strategic, and economic problems.

By all appearances the Versailles summit and the following
NATO meeting in Bonn were a success. We know that the many
problems facing all nations of the world today cannot be resolved
by a stroke of the pen, or issuing a broad statement of goals. But
the ability to discuss the issues intensely, and together, heighten
the level of awareness. :

The joint communique issued by the seven major industrial
nations at the conclusion of the economic conference in Versailles
affirmed that the world leaders had deepened their mutual
understanding of the gravity of the world economy. They also
agreed on a number of objectives for urgent action with a view to -

improving the economic, social and political situation.

{

The free world leaders at Versailles acknowledged what our
nation has been learning during the past year. An improvement of
the present situation, by a further reduction of inflation and by a
return to steady growth and higher employment levels, will
strengthen our joint capacity to safeguard our national security,
to maintain confidence in the democratic values we share and to
preserve the cultural heritage of our peoples in all their diversity.

Full employment, price stability, and sustained and balanced
growth are essential objectives. They are attainable in the coming ’
years only if we pursue policies which encourage productive
investment and technological progress. If, in addition to our own,

individual efforts, we are willing to join forces, if each country

is

sensitive to the effects of its policies on others, and if we collab-
orate in promoting world development, this can be accomplished.

President Reagan, particularly in Bonn, was charged with di
fusing European concern over the Soviet threat and this country
response. The passion for detente exercised by some of our allie

f-
’s
S,

in some instances, fails to recognize the Soviet threat and our

response to it.

In addition, on how best to defend Europe — a factor in which
this country figures prominently — the Persian Gulf region
remains linked to the security of our nation as well as Europe. We

must face up to these realities and the sooner the better.

This summit, for all its pomp and circumstance, was important.
It is necessary for this nation to define its relationship with our
European allies and keep that definition firmly in mind on both
sides of the Atlantic. Europe and the United States have a com-
mon destiny and a relationship that includes both affection and
irritation. We may differ in some points of view or lines of
conduct, but we know that we must come to the aid of our allies

when necessary. Nations, after all, are not moved by sentimen

ts

but by vital interests. It is important to recognize that all of our

security goals are the same.
