Sonora men save Californians
Quick and heroic action by two 

Halliburton employees last Tuesday 
may have saved the lives of two 
California people, trapped inside a 
burning van near Sonora.

According to Texas Department of 
Public Safety reports, issued by 
investigating trooper John Fergu- 
sfiii, a 1958 Volkswagen mini-bus 
was traveling east on Interstate 10 
last Tuesday abort 8:15 a.m. when it 
ran off the roadway and overturned 
four times, catching fire.

The report states that the driver.

Douglas Roy, Jr., 32, of Santa Paula, 
California, and his daughter. 
Shannon, 10, were trapped inside 
the burning vehicle.

Marsha, Roy's wife, was thrown 
from the rear of the mini-bus when it 
overturned, but pulled the couple’s 
son, Douglas, six, from the wreck,.

She apparently collapsed while 
trying to return to the van, however, 
and Sonora residents Jerry Jardee 
and Wade Fitzgerald took over.

According to the DPS, the men put 
out the fire on the youngster’s

clothes and kicked out the wind­
shield of the van to free the other two 
family members.

All four were rushed to Hudspeth 
Memorial Hospital in Sonora and 
then transferred to San Angelo 
Community Hospital. The Roys were 
then taken to John Seely Hospital 
and the Schreiner Burn Center in 
Galveston.

The adults were listed in good 
condition this week, with the girl in 
fair condition and the Roy boy noted 
as critical but stable, according to

Jardee and Fitzgerald’s action 

drew praise from Sonora Emergency 
Medical Technicians, local law 
enforcement officers and prompted 
the following letter to the Devil’s 
River News:

'Oil Patch' pay 
hits $21 million

How important is the “ oil patch” 
to Sonora and Sutton County? Recent 
figures, compiled by the Permian 
Basin Petroleum Association, show 
that 1,039 locals are employed in the 
oil and gas business with a payroll of 
$21,768,261.

According to the PBPA, Sutton 
County produced 211,279 barrels of 
oil in 1981, with a value of $7,287,013 
and 61,589,972 mef of natural gas, 
worth $110,055,121. Total value of 
both oil and gas was $117,342,134.

Royalty payments in the county 
totaled $14,667,767, and companies 
paid $335,203 in crude oil state taxes 
and another $8,589,337 in natural 
gas taxes.

Estimated drilling expenditures in 
Sutton County last year totaled 
$38,993,736, with dry holes account­
ing for $4,900,446. Producing wells 
as of April 1, 1982 numbered 33, oil; 
and 1357, gas. According to the new 
statistics, there are three natural 
gasoline processing plants in the 
county.

Pecos County (Fort Stockton) was 
the number one producer in the Lone 
Star State for the second year, 
generating $2.519 billion, and was 
followed by Gaines, Yoakum, Ector, 
Hockley, Andrews, Crane and Scurry 
Counties.

In the Permian Basin, 568,436,348 
barrels of oil was produced at a value

of $19,690,855,969. Natural gas 
production was pegged at 
2,592,525,791 mef, and a total value 

\o f  $4,482,205,524. The oil and gas 
total for the Permian Basin was 
placed at a staggering 
$24,173,061,493.

Royalty payments across the area 
for 1981 hit $2,598,963,783, and 
crude oil taxes totaled $879,268,555. 
Natural gas taxes paid were 
$306,321,202, for a total of 
$1,185,589,757.

But, on the other side of the coin, 
oil companies spent $1,771,747,563 
on drilling, and lost $303,090,493 on 
dry holes.

The Permian Basin’s total number 
of men and women employed in the 
oil and gas business reached 53,478 
with total payrolls of $1,201,075,158.

Total number of producing wells in 
the area as of April 1, 1982 was 
68,341, oil? and 9,606, gas for a total 
of 77,947.

Comparisons between 1981 and 
1980 show that total barrels oil 
produced are down, but values have 
increased. Slightly more gas mef 
were generated at a greater value, 
and royalty payment and taxeas were 
both up.

The number of employees rose 
more than 10,000, and payroll for the 
Permian Basin went up almost 
$500,000.

in the city limits and $7.80 out of the 
city, $3.75 for garbage in the city and 
$5 out of the city, and $5.30 for sewer 
inside-the city and $6.30 for sewer 
outside the city limits, were passed 
on a three to two count.

