The American Cancer
Society and the Aging
Committee of the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service will jointly sponsor
a Cancer Seminar on
Friday, November 12, in
the Kerrville Municipal
Auditorium from 9:00-4:00
p.m. The public is invited
and urged to: attend this
informative session when

physicians and health-care
specialist from throughout
the State will discuss such
things as skin, lung,
gynecological, breast and
colorectal cancers - their
causes and cures. Cancer

treatment alternatives will
be presented by the Chief
of Oncology Services from
Brooke Army Medical
Center. Dr. Knight, Pro-
fessor of Medicine at the
University of Texas Health
Science Center will address
the current developments
in cancer research.
Representatives from the
local unit of the American
Cancer Society will discuss
how people can protect
themselves from needless
cancer deaths and how
increased support of the
Society's programs of
research, education and
service and rehabilitation

can help save more lives.
There are approximately
225 people in Kerr County
who are alive and cured of
cancer, 79 estimated new
cases this year, 124 esti-
mated cases under medical
care, 26 who will be saved
and 45 who will die from
cancer in 1982, and an
estimated 6250 who will
eventually develop cancer.
The estimated numbers in
Kerr County who will die of
cancer if the present death
rates continues is 4,100.

The goal of the Seminar
is the same as that of the
American Cancer Society:

to find those who may have
the disease in its early
stages so that prompt treat-
ment may be able to wipe
out cancer for them in their
lifetime.

At 5:30 p.m. on the day
of the Cancer Seminar, a
special 30 minute demon-
stration on self breast
examination for cancer will
be held for working women
at the Kerrville Municipal
Auditorium. The demon-
stration will be presented
by Claud Curbow. All
women are encouraged to
take time to help them-
selves learn more about
breast cancer.

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Regulatory Action Urged by TIPRO

A major policy making
committee of indpendent
producers and royalty own-
ers has recommended sup-
port of several legislative
and regulatory actions to
(1) protect consumers and
oil and gas owners in a
confused natural gas
market, (2) reduce thefts of
oil and equipment and (3)
secure the interests of
650,000 Texas royalty
owners in the event of
bankruptcy of oil purchas-
ing companies.

Hans Hansen, Midland,
Chairman of the State Pe-
troleum Issues Committee
of the 5500-member Texas
Independent Producers and
Royalty Owners Associa-
tion (TIPRO), said in Austin
that, 'Producers are angry
because ludicrous federal
regulations have so severe-
ly distorted the natural gas
market that consumers na-
tionwise are suffering price
and supply problems. The
unreasonable regulations
have even tied the hands of
state regulatory agencies
who might otherwise cope
with the problem.’’

‘‘Texas consumers, roy-
alty owners and producers
are being especially impac-
ted,”’ Hansen related, and
announced that the com-
mittee is recommending
rule changes to the Texas
Railroad Commission which
will help insure that avail-
able natural gas is taken
equitably from  pro-rated

wells in the state. ‘‘Under
the present rules, some
wells are virtually shut in,
while others are producing
at their full capacity,”
Hansen said, ‘‘and the rule
changes we are recom-
mending should help every
producer and royalty owner
to share the market propor-
tionally.”’

The committee also
passed a resolution to work
with the RRC and federal
agencies to solve the prob-
lem of interstate pipelines
“‘dumping’’ excess gas into
the intrastate market.
‘‘This practice is damaging
Texas producers and royal-
ty owners,’’ Hansen report-
ed, ‘‘and is driving up
prices to some Texas con-
sumers. It is another flaw in
the Federal regulations
which our state regulators
must try to address until
corrections can be legisla-
ted in Washington.”’

The committee re--
affirmed its support of a
new bill proposed by Gov-
ernor Clements which
would allow a royalty owner
and independent producers
to hold a lien against a
bankrupt @il or gas pur-
chaser. Under present Tex-
as law, the owners of
royalty oil are
creditors’’ who have small
hope of recovering money
owed for oil which has been
delivered to buyers that
subsequently go into
receivership.

