L. R Sproﬂ Talks
on Cattle Dollars

Certain
practices can put money in
the bank for cattlemen--up
to $90 more per cow each
year.

Practices that virtually

management

guarantee a net return are
pregnancy testing, sorting
and feeding cattle accord-
ing to need, selecting bulls
on performance and im-
planting steers.

‘‘These practices can
mean extra dollars because
they help increase the calf
crop and weaning
weights,”’ points out Dr.
L.R. Sprott, beef -cattle
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System. ‘‘This means
more pounds of beef going
to market, and that’s the
name of the game.

‘‘Pregnancy testing is
the easiest way to increase
herd fertility and reproduc-
tive efficiency,”” empha-
sizes Sprott. ‘‘This allows
you to cull open cows and to
get rid of free-loaders --
those cows that aren’t pro-
ducing a calf every year.”

Proper nutrition goes
hand-in-hand with preg-
nancy testing in that heifers
and cows in good body
condition breed faster and
have higher calf -crops,
notes the specialist. Prop-
erly fed cows often have
calf crops exceeding 85
percent and they also pro-
duce more milk, resulting
in heavier calves at wean-
ing. Cows in poor body
condition often have -calf
crops below 70 percent.

bulls should be fertility
tested before being placed
with cows. Bulls with good
performance records can
improve calf weaning
weights for a number of
generations.”’

Sprott also advises cattle-
men to consider a control-
led breeding season of 80
days or less in the cooler
months. This can result in
increased reproductive per-
formance by eliminating
late-calving cows and
ayvoiding reduced fertility
during hot weather.

‘“‘Once calves are born,
weaning weights can be
increased by using im-
plants or growth stimu-

lants,”’ says Sprott. ‘‘A
number of implants are on
the market today and they
all work. They cost about a
cent a day and gains a-
mount to about .2 pound a
day provided average for-
age or feed is available. At
today’s prices the implants
pay-for themselves within
15 days, and from there on
it’s money in the bank.”’

Many cattlemen are cut-
ting back on inputs where
possible to make their oper-
ations more efficient during
these trying economlc
times. The practices out-
lined above can help cattle-
men stay in business by
increasing profits, contends
Sprott.

President Reagan’s plan
to tax workers’ health insu-
rance benefits would be an

" ineffective cost contain-

ment measure and would
place a heavy tax burden on
low. and middle income
workers, according to
Aetna Life & Casualty, one
of the nation’s largest
health insurers.

Keith A. Stevenson, assi-
stant vice president of

Aetna’s Employee Benefits
Division, provided specific
examples of how the pro-
posed tax, included in the
President’s budget pack-
age, would affect a worker
and family.

 Six Flags Over Texas
During the Winter Months

Have you ever seen a
picture of San Francisco
right after the earthquake
of 19067

If so, you have a rough
idea of what Six Flags Over
Texas looks like during the
winter months.

The spotlessly clean,
beautifully landscaped
wonderland familiar to mil-
lions undergoes an annual
facelift that makes the
workload of a Hollywood
plastic surgeon seem like
child’s play.

After the park closes in
Noyember, and before it
reopens in March, thou-
sands of man-hours go into
making certain the ‘‘Six
Flags Look’’ is ‘moré dazz-
ling than the year before..

This winter 5.5 million
dollars are being poured
inté the sprawling enter-

tainment center in. a httle:

over three months.

The results will include
the biggest ride in the
park’s history, an entirely
new children’s section and
hundreds of subtle
changes.

his month painters on
th@ir way to refinish the
interiors of shops and res-
taurants find themselves
dodging a steady stream of
dump trucks, bulldozers
and concrete transports.

They must pick their way
around small ‘‘mountairs’’
of dirt, gravel, boulders,
lumler and structural stee.

In the Southern Palace
Theater, where rehearsals
are already underway for
the park’'s 1983 musical,
chbreographer’s shouted
instructions are occa-
sionally drowned out by the
whining roar of a concrete
pump forcing tons of lumpy
gray concrete into forms
molding the walls of a
manmade river.

Builders of the river, to
bet known as Roaring
Rdpids, are working
against an early spring
deadline for opening of the
new, 4.2 million dollar ride.

The finished product will
be a series of churning,
whitecapped rapids which
will propel huge rafts
loaded with funseekers
‘through rock-walled can-
iyons on a ride which rivals
some of the world’s most
exciting river rafting excur-
sions.

iThe massive ride runs
thtough the heart of Six
Flags occupying land for-
merly devoted to La Salle’s
Riverboat Adventure and
Skull Island.

