Make your
complaints to

PUC

Does it really do any good to
complain about incorrect utility
bills?

Does it really have any impact if

- you call the utility or the PUC and
complain about poor service?

Does anyone at the PUC really
read letters from consumers about
high rates or sloppy service?

The answer to all three questions
is ‘‘yes’’, but the real question that
should be asked here is how can a
consumer complain effectively.
The following short course on how
to complain in a way that will
achieve positive results:

(1) Decide what you want to
accomplish in complaining. Do you
want to vent your frustration about
high rates? Do you want your
telephone line fixed? Do you want
to make sure you're being charged
the proper rate? Be specific in
stating your complaint.

(2) Decide to whom you want to
complain. We have found that the
majority of successful complainers
try the utility first and obtain
satisfaction. Perhaps the utility’s
computer messed up and charged
the wrong rate or a service rep-
resentative miscalculated a depos-
it. Any number of things could be
the answer to your problem, and
most utilities will try to satisfy your
complaint as soon as you contact
them.

(3) If you cannot obtain satis-
faction from the utility, ask the
utility to whom you should address
your complaint (under PUC rules
"the utility is required to give you
our address.)

What do we do with the com-
plaints and inquiries we receive?
Much of what we do depends on
the type of complaint. But we will
acknowledge . your complaint and
we will try to get you some help if
you are having a specific problem
such as disconnected service or an
inaccurate bill.

In some cases, we contact the
utility and ask for a written report
on its investigation of your com-
plaint. We want utilities to respond
effectively to complaints, and the
reports help us determine how well
the utility has responded to your
complaint. _

Last year the Consumer Affairs
Office received and acted on more
than 21,000 complaints and in-
quiries. As a result of our actions,
more than $275,000 was returned
to utility customers in credits and
refunds. Hundreds of Texans ob-
tained essential utility services that
they had not been receiving. Many
who had given up on having a
service problem resolved finally
got the repairs they were entitled
to. We can’t always resolve a
complaint to your full satisfaction,
but we do listen, and we will do our
best to help make your complaint
count.

So, increase your chances of
making your complaint effective.
Be specific, contact the utility, and
then contact the PUC. Our mailing
address for complaints or inquiries
is :

_State indicts Odessan

for theft of $68,000

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
announced May 30 that an Odessa
grand jury has returned the state’s
first criminal indictment for theft of
sales tax money.

In a case that could set a new
precedent dealing with willfully
delinquent sales taxpayers, Ector
County grand jurors indicted Bill
G. Overton of Odessa for theft of
$68,000. Overton allegedly collect-
ed a sales tax but did not send it to
the State Comptroller.

‘‘Let this case be a warning to
any business person who might be
tempted not to send sales tax they
have collected to the state,”
Bullock said.

Overton, who had never applied
for or been granted a sales tax
permit, operated a Odessa oilfield
supply business. The alleged di-
version of sales tax monies in-
volved the use of altered invoices

* from Overton’s firm and was dis-

covered by'a Comptroller auditor.

Bullock praised the grand jury’s
action saying, “If a merchant
collects sales tax from his custo-
mers and fails to send it to the
Treasury, he’s stealing in the name
of the state. He’s stealing from his
customers who pay the tax in good
faith; he’s stealing from his local
government, which doesn’t get its
share and he’s stealing from state
government.

““It’s also downright unfair to his
competitors because it gives him
an extra 5 and one-eighth percent
profit margin over his competition
and in today’s business climate,
that can make the difference
between staying in business and
going broke. With ' the help of local
prosecutors, we're going to see this
kind of theft prosecuted to the full
limit of the law.”’

More milk means

less Osteoporosis

Osteoporosis has been called
‘‘the silent epidemic’’ for good
reason, says a Texas A&M Uni-
versity Agricultural Extension
Service nutritionist.

‘‘Osteoporosis--a weakening of
the bone structure--is a condition
that develops over time,”’ says
Marilyn Haggard. A woman may
not know she is developing this
condition until she develops a
‘“‘dowager’s hump’’ or experiences
broken bones from even minor
falls in her later years, she ex-
plains.

““The best prevention for osteo-
porosis is an adequate supply of
calcium daily over the lifespan,”
states Haggard. ‘‘Yet research
studies show that most adult
women are consuming less than
the recommended two servings of
day of dairy products.”’

Nutritionists are concerned
about the future of the growing
number of teenage girls who drink
carbonated beverages rather than
milk with meals and snacks, she
says.

No matter what your age, it’s
not too late to change your eating
habits so you can get the calcium
necessary for strong bones
throughout life, Haggard says.
She suggests adding more dairy
products to your diet:

*Drink milk at meals and for
snacks.

*Eat cheese as a snack or add it
to other foods like sandwiches.

*Eat yogurt.

*When you make creamed
soups, use milk instead of water.

*Serve calcium-rich desserts,
such as ice cream, custard or
pudding.

Add powdered milk to soups,
casseroles, sauces and beverages
like cocoa.

While increasing calcium intake
is the key step in preventing
osteoporosis, there are also some
other things you can do, Haggard
reports. Regular exercise, getting
enough vitamin D eating a nutri-
tionally adequate diet and stopp-
ing smoking will also help keep
your bones strong.

