Two Christmas projects could
help make the season a bit happier
for more than a hundred families
in the area.

The Ministerial Alliance's food
baskets and the angel tree program
sponsorcd by the Child Welfare
Board have been around for years
and continue to improve the
impact of Christmas on the poor.

Kent Kepler, minister at the
First Methodist Church, said the
angel trces has been the major
program of the year for the Child
Welfarc Board since its inception,
"We've had a tremendous response
(in the number of people wanting
to help) since it started."

Municipal Judge Maxine
Locklin agreed,'Pcople are asking
for them aiready."

Locklin said between 75 and
125 kids a year have been helped
by the program which started

a game. While he completed 38

percent of his passes, Mirike
threw for cight touchdowns (a TD
every 5.25 completions) and was
intercepted just three times.

Economy shows
mixed signals

Gross sales for all industries in
Sutton County was up 35 percent
in the second quarter (April-June)
compared to 1989, but that did not
extend to the retail trade division
which was down by one percent.

The numbers provided by the
State Comptroller's Office show
gross sales for all industries in the
second quarter of 1990 were at
$13,466,088 and $5,693,555 for
the retail trade division.

"It's impossible to get any type
of trend from the numbers," said
Sharon Hogan of the Tax
Information Division in Austin.

Hogan did say some portion of
the economy would have to be
doing well if there is such a big
difference in numbers between
1989 and 1990. Most likely it
would be the major industry.

For Sutton County that is
natural gas and Phil Browning,
district manager of Haliburton,
supplied what appeared to be the
answer, "Our revenues are up over
1989 by 35 percent."

Those numbers are through
November, but the increase has
occurred all year long. Browning
said basically all of (the
companies m Suuon County) are
drilling more."

The work force at Haliburton
(and other companies) has
increased. In November of 1989
32 werc on the payroll at
Haliburton, Browning said this
November the payroll is up to 47.

Bill Gosney, mayor and owner
of Gosney's Department. Store,

said, "What's hurting our retail
sales is electricity, gasoline and
groceries costs have increased.”

But Gosney said that doesn't
mean those businesses are doing
better with the higher costs. "The
grocery stores are paying more to
truck in items..."

Some of the increase could be
due, "Not from increased sales,"
said Gosncy, "but an increase in
taxable items....A lot on the shelf
that was non-taxable is taxable
now."

When looking at
the size of the bills and the
number of jobs done, that is no
small amount. There is also the ad
valorem tax on property which
Browning said is a hefty amount.

Because of the bust, Gosney
said it is possible workers have
not moved into Sonora, or at least
their families. Browning said the
majority of those people he has
hired have moved into Sonora
though some live in Eldorado
because housing is a little tighter.

While Hogan said a trend cannot
be developed with half the year yet
to be reported, a look into the
future shows some positive notes.

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How have we, as Healthcare
providers tried to adress cost,
access, and quality? As we look
back, the 1960s and the early
1970s was a period of benefits
expansion during which employers
increased medical insurance
coverage. Costs were manageable
and both quality and access werc
on the rise. Medicare and
Medicaid propelled the expansion
of the total of individuals covered
while the topic of national health
insurance dominated a federal
health policy debate.

By the late 1970s, with rapid
inflation in health costs, the
debate shifted to cost containment.
. .a program that was to fail
miserably and, in actuality, led to
a further accleration in the rate of
health care costs. In this period,
costs increased and both quality
and access were under pressurc.
The federal government assumed a
growing percentage of health costs
and, in an attempt Lo cap COSsts,
dictated national policics which
had the cffect of redirecting the
focus of health care toward a
compelitive cost-driven system,
away from programs of quality and
access to the general population.

In the 1980s, health care as a
national policy was out of the
question and federal and state
hcalth policies were budget-driven
with annual battles over DRGS
(diagnostic rating groups) and
related rates, Medicaid
reimbursement, and limits on
physician fees.  Ultimately,
attempts at cost rcduction really
resulted in cost shifting from the
fedcral government program of
reimbursement Lo private payers.
The cost shift was estimated to

amount to one-third of the 1988
employer cost increases.
Employers then transferred part of
the increase on to employees
through higher deductibles and
higher percentages of co-
payments.

