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Judge declares mistrial in Beto case

A seven-man, five-woman jury
delibertated eight hours Thursday,
but failed to reach a verdict in the
drug trial of Eriberto "Beto" Bernal
resulting in a mistrial.

District Judge Brock Jones
declared a mistrial at 8 p.m. after a
poll of the jurors showed they
believed further deliberations
would not result in a decision.

"You, the jurors, are required to
listen to the testimony and apply
that testimony to the charges, but
are not required to reach a verdict
as long you vote consciously,"
said Jones in announcing the
mistrial.

Bernal is charged with one count

of delivery of a controlled

substance, methamphetamine.

About 60 people were in
attendance when the mistrial was
declared. The majority of the
people waited around the
courthouse for the eight hours of
deliberations.

Twice the jury stopped
deliberations to inform the court
they were divided. The first was
after one hour when the vote was
six-six and the second came at 6
p.m.

A buzz was sent through the
gallery of about 40 people when
the jury foreman said the tally was
10 for not guilty and two guilty.

Two more hours of deliberation
failed to reach a unanimous

He
repeatedly mentioned the crossed
testimony of Hood and Deputy
Rusty Frazier.

Hood had testified after he sold
the drugs to Beto, he called Frazier
at his home and talked directly to
hiin to set up the meeting for
field-testing the drugs.

Frazier testified he was on duty
that evening and Hood talked with

his wife who then relay:d tne

" massage o Frazier.

Stout called the case a test of
credibility of the witnesses.

Johnson continued with his
systematic approach during his
closing statements. He pointed out
to the jurors how the state had
proven each portion of the
indictment against Bernal. 7

Johnson also implored un the
jury to remember thcy could
convict Beto if the state had
proved his guilt beyond a
reasonable doubt, not shadow of a
doubt.

District Clerk Bobbie Smith
said she was informed it is up to
the state whether Bernal will be
tried again. No decision has yet
been made according to Smith. .

Bernal remains free on bond.

An old friend and mentor who
had spent his first career in the
army before a distinguished career
in health care stimulated my

_thinking about effective hospitals.
 ;He remarked that after 20 years in
. the army with more than 10 years

as colonel, he could walk onto any
_ military base of any country in the
world and within five minutes
could tell if it was a well-run base.

"How can you tell?" I asked.
After spending 20 years around
military bases, he said you
develop a "feel". The skeptical
look on my face made him prove
his point. "With all the time
you've spent in health care, I bet
you can do it too. I bet you can
tell if a hospital is well-run, if it
is a good hospital, after only a
short time walking through its
halls."

After thinking about this, I
realized that he was right. Some
hospitals just have the "feel" of
effectiveness, compassion,
competence, and caring, and other
hospitals do not. Further, this
"feel" or the lack of it, can be
picked up in a very short time.

Then I wondered just exactly
what was behind that "feel," what
makes a "good" hospital? At first
I looked for objective, measurable
factors that could create the feel of
a "good" hospital.

Financial viability. . .measured
in terms of a healthy margin and
strong reserve. . .immediately
came to mind. But no. I had been
in many financially strapped
hospitals that had the feel, and
conversely, I had been in many
financially well-off hospitals that
did not exude the feel of a good
hospital.

Well, what about other
mcasures? Accreditation status,
university-affiliation, bed size,
quality assurance and improvement
programs, hospitals where all the
physicians were board certified and
all the nurses were bachelors or
masters prepared, for-profit
hospitals, not-for-profit hospitals,
religious hospitals,
hospitals, high-tech hospitals, and
so on. I concluded that the
presence or abscence of any of
these or other objective and
measurable characteristics did not
necessarily create or preclude the
feel of a good hospital.

Why? Because a hospital is not
a product that can be accurately or
completely assessed by one or two
objective measures. A hospital is
a service organization. It depends
upon everyone's performance, all
the time. So most objective
measures are only snapshot
indicators of past performance.

What makes a good hospital?

ongoing basis in the hospital.

A hospital is a social
organization with its own
distinctive culture, its own
particular way of doing. things.

Many of the components of the

culture are intangible, but they are
easily perceptible. It is the
underlying factors that create and
sustain the culture and enable the
perception of it that most
contribute to the feel of a good
hospital. These underlying factors
form the foundation that supports
and continuously reinforces the
culture and translates into the feel
of a good hospital.

So what are the factors that
nurture a "good" hospital?

Here are my picks:
Organizational Indicators of
"Good" Institutions:

1. The leaders of the institution
operate from a common base of
mission and service and
communicate this throughout the
hospital.

2. The people in the institution
have a strong sense of service and
mission and understand the
meaning and purpose behind their
jobs. :

3. Both people and the different
jobs they do are clearly valued by
the leaders of the organization, as
well as by all of the staff.

L4y A premium is placed on

performance. The performance of
all employees and staff is
emphasized, measured and valued.
The importance of continuous,
excellent performance is
constantly communicated
throughout the hospital, as is the
goal of constant improvement.

