Trooper Ortiz nets $160,000 
worth of controlled substance

DPS Trooper Norbert Ortiz was 
on routine patrol 3 miles south of 
Sonora on U. S. 277, Monday, 
January 4, 1993. Ortiz detected 
speed and equipment violations on 
two north bound vehicles.

Ortiz intended to stop both 
vehicles, but was imable to stop the 
lead vehicle. Upon stopping the 
1988 Ford Mustang driven by Daryl 
Duwaynq Douglas, 28, of Clute, 
Texas, Ortiz realized both vehicles 
were traveling together.

Ortiz contacted Sonora Police 
Officer Mike Routh. Routh was 
able to stop the 1990 Toyota 
Pickup 1/2 east of Sonora on U. S. 
290.

While Ortiz talked to Douglas he 
detected an odor o f burning 
marijuana emanating from Douglas' 
vehicle.

The 1990 Toyota driven by Juan 
Gomez Gallando 42, of Del Rio and 
the 1988 Mustang were escorted to 
the Highway Patrol Office by 
Trooper Ortiz and Police Officer 
Mike Routh.

Ortiz said "Written consent to 
search both vehicles was obtained 
from the drivers."

Ortiz discovered in the backseat 
area of the 1988 Mustang two extra 
large burlap feed sacks. Inside the

Alcohol and excessive speed were 
contributing factors according to a 
report filed by Trooper Don Van 
Zandt. No seat belt was worn and 
no injuries were reported.

At 2:30 a.m. on January 10, 
Trooper L.D. Whitton was called to 
the scene of a major accident on 
Bond Rd. two miles south of

Sonora.
Robert Antonio Zapata, 19, of 

Sonora was traveling north in a 
1979 Chevrolet pickup when he 
failed to negotiate a curve. Zapata's 
vehicle left the roadway and went 
into the pasture where he became 
airborne over a ffitcfi'hnd hit an 
embankment head on. The vehicle 
landed upright

Trooper Whitton reported that 
alcohol and a high rate of speed 
were factors in the accident.

Zapata received serious injuries 
and was taken to Hudspeth 
Memorial Hospital by Sutton 
County Ambulance and later 
transferred to a San Angelo 
Hospital.

Zapata was not wearing a safety 
belt when the accident occurred.

Sonora should check the facts and 
pick up pieces of shattered dairy deal

Being a native San Angeloan I suppose I should quickly take their 
side when faced with the loss of their water supply. But because I am 
a native San Angeloan - - 1 cant.

I know all too well how many years San Angelo's \Vater supply has 
been questioned. Now that things have reached a point of no return 
due to the lack of an adequate sewer system and they face serious fines 
without cleaning it up, we should now feel sorry for them and put a 
quick halt to a neighboring towns economic development? Not a 
chance.

Stephenville has over 200 dairies according to city secretary Joyce 
Pemberton, and without these, the towns existence would be 
threatened. There is no contamination of the water supply, no lack of 
water, trucking companies exist primarily for the purpose of 
transporting the milk for processing, and most recently a cheese plant 
went into production. Farmers in the area supply part of the feed for 
the dairies, and the rest is either grown at the dairy or trucked in. A 
great number of people benefit from this industry.

There have been complaints about the smell caused by the dairies, 
fear of contamination to neighbors water supplies - but with no proof 
of such contamination, and fte  state has required some older dairies to 
place adequate drainage to prevent any contamination - at the cost of 
the dairy owner. A new dairy being built would most probably be 
required to have this drainage plan included in its construction.

For many years Stephenville has thrived off these dairies without 
contamination to their water, yet San Angelo is afraid ONE dairy 
would hurt their pure water supply. An editorial in the San Angelo 
Standard Times all but called Eldorado citizens ignorant for supporting 
the dairy. Did San Angelo bother to check with other dairy towns 
before jumping on the band wagon about this issue? Instead of 
allocating that $15,000 to defend San Angelo from this big bad dairy, 
did they offer to put that money into Eldorado to help them find an 
alternate solution? God knows Eldorado consumers have put enough 
money into San Angelo over the years.

