'WTU Changes Billing

To provide extra convenience
and more account information to
the people it serves, West Texas
Utilities Company has improved
the monthly bill it mails to

ustomers.

Beginning May 14 the
postcard-style bill customers
have been receiving will change
to a full-page, more detailed bill
that will be mailed in an
envelope. A return envelope will
be enclosed for convenience
when paying by mail.
