Sonora’s fire insurance key rate im proves
A  recent inspection of 

Sonora's fire  fig h tin g  
capabilities should result in 
lower fire insurance rates for 
many home and business 
owners. The inspection, 
conducted last month by the 
Texas Commission on Fire 
P ro tectio n , th orou gh ly  
evaluated all aspects of the 
city's fire prevention and 
suppression practices.

As a result of the review, the 
Commission is recommending 
to the Texas Department of 
Insurance that Sonora's key 
rate be lowered from .31 to 
.28. A community's fire 
insurance rates are calculated 
from the key rate, and a lower

key rate  classification  
translates into reduced 
insurance rates.

" O bv iou sly  we are
extremely pleased with this 
im proved key ra te ,"  
commented Sonora City 
Manager John Pape. "With 
this inspection, the people of 
Sonora will not only save 
money on their fire insurance, 
but they can fell comfortable 
in the knowledge that fire 
protection in this community 
is second to none."

Pape had high praise for the 
fire department, noting the 
tremendous dedication of the 
firefighters. He cited their 
many hours of training in

addition to handling actual 
fire calls, and the Sonora Fire 
Department's outstanding 
record for saving lives and 
property.

The Commission on Fire 
Protection report echoed 
Pape's praise for the 
d e p a rtm e n t's  re co rd , 
specifically noting the city's 
extremely low fire loss record. 
The inspection report also 
commended the waterworks 
system for the installation of 
additional water mains and 
fire hydrants. The review also 
noted that the water system is 
well-maintained, and has 
sufficient fire protection 
capacity for a city of Sonora's 
size.

Used oil collection program
submitted by Sutton County 
Underground Water District

T h  e w ater d is tr ic t 
submitted a grant proposal 
application to the Texas Water 
Commission on July 9. The 
grant funds, if awarded, will 
enable the water district to 
provide the residents of 
Sutton county with a lawful 
means of disposal of their 
used motor oil.

The determined need for a 
used oil collection program is 
the preservation of our 
underground water, as well as 
the environmental damage to 
our land. The demand for a 
used oil collection program is 
magnified by the vast area to 
be served, the activities which 
occur over the area, and the 
complexity of agriculture.

Sutton county has over 5,000 
registered motor vehicles, and 
as you can well imagine, these 
produce large numbers of 
gallons of used oil. It is not 
easy for producers to have a 
feasible way of disposing of 
their used oil; therefore, the 
water district has designed a 
program that it believes will 
suit the needs of our rural 
population.

The water district has not 
forgotten about the do-it- 
yourself oil changers in our 
towns. The used oil collection 
program will promote good 
disposal practices for the 
towns people too. We would 
like to see everyone get 
involved in this form of 
recycling.

Sum m ertim e is when the 
livin' is easy — or so said a 
famous American composer. 
But when you take it easy 
with family and friends, it's 
wise to take precautions, too. 
If you don't, a Texas summer 
can leave you itching, burning 
or worse.

Here are some hazards to 
watch for, with tips from 
Texas Safety Association:

Food poisoning: A picnic is 
a great way to relax. But 
remember that food can spoil 
quickly on a hot day. Cold air 
flows downward, so put the 
most perishable items at the 
bottom of your cooler, with 
ice or gel packs on top. 
Frozen juice boxes can double 
duty as "ice blocks" to keep 
other foods chilled. Serve 
cold items at 40 degrees or 
less, and return them to the 
refrigerator or cooler as soon 
as possible after the meal.

If you're barbecuing, be sure 
your meats are thoroughly 
cooked. Don't put cooked 
meat on the same plate you 
used to carry the raw meat to 
the grill!

Bees and Wasps: A sting 
can ruin anyone's afternoon. 
For people with severe 
allergies, it can be life- 
threatening. Picnic away from 
garbage cans and fallen fruit, 
which can attract these insects.

Avoid perfume and heavily 
scented soap. If someone does 
get stung, an ice pack will

reduce the swelling, and 
baking soda paste can relieve 
the pain. If the victim is 
known to be allergic, don't 
wait for a reaction — get the 
person to a hospital right 
away!

Bites and Rashes: Lyme
disease, transmitted by ticks, 
is a growing threat in eastern 
Texas. Bites from 
mosquitoes, chiggers, and fire 
ants are less serious, but they 
can make you miserable. 
Repellants will discourage 
some of these creatures, but 
it's best to wear protective 
clothing in places where 
they're known to be a 
problem. The same goes for 
poison oak and ivy. After 
being outdoors, wash your 
clothes and inspect your body 
for ticks. Remove them with 
tweezers, tugging gently but 
firmly until the tick lets go. 
The sooner you get it off, the 
less likely it is to transmit 
Lyme disease.

