T o w n  M eetin g  H eld
A group of citizens recently met to discuss the possibilities of 

building a community center for Sonora. Diana Condra, president 
of the steering committee, conducted the meeting. She stated that 
this idea has been tossed around for 15 years or more. The 
community's need for a building such as this, keeps growing.

Local facilities that are currently being used for different events 
were discussed. The 4-H Center, County Park Slab, Cauthorn 
Memorial Building, and Sonora Fire Hall were used a total of 107 
times in the last fiscal year. Mike Hale added that the First National 
Bank buildings have been used 69 times, year to date. A .W . 
Bishop and Tonya Brown of Sutton County National Bank agreed 
that their facilities are used approximately three times each week.

The steering committee sent out 222 surveys. Of these, one 
negative response was returned. It stated that a community center 
is not realistic. Existing buildings are not being utilized enough to 
pay for themselves. How do you propose to support another 
building?

On the other hand, there was great support for this project. 
This is evident in the following statement from one of the surveys. 
"The community must work together as a solid unit to achieve this 
goal. After we assimilate these ideas and identify the needs; the 
needs to all segments of our community, we will meet with 
acceptance and support, for which the community is known."

At the conclusion of the meeting,enthusiasm was shown by 
those present to pursue the possibilities of building a community 
center. Ron Myers suggested that a formal needs assessment be 
performed. He was asked to chair a committee to perform a 
feasibility study. Ron stated that his committee will identify a 
purpose for the project, and set goals and objectives.

Manager o f News Broadcasting.
Dear Sir:

It is a crying shame that your television station would come to 
Sonora, Texas in the name of NEWS broadcasting and interfere 
with the operation of our local school system.

As much as you know about disruption, discipline and the 
behavior of young people and students in this day and time - it is 
preposterous that you would come here and only show a negative 
situation with a handful of students when we have a positive 
situation with about 1000 other students.

What does that say about your station, your reporters and your 
so called news. It says simply that this is an attempt at 
sensationalism , poor taste, disruptiveness and total 
irresponsibility.

Do you know how difficult it is to keep a good school going - 
where kids are polite, obedient and understand discipline? 
Obviously not. Do you really understand what long hours of 
proper parenting and home life that the very large majority of these 
kids have; that discipline is the highest form of love that a home, a 
school and a community can have?

The idea of law and order, of discipline and of respect has 
been developed and cultivated through hundreds of parents, 
teachers, clergymen and others, caring for and loving each other.

Through your misunderstanding a situation, through your 
ignorance, shortsightedness and complete lack of understanding - 
you sent a person here with biased information, with false 
prejudice and very limited knowledge of a situation, to try to 
disrupt a school system and a community.

I was told by the Sonora High School principal, that there were 
many of our students ready to praise our schools, our teachers and 
our administrators on your broadcast, but your reporter chose to 
bypass the very large percentage of satisfied students and parents - 
to go after a very, very small percentage of dissident, poorly 
informed people.

To say that I and numerous other people in Sonora are so 
disappointed in your so called "News Broadcasting" is a mild 
understatement.

It is ignorance and misrepresentation that our schools, parents, 
teachers, churches, etc. work very hard to rule out. Then comes a 
group in the name of "News" to try and start out our school year 
with a negative commotion to stir up a stink! You people are to be 
shamed at your poor research and totally poor taste.

and commented that she feels if a dress code had been established 
there, they would probably not have the gang problems they have 
presently. She stated that clothes are used as signals and to make 
statements. Students begin dressing the part and eventually become 
one of the gang members. She feels that the majority of the people 
who have a problem with the dress code feel that way because they 
don't see gangs, but that the hope is to not have anyone be a gang 
member.

Ron Nicholas stated that he had the opportunity of "being 
principal" while Dr. McNaughten was out of town for a couple of 
days. He said, "It was a very pleasant experience. There were no 
fights, no confrontations, and very little complaints." He also 
stated that the group from El Paso told about how gangs took over 
their town, and that we don't want that to happen in Sonora. He 
said that several students had told him that they were glad about 
the new rules. They had told him that they are now able to come 
to school and take care of business.

Norma Trevino expressed many concerns about the new dress 
code. She stated that she and other parents were unhappy because 
they had purchased school clothing for their children which was 
not acceptable and that they had not been notified that the dress 
would be strictly enforced. She also stated that her son was sent 
home for wearing a cross and was not given the chance to tuck it 
in, as were other students. She said that she had been called up to 
the school because her daughter had refused to tuck in her shirt. 
Her daughter was told that if she didn't tuck her shirt in, she 
would be placed in in-school suspension. Ms. Trevino also said, 
"I was told that I could not attend school with my daughter 
because that I was interrupting classes. Don't parents have the right 
to go to school with their children?"

