A Family of “People Who Care”

When local residents men­
tion our ambulance service, they 
should think of the Tim Thorp 
Family. Tim, Leslie, T.J., and 
Joni have lived in Sonora all of 
their lives. They operate Thorp’s 
Laun-Dry and a ranch west of 
town. If you know the Thorps, 
then you may know what dedi­
cated citizens they are to the 
Sutton County Emergency 
Medical Service.

In March 1982, the local 
ambulance service was moved 
form Hudspeth Memorial 
Hospital to the Sonora Volunteer 
Fire Department where it stayed 
until March 1983. When the 
ambulance was moved from the 
hospital, Tim Thorp, a fireman, 
took an Emergency Care 
Attendant Course (ECA) and 
began working with the ambu­
lance service. By July 1984, Tim 
still helped on the ambulance, 
had completed an eighty hour 
Emergency Medical Technician 
course (EMT), had Leslie, his 
wife, enthusiastic enough to 
complete the training, and he 
became the first President for 
the Sutton County Emergency 
Medical Service Organization. 
Tim has served the local ambu­
lance service in many capacities 
since 1983 and is still an active 
member of the organization.

Immediately after taking the 
forty hour Emergency Care 
|Effcndanf Course, Leslie starté'd 
gbing some on the ambulance 
and by the end of February 1986 
became a certified Emergency 
Medical Technician. Leslie has

served in the organization as sec­
retary (2), reporter (2), Vice- 
President (1), and is currently 
serving a second term as the 
president. Leslie has also been a 
CPR instructor and is an 
ECAXEMT Examiner.

T.J. Thorp started the Sutton 
County Emergency Medical 
Technician course in January 
1996. He took the state EMT test 
for that course in April and 
received his EMT certification. 
Shortly after, he graduated from 
Sonora High School on May 24, 
1996. Taking the course during 
the end of his senior year caused 
him to sacrifice many end of 
school activities, but he feels it 
was well worth it. He has now 
completed his rotation period 
with the organization and has 
become a full member of the 
Sutton County Emergency 
Medical Service Organization in 
July, 1996.

There is one more member 
of the immediate family, Joni, 
who will be a junior in high 
school this year. She is not yet of 
age to take one of the ambulance 
courses but has expressed an 
interest.

The Thorps are truly incred­
ible with their dedication to the 
ambulance service, and the work 
goes on. Currently, Leslie and 
T.J, aré completing an 
Emergency Medical Technician 
Intermediate Course that started 
in April and will finish in July. 
Sutton County should be grateful 
for VOLUNTEERS such as the 
Thorp family.

I attended a meeting in San 
Angelo, Texas, on July 16, 1996, 
to discuss current drought condi­
tions. Texas Senators and House 
of Representative members have 
scheduled these meetings 
throughout the state. The meet­
ings are to discuss what types of 
assistance and programs are 
available on local, state, and fed­
eral levels. Significantly below 
normal rainfall levels across the 
state have resulted in mild to 
severe drought conditions. The 
National Weather Service indi­
cates high probabilities that 
drought conditions will continue 
for several months. Agriculture 
across the state has been severe­
ly impacted by these drought 
conditions. Some public water 
suppliers are beginning to report 
shortages or dry wells to the 
TNRCC.

During the last legislative 
session. Senate Bill 680 passed 
in regard to uncontested elec­
tions. Political subdivisions, 
such as water conservation dis­
tricts, can cancel elections when 
candidates are unopposed. This 
could save our district approxi­
mately $1,000 if a candidate is 
unopposed.

With the current draught 
conditions, we are re-submitting 
the following information:

Water plays a part in virtual­
ly every product we use and 
every activity we undertake. 
Each day we draw almost 150 
million gallons of water from 
the Edwards Aquifer for drink­
ing, irrigation, recreation, and 
industry. Learn to conserve 
water at home, in the yard, and 
on the job. Find new ways to use 
less water.

Inspect all pipes and faucets 
for leaks since hundreds of gal­
lons a day could be dripping 
away.

Check toilets for hidden 
teaks. Tank-to-bowl leaks can 
waste about a quart of water 
with each flush. Place a few 
drops of food coloring in the 
tank. Wait fifteen minutes and 
see if the color appears in the
