Joe Bradford and Jack Grimland

I think it would be
best if we let you read the following
story that was told by his widow, Mrs.
Eliza Ann Robertson Bradford Martin
to the Eagle Pass News-Guide in their
May 31, 1951 issue. We will print this
story in two parts.

Eliza Ann - Robertson Bradford
Martin was getting ready to celebrate
her 84th birthday. “Aunt Dick? as she
was fondly called by kithe and kin,
was not the gushy type. A true pioneer
of West Texas, Aunt Dick Martin
spoke a plain language that spoke
more from her big heart than from her
lips. The celebration was marked with
an old fashioned barbecue at the W.P.
Sights Ranch near Uvalde. Sharing
the limelight with the honoree was her
youngest child, Jesse Martin, who
observed his 44th birthday. Six gener-
ations gathered for the event. More
than two hundred relatives were pre-
sent to see the candles lighted for 84
years of wonderful full life in Texas.

“I-wouldn’t trade my 84 years for
the same amount in the future,” Aunt
Dick says, “people nowadays aren’t
happy, and they don’t know where
they’re going. Why, people used to
love each other. When our neighbors
got sick everybody went from miles

around to help them, and nowadays
you hardly know your next door
neighbor, much less care whether they
live or die. No, life was hard, but we
were happy.”

The mother of nine children,
Aunt Dick has no use for the women
of today who complain they have to
work hard. “They don’t know what
work is. Why most of them never car-
ried a bucket of water in their lives.
Talk about hard times, the pioneers
had them. Making a living in the
wilderness and fighting . off the
Indians was a full time job.

“l was born in Menardville
(1867) just after the Civil War. My
father was Peter Robertson and my
mother was Serena Carolina . Ellis.
Both of them came to Menardville as
children ' with their parents from
Georgia. Father spent four years in the
War. My older sister, Sara Jane, whom
we called “Pete” was bomm a few
months after he went to war, and he
didn’t see her until she was three
years old.

“Father was shot in the back by
an Indian before I was born. Luckily,
the arrow wasn’t tipped, or perhaps
the brush tore it off before it hit him.
He and grandfather Ellis were out in

the woods tending to the cattle.

“The Indians weren’t so bad by
the time I was born, but the history of
Menardville is steeped in blood dating
back to 1757 when San Saba Mission
was founded for the purpose of chris-
tianizing the Apaches. Whoever heard
of one way to make a “Good” Indian!

“My first recollection of life in
Menard County was living on Celery
Creek. I don’t remember how old I
was but I had sister “Pete” and broth-
er Asa. There were nine of us children
in all, two boys and seven girls.

“Father always ranched, and he
irrigated his crops from the river. We
lived on Celery awhile and then
moved to Clear Creek where we lived
until I was about twelve years old. It
was during these years that Humpy
Jackson had all the trouble with the
Negroes at Fort McKavitt. Humpy
lived near the sawmill with his family
of four daughters and a son. Henrietta,
the oldest, was sixteen and a very
pretty girl. Most of the sawmill hands
were Negro soldiers. One of them was
a trouble maker called Long Jim who
was always getting into trouble by
insisting he had a right to associate
with white people. One day Long Jim
wrote a love note to Henrietta, and she
gave it to her father. Humpy, a native
of Arkansas and a Southerner like
most of the men in Menardville, did-
n’t hesitate a minute in getting his gun
and killing who he thought was Long
Jim. This started a three-year long
chase for Humpy. My father, as well
as all the men of Menard, played a big
part in keeping Humpy hid out from
the soldiers for the next three years.
The soldiers finally burned the
Jackson home and put his family in
the guardhouse where they were kept
for two weeks. Father demanded their
release, and they were freed.

“The citizens organized Menard
County and the civil authorities took
precedence over the military. District
Court convened - the first ever held in
the newly organized county - and the
grand jury after investigating the
charges against Humpy Jackson
refused to indict. Humpy was at last a
free man, but the hardships had bro-
ken him and he died a little while later
of a heart attack behind a stove in a
store.”

Why do kids do drugs?

There are numerous reasons.
The more familiar ones to most of
us are rebellion, peer pressure,
experimentation, and because they
feel it won’t hurt them in any way
since they may see themselves as
immortal and immune to any of the
consequences.

Some kids, especially in small,
rural towns, abuse drugs out of
boredom. Perhaps they are looking
for the excitement, stimulation, or
pleasure that they feel is lacking in
their lives.

These explanations, though,
may only be signs of more deep
rooted psychological, spiritual, or
societal causes. Kids from all walks
of life can get involved with drugs
because of the sometimes over-
whelming societal ills and global
problems they have to deal with at
such young ages.

For many of them, their fami-
lies, churches, and schools do not
give them much helpful nor gen-
uinely caring involvement, guid-
ance, or nurturing. This leaves them
vulnerable and with out the internal
psychological resources and person-
ality structures to deal with the com-
plexities and uncertainties of their
lives. Some children simply have no
where to look for their strength and
their self-esteem, so, they may turn
to drugs in an attempt to find these
missing pieces of themselves. And,

if that were not enough, children

also may feel the need to use drugs
as a means of covering up the pain

from a trauma like sexual abuse,
physical abuse, neglect, rape,
parental alcoholism or drug abuse,
family violence, divorce, poverty,
rejection, etc.

