Does Sonora need a hospital?
By Dr. Alvis Johnson

Some say that Sonora does not 
need a hospital and I agree that there 
may come a time when we cannot 
afford one.

In the meantime let’s look at the 
facts. The Hospital had 496 admis­
sions last year. More important, the 
hospital had 1676 emergency visits 
last year. Of these 1676 visits, 191 
persons had to be admitted to the 
hospital and 187 were serious 
enough that they had to be trans­
ferred to other hospitals.

Breaking down the emergen­
cies, 105 involved motor vehicles. 
In one accident alone there were 14 
victims with one death. Most of 
these were out of town people and 
I’m not one to say we should “be 
thy brother’s keeper” but I can see 
that those people deserve some con­
sideration.

Thirty persons were brought to 
the emergency room because of gas 
field related accidents, some with 
serious injuries requiring immediate 
care.. Seventeen were ranch related 
accidents and 20 were school relat­
ed. These are our “brothers” and I 
would want them to have the best of 
care.

Let us consider strokes and 
heart attacks. It is a proven fact that 
treatment started within the first one 
and 1/2 hours after a stroke or heart 
attack greatly reduces the mortality 
and even more important greatly 
reduces the amount of damage to 
the brain or to the heart muscle. 
Several of our prominent citizens 
have benefited from early treatment 
in the recent past.

In regard to the nursing home.

It has been a problem because we 
have personnel problems. Most of 
our employees are dedicated, com­
petent people who do a good job and 
we owe them a great deal. 
However, when you have as small a 
pool of available trained people to 
draw from, as we do, you are 
inevitably going to have some who 
don’t perform in an acceptable man­
ner.

One of the problems has been 
our limited finances which causes us 
to have a pay scale that will not 
attract enough good people. We 
must become more competitive and 
pay our employees more. If you 
think that every nursing home does 
not have similar problems, I invite 
you to look in the San Angelo 
Standard Times classified section 
under ads for CNA’s and LVN’s. Not 
only do these ads offer more pay but 
some offer “signing bonuses.”

Now I want to shatter some 
myths that I have addressed before 
but which continue to surface:

1. Close the hospital and just 
have an emergency room. Where 
do you get doctors to staff an emer­
gency room? Those doctors want to 
work a forty hour week and get paid 
$80,000 a year, but they don’t want 
to do anything else. Relief doctors 
that are employed for week-end cov­
erage receive $45 to $55 an hour 
depending on which agency supplies 
them. They want to be paid for every 
hour they are on duty. Figure it out 
for yourself There are 168 hours in 
a week. In addition to the doctors, a 
building which must be heated and 
cooled is still required. Nurses, lab 
technicians, and office personnel

As has been the case throughout 
the Lubbock to I-10/Amarillo North 
Route Study, the response at the sec­
ond round of public meetings was 
extremely helpful. The feedback and 
involvement from the citizens and 
local officials has enabled TxDOT to 
gather useful information needed to 
take the next step in the study.

Once the public input piece of 
the puzzle was established, the study 
team set out to finish the puzzle by 
finalizing the remaining three 
pieces, engineering, mobility, and 
environmental.

Engineering: consists of
assigning costs to the different types 
of improvements and determining 
an estimated cost per vehicle-mile 
traveled, for comparison purposes.

MohUity: consists of the pro­
jected enhancement of safety and 
travel. Each improvement was eval­
uated based on the elimination of 
existing hazards as well as travel 
efficiency, travel time saved, and 
enhanced logical connections.

Environmental: effects of each 
improvement were also included in 
the study. A preliminary evaluation 
of the impact of each improvement 
in the corridor was established based 
on data that was collected in the cor­
ridors as well as on-site visits.

Information gathered through­
out the study was used to finalize

would still have to be available 168 
hours a week. So, I ask you, 
“Where are the savings?”