The rates, up $1 across the board 
per minimum from last year, drew 
“ yes” votes from Davenport, Lopez 
and Davenport and “ nos” from Keel 
and Trainer.

In other action the council:
(1) Approved the minutes of 

regular and special meetings held in 
July.

(2) Discussed the relocation of 
restrooms at the senior citizens 
center. Hershel Davenport asked 
about specifications for the new 
restrooms, and if they were equip­
ped with fixtures that complied with 
regulations for the handicapped.

The council learned that Gene 
West had inspected the restrooms 
and that they passed.

(3) Held a public hearing on 
Federal Revenue Sharing funds, 
which the city will receive this fiscal 
year. No members of the public were 
on hand to suggest projects for the 
$28,000, and the city manager said 
he would present a proposed use 
budget for the funds at next month’s 
regular session.

(4) Approved a new Personnel 
Policy Manual for city employees. 
Keel had a question about Section 20 
in the booklet, and the new docu­
ment was approved unanimously.

(5) Okayed one zoning variance 
and turned down another.

The council approved a request by 
Mrs. Gary Schwiening to park a 
14’x64’ mobile home behind her

residence. The permit was granted 
for one year only and for the purpose 
of taking care of Mrs. Schwiening’s 
sick and elderly father.

Denied was a request by Mrs. 
Juan Barron for a zoning change on 
her property for the purpose of 
renting trailer spaces.

(6) Made plans for “ giving the 
chamber of commerce the old rail­
road depot. Dover noted that bids 
must be taken on the property, but 
that the city can accept or reject any 
of the offers.

Members of the council agreed 
that the chamber be given six 
months to move the building and to 
advertise lots 11 and 12, blocks 21 for 
sale.

(7) Accepted a bid of $18,396.00 
from Kuenstler Machinery Company 
in San Antonio for a new concrete 
and asphalt curbing machine.

Dover reported that each property 
owner in Sonora will be approached 
with the exact cost of materials only 
to curb and gutter their property. 
“ They will be advised that the city 
will furnish, at no cost to them, the 
equipment and manpower.

“ This will not be a profit-making 
operation, but will help improve our 
streets and raise the value of our 
property owners’ property,” Dover 
said.

(8) Final item on the agenda was 
the Joe David Ross utility easement 
agreement. Members of the council 
noted that Ross has complied with all 
regulations and a motion was made 
and passed to remove restrictions to 
comply with planning and zoning 
restrictions already in effect.

Sonora
gets

d iv idend
Jam es Dover, Sonora 

City Manager, announced 
today that the city has 
received a $2,192 dividend 
from the Texas Municipal 
L e a g u e ’ s W o r k e r s ’ 
C o m p e n s a t io n  J o in t  
Increase Fund. The divid­
end represents the city’s 
share of the fund’s annual 
excess contribution return 
which totals $2,949,214 this 
year.

According to Dover, this 
year’s share is a thirty- 
eight percent increase over 
last years. He attributes 
this to the city’s improved 
loss control program and 
the fund’s safety engineer­
ing and accident prevention 
services.

The fund is a pool of 
self-insured cities and 
political subdivisions which 
provides workers’ compen­
sation coverage for their 
employees. Marvin Town­
send, board of trustees 
chairman, said the amount 
returned to a city is based 
on its loss experience and 
contribution level.

“ At the end of each fiscal 
year we review our reserves 
and distribute dividends to 
cities with favorable loss 
experience,” he said.

West Texas Utilities 
Company filed Monday for 
a change in wholesale rates 
for total requirements elec­
tric service it supplies to 14 
rural electric cooperatives, 
one municipality and one 
investor-owned distribution 
company, and for partial 
requirements electric ser­
vice it supplies to two 
municipally owned electric, 
systems.

In its filing with the 
Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission, WTU pro­
posed rates which will pro­
duce about $2.1 million in 
additional revenue for the 
Company during the 1983 
calendar year.

G razing m anagem ent is topic

' Signs of fall have been in 
the early morning air the 
last week or so. However, 
by afternoon realization of 
summer reappears. Oh, 
what wonders a good rain 
would do.

The hot, dry weather is 
making Texas pastures and 
ranges ripe for wildfires. 
Wildfires often erupt this 
tinae of the year due to 
ligt^ening and careless use 
of fire.