The committee said that
oil field theft amounts to
millions of dollars per year,
which eventually raiser
consumer prices. Harrold
E. Wright, Gilmer, presi-
dent of TIPRO and Chair-
man of the Petroleum In-

dustry Security Council,
commended the commitee
for taking ‘‘dead aim to
help develop new legisla:
tion to prosecute oil field
thieves, which will be
recommended to the 1983

Texas Legislature.”’

Addltlonally, the com-
mittee is actively support-
ing a proposed RRC mani-
_fest system which will make
it more difficult for thieves

to transport stolen oil.

The TIPRO _ Committee

includes two former RRC
Commissioners--John Poer-
ner and Bill Murray, former
RRC Oil and Gas Special
Counsel Rex White, and a
number of prominent Texas
royalty owners and
producers.

Applications will
be accepted throughout the
year until- funds for this
program are' depleted, and
will be reviewed and ap-
proved through the Com-
mission’s Emergency As-
sistance Procedure.

The sale of crude oil and'
natural gas from Sutton
County wells in 1981 en-
riched the county’s econo-
my and accounted for
$117.3 million of the $44

billion value placed on Tex-.

as petroleum production
last year.

In a report on the econo-
mic impact. of oil and gas
industry operations in the
significant producing coun-
ties of Texas, Dallas-based
Texas Mid-Continent Oil
and Gas Association said

the county ranked 9lst
amoung Texas’ 254 coun-
ties on the basis of value of
its marketed petroleum
production. This production
includes condensate and
casinghead gas.

The county’s wells pro-
duced 211,279 barrels of
crude oil, valued at $7.3
flon a% thSlt shfe of e
output, the Association
noted.

‘‘Although the oil and
gas industry is suffering
through a slowdown in

drilling--attributable in
large part to a worldwide
decline in demand for pe-
troleum products--it con-
tinues to be the cornerstone
of the economy of Texas
and many of its counties,”’’
said the Association’s
chairman, Avery Rush, Jr.,
of Amarillo. ‘‘Oil and gas
producers operating in Tex-
as remain committed to the
drilling of every well that is
economically feasible,”’
Rush added.

In addition to paying

local, county, and state
property taxes, producers
in the county supported
state government through
production tax payments
estimated at $8.6 million,
according to the Associa-
tion. Crude oil taxes
amounted to $335,203,
while natural gas levies

totalled $8.3 million.
Based on Texas Employ-
ment Commission figures,
some 1,039 oil and gas
industry employees in the
county received wages

about $21.8 million in 1981.

In the search for new
petroleum reserves in the
county oil and gas opera-
tors spent a reported $39
million in the drilling of 142
wells, including 11 wildcat,
or exploratory wells. This

effort resulted in the com-
pletion of 10 oil wells and
105 gas wells, although
some $4.9 million was lost
in the drilling of 27 dry
holes. As of April 1, 1982,
there were 1,390 producing
wells in the county; 33 oil
and 1,357 gas.

GTE Asks New Policy Detinition

‘It is becoming increas-
ingly clear that the future
success of our industry
demands a newly defined
national telecommunica-
tions policy,”’ said Theo-
dore F. Brophy, chairman
and chief executive officer
of GTE Corporation.

In a speech before
members of the United
States Independent Tele-
phone Association (USITA)
during its annual confe-
rence in Los Angeles,
Brophy emphasized the
critical need for a national
telecommunications policy.
He said the only appropri-
ate body to establish that
policy is Congress.