Not far away an entire
railroad train is being built.

It will be a key feature of
Pac-Man Land, a half-mil-

lion- dollar children’s play
area which is taking shape
in the park’s USA section.

When the train is com-
pleted it will house a chil-
dren’s birthday party room,
a diapering and nursing
center and the park’s fami-
liar ‘‘lost’’ parents are
located.

Just outside the ‘train is
an area in which children’s
rides will be clustered.

Construction crews are
also busy installing creative
play features which will
delight young eyes. There
will be everything from a
‘‘forest of tall punching
bags to a cargo net climb to
stretch young muscles and
imaginations.

At the entrance to Six
Flags bulldozers have
leveled the parking lot toll
plaza and a new, more
efficient structure is rising
to serve guests who will
begin arriving March S,
when Six Flags begins its
23rd season.

Before that date, streets
now strewn with the rubble
of change will be ‘‘squeaky
clean’’ and ready for
visitors.

Already the tens of thou-

sands of pansies, tulips and
hyacinths which will burst
with color come spring are
nestled in the freshly re-
worked soil of scores of
flowerbeds.

In spacious greenhouses
just outside the park, tro-
pical plants are getting a
winter pampering and hun-
dreds of hanging baskets
grow more lush by the day.
They will be gingerly
moved into place in the
final days before the ’'83
season begins.

Next door to the green-
houses are the buildings
where ride technicians are
painstakingly poring over
nuts, bolts, gears, axles,
wheels and other items
which, when fitted back
together, will become the
cars of the Shock Wave
double loop roller coaster,
the gondolas of the whirling
Spinnaker or key parts of
other familiar rides.

During the winter
months rides are literally
taken apart. The dis-
assembled components are
subjected to non-destruc-
tive testing to detect even
the tiniest of hidden flaws.

The costly, time-con-
suming work is part of an
annual ritual to assure the
safety of every ride in the
Six Flags lineup.

In the park’s sign shop
artists are hard at the task
of making more than 6,500
signs look *‘‘just like new.”’
Many of them will be new,

reflecting the major
changes created by new
rides and other attractions.

In that same area
antique, hand-carved
carousel horses have been
stropped of their paint.
The ‘‘jewels’’ adorning
their harness have been
replaced with hundreds of
new glass baubles which
reflect a rainbow of color.
Soon artists brushes will
transform each. prancing
steed into a white, or black
or dappled charger.

In still another work area
upholsterers are putting
the finishing touches on a
huge inventory of seat
backs and cushions which
will soon be reinstalled on
rides ranging from roller
coasters to miniature
antique cars.

The fiberglass shop is the
winter home of a most
unusual logjam. In this
case the logs are the boats
which ply the waters of Six
Flags’ two flume rides.

The wheels which guide
the logs are missing.
Brand new ones will be
installed. = The scratches
and scrapes of the previous
season are carefully re-
moved before a new fiber-
glass surface is applied.

The logs will make a stop
in_the paint shop, where a
glistening new finish will
be applied, before they are
taken back into the park to

be placed back in the
freshly painted trough of 2
Log Flume.

In still other areas, elec-
tronice are giving sophisti-
cated ride computers their
yearly overhaul. Animation
experts are reworking the
complex mechanisms which
will make colorful charac-
ters nod and bend and wink
and entertain.

In the wardrobe compler
seamstresses are putting
the finishing touches o
thousands of pieces of clo-
thing. These items will
become the uniforms of the
2,400 young people who
will become hosts and
hostesses for the coming
season.

There are still tons of
concrete to be poured;
thousands of nails to be
driven; truckloads of dirt to
be moved; gallon upon
gallon of paint to be spread
and a thousand and one
other jobs to be done before
the park gates swing open
in March.

If all goes according to
tradition, the last painter
will slip quietly out the back
gate just a few minutes
before the first smiling
‘guests pass through the
turnstiles.