Hypoglycemia should be

diagnosed properly

Hypoglycemia, or low blood
sugar, is a physical disorder that’s
often mistakenly self-diagnosed as
an easy explanation for anxiety,
nervousness or lack of energy.

Hypoglycemia, is somewhat rare
and should be diagnosed by a
physician after appropriate blood
testing, advises Mary K. Sweeten,
a nutritionist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service. For
those with a diagnosed condition,
the doctor will prescribe treatment
based on the patient’s individual
needs.

People - who are not hypogly-
cemic, but complain of the sym-
ptoms, may be helped by following
a more healthful lifestyle, suggests
Sweeten. Skipping meals, not eat-
ing a variety of nutritious foods.

stress may contribute to the prob-
lem.

Thirsty? Drink water

Whether you’re a summer
athlete or spectator, you’ll probab-
ly reach for something cool and
refreshing to relieve the heat and

uench your thirst. But the best
(cvay to get relief is not with any
commerical product.

The American College of Sports
Medicine (ACSM) recommends
water as the thirst quencher. The :
body needs water during exercise,
since water loss greater than 3
percent of your total body weight
can result in decreased strength
and endurance.

Here are some thirst-quenching
(’owuggestions from the ACSM:

*Drinks high in carbohydrates

(like soft drinks) delay the rate at

which fluids leaves the stomach,

this increasing absorption time. If
you do drink a sweet soda, fresh

fruit juice or commercially pre-
pared athletic tonic, the best thing
to do is to dilute it with water.
*Drinks high in sodium actually
increase the amount of water your
body loses. Only under extreme
circumstances, such as when your
water loss during exercise equals
six pounds or more, should you
worry about replacing sodium and
other nutrients. Even then, you

should be sure to include adequate
amounts of water.

*Alcohol may be a part of many
summer sports activities, but it
does nothing for quenching a real
thirst. When it comes to restoring
your body’s water balance, an
alcoholic drink does just the oppo-
site. It’s diuretic, so it increases
the amount of water the kidneys
excrete. Thus the more alcohol you
drink, the more fluid you lose.

*Other substances in a beverage

can affect the way the water is

used. Caffeine, theobromine and

theophylline, found in cola and tea

also has a diuretic effect, increas-

ing water loss.

What this all means is that water
is still number one for quenching

the thirst of athletes and spectators

alike.

Lloyd Bentsen Reports

The Texas Gulf Coast, and other
areas of the United States that
depend on refining and petro-
chemical industries, are paying
dearly for this country’s lack of an
aggressive trade policy.

Failure to develop a trade
strategy has forced these industr-
ies to compete with unfairly sub-
sidized competitors abroad.

; Because of this, the United

"Q States has lost a third--about
106--of its gasoline refineries in the
past five years. Most of them were
driven out of business by OPEC
refineries with access to cheap,
subsidized oil. Those that remain
are operating below capacity.

Along the Texas Coast, more
than 54,000 jobs, virtually all
related to pertoleum, have been
lost since 1980, according to a

D report by the John Gray Institute of

Lamar University in Beaumont.

This report was relased at a
hearing of the Joint Economic
Committee, the third hearing on
U.S. trade policy over which I have
presided this year.

Testimony at the hearing con-
firmed that refineries are staring
depression in the face. Petro-
chemical producers are also under
the gun.

The number of ammonia plants,
for example, is down 40 percent
since 1978. The Chemical Manu-
facturers Association reports the
loss of 43,000 jobs nationwide.

Petrochemjcal imports are soar-
ing. Ammonia and urea imports
this year will double 1981 levels
and methanol imports will be up an
estimated seven-fold.

The major factor responsible for
the grim refining and petr,
chemical outlook is a major new
state-controlled refining capacity in
the OPEC nations of the Middle
East and Africa.

These refining and petrochemi-
cal projects are able to undercut
any competition by using state-
owned oil and gas. OPEC countries
provide crude oil to their refineries
at $2.50 a barrel or more below
world prices. The cheap final
products enter a world market
already glutted by excess capacity.

The Amoco oil -company has
estimated that 20 percent of the
world refining capacity--some 12
million barrels a day--is " idle.
Demand is expected to grow only
600,000 barrels a year. And by
1987, world petroleum demand is
projected to be three million

barrels a day below what it was
back in 1979.

Yet, OPEC nations, with S.1
million barrels of refining capacity
already on line, are now adding a
further 2.5 million barrels to their
capacity.

Other nations have reacted to
this market glut by limiting
imports.

Japan, for example, permits no
gasoline or middle distillate
imports. Countries as diverse as
Italy and Sweden have imposed
quotas.

But the U.S. market remains
almost wide open, with areas like
Texas Gulf Coast paying the price.

The Senate Democratic Working
Group on Trade Policy, of which I
am chairman recently outlined a
tough trade strategy for the U.S.
Although this is a democratic
effort, we have not taken a partisan
approach in our recommendations,
for we will need bipartisan support
to translate them into a program of
action.

The United States must develop
a comprehensive, aggressive trade
strategy, one that will stop unfair
foregin competition in its tracks.