By the late 1980s, corporations
began to feel the shift in health
care costs in the form of the
explosive increases in health
insurance premiums. Many
employers offered HMOs and
PPOs (participating provider
options) as alternatives to their
standard health insurance programs
in the hope that this would give
some financial relief to both the
corporation and the employees.
Unfortunately, the strategy
backfired. Young, healthy
employees opted for the lower cost
HMOs, leaving the higher risk
employees in the traditional health
insurance programs. Insurance
rates skyrocketed as adverse
selection took place, leaving the
less healthy in a smaller insured
group. Ultimately, health care
cost increases put even HMOs
into financial difficulties, and
corporations were left with two
high cost insurance programs that
gave no relicf from runaway health
costs. Throughout this period of
shifting costs from one payer to
another, health care costs

continucd their uninterrupted -

annual rise with the game of
transferring cost apparently having
run it full course. Corporations
and their employees (individuals)
are now the focus of funding these
ever-expanding costs.

Risk prevention managment plan

Worker's Compensation rates
have continued to increase and the
cost to the Sonora I. S. D. for
1990-91 was estimated at over
$70:000. 2 The" :Steil SEND;
Worker's Compensation total
claims for the past 10 years
amounted to approximately
$30,000. Because of this huge
discrepancy between premiums and
experience, the Sonora I. S. D.
Board of Education voted to
become a non-subscriber to
Worker's Compensation effective
September 1, 1990. The Board
adopted a Risk Prevention

Management Plan that emphasizes
the creation of a safe work place.
The other phase of the plan
assures employees of care if they
are injured and of full
compensation for time missed
when recovering.

There is definitely a certain
degree of risk involved in this
move away from Worker's
Compensation. However, with
premium costs versus experience
at 25 to 1, a continuation of this
insurance would not be anywhere
near cost effective.

Eight complete ECA course

An Emergency Care Attendant
(ECA) course was held by the
Sutton County Emergency
Medical Service from October 3,
1990 thru November 19, 1990.
The course was funded by a grant
from the Texas Department of
Highways and Public
Transportation. The class
consisted of 42 hours of classroom
and practical skills training. The
course provides basic medical
training in Cardio-Pulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR), choking,
airway maintenance, bleeding,
shock, emergency childbirth,
poisoning and various other
subjects.

The students are given a skills
test and a state written exam.
Upon successful completion of
both tests, the student is licensed
by the Texas Department of
Health as an Emergency Care
Attendant.

Those students completing the
course were: Mary Jo Duncan,
Stella Salinas, James Webb,
Sandra Martinez, Judy Martin,
Betsy Johnson, Ruben Meza and
Ruben Samaniego.

Women age 65 and up may qualify for SSI

Many women who are age 65
and older may be unaware that
they are eligible for Supplemental
Security Income.

In recent reports, several non-
profit groups have estimated that
only half of the elderly poor who
are eligible for SSI benefits are
recciving them. SSI payments
can be made to people 65 or over,

disabled, or blind who have little -

income and own few resources.

Current figures from the Social
Sccurity Administration show that
7 percent of Social Security
beneliciaries age 65 and older
reccive SSI payments and three-
quarters of these SSI recipients are
women. The Administration does

not know why some SSI eligibles
do not apply, nor why efforts to
reach them have had only modest
success.

The SSI program provides a
base of financial support for the
elderly, the blind, and the disabled
population who have limited
incomes and a few resources,
Pcople who receive SSI are
eligible for Medicaid and other free
social services.

In turn,
Kepler said, those names are fed to
other organizations so the family
as a whole may be helped.

Gross sales for all industries in
Sutton County was up 35 percent
in the second quarter (April-June)
compared to 1989, but that did not
extend to the retail trade division
which was down by one percent.

The numbers provided by the
State Comptroller's Office show
gross sales for all industries in the
second quarter of 1990 were at
$13,466,088 and $5,693,555 for
the retail trade division.

"It's impossible to get any type
of trend from the numbers," said
Sharon Hogan of the Tax
Information Division in Austin.

Hogan did say some portion of
the economy would have to be
doing well if there is such a big
difference in numbers between
1989 and 1990. Most likely it
would be the major industry.