How can you perceive these
factors and conclude that a
particular hospital is "good"?
Often by simply walking through
the hospital and observing. How
do the staff and physicians treat
you? How do they interact with
the patients, and with each other?

Do they exude competence,

courtesy, caring, and compassion?
Or, do they exhibit rudeness,
impatience,
burnout?

Why do I pick those particular
indicators of a "good" hospital?
Very simply because the way the
staff and physicians feel about
working in the hospital is a direct
result of the presence or abscense
of those organizational factors.
The way they feel, about their
work and themselves, influences
how they act toward each other,
patients, and visitors. This, in
turn, creates the "feel" of a
hospital, the perception that the
hospital is "good" or not.

So. How does YOUR hospital
through it? It's yours, y'’know.
Check it out.

Overhauling a state of mind |

Depression is treated with drugs
to correct chemical imbalances
within the neurological system.
Results in recent years have been
startling. When there are no
physical causes, however; the
drugs merely mask the symptoms,
elevate moods temporarily and can
create chemical dependencies.

Even severe negative states of
mind can be changed and prevented
with the development of an
internal mental maintenance
program. Thirty or forty years

" ago, psychologists and certain lay

persons vehemently opposed such
procedures when a number of self-
help books hit the open market.
Public awareness has increased
since then. Now, many
individuals can help themselves,
even though economic restrictions
are a factor. Nonetheless, this is
not psychological therapy.

Most depressives overestimate
their problems and underestimate
their ability to deal with them.
They draw conclusions based on
assumptions, rather than facts.
Without considering positive
elements, they expend a good deal
of their time pondering over
negative events and positive
events in negative ways.

Another distortion frequently
clung to, is the belief that they are
victim of every ill or mishap that
comes along. This is nothing
more than a vicious cycle which
can be broken with common sense

~ and realistic trains of thought.

Often, the depressed will over-
generalize; i. e., "Nobody loves
me. . . Everybody hates me!"

As in the above and in your
own experiences, you can see how
negative thoughts can be
monotonous. - They are dire
villains that will rob you of any
hope of entertaining peace of
mind.

For our own sakes, our health,
happiness, and even our longevity;
we. must educate _ourselves with
good mental health habits and
maintain positive rationale. We
need to approach our problems and
view our life in a realistic
perspective. We should become
aware of what we are thinking and
how we are feeling. Try to
remember what caused a mood
swing. Explore the reasons we do
certain things and why we feel the
way we do about them. We must

embark on a discovery of self, as
it were.

Dissect your negative thoughts.
Grab a hold of the facts regarding
any matter and get rid of all the
crap, the emotional details, and
deal with the bare facts. You will
find, more often than not, that
they are quite insignificant
compared to how they must have
appeared under the guise of
negative feelings and doubts.

Next, cross-examine your
thoughts and feelings. Put each
one through the following test,
adapted from "Psycho-
Cybernetics", by Dr. Maxwell
Maltz;

1. Is there any rational reason
to entertain such a thought or
feeling?

2. Could it be that I am
mistaken in this regard?

3. Would I come to the same
conclusion about some other
person in a similar situation?

4. Why should I continue to act
and feel as if this were true, if
there is no good reason to do so?

Finally, take action on the
conclusions drawn from your
psychological detective work.
Review you life's negative events
and replace the minus factors with
positive reinforcement. "Sure, I
wrecked the car because I was
watching the girl cross the street.
Next time I will keep my
attention on the road ahead."

In time, you will have created a
firm psychological foundation on
which to base mental faculties,
build courage and self-esteem. It's
okay to like and believe in
yourself. Certainly, some people
carry it to an extreme, but that's
their problem.

Don't be afraid to look at the
humorous side of any serious
situation. The more serious
something becomes, the more
potential it has to be funny.

+/ Finding: amusement in, anything

keeps you from being so involved
that you loose a realistic
perspective and then become
controlled by it.

Practicing these skills until
desired results are attained will
increase your ability to control
depression. They will ensure
maximum prosperity in the living

experience and make your life -

longer, healthier and happier.

Fun "homemade" recipes

I'd like to share some interesting
"homemade" recipes that are fun to -
prepare and use. Children can help

with the preparation of several of
these recipes. Try them and see
what you think.

Uncooked Play Dough

5 c. flour

2 c. salt

4 T. water

4 T. salad oil

Mix flour and salt. Add water slowly to make pliable mixture. Add *

salad oil to prevent hardening. Powdered tempura paint may be added with
flour, or food coloring can be added to the water for color.
Store dough in covered container or plastic bag in refrigerator.

Cooked Play Dough

1 c. flour

1-2 c. salt

1t. cream of tartar
food coloring

1 c. water

1 T. salad oil

Mix together in saucepan over low heat until thick. Remove from heat.
Knead with hands until smooth. Store in covered container or plastic bag