How about it Sonor^ could the bad outweigh the good in this issue? 
Let's check into this possibility with an open mind. Remember, San 
Angelo will only tell the bad - not the good. The dairy is a convenient 
scapegoat for San Angelo and only displaces guilt for a problem they 
have known about and should have corrected years ago. If you will 
remember, reports of raw sewage running into tire Concho River were 
quickly diverted into stories about a dairy that could cause damage to 
San Angelo's water supply. This issue reeks from the politics 
involved.

If Sonora could convince the owners of Double Vision Dairy to 
change their plans and locate here, Eldorado would still benefit 
because the farmers could help supply feed. Everyone uses dairy 
products - why shouldn't we benefit from it?

Dear Editor,
The Rules & Regulations of the 

Sutton County Underground Water 
Conservation District were adopted 
on April 17, 1992 and are rapidly 
approaching one (1) year o f 
existence.

These rules and regulations are 
the guidelines adopted by the local 
directors which provide for 
co n se rv a tio n , p re se rv a tio n , 
protection, recharge and prevention 
of waste of our underground water.

Various aspects of these rules 
have been addressed in previous 
articles in our local paper. 
However, one aspect not covered 
previously, is the Registration of 
water wells (State Law - Texas 
State Water Code Ch. 52 Sec. 170 
(i) & (g).

Water wells are divided into two 
types Exempt and Non-Exempt.

An Exempt Well, simply stated, 
is a well producing under 25,000 
gallons a day, a domestic well, a 
livestock well, a well associated 
with hydrocarbon production 
activities or jet wells used for 
domestic needs. These existing 
weUs must be registered with the 
District This is a State Law which

has been incorporated into our 
District rules.

A Non-Exempt well (permitted) 
well shall mean a well that is not 
exempt by state law ie. (An 
irrigation well or any other well 
pumping over 25,000 gaUons/day). 
These existing wells must also be 
registered with the District. These 
wells should be registered by April 
17, 1993. (Filed within one year 
of adoption of rules - April 17, 
1992).

The question may arise. Why 
should I register my well? As 
stated previously. State Law 
requires these wells to be registered. 
However, from a practical 
standpoint, i f  your well is not 
registered with the District, we may 
not know o f  its existence. 
Therefore, if  someone comes in and 
obtains a permit to drill a well that 
well will have priority (by permit 
date) over existing wells that have 
not registered with the District. 
However, if  your well is registered 
prior to the drilling o f the new 
well, then the new well will have 
to meet all rules & regulations

density) with respect to yous,'  ̂
registered weU. >

In addition, if a registered well 
becomes polluted, we will have ’ 
pertinent data available (water 
depth, water analysis etc.) This 
information will assist us in^.; 
tracking possible sources of 
contamination. .¿5

You should imderstand that ther. 
rules and regulations of this Distrit* 
•are for the well owner's protectic^. 
while maintaining the integrity c , 
our imderground water. The Boar . 
of Directors spent literal^ hundrec^  ̂
of hours formulating a fair set (• 
rules and regulations which provid 
for the conservation, preservation 
protection, recharge and preventioi 
of waste of the underground water.

We are asking for yor 
cooperation in the registration 
these wells.

Following a successful grant 

from the Colorado Initiatives-US

be paid $35 initially. The 
C ashm ere A m erica  co-op 
headquartered in Kiowa, CO was 
awarded $25,000 - the largest grant 
given by the fimd. The co-op will 
use the money to also have the raw 
cashmere dehaired and spun into 
yam to sell for a final payment to 
producers for $15 per lb. for their 
1992 clip for a total of $50.

Terry Sim, general manager of 
the Cashmere America co-op in 
Kiowa, Colorado and formerly of 
Australia, is a cashmere expert with 
8 years experience in cashmere 
classing (7 years in Australia). 
Terry Sim shears and classes on 
farm all over the. US for the 
cashmere co-op, as well as 
classifies fleeces in the warehouse 
and is responsible for marketing the 
cashmere.

Mr. Sim said that he has letters 
of com m itm en t and interest from 
domestic weaving companies, 
hundreds of home spinners, knitters 
and weavers, and a renowned 
international sweater manufacturer. 
There has also been some interest

from designers and specialist retai 
outlets, but these need mon 
cashm ere than is in Stock or cmren‘ 
production to mount a credibly, 
marketing campaign. "Our mairl 
problem could be a lack o ^  
cashmere to meet the demand," said 
Mr. Sim. t