Water: Swimming and
boating will help you beat the 
heat, but caution is in order. 
Make sure there's a life jacket 
for each person on your boat, 
and have children under 12 
wear them at all times. Never 
leave sm all ch ild ren  
unattended in swimming

T h e  Texas Supreme Court 
has brought an end to the 
legal wars waged between 
E n s e r c h / L o n e  S ta r  
corporations and the Martha 
Mier family, local ranchers. In 
a June decision the Supreme 
Court of Texas denied the 
corporations' petition of a writ 
of error and refused to order a 
new hearing; thus ending the 
3-1 / 2 year old civil suit. In an 
earlier decision, the Texas 
Supreme Court refused to 
hear the case. With this denial 
for a re-hearing. Lone Star Gas 
and Enserch Exploration, both 
under the corporate umbrella 
of Enserch, Inc. have 
exhausted all appeals.

This finished a long fought 
legal battle and upholds the 
decisions of the Sutton County 
jury, that heard the case in 
June of 1991 and of Judge 
Brock Jones of the 112th 
District Court.

The judgement awarded 
damages of $2.6 million plus 
interest to a Sutton County 
ranching family (Martha 
Miers, Jodie Finklea, Bill 
Finklea, Larry Finklea, and 
Marsha Finklea Cardwell).

The disposition of the case 
of Judge Jones affirmed the 
decision of the Sutton County 
Jury that found the 
corporations guilty of 
negligence (taking gas
without paying for it) and of 
conversion  (know ingly  
appropriating gas without the 
owner's permission). Only 
actual damages were assessed 
by the jury. The jury did not

award any punitive damages.
The gas was taken by a 

bypass line and valve that had 
been in place on the Miers' 
leases in Edwards County. 
When the valve was open, 
estim ates showed that 
approximately 40% of the gas 
from one of the leases went 
directly into the Lone Star 
pipes without passing the pay 
meter.

For almost seven weeks 
during June and part of July of 
1991, Sonora was filled with 
attorneys, court officials, 
expert witnesses, and two 
appearances of David Biegler, 
the Chief Executive Officer of 
Lone Star Gas. Biegler is now 
the chief Operating Officer of 
Enserch, a giant conglomerate 
in the energy industry. At the 
time that the "by-pass" was 
installed, Biegler was the head 
of the engineering department 
of Lone Star Gas. Many 
citizens of Sonora stopped to 
watch every morning and 
afternoon as the "suits" 
paraded up Main Street. One 
local citizen commented, 
"This case has got to be big 
with this many "suits" in 
town. Business at local 
restaurants and m otels 
increased with all of the legal 
activity."

The case began when Noel 
Pautsky, the majority owner 
of Oakridge Energy began an 
investigation resulting from a 
"take or pay" dispute with 
Lone Star.

According to a witness for 
the Miers' family, "the

numbers just didn't add up." 
Pautsky investigated and 
found the "by-pass" line that 
triggered the Sutton County 
civil suit.

Oakridge Energy sued in 
Wichita Falls, and Lone 
Star/Enserch settled for 
approximately $20 million 
and returned ownership of the 
field to Oakridge. With a jury 
in place in Wichita Falls in 
1990, Lone Star agreed to the 
settlement just hours before 
the trial began.

In another suit, filed in 
Edward's County, concerning 
the sam e filed , the 
corporations settled for an 
undisclosed amount after the 
plaintiff's case had been 
presented. The Edward's 
County suit between the

Wallace family (George, 
Martha and Jeri) and the 
E n s e r c h / L o n e  
corporations dealt w ith ' 
d ifferent issues, b u t 
m ain tain ed  th at the 
corporations had been guilty 
of gross mismanagement of 
the field.

In an interview with a 
Miers' family member, Larry 
Finklea, the fo llow ing 
com m ent was m ade 
concerning the long ordeal of 
proving the theft of gas from 
their property; "When you 
face a giant like Enserch and' 
Lone Star Gas, you wonder if 
justice will ever be done. We 
now feel a little like David 
must have felt when he saw

The story is not original. An 

aging Secret Service agent, 
still haunted by that fact that 
JFK was killed under his 
protection, becomes involved 
in a cat and mouse game with 
a clever assassin who plans on 
killing the current president.