Mr. Russell responded to this comment by stating that she was 
asked to leave the campus because her reason for being there had 
no educational value. He stated that she was there for harassment 
purposes only.

President Anderson stated that the District Site-Based 
Committee was charged, by the requirements of Senate bill 1, with 
developing a Student Code of Conduct, one part of which must 
include defining a dress code. The requirements of the law state 
that the Code of Conduct must be in place by September 1, 1996. 
Mrs. Anderson further stated that the Committee was composed of 
parents, administrators, teachers, and community members and 
that guests were welcome at the meetings.

Dr. McNaughten stated, "No one has been told not to wear 
Mickey Mouse or tennis shoes." He said that the dress code is 
being enforced for everyone. He also stated that he had only had 
three parents ask him about the dress code.

Board Member Bob Brockman stated that he had heard many 
more positive comments than negative ones regarding the 
enforcement of the dress code and that he believed that the 
principals were doing an excellent job and he would support 
them.

Additionally, Board Member Scott Jacoby stated that he had 
toured the campuses that day and had been very impressed at the 
orderliness and student conduct at the High School as well as at 
other campuses.

Q. Do you have any 
information on "Scabtown" 
located outside Fort McKavett?

A. About 1932, Mrs. 
Charles Murr told the 

^following story in the Menard 
[Messenger:
[ "Civilians were not allowed 
-to live within the frontier forts, 
so there was usually a town or 
village on the outskirts of each 
fort. The civilian town to Fort 
M cKavett was ca lle d  
"Scabtown".

This town was about half a 
mile from the fort proper, and 
was scattered for a mile up and 
down the north bank of the San 
Saba River. There were about 
thirty-five buildings in the 
group, most of which were 
made of pickets.

The two main business 
houses of the village faced each 
other, one being on either side 
of the old post road, between-, 
fort M cKavett and Fort 
Concho. The one o n the east 
side of the road belonged to 
W illiam Lehne, and was a 
combination saloon and 
grocery store. The other on the 
west side belonged to Mr. 
Meyer and was the pride of the 
village, as it was a frame 
building with a cellar. Mr. 
M eyer ran a general 
merchandising store in this 
building.

The children of Scabtown 
went to school in the Fort, and 
to be protected from the 
Indians, soldiers were sent to 
bring the children to school 
and escort them home in the 
afternoon.

When the government 
abandoned Fort McKavett, the

people of Scabtown deserted 
their picket homes and moved 
into the more comfortable rock 
buildings on top of the hill, so 
now there are just a few signs 
that there was ever a village 
where Scabtown one stood.

Scabtown was the social 
rendezvous for the soldiers that 
were under such strict military 
rule in the fort. They felt like 
birds out of a cage and acted 
much worse. Scabtown in 
those days, was a true sample 
of the "Wild and Woolly 
West," if you don't think so, 
the following is an example of 
the happenings of the village."

This story was told by L.H. 
Lehne, son of William Lehne, 
who owned the store in 
Scabtown.

Dark Night in Scabtown
"The world may be going 

to the dogs, but we would be 
greatly shocked if there should 
be such a thing happen in our 
midst as there did on New 
Year's night many years ago in 
Scabtown. „

"The New Year's  
celebration included a Negro 
dance at 'Ole Boss' Miller's 
house and the two men that 
worked for Captain Reynolds 
decided they would fix up a 
little extra and borrowed the 
Captain's and another one of 
the ranger's pistols.

'Boss Miller 'tore up their 
play house' when he wouldn't' 
allow them to come in with 
their guns on, so they just 
turned them over to him and 
enjoyed the dance just as well 
without them. The trouble all 
began about one o'clock when 
the two Negro men started 
home and Ole Miller refused 
to give their guns back.

"The men were scared to

death because they didn't know 
what to tell Massa Reynolds. 
They finally got up courage to 
go in home and tell that they 
didn't have the pistols.

"This report caused quite a 
riot in the ranger camp, 
because a ranger's gun is his 
best friend. They went right 
straight to Scabtown and 
ordered Boss Miller to hand 
over the pistols.