So, as you can see, there are a
multitude of reasons why any child
might use drugs, but, none of these
reasons, however, excuse any child
from the consequences of such mis-
conduct, especially if the drug use is
long-term or excessive.

On the other hand, we as adults
are also not without our own guilt
since we have played our parts in
creating the circumstances that
leave our. children vulnerable for
getting sucked into the world of
drugs. One more thing. If you think
your child or teenager is immune
from drug use, think again. Even the
best raised kids from the best of
homes can and do use drugs and/or
alcohol. These days parents would
do well to accept the fact that they
can’t protect their children from
everything nor can they influence or
control every aspect of their chil-
dren’s lives. Parents can and should,
however, try the best they can to
love, nurture, and be good models
for their children in order to reduce
the probability of their children
wanting or needing to use drugs or
alcohol. :

Water District Update

submitted by Sutton Co. UGWCD

The 1997 West Texas
Weather Modification Association is
about to kick off its 1997 season.
Our association has rented the old
National Weather Service office
building in San Angelo and has
acquired the radar equipment at the
site.

The program at present will
include two planes, pilots, meteorol-
ogists, technicians, three computers,
six PS tracking and mapping, and a
PC recording. Operations are to
begin by May 19th and run through
Sept. 15, 1997. At the last meeting, it
appears . the state may add some
money to the program.

We have a rain gauge sys-
tem set-up throughout the county in
cooperation with the County
Extension Agent’s office. It is very
important that you call in accurate
rainfall to the county agent’s office
so we can monitor the amount of
rainfall. Those areas of light or

- below normal rainfall during the

“cloud seeding” season may receive
some priority in the cloud seeding

program. We will be incorporating
this, hopefully, into our mapping
program throughout the summer.
We have just received the
results of this year’s monitor well
test. After review it appears no sig-
nificant changes occured in the wells

-with analysis since the last test in

1994. We will be mailing those
results to the land owners shortly.
Water Saving Tips:

*Landscape plants should
be grouped together according to
their water needs. By doing so, one
can avoid overwatering one plant to
meet the water needs of another.

*Use proper watering
eqmpment Turf areas are best
watered with sprinklers. Trees,
shrubs, and ground covers can be
watered efficiently with low volume
drip, spray, or bubbler emitter.

* A sprinkler which throws
large droplets loses less water to
evaporation than a sprinkler which
produces a fine spray. Soaker hoses
apply water exactly where they are
placed and help reduce evaporation
losses.

Mohair Tour Educates
World-Wide Visitors

The Mohair Council of
America played host last week to a
delegation of 20 manufactures and
marketers of mohair products who
got an opportunity to see where the
fiber comes from and meet many
who produce it.

The three-day 9th annual
Texas Mohair Tour of the Texas Hill
Country drew praise from the visi-
tors, particularly those from Hong
Kong, Italy, and Canada who were
seeing Texas for the first time. Many
of the representatives from the west
and east coasts also were seeing
mobhair on the range for the first time
and learned about some of the ranch-
ers’ problems of producing the fiber.

“This was a fine experience
for them, and the Mohair Council is
pleased that our visitors were willing
to share their time with us. We want
them to be aware of mohair and its
importance to our economy,” said
Lanny Leinweber of Mountain
Home, council president. Leinweber
and fellow officers, Jack Groff of
Kerrville and Jess Lockhart of
Utopia and a number of council
directors met and visited with the
delation while they were in the Hill
Country. i

Ron Block, owner of
Edinburgh  Imports Inc. of
California, told producers about his
business of producing Teddy Bears
made of mohair. He encouraged pro-
ducers to learn more about how their
fiber is being used in niche markets.

Canadian
Douglas Hay of Ontario expressed
interest in mohair socks, which
recently has caught the attention of
catalog merchandise directors. Two
production engineers with L.L.. Bean
of Freeport, Maine, were among the
guests.

“Socks, blankets, scarves,

manufacturer

and other products can provide a
niche market that can be beneficial
to everyone,” Hay observed.

The visitors also talked
among themselves, sharing ideas
about the creation, manufacturing,
and marketing of products utilizing
mohair. Of particular importance
was mohair’s history of mushroom-
ing price hikes .when the fiber
regains favor in the marketplace.

Despite heavy rains and
unseasonably cool weather, the dele-
gation watched a shearing demon-
stration on the Robin Giles Ranch
near Comfort, and rancher Allen
Stieler showed how his Border
Collie dogs help herd goats. The
demonstration, usually held at the
Stieler ranch, was moved to the Kerr
County 4-H Club Center.

Other stops were to
Ranchman’s Wool and Mohair Co.
warehouse in Kerrville and to the
Brady Combing Co. facility operat-
ed by Texas International Mohair.

“This was one of our best
tour programs. I believe these folks
will be in the market for mohair in
the future,” ‘said council executive
director Duery Menzies.

Menzies, who is stepping
down as the council’s chief operat-
ing officer on May 15 to pursue

other interests, introduced his suc--

cessor, Zane Willard, to the group

during a Friday night reception held

at Camp Stewart, near Hunt.