2. Itirn the whole thing over 
to the Shannon Health Care 
System and let them run it. 
Shannon has never offered to oper­
ate hospitals or nursing homes in 
any of the communities they serve. 
They operate clinics.

Shannon wants to take over our 
doctor’s office building and operate 
an out-patient clinic. They want to 
place their own doctors here. These 
doctors may or may not live in our 
community. Part of the medical care 
would be provided by using physi­
cian’s assistants.

Shannon says they can provide 
the doctors to staff the clinic. We 
have challenged them to bring the 
doctors and then we will talk with 
them. They have never produced 
any doctors.

At the present time, the out­
patient facility is costing us some 
money because we have only one 
physician. When we have two 
physicians we will only pay for 
week-end coverage. If Shannon ran 
the clinic we would still have to pay 
for week-end coverage.

So, in my opinion and in the 
opinion of the Hospital Board of 
Directors who spend a great deal of 
their time coping with the problems, 
the answer to the question is Yes, we 
do need a hospital.

I urge you to take advantage of 
early voting at the Courthouse 
Annex between July 21 and August 
5, but it you don’t vote early, please 
vote at the regular election on 
August 9.

Community Calendar
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Judge James Cornell

In Bad Old Days you had a 
story that started on page 54 about a 
James Cornell and a shooting in Del 
Rio of W. T. O. Holman. Do you 
have any further information on Mr. 
Cornell? Did he die in Sonora?

Devils River News, February 
5,1937, Friday

Death Saturday night ended the 
career of Judge James Cornell, attor­
ney, who for a quarter of a century 
made his home in Sonora and was 
one of two men, the other being W. 
L. Aldwell, most interested in seeing 
that Sutton County had railroad 
advantages from San Angelo.

Judge Cornell, an uncle of 
Bryan Hunt, Sutton Co. ranchman, 
died in Brackettville after an illness 
of slightly more than six months. 
He was stricken by a cerebral hem­
orrhage in July and since that time 
has been either in San Antonio or 
Brackettville at the home of Mrs. 
Mary E. Hunt, one of his three sis­
ters. He suffered another stroke 
Thursday night of last week and the 
following day his nephew, and Mrs. 
Hunt, and L. W. Elliott, Sonora 
attorney, went to his bedside.

An extremely active lawyer for 
forty years. Judge Cornell was bom 
in Brackettville in 1877. His educa­
tion was in the public schools of 
Kinney County. When he was only 
nineteen he was admitted to the bar 
at Eagle Pass. Before the turn of thé 
century he had been County 
Attorney of Presidio County and

assistant county of Bexar County.
In April or May, 1901, James 

Cornell, a youth of twenty-four at 
the time, formed an association with 
S. G. Tayloe in Sonora. Judge 
Tayloe, now in judicial work in San 
Antonio, had been here since about 
1891. The two men practiced 
together until 1906 when L. J. 
Wardlaw, now of Fort Worth, 
became Mr. Cornells partner. This 
association continued until 1917 
when Mr. Wardlaw became a partner 
of Mr. Elliott. They were together 
until 1929.

Mr. Elliott recalled this week 
that his friend. Judge Cornell, while 
a Sonora citizen was attorney for the 
Sheep and Goat Raisers Association, 
predecessor to the present organiza­
tion of slightly different name.

In 1917 Mr. Cornell became 
Judge Cornell by virtue of his 
appointment as judge of the 83rd 
Judicial District. He served in this 
post until 1922 and in 1926 moved 
to San Angelo where he practiced 
until the time of his illness last sum­
mer.

Until the bank building was 
built in Sonora, Judge Cornell and 
the other Sonora attorneys main­
tained offices in the Jackson 
Building, which in recent years has 
been converted into apartments, 
(comer of Main & Water Streets)

A number of people from this 
section as well as many who had 
known Judge Cornell through the 
years of activity in his profession, 
attended the funeral Sunday after­
noon at St. Mary Magdalen Church 
in Brackettville. Burial was in the 
cemetery there beside the body of 
Mrs. Cornell who died in February, 
1936.