0«  a trip through Central 
Texas one would guess a 
good size drought is under­
way. Austin country is 
brown up to the lakes and 
river banks. With no 
measureable rainfall since 
June 7, its no wonder.

Ion Slaughter says the 
ranching country around 
Sanderson is in the same 
shape. “ If we could receive 
a rain and higher lamb 
prices, the ranching 
business would be looking 
up,” he added.

Cattle prices are not high 
but not as bad as they were 
earlier in the summer, 
according to Carter 
Behrens, W est Texas 
buyer. “ But this is a busi­
ness in which improvement 
is always our goal," he 
said.

The cattle feeding states 
showed cattle numbers up 
four percent on July 1 
compared to a year ago. At 
the same time fed cattle 
marketing were up only two 
A p r i l - J u n e  q u a r te r  
compared to a year ago.

Feedlot placements took 
a sharp jump in June-up 15 
percent in several states— 
so that placements so far in 
1982 are running nine 
percent above last year’s 
level. This means more fed 
cattle in the second half of 
1982

The USDA estimates fed 
cattle marketing for July- 
September will be up five 
percent from 1981, at 5.7 
million head. With net 
placements up 19 percent 
in the first quarter and five 
percent in the second, fed 
cattle marketing are 
expected to increase during 
the next few months.

As for competition from 
other m eats, pork 
production is forecast to be 
11 to 14 percent lower in 
the last two calendar 
quarters and poultry 
supplies should only be up

two to three percent.
“ The hard thing to 

understand from the July 
report is why feeder cattle 
prices haven’t improved,” 
states Dr. Edward Uvacek, 
Jr., economist in livestock 
marketing with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service.

“ The higher placement 
figures was due to strong 
increases in June,” he 
added. “ For example, June 
placements in Kansas, 
Nebraska and Texas feed- 
lots were up 15 percent 
from a year ago.”

And from Del Rio during 
that week-long In ter­
national Ranchers Round­
up, a Nevada ranchwoman 
and Boston housewife 
warned, “ Ranchers must 
shape their independence 
into a ‘togetherness’ and 
become an effective voice if 
they are to survive these 
turbulent, economically 
stressed times.”

Jeanne W. Edwards 
said, “ Today’s consuming 
public has little knowledge 
of what ranching is about— 
and that the rancher may 
be an ‘endangered’ 
species. Therefore, ranch­
ers need to beef up their 
efforts to help mold 
national policy affecting our 
industry and our work 
resource base-our range- 
lands.”

She pointed out that the 
cow-calf operator, the 
s to ck -feed e r seg m en t, 
feedyards and purebreed 
operators are all in the 
same boat together and all 
should speak in a unified 
voice.

“ It is time for us to face 
realities of population 
growth and the possibilities 
of a food supply interrup- 
tion-and their direct link to 
our national well-being. It 
is indeed time to get our act 
together,” Edwards said.

She pointed out that 
people fall into one of three 
categories-those who make 
things happen, those who 
watch things happen and 
those who wonder what 
happened.

The National Conference 
on Grazing Management 
Technology will feature an 
in-depth look at grazing 
research, technology trans­
fer and implementation, 
and the future of grazing 
management. ^

“ State, regional and na­
tional authorities on graz­
ing research and manage­
ment will be on hand to 
address various issues re­
lated to developing the 
transferring of grazing in­
formation,” points out Dr. 
Bob Ragsdale, range spe­
cialist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University 
System.

“ Scientists, educators, 
agency personnel and pro­
ducers will take part in this 
united effort to bring about 
improved communication, 
coordination, and evalu­
ation of current and future 
grazing technology,” says 
the specialist.

effectiveness and efficiency 
of grazing management in­
formation transfer from re­
search and development.'to 
practical application.

The conference will open 
with a tour of grazing 
management research sites 
at the Native Plant and 
Animal Conservancy at 
Texas A&M where short- 
duration grazing and relat­
ed studies will be 
emphasized.

“ Opening discussions 
will deal with research con­
cepts and approaches re­
lating to plant, vegetation 
and animal responses to 
grazing management, with 
a particular look at the 
systems approach,” says 
Ragsdale. “ Significant 
findings as developed by 
various universities, pri­
vate research groups, state 
experiment stations and 
federal research agencies 
will be presented.”