Citing the many changes
which have taken place in
the industry since the

passage of the Communica-
tions Act of 1934, the GTE
chairman said, ‘If this
industry is to serve the
public and prosper as we all
wish it to do, we need the
certainty of a clearly stated
and appropriate tele-
communications policy.”’
To reach this goal,
Brophy proposed expand-
ing USITA membership to
include the Bell operating
companies and the forma-
tion of a ‘‘broader and
stronger coalition to work
for the creation of a new
Communications Act to
serve as the statement of
the telecommunications
policy for this nation in the
balance of the century.”’
Brophy proposes the
establishment of a USITA
Task Force to develop a

DPS Ruling Change

Under new Texas regula-

. tions effective October 18,

1982, glass  coating
materials may be installed
in all motor vehicle win-
dows except windshields.

Previously, it was illegal
to place the materials on
the windows to the imme-
diate left and right of the
driver’s seat. However, the
new regulations allow coat-
ing materials approved by
the Texas Department of
Public Safety to be installed
on those windows.

The window film
materials, which are ‘sold
under various brand
names, are designed to
reduce glare and the build
up of heat inside the pass-
enger compartment by
limiting the amount of sun-
light passing through the
windows.

Laboratory tests
confirming that coatings
meet the DPS standards
must be filed with the
Department before approv-
al is granted. Regulations
also require that the manu-
facturer’s name or number
and approval designatioh
appear on the material
placaed on each of the front
side windows.

DPS Director Jim Adams
said Department staff
members had received
numerous inquiries about
the materials from the
public.

Color also plays a part in
changing the appearance of
rooms and furnishings,
says the specialist.

Here are some pointers
to remember:

‘‘One reason we held off
changing the regulations is
that .until three months
ago, none of these coatings
had been approved by a
nationally-accredited
organization,’’ Adams said.

Association of Motor Vehi-
cle Administrations ap-
proved several sa.. ples
during the summer, we
determined that the DPS
policy prohibiting use of the
materials on front
windows was no
valid.”’

Adams pointed out that
many sunbelt states do not
prohibit the use of glass
coatings on the driver’s
side windows.

DPS officials said some
window film samples have
already been evaluated by
the Department and
approved for use on the
front side windows of motor
vehicles.

Effective BT Vaccine

A new vaccine for blue-
tongue, effective against all
four types known to affect
Texas’ livestock, has been
developed by scientists
with the Texas Agricultural
Expetiment Station and
Texas A&M University.

It is a major U.S. disease
of livestock that serves as a
non-tariff barrier to the
exportation of livestock and
livestock products to
numerous countries,
according to Dr. Stewart
McConnell, virologist in the
College of Veterinary
Medicine at Texas A&M.

The geographic:distribu-
tion of BT is statewide
according to a serological
Station by a research team
of veterinarians, headed by
McConnell. .

Not only cattle and sheep
are affected by bluetongue
but also wild ruminants
such as elk, antelope,
moose and several types of
deer are susceptible to the
infection.

Bluetongue virus, (BTV),
is transmitted in nature by
the bite of the gnat of the
genus Culicoides, accord-
ing to McConnell.

Though the .disease
exiSts primarily in the dry
western part of the state
where the majority of sheep
and goats are located, the

geographic distribution of
BT in beef cattle was
statewide, McConnell’s
research team found, with
the highest percentage of
antibody-positive cattle
being found in east, central
and south Texas couties.

Bluetongue has also been
found in cattle in a number
of other states including
California, Colorado,
Montana, and Oregon.

Bluetongue infection in
livestock, McConnell says,
may have symptoms vary-
ing from acute, subacute,
chronic to inapparent.
Clinical  signs, when
present may include sore
mouth with ulcers, runny
nose, runny eyes, lame-
ness, and lack of appetite.

“‘Clinical disease is not
common in cattle but .it
does occur and estimates
are that only S percent of
cattle infected with BT,
show . clinical signs,’’
according to McConnell.

““The acute form resem-
bles bovine virus diarrhea,
infectious bovine rhino-
tracheitis, foot-and mouth
disease and bacterial and
mycotic stematitis infect-
ions.

‘‘Losses due to repro-
tive problems include
abortion, weak and mal-
formed calves, decreased
milk production, and
weight loss.