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1983 Marks 4-H's

75th Anniversary

This year marks the 75th
Anniversary of 4-H in
Texas. Since 1908 when
County Agent Tom Marks
organized the original Boys
Corn Club in Jack County,
4-H has grown into a dy-
namic organization of
125,000 youth in Texas and
more than 5 million through
.out the nation, points out
Charles Gardner, 4-H and
youth specialist with the
Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

Out of the land-grant
college system begun in
1862, a need evolved to
educate young people who
might be interested in fol-
lowing agriculture for a
career. Thus the corn clubs
of the early 1900s became
the foundation for 4-H.
These clubs were designed
to teach the latest prin-
ciples of agricultural pro-
duction to youth who would
in turn, demonstrate their
new-found knowledge and
skills on thir family farms.

With its roots in agri-
culture, 4-H has since ex-
panded and broadened its
scope and now offers more
than 60 different project
opportunities ‘for boys and
girls between the ages of 9
and 19, he points out.

The mission of 4-H today
is to help youth acquire
knowledge, develop life
skills and form attitudes
that will make them self-
directing, productive and
contributing members of
society.

4-H’ers are active in such
areas as energy conser-
vation, environmental im-
provement, community
service and food produc-
tion, says Gardner. They
participate in programs
that aid youth employment
and career decisions,
health, nutrition, home im-
provement and famtily rela-
tionships.

-4-H clubs and projects
are offered in virtually
every community in the
U.S. today, with local
volunteer leaders providing
their time and energy to
insure that 4-H’ers have a
chance to grow and develop
to their full potential.

4-H has come a long way
since 1908, but many new
frontiers still await to be
conquered, says Gardner.

Cattle Feeding Lacks Long Way
to Reach Levels of Late '70s

More cattle were on feed
on January 1 compared to a
year ago--to no one’s sur-
prise--but the level is still
below recent years.

Although the number of
cattle and calves on feed in
the 13 major cattle feeding
states showed a sharp' gain
o January 1, the number is
still below levels reported

at the beginning of 1976,
’77, '78, 79 and 80, points
out Dr. Ed Uvacek, econo-
mist in livestock marketing
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

‘“The main thing we have
to remember in comparing
figures with 1982 is that we
had extremely low levels of
cattle on feed and low cattle
placements last year,’’ says
Uvacek.

While the number of
steers on feed was up only 7
percent from last ‘year,
heifers were up 28 percent
and cows, 26 percent.
‘‘This means that the quan-
tity of beef coming from
these cattle numbers is
going to be considerably
below earlier years when
the steer-heifer relation-
ship was more nearly

equal,’’notes the
economist.

Net placements during
the last quarter of 1982
were up 17 percent from
the same period in 1981,
but were below levels in
1975, '76, and '77. Uvacek
notes that October place-
ments last year were up

sharply due to the large
number of drought-type,
light calves that went into

lots. These will require a
much longer feeding
period. :

Uvacek estimates feedlot
marketing_s.__for the first

quarter ot 1983 to be about
six million head, up 11
percent from a year ago.
Although that would be the
largest level in three years,
it would still be below the
number of fed animals
marketed during the first
quarters of 1978 and ’79.

‘““While we’re starting
the year with more cattle on
feed than a year ago, we
should by no means expect
a beef market glut in the
months ahead,’’ says
Uvacek. ‘‘We still have a
long way to go to reach the
cattle feeding levels of the
late '70s.”’

City Ordinance Number 238
City of Sonora, Texas

An ordinance providing
for the assessment and
collection of a room occup-
ancy tax: providing for
certain exemptions: provid-
ing for an effective date:
Making violations a mis-
demeanor punishable by a
fine not exceeding $200.00;
providing that all proceeds
of such tax be used for
advertising and encourag-
ing the growth of tourist
and convention activities in
the city: providing a sever-
ance clause: and providing
for publication.

Whereas, the City Coun-
cil has deemed it expedient
to levy a room occupancy
tax at this time; now,
therefore,

Be it ordained by the City
Council of the City of
Sonora, Sutton County,
Texas:

Section 1: Definitions:
The following words, terms
and phrases for the purpose
of this ordinance, except
where the content clearly
indicates another meaning,
are respectively defined as
follows:

A. Hotel: Shall mean
any building, buildings,
trailer or other facility in
which a member or mem-
bers of the public may, for a
consideration, obtain sleep-
ing accomodations. The
term shall include hotels,
motels, tourist homes,
houses, or courts, lodging
houses, inns, rooming
houses, trailer houses,
trailer motels, dormitory
space (regardless of wheth-
er the space is rented to
individuals or groups),
apartments and all other
facilities where rooms or
space are furnished for
consideration. The term
“‘hotel’’ shall not be defin-

‘ed soas to include hos-
_ pitals, sanitariums, of nurs-
. ing homes.