For Sutton County that.is
natural gas and Phil Browning,
district manager of Haliburton,
supplied what appeared to be the
answer, "Our revenues are up over
1989 by 35 percent."

- Those numbers are through
November, but the increase has
occurred all year long. Browning
said "basically all of (the
companies in Sutton County) are
drilling more."

The work force at Haliburton
(and other companies) has
increased. In November of 1989
32 werc on the payroll at
Haliburton, Browning said this
November the payroll is up to 47.

While the oil and natural gas
industry appears to be
strengthening, the buying power
of the public shows to be

. dropping as the fall in gross sales

for retail outlets shows.
Bill Gosney, mayor and owner
of Gosney's Department Store,

said, "What's hurting our retail
sales is electricity, gasoline and
groceries costs have increased.”

But Gosney said that doesn't
mean those businesses are doing
better with the higher costs. "The
grocery stores are paying more to
truck in items..."

Some of the increase could be
due, "Not from increased sales,"
said Gosncy, "but an increase in
taxable items....A lot on the shelf
that was non-taxable is taxable
now."

Dee Eaton, owner of Ford
Motor Company, is fairly new in
Sonora. Taking over the dealership
in October, Eaton said Sonora is a
good place to be, "The economy is
there, you just have to work it."

Browning said some of the
services in the industry are taxed
while others are not. Overall, two
to three percent will be addéd on to
a bill due to tax. When looking at
the size of the bills and the
number of jobs done, that is no
small amount. There is also the ad
valorem tax on property which
Browning said is a hefty amount.

Because of the bust, Gosney
said it is possible workers have
not moved into Sonora, or at least
their families. Browning said the
majority of those people he has
hired have moved into Sonora
though some live in Eldorado
because housing is a little tighter.

While Hogan said a trend cannot
be developed with half the year yet
to be reported, a look into the
future shows some positive notes.
Browning said things like bright
in the oil and gas industry, "Tax
incentives in 1991 look to make
drilling better financially...at least
to us....But, hell can break loose
and it can all fall through in a
hurry."

Mine is not that I have
just one life to live for my
country, but that I didn't learn
Spanish when I had the
opportunity.

For the past four years I have
lived within 90 miles of the border
and knowing Spanish would be
extremely beneficial, especially
concerning the newspaper
business.

While conducting interviews the
reporter wants the person being
interviewed to be as comfortable
as possible. Many people are
already uncomfortable in just
being interviewed.

Knowing Spanish would only
increase the effectiveness of an
interview. It is my experience that
not only are there some people
who know very little English, but
many others that are more
comfortable speaking Spanish.

There have been many instances
of this kind in four years, but the
latest was a week ago. I was all
set to interview Mrs. Faz about
her son Santiago who is in the
Middle East. (DRN Dec. 6) I just
picked up the phone and dialed the
Faz's number to make an
appointment.

I was launching into my
explanation of who I was and what
I wanted when Ms. Faz said, "No
hablo Ingles."

I'm not an Einstein when it
comes to Spanish, but I know
what that means. Despite my
effort at figuring out what to do,
Ms. Faz did what I do when some
stranger calls and I have no idea
what they are talking about, she
hung up.

Luckily Sandra Luz, our
business manager, knows Spanish
and was able to translate what I
wanted.

During the interview Ms. Faz
daughter did the translating.

- While I believe it worked out
into aigood article, it could have
been better. If I just knew
Spanish.

What really ticked me off is that
I had a golden opportunity to learn
this rather enchanting language. I

Don't pull up short

examination my senior year. We
had to take an oral examination
using all the Spanish we had
learned. It did not take me, or my
teacher, long to realize I couldn't
put together the different aspects I
had learned where they would be
useful.

So what happens? I stop
working on my Spanish and five
years later I'm down on the border
where knowing Spanish would be
most useful.

I try not to get too angry. I was
just a kid who didn't know how
the future would work out. But, it
is a good lesson for those still in
school.

By the by, I am working on
regaining my Spanish. I talk a
little with Sandra Luz and have
purchased a book which should
help as well. I have found my
vocabulary has not been totally
lost and with some luck I could be
speaking decent Spanish in a
relatively short time.