"He said, all right, Massa, 
jues' a minute. He closed the 
door and was gone just a few 
minutes. Upon his return much 
to the surprise of the rangers, 
the barrel of a pistol was the 
first thing to appear, a shot was 
fired, and Tim McCarty lay 
mortally injured. This was too 
much for the rangers, so the 
shooting began.

"Someone in the house put 
out the light, but there was 
such a big fire in the chimney it 
still remained light enough to 
make good targets out of the 
Negroes that were in the old 
picket house.

"Sorneone'called, Oh, Boss 
Reynolds, please stop shooting 
and don't kill my wife, she ain't 
done nothing, the captain being 
a good hearted man, ordered 
the men to cease firing. The 
door opened, a fat Negro 
woman and several men ran 
out, and run like scared 
rabbits. The Negro musicians 
stayed hid in the thicket over 
two weeks, or until the rangers 
went and gave them a special 
invitation to come on home, 
that they wouldn't bother them.

"When the cloud of gun 
smoke cleared away they found 
the bodies of three Negro men 
and one girl.

"The Negroes were too 
scared of the rangers to come 
near the place so the rangers 
put a final end to the holiday 
celebration by burying them all 
in one grave and saying a few 
words over them. So ended the 
Darktown Strutters Ball in 
Scabtown."

From the little bit we have 
been able to find on Scabtown 
it was an almost constant 
source of aggravation to the 
Rangers and officers at Fort 
M cKavett. The sold iers 
drinking and partying seemed 
to lead to many incidents like 
the one above or worse, there 
were many report of drunk and 
disorderly soldiers and fights 
and shooting involving off duty 
soldiers in Scabtown.

When O ld Is New
Sales closing dates for crop insurance are much earlier than 

last year for fall planted crops and certain perennials. According to 
Cleve T. Jones, County Committee Chairman, "Last year, sales 
closing dates were extended to accommodate producers because 
the crop insurance law was changed during the growing season. 
This year's sales closing dates are the standard 'old' dates." The 
sales closing dates for crops in this area mainly pertain to fall 
planted wheat. The sales closing date for all small grains, including 
wheat, is September 30, 1995.

In most cases, crops insured last year are automatically insured 
this year, but don't take a chance on that. Producers planting 
insurable crops that were not planted last year need to obtain at 
least the eligible for many USDA farm programs and loans. 
Catastrophic coverage may be obtained at the local CFSA office or 
from a crop insurance agent. Only crop insurance agents can sell 
coverage in excess of the catastrophic level of protection. 
Producers wanting to change their insurance provider or contract 
need to make the change before the applicable crop's sales closing 
date.

ON THE BALLOT

the legislature By^general law may autho­
rize the Texas Higher Education Coordi­
nating Board to issue general obligation 
bonds of the state in an amount not ex­
ceeding $300 million to finance educa­
tional loans to students.

♦  must be set by law. The legislature may 
provide for the investment of bond pro­
ceeds and may establish an interest and 
sinking fund to pay the bonds.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment provid­
ing for the issuance of $300 million in 
general obligation bonds to finance 
education loans to students.”

“The constitutional amendment per­
mitting an encumbrance to be fixed on 
homestead property for an owelty of 
partition, including a debt of a spouse 
resulting from a division or award of a • 
homestead in a divorce proceeding, and 
for the refinance of a lien against a 
homestead, including a federal tax lien 
resulting from the tax debt of the 
owner.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 34 proposes a 
constitutional amendment which would 
increase by $500 million the constitu­
tional authorization of the Veterans’ Land 
Board to issue and sell general obligation 
bonds of the state to provide housing fi­
nancing to Texas veterans. The proceeds 
from the bonds authorized by this amend­
ment shall be used to augment the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II to be 
administered and invested as provided by 
law.

The proposed amendment also adds a 
temporary provision to the Texas Consti­
tution validating the changes to the law 
made by Chapter 560, Acts of the 72nd 
Lepslature, Regular Session, 1991, 
which amended the Tax Code to allow 
land used for wildlife management to be 
appraised as agricultural land.

The tax exemptions would be 
raised based on a veteran’s disability 
rating as follows: • .?

Maximum
Disability Tax Exemption

10% -30%  $ 5,000
30% -50%  $ 7,500
50% -70%  $10,000
More than 70% $12,000
Age 65 and 10% or higher $12,000
Loss or loss of use of limb $12,000
Blindness or paraplegia $12,000

The spouse and children of any veteran 
who dies while on active duty may be 
granted an exemption of up to $5,000. 
The amounts of the exemptions provided 
for in this proposed amendment may be 
repealed by the legislature by general 
law. y-.