Judge Cornell was survived by 
Mr. Hunt and by three sisters—Mrs. 
Mary E. Hunt, Mrs. Joe Dewitt, 
Mrs. Oscar Seargeant-all of whom 
live in Brackettville.

Pallbearers were: Dorsey
Hardeman, Rogert Hughes of San 
Angelo; Judge S. G. Tayloe, Judge 
W. A. Morris, San Antonio; Judge 
Brian Montague, R. H. Martin, Del 
Rio; L. W. Elliott, Fred T. Earwood 
of Sonora.

E. F. VanderStucken Co. was 
advertising the sale of Western Boot 
Co. handmade cowboy boots for 
$25. On Febmary 8th the jimior 
class of Sonora High School were 
putting on a three act comedy enti­
tled Betty's Last Bet. Admission 
was 35 cents for adults, 25 cents for 
high school pupils and 15 cents for 
elementary school pupils. The fund 
raiser was to benefit the Junior- 
Senior Banquet Fund.

At Grace Draper's Beauty Shop 
in the Kirkland Building you could 
get a shampoo, dry and comb out for 
25 cents and at the Hotel McDonald 
you could get a home cooked meal 
for 50 cents.

At the Piggly Wiggly you could 
get 20 lbs. of Pure Cane sugar for 95 
cents. Mexican style beans were 3 
cans for 25 cents and green beans 
were 2 cans for 19 cents. Pineapple 
tidbits were 2 cans for 17 cents and 
a 31b can of Maxwell House Coffee 
was 83 cents. You could get a can of 
Phillips Vegetable Soup for 7 cents 
and a dozen large grapefmit for 29 
cents. Baby roast beef <vas 16 cents 
a pound and baby beef steak, any 
cut was 25 cents a pound. Texas 
oranges were 25 cents a dozen and 
Longhorn cheese was 22 cents a 
pound. Tomatojuiceinagalloncan 
was 47 cents and a one pound can of 
pork and beans was 6 cents.

At the City Variety Store 5 
cents to 5 dollars, you could get 
mens undershirts and undershorts 
for 25 cents each and boys sizes for 
19 cents each.

Operation of the Magnolia ser­
vice station near the Panhandle and 
Santa Fe Railway track has been 
assumed by C. C. Smith, owner of 
Sutton Motor Co. Mr. Smith has 
been operating the Texas Company 
service station since the first part of 
last year.

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Maskill wins local Soil and Water 
Conservation District Essay Contest

Editor’s Note: The Soil & Water 
Conservation Essay Contest is spon­
sored annually by the Edwards 
Plateau SWCD; and a special thanks 
this year to the Lower Colorado 
River Authority for their financial 
sponsorship. The winners were stu­
dents in Martha Smith’s sophomore 
English class. Edward Maskill won 
first place and received $50. 
Following is his essay. Crystal won 
second place and $30. Brad Legan 
won third place and $20.

We are in a very crucial situa­
tion and it is important for every 
person to become involved in soil 
and water conservation. We must all 
do this to protect and enhance our 
farm and grazing lands and, most 
importantly, our water supply.

First of all, conservation affects 
all of us to hike, camp out, garden, 
eat, drink water, swim, or even 
breath. Our renewable natural 
resources are the ones that are being 
affected the most. Renewable 
resources are those that, under prop­
er management, regenerate and even 
improve their resource values; but 
when misused they can be dimin­
ished or lost completely. 
Conservationists say that human 
activities profoundly change the 
face of the earth and can damage or 
destroy the natural resources on 
which humans’ well-being and sur­
vival depend. Recreational use of 
public lands has increased substan­
tially due to increased numbers of 
hikers, cyclists, and campers who 
are over-using fragile park and 
wilderness areas. Future access will 
probably be limited. Large scale 
commercial agriculture in parts of 
the United States is resulting in 
severe rates of erosion and loss of 
nutrients in the soil, so that in the 
future there will be less available 
agricultural land for raising our 
necessities. Two issues that we can 
all relate to in this part of the coun­
try are overgrazing and brush con-

trol. Overgrazing denudes vast areas 
of arid lands, resulting in the spread 
of deserts and desert-like condi­
tions. I am reminded by my father 
that in the book of Genesis it says, 
“And God said let the waters bring 
forth abundantly the moving crea­
ture that has life.’’ Thus, meaning as 
we destroy our precious resources 
we are destroying ourselves.