Speakers also will take an 
in-depth look at the transfer 
of grazing technology to 
ranchers on private lands 
as well as to agencies 
managing publicly owned 
rangelands. The role of the 
educational institution in 
technology transfer will be 
examined by university and 
E x te n s io n  S erv ice  
personnel.

Mack Wallace, senior 
member of the Texas Rail­
road Commission, has been 
named honoree of the 1982 
Permian Basin Oil Show, 
scheduled October 20-23 in 
Odessa at the Ector County 
Coliseum Complex.

It marks the first time in 
the 42-year history of the 
oil show that an elected 
official has been named 
honoree of the biennial 
exposition.

Wallace, 52, is a 1953 
graduate of the Baylor 
University School of Law. 
Although he is a politician 
and attorney by profession, 
Wallace quipped that his 
mother “ always said that I 
was a statesman and not a 
politician.

The oil show honoree was 
appointed Railroad Com­
missioner by Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe in September 1973. 
Subsequent to his appoint­
ment, Wallace was elected 
to serve the remainder of 
the term for which he was 
appointed and in November 
1978 was elected to serve a 
full six-year term of office. 
He also served as Chairman 
of the Railroad Commission 
in 1977 and 1978.

Wallace was in private 
law practice for only four 
years before he entered his 
political career when he 
was elected Henderson 
County Attorney in 1957. 
From 1962 until the time he 
was named Railroad 
Commissioner. Wallace

was a district attorney.
. After being named and 

twice elected to the Rail­
road Commission, Wallace 
has served as the Gover­
nor’s Representative to the 
Interstate Mining Compact 
Commission which he 
served as chairman in 1980, 
and is currently chairman 
of the Compact’s Legal 
Committee.

He is also co-chairman of 
the Legal Committee and 
chairman of the Ad Hoc 
Committee on Production 
Policies of the Interstate Oil 
C om pact C om m ission, 
chairman of the Texas 
Mining Council the Texas 
Solar Advisory Committee, 
and a member of the Texas 
Energy and Natural Re­
sources Advisory Council, 
the successor agency to the 
Texas Energy Advisory 
Council.

While a member of the 
Texas Energy Advisory 
Council, Wallace chaired 
the. Emergency Prepared­
ness Committee and the 
Advisory Committee on 
Lignite Research, Develop­
ment and Demonstration, 
and served as a member of 
the Advisory Committee on 
Nuclear Energy.

Wallace was.^ ointedto

serve a three-year term on 
the Advisory Committee of 
the Center for Energy 
Studies of The University of 
Texas at Austin in October 
1981.

“ When I became a 
member of the Railroad 
Commission in those early 
days and shortly thereafter,
I took it for granted that oil 
and gas meant East Texas 
gasoline,” Wallace said. 
“ But as I began to be 
criticized as a member of 
the Railroad Commission 
by people in New York who 
said that the Texas Railroad 
Commission caused the 
shortage of oil in the world, 
and as I began to study the 
remarks of some Congress­
men who indicated that 
Texas had been robbing 
America through the years, 
I decided to study what it 
was that 1 was doing and I 
wanted to know the history 
of how we got from there in 
the beginning to the time of 
the embargo.”

Wallace said he found 
that it was the intervention 
of the United States 
Congress and the Federal 
Courts, and the failure of

Presidents for 30 years, and 
the failure of Congresses 
for 30 years in spite of 
warnings by the Texas Rail­
road Commission twice a 
year and warnings by the 
I n t e r s t a t e  C o m p a c t  
Commission twice a year 
since 1953 “ That this 
nation was set upon a 
course of conduct that 
would make us dependent 
upon foreign energy sour­
ces for our very survival.”

The oil show honoree 
came down hard on Con­
gress when he said the 
purpose of the Natural Gas 
Policy Act had been fulfill­
ed, and that was to cause 
the people of Texas served 
by intrastate pipelines to 
send more gas to the North 
and Northeast at a cheaper 
price with Texans paying 
for the privilege of doing it.

Wallace also noted in 
connection with natural gas 
that about 70 percent of the 
petrochemical industry was 
located along the Texas and 
Louisiana Gulf Coast and 
about 60 to 70 percent of 
the refined products of that 
industry were being ship­
ped to the Eastern United 
States, and even this was 
coming under attack