B. Consideration: Shall
mean the cost of the room,
sleeping space, bed or
dormitory space or other
facility in such hotels, only
if the room is one ordinarily
used for sleeping, and shall
not include the cost of any
food served or personal
services rendered to the
occupant of such room not
related to cleaning and
readying such room for
occupancy and shall not
include any tax assessed for
occupancy therefor by any
other governmental
agency. :

C. Occupancy: Shall
mean the use or possession
or the right to the use or
possession of any room,
space or sleeping facility in
a hotel if the room, space or
sleeping facility is one or-
dinarily used for sleeping.

D. Occupant: Shall mean
anyone, who for a consi-
deration, uses, possesses,
or has the right to use or
possess, any room, Or
rooms, or sleeping space,
or sleeping facility in a
hotel, if the room, or
rooms or sleeping space , or

rling any hotel.
Secretary: Shall

P rograny City Secretary of

thu-uty of Sonora.

G. Monthly Period: Shall
mean the regular calendar
month of the year.

H. Permanent Resident:
Shall mean any occupant
who has or shall have the
right of use, possession or
occupancy of any room or
rooms or sleeping space or
facility in a hotel for at
least thirty (30) days in
succession or during the
current calendar year or
preceding year.

Section 2: Levy of Tax:
Rate: Exception.

A. There is hereby levied
a tax upon the cost of
occupancy of any room or
space furnished by any
motel
hotel where such cost of
occupancy is at the rate of
two dollars ($2.00) or more
per day, such tax to be
equal to four percent (4'42)
of the consideration paid by
the occupant of such room,
space or facility to such
hotel, exclusive of other
occupancy taxes imposed
by other governmental
agencies.

B. No tax shall be impos-
ed upon a permanant resid-
ent.

C. No taxes shall be
imposed hereunder upon a
corporation or association
organized and operated ex-
ctusively for religious chari-
table or educational pur-
poses, no part of the net
shareholders or individual.

Section 3: Collection.

Every person owning,
operating, managing or
controlling any hotel shall
collect the tax imposed in
Section 2 hereof for the City
of Sonora.

Section 4: Reports.

On or before the last day
of the month following each
quarterly period, every per-
son required in Section 3
hereof to collect the tax
imposed herein, shall file a
report with the City Secre-
tary showing the consider-
ation paid for all room or
sleeping space occupancies
in the preceding quarter,
the amount of the tax
collected on such occupan-

cies, and any other inform~

ation as the City Secretary
may reasonably require,
which report shall be in
writing. Such persons shall
pay the tax sue on such
occupancies at the time of

filing of such report.
Section S: Procedures.
The City Secretary shall
adopt such procedures,
rules and regulations as are
reasonably necessary to
effectively collect the tax
levied herein, and shall
upon request of any person
owning, operation, manag-
ing or controlling any hotel,
furnish a copy of such
procedures, rules and regu-
lations for the guidance of
such person and facilitate
the collection of such tax as
such collection is required

" herein. Such procedures,

rules and regulations shall
be in writing and a copy
thereof shall be placed on
file with the City Clerk.
Section 6: Penalties.

If any person required by
the provisions of this ordin-
ance to collect the tax
imposed herein, or make
reports as required herein,
shall fail to collect such tax,
fail to report or pay such

x, or if any such person
hall file a false report, or
any such person shall vio-
late any provisions of this
ordinance, such person
shall violate any provisions
of this ordinance, such
person shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction be
punished by a fine not to
exceed two hundred dollars
($200.00), and shall pay to
the City Secretary the tax
due, together with a
penalty of five percent  (5)
of ‘the tax due for each
thirty (30) days that the
same is not timely filed.
Section 7: Use of Proceeds.

The proceeds of the
Hotel Occupancy Tax levied
by this ordinance shall be
used by the City Council,
for the purpose of advertis-
ing and encouraging the
growth of tourist and con-
vention activity in the City
of Sonora; the funds to be
dispersed at the diréction of
the City Council; by the
City Clerk; provided, how-
ever, that the City shall
deposit in the general fund
of the City, three percent
(3%2) of the amount collect-
ed under this ordinance.
Section 8: Effective Date.

This ordinance shall be
and become effective on
'and after March 1, 1983.
Section 9: Validity.

If for any reason any