The healthcare pérado;( - Part IV

How have we, as Healthcare
providers tried to adress cost,
access, and quality? As we look
back, the 1960s and the early
1970s was a period of benefits
expansion during which employers
increased medical insurance
coverage. Costs were manageable
and both quality and access werc
on the rise. Medicare and
Medicaid propelled the expansion
of the total of individuals covered
while the topic of national health
insurance dominated a federal
health policy debate.

By the late 1970s, with rapid
inflation in health costs, the
debate shifted to cost containment.
. .a program that was to fail
miserably and, in actuality, led to
a further accleration in the rate of
health care costs. In this period,
costs increased and both quality
and access were under pressurc.
The federal government assumed a
growing percentage of health costs
and, in an attempt Lo cap costs,
dictated national policics which
had the cffect of redirecting the
focus of health carc toward a
competitive cost-driven system,
away from programs of quality and
access to the general population.

In the 1980s, health care as a
national policy was out of the
question and federal and state
hcalth policies were budget-driven
with annual battles over DRGS
(diagnostic rating groups) and
related rates, Medicaid
reimbursement, and limits on
physician fces.  Ultimately,
attlempts at cost rcduction really
resulted in cost shifting from the
fedcral government program of
reimbursement Lo private payers.
The cost shift was estimated to

amount to one-third of the 1988
employer cost increases.
Employers then transferred part of
the increase on to employees
through higher deductibles and
higher percentages of co-
payments.

By the late 1980s, corporations
began to feel the shift in health
care costs in the form of the
explosive increases in health
insurance premiums. Many
employers offered HMOs and
PPOs (participating provider
options) as alternatives to their
standard health insurance programs
in the hope that this would give
some financial relief to both the
corporation and the employees.
Unfortunately, the strategy
backfired. Young, healthy
employees opted for the lower cost
HMOs, leaving the higher risk
employees in the traditional health
insurance programs. Insurance
rates skyrocketed as adverse
selection took place, leaving the
less healthy in a smaller insured
group. Ultimately, health care
cost incrcases put even HMOs
into financial difficulties, and
corporations were left with two
high cost insurance programs that
gave no relicf from runaway health
costs. Throughout this period of
shifting costs from one payer to
another, health
continued their uninterrupted
annual rise with the game of
transferring cost apparently having
run it full course. Corporations
and their employecs (individuals)
are now the focus of funding these
ever-expanding costs.

Risk prevention managment plan

Worker's Compensation rates
have continued to increase and the
cost to the Sonora I. S. D. for
1990-91 was estimated at over
$70,000. % The [S: L SinD:
Worker's Compensation total
claims for the past 10 years
amounted to approximately
$30,000. Because of this huge
discrepancy between premiums and
experience, the Sonora I. S. D.
Board of Education voted to
become a non-subscriber to
Worker's Compensation effective
September 1, 1990. The Board
adopted a Risk Prevention

Management Plan that emphasizes
the creation of a safe work place.
The other phase of the plan
assures employees of care if they
are injured and of full
compensation for time missed
when recovering.

There is definitely a certain
degree of risk involved in this
move away from Worker's
Compensation. However, with
premium costs versus experience
at 25 to 1, a continuation of this
insurance would not be anywhere
near cost effective.

Sonora I. S. D.'s Gifted and
Talented program for
Kindgergarten pupils will be
implemented during the second
semester.

As a means of insuring that no
eligible student is overlooked,
parents are asked to nominate their
child in writing to the Sonora
Primary Office, no later than
January 3, 1991.

Eight complete ECA course

An Emergency Care Attendant
(ECA) course was held by the
Sutton  County Emergency
Medical Service from October 3,
1990 thru November 19, 1990.
The course was funded by a grant
from the Texas Department of
Highways and Public
Transportation. The class
consisted of 42 hours of classroom
and practical skills training. The
course provides basic medical
training in Cardio-Pulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR), choking,
airway maintenance, bleeding,
shock, emergency childbirth,
poisoning and various other
subjects.

Many women who are age 65
and older may be unaware that
they are eligible for Supplemental
Security Income.