Furthermore, uncontrolled 
growth of unproductive brush is 
depleting our resources very quickly 
and in vast amounts. The Standard 
Times reports researchers estimate 
that brush sucks 10 million acre-feet 
of water annually, compared to the 
15.7 million acre-feet that account 
for virtually all human use in a year. 
We must take into consideration our 
plight with brush a.s well as juniper 
(cedar), mesquite and salt cedar 
which use crucial amounts of our 
most precious resource—water. An 
eight to ten foot Juniper will, in a 
year with an average rainfall of 22”, 
allow only about six inches of mois­

ture to reach the ground leaving it to 
fight the grass and soi'. needs, and 
after these other dependents have 
taken their share, it only allows 
about one inch of water to reach our 
aquifers. The SECO Creek 
Watershed Project is evaluating 
foliage species for potential reseed­
ing. So, to have total seasonal 
foliage, you should consider planti­
ng some type of wiilter grasses.

And last, it is imperative that we 
teach our children to love nature and 
its resources. By teaching them, we 
are preserving our present resources 
and investing in our future. The 
Chinese Philosopher Lao said, “In 
the end, we will conserve what we 
love...we will love only what we 
understand...we will understand 
only what we are taught.” The 
Grolier Encyclopedia says conserva­
tion is the philosophy and policy of 
managing the environment to assure 
adequate supplies of natural 
resources for present as well as 
future generations. We must teach

our future generations that Ecology, 
or the science of the interrelation­
ships between living things and their 
environment is very important. It 
has become distinctly clear that our 
resources and their use are plainly 
interrelated. For example, a forest in 
its simplicity is a complexity 
because it contains trees, or lumber 
which is a valuable economic com­
modity. However, it also serves as a 
watershed, keeps soil from eroding, 
provides a habitat for wildlife, and is 
for human recreational use and 
enjoyment. Remember that exam­
ples you use to teach your children 
today will stay with them for the rest 
of their lives.

In conclusion, I would like to 
remind you how important it is to 
get involved in the soil and water 
conservation practices. The solution 
lies in your desire and determination 
to want better land use and protec­
tion of crucial watershed vegetation, 
along with water conservation as 
well as recycling.

Matua Under Top Management 
Surpasses All Expectations----------------
Submitted

Since the introduction of Matua 
grass from New Zealand to the 
plains states, this long season brome 
has been getting a lot of attention. 
Extension agents, forage specialists 
and university agronomist have 
reported an onslaught of calls about 
the grass. Dr. Vivian Allen, Texas 
Tech, calls her phone-” the Matua 
hotline.”

Like anything new,” she says, 
“when it comes to Mauta, everybody 
has questions.” Cattlemen, dairy 
farmers and hay producers continue 
to report success with Matua. 
Recently, a Texas Tech study found 
Matua to be an excellent choice for 
horse hay, especially because of its 
high rate of passage. Feedlots have 
also found Matua hay to be excellent 
for receiving new cattle because of 
its palatability and feed value.

In the plains region, Matua must 
be irrigated, and grazing stocker cat­
tle under center-pivot irrigation on 
Matua has been quite successful for 
many producers. One such producer 
is Joe Rhodes of Muleshoe^TX. Last 
season (March-November) he man­
aged 859 head of calves on a single 
125 acre circle for a total gain of 
31000 lbs of beef per acre. This 
uniquely managed system included 
rotational grazing as well as green- 
chop bunk feeding.

Matua these 859 head ate during 
each day, Rhodes chopped just over 
12 tons per acre of dry matter for the 
season (cutting every 4-5 weeks) 
which was fed to these cattle in the 
evenings and when fields were too 
wet to graze. Best results were found 
when the cattle were moved to a new 
cell to graze every third day.

He has also dispelled the myth 
that Matua requires too much water. 
In his system, the most water he can 
put on in 6-7 days is three quarters 
of an inch (3/4 inch).

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Hospital Board hires nev' 
administrator._____________

The regular meeting of the 
Sutton County Hospital District, 
Board of Directors, was held on 
Monday, July 14.

The Medical Record 
Consultant told Mrs. Carolyn Lara 
that it was State and Federal law that 
the charges for copying medical 
records, not anything else, for nurs­
ing facilities, is 25 cents per page 
plus the hourly wage of the person 
doing the copying. The City and the 
County Clerk’s office in Sonora 
charge $1 per page. This would be 
the community standard for our 
facility. Mrs. Rock advised that we 
are not obliged to give the public 
copies of the surveys, they are post­
ed in the facility, and available from 
the State. A new policy was adopted. 
There will be a minimum of one 
hour charge at the employee’s hourly 
wage plus 23 cents per page for each 
copy. One hour of the employee’s 
hourly wage will be paid before the 
records will be pulled and copied.

The petitions being circulated 
for signatures for placing the 
Hospital District’s proposition on 
the ballot for the August 9 election 
have a total of 403 signatures. The 
required number of signatures was 
356.

Bobbie Rock, RN Consultant, 
advises the Board that the Nursing 
Facility has 29 residents and one in 
the Hospital at this time. Mrs. Rock 
advised that the staffing has picked 
up since the new pay scale for 
CNA’s was implemented. Two stu­
dents in the Med-Aide class will be 
graduating in September. Two stu­
dents will be attending CNA class. 
An RN was hired to cover the week­
ends. Dr. Fred advised that the 
Director of Nurses position was 
open. Augusta Lee will serve as 
interim until the position can be 
filled.

The Hospital Medical Records 
Policies and ftocedures manual was 
approved. The Hospital Nursing 
Policies and Procedures manual was 
also approved with the addition of 
the trauma, yellow ID bands for the

ER patients and the red ID bands for 
patients with allergies.

Ramiro Perez, RN, Director of 
nurses-Hospital, gave the Quarterly 
Quality Assurance report.

The Hospital will be receiving 
its Trauma Certificate soon. The lab 
had been inspected by CLIA and the 
follow up visit will be July 30. 
Discussion had been held regarding 
the problems with the Lab and X- 
ray department.

Dr. Fred advised that he had 
completed all of his individual bud­
get workshop sessions with each 
individual department head and 
should be ready to present at the 
next regular board meeting.

Dr. Fred said that Dr. Calderon 
was contacted on July 1, and Dr. 
Calderon has sent all of his paper 
work to Austin and was waiting for 
them to give him a date to take his 
test for his Texas license.

It was the consensus of the 
board that discussion of the appli­
cants for the Administrator’s job be 
discussed in Executive Session.

The Board reconvened into 
open session. LVN wages for the 
Nursing Facility had been dis­
cussed. A new starting wage of 
$9.25 per hour with 0-2 years expe­
rience, 4% of base for 2-6 years of 
experience, and 8% of base for 7 
plus years experience was imple­
mented. The annual 15 cents per 
year on anniversary date with evalu­
ation will remain the same. The cur­
rent employees will receive 15 cents 
for each year of service added to the 
$9.25 base. The assistant Director of 
Nurses will be increased to $11.00 
per hour.

Ray Smith made the motion to 
authorize Dr. Johnson to hire Joe 
Hendrus, of El Paso, as 
Administrator for the Hospital and 
Nursing Facility effective August 1, 
1997.
