Broncos 
end ‘91 
season
Submitted

The Sonora Broncos ended 
their 1997 football season last 
Friday in a 52-27 loss to the District 
4-3A champion Colorado City 
Wolves. Although the score was 
lopsided, the Broncos were not out 
of the same until late in the third

quarter... and they played as if they 
could win until the final buzzer.

It didn’t help matters when the 
Broncos spotted Colorado City a 21 
point lead in the first quarter. The 
Wolves received the opening kick­
off and in five plays marched 73 
yards, scoring on a 46 yard pass 
from quarterback Justin Hill to tight 
end Adam Wood. Randy Byington 
added the extra point to give the 
Wolves a 7-0 lead only two minutes 
into the game.

The Broncos then fumbled on 
their offensive play and Colorado 
City recovered at Sonora’s 22. Hill 
threw to Byington on the next play 
for the touchdown, and with a 
missed extra point, the Wolves led 
13-0 at the 9:35 mark in the first

quarter.
Not allowing the Broncos a first 

down, the Wolves got the ball back 
on their own 32, scoring in 12 plays 
on a 3 yard run by Aerian Emerson. 
With Hill’s two-point conversion, 
the Wolves led 21-0, still in the first 
quarter.

But then the Broncos got 
rolling. Taking only 5 plays to go 77 
yards, including a 31 yard run by 
Terry Stone and a 36 yard pass from 
Justin Mathews to Michael 
McLaurin, Anthony Renfro scored 
from one yard out. Renfro also 
added the point after and the 
Broncos trailed 21-7, still in the first 
quarter.

The Broncos could not stop a 
powerful Wolf offense, as Colorado

City scored again on its next posses­
sion upping the lead again to 21. 
And again the Bfoncos came right 
back, putting together an 11 play, 80 
yard drive with Mathews scoring 
from 1 yard out. Renfro’s kick 
pulled the Broncos to within 28-14 
with 2:45 to go in the first half.

And that was enough time for 
the Wolves to score again on anoth­
er Hill to Byington pass, this one 
from 10 yards out, and the Wolves 
led again by 21 points, 35-14, with 
only 32 seconds to go in the half. 
That was a whole 32 seconds for the 
Broncos. Renfro took the ensuing 
kickoff two yards deep in his own 
end zone and returned it all the way 
to the Colorado City 45. After an 
incomplete pass, Mathews connect­
ed with Kasey Wood to the Wolves 
13. Mathews’ next pass was inter­
cepted and the Broncos trailed at 
half, by 21.

The second half looked like it 
might be the mirror image of the 
first half with the Broncos scoring 
on the opening possession. Renfro 
caught the second half kickoff at his 
own goal line... and returned it to the 
Wolf 43. For the third time the 
Broncos pulled to within 14, scoring 
on a 15 yard pass from Mathews to 
Brad Legan with 7:58 remained in 
the third quarter.

This half the Wolves fumbled 
on their first offensive play, and the 
Bronco’s Chris Braly recovered at 
the Colorado City 20. With a chance 
to pull within 7 the Broncos self- 
destructed. Mathews threw to Brad 
Legan in the end zone, but the play 
was nullified as the Broncos were 
nagged for holding. Two plays later 
the Broncos were flagged for inter­

ference, and were unable to over­
come a fourth and 12.

The Wolves took over the ball 
and scored again with 3:41 to go in 
the third. And the Broncos were 
again behind by 21. For only the 
second time and the last time in the 
game the Broncos were forced to 
punt on their next possession. And 
Colorado City scored again 49-21.

The Sonora Broncos put 
together their final scoring drive on 
their next possession. The eleven 
play drive went 77 yards with 
Jacoby scoring from one yard out. 
The point after was wide and with 
8:49 to go in the game, the Broncos 
trailed 49-27.

And the Wolves scored again. 
This time it was a 32 yard field goal 
by Byington. The best part o f  the 
Wolf scoring by now was the 
Renfro return on the following  
kickoff. This kickoff went a full 7 
yards deep in the end zone, and 
Renfro returned it to the Wolf 43.

Although Colorado City did try 
to score again, the Broncos finally 
stopped them on a fourth and goal 
from the five.

The Broncos had an outstand­
ing offensive game with Terry 
Stone gaining 128 yards on 17 car­
ries. Stone also caught four passes 
for 28 yards. Justin Mathews com­
pleted 14 of 23 passes for 203 
yards, one touchdown and one 
interception using five different 
receivers. Besides Stone’s catches, 
Kasey Wood had 3 for 64 yards, 
Michael McLaurin 2 for 52 yards. 
Brad Legan 2 for 35 and the touch­
down, and Jason Jacoby 3 for 24 
yards.

The ending of another story has 

been written in Sutton County. A 
good man has left us. The Devil’s 
River News o f  February 23, 1901 
ran the beginning of this story when 
it told o f the birth of tiny twin boys, 
to Mr. and Mrs. E.F. VanderStucken 
on Friday, February 15,1901. To the 
sorrow o f all, one of the tiny infants 
only survived a few hours. The 
other infant, Joseph was so tiny the 
family feared for his life. His moth­
er and father didn’t give up and 
fought, in a time when premature 

f  infants rarely survived, to keep the 
surviving twin alive. They won their 
battle and Joseph lived to attend 
school in Sonora, graduate from 
high school in San Angelo and went 
on to the University of Texas. He 
came back to Sonora, bought a 
ranch from his parents and went into 

, raising cattle, sheep, and goats.
On April 27, 1925, Joseph 

VanderStucken married Mabel 
Mears in Menard. Their marriage 
was to last over 71 years, ending 
only with M abel’s death on 

'♦ November 24, 1996. I like to think 
that Joseph has just gone home to be 
with Mabel. I will not look at 
November 8th as a day o f death but 
as the day he was reunited with his 
lifetime companion.

Joseph and Mabel 
VanderStucken loved Sonora and 
they both worked very hard to see 
that the town grew and prospered.

Joseph had a wonderful memo­
ry and told many stories about the 
old days in Sonora. He helped me so 
many times with questions on loca­
tions o f businesses in town and 
events for this column. He was 
almost a walking encyclopedia of 
Sonora history. We will miss him 
and send our deepest condolences to 
his family.

Q. Do you have a recipe for 
lamb?

A. My favorite is the following: 
Roast Lamb with Rosemary. Choose 
one o f the tender cuts o f lamb-the 
leg, the loin, or the rib- allow 1/3 to 
1/2 pound per serving for a boneless 
roast, 1/2 to 3/4 pound per serving if 
bones are included. Preheat an oven 
to 450 degrees F. Using a small

knife, cut slits 1/2 inch deep into the 
fat side of the roast, making them 
about two inches apart lengthwise 
and crosswise. Put a sliver of fresh 
cut garlic and two fresh or dried 
rosemary leaves in each slit. Now  
put a light coat o f rosemary leaves 
on the rest o f the meat and place if 
fat side up on a rack in a roasting 
pan. I usually insert a meat ther­
mometer in the thickest part but 
some people use an instant read 
thermometer. Cook the roast for 
about fifteen minutes on the 450 
degree setting then reduce heat to 
350 degrees until desired doneness.

Different people like their lamb 
cooked different ways. Some cook 
it medium rare (140 to 145 degrees), 
or medium (150 to 155), they like 
the moistness and pink showing in 
the meat. Some prefer their meat 
well done and cook it to 165 
degrees. This is alright but your 
meat will be kind of gray and quite 
dry at this temperature. For a medi­
um rare roast you would allow 12 to
14 minutes per pound, medium 14 
to 16 minutes per pound and well 
done 16 to 18 minutes per pound. It 
will be a lot easier to cut the roast if 
you let it cool, covered, about 10 to
15 minutes.

Did you know that the herb 
rosemary has quite a history? In 
ancient Greece they thought it 
strengthened memory. Students then 
would wear sprigs of the herb in 
their hair while they studied. Brides 
wore it in their hair as a symbol that 
they would never forget their fami­
lies and the dead were buried with it 
to show they would not be forgot­
ten.

In later years they thought if 
you washed a robbers feet in it he 
would loose his strength to steal. At 
one time branches of it were burned 
as a disinfectant. During the 16th 
and 17th centuries it was prescribed 
as a relief for intestinal gas. By 
preparing it different ways it was 
used to treat toothaches, gout, 
headaches, coughs and sometimes 
even baldness.

Rosemary is a member o f the 
mint family and grows in mild 
sunny regions. It is a native o f the 
Mediterranean area but is also 
grown in mild family and grows in 
mild sunny regions. It is a native of 
the Mediterranean area but is also 
grown in mild regions o f North

America and indoors in harsher cli­
mates. Usually it’s flowers are pale 
blue, but sometimes they are pink or 
white. The plant blooms from May 
to July.

Cooks flavor meats, soups and 
stews with rosemary. It is used in 
many toiletry preparations and 
Pharmacologists have found a use 
for it in reducing intestinal gas. 
There is also some evidence that this 
plant is useful as a antispasmodic. 
It’s Latin name is Rosmarinus offic­
inalis and sometimes the plant is 
called the Old Man. This is probably 
because it’s leathery green leaves 
have a silver tinge to them.

Q. When did they start using x- 
rays?

A. A German physicist,
. Wilhelm Roentgen discovered the x- 
ray in 1895. X-rays were first used 
in diagnosis and later for therapy. In 
1903 Marie Curie, Pierre Curie and 
Antoine Becquerel received a joint 
Nobel Prize for their research into 
radioactivity isolating two radioac­
tive elements.

Q. Was there ever polio in 
Sonora?

A. There were several epi­
demics o f this disease and people 
who don’t take the vaccine still run 
the risk o f contracting it. The polio 
virus is still alive and thriving and a 
lot easier to prevent than to cure. 
Many people have suffered severe 
debilitation from this disease.

The Broncos dominated the 

second half. Colorado City took the 
kickoff, but the Bronco “D” held 
them to a 14 yard gain and a punt. 
Lira caught the punt at the 30 and 
returned it to the Wolf 37 yard line. 
On the next play the offensive line 
sealed off the right side and Jacoby 
was in for a 37 yard touchdown. 
Gaytan’s kick was straight and the 
score was 35 to 14.

Defense held the Wolves for no 
gain on four down and took posses­
sion again on the Colorado City’s 
28. Runs by Williams and Jacob 
Percifull drove the ball down to the 
Wolves’ 29. Lira burst through for a 
29 yard score and Gaytan added one 
with thè extra point kick to give the 
Broncos a 48 to 14 lead.

Colorado City mounted one last 
scoring drive that took ten plays and 
left five second on the clock. The 
extra point pass fell incomplete and 
game ended 48 to 20.

The Broncos had 357 yards 
rushing for the night led by Jacoby 
with 232, Lira 80, and Murillo 32. 
At quarterback Williams was 4 for 4  
for 57 yards and one touchdown.

Sonora’s ground game rolled 
up a total o f 2,787 yards for the year 
due mostly to Jacoby, Lira, and 
Murillo. Tom Jacoby led the rushing 
with 1,518 yards on 200 carries. 
Bryce Williams was 34 for 63 pass­
es for 531 yards. On every good 
offensive line there is an “invisible 
man.” When the ball is snapped 
cleanly and the defense is blocked 
well, one never notices the center. 
Jarred Solis could be counted on to 
do his job and do it well. 
Touchdowns were scored by

Jacoby, Murillo, Lira, Crain, 
Williams, and Cearley. Javier 
Gaytan was 23 for 30 extra point 
kicks. The Broncos averaged 30.8 
points per game.

The offense didn’t do every­
thing however. In ten games the 
defense allowed only 88 points 
scored. (That’s 8.8 points per game, 
folks!) They gave up 85 first downs 
and recovered 29 fumbles. Matt 
Torres had three interceptions, 
Williams had one, and Cearley had 
two from the secondary.

Most o f these young men start­
ed together in the 7th grade where 
they went 7 and 0 scoring 238 
points to 14. In the 8th grade their 
record was 8 and 0 with a total o f 
320 points to 66 for their opponents. 
For all you mathematicians this 
averages to a score o f  34.6 to 6.7 
per game over three years.

In the 7th grade these Colts 
were a little larger than most o f  the 
other teams they played, but by this 
year they were not among the 
biggest in size any more. As the old 
saying goes “It’s not the size o f the 
dog in the fight, it’s the size o f the 
fight in the dog.” These Broncos 
proved it as they faced each oppo­
nent confident in their abilities and 
with a desire to win that wasn’t 
taught by coaches but is just a part 
o f each o f these Broncos. From the 

■ center to the ends, from the quarter­
back across the backfield these guys 
have earned a respect not often 
shown. From their families and fans 
to each o f them a big thank you for 
your three years of hard work and 
dedication to your goals. Good 
Luck in “1998.”

Physical therapy and drugs are not 
helping my carpal tunnel syndrome.

Ladies and gentlemen, it is an 
honor to be with you today as we 
celebrate freedom and the sacrifices 
that were made to grant us liberty.

After giving him a hug and 
promising to help him achieve his 
goal, I got to thinking just what his 
decision means for his life.

Walking the 
walk, especially the military walk, 
will be challenging both physically 
and mentally. It becomes especially 
challenging because we Americans 
are fickle when it comes to our mili­
tary.

Our service personnel aren’t 
exempt from our fickleness. At some 
points in time, you will be called a 
hero, draped with medals and hon­
ored with brass bands. At other 
times, you might be spat on in an air­
port and called names so vile I won’t 
write them down. Still at other 
times, you might simply be ignored 
or dismissed as a necessary “evil.”

I can’t predict the mindset o f the 
country during your adult years, but 
don’t expect your service to elicit 
outpouring of gratitude, no matter 
how richly deserved. Thank you’s 
are few and far between, but this 
doesn’t diminish the worth o f what 
you are doing.

In your heart remember you are 
not standing up for Griffin Perry, but 
for a country that began as a grand 
experiment and grew into a triumph 
o f ideals. With your commitment 
and strength, you are upholding the 
gifts o f our Founders.

Thanks to their foresight, equal­
ity, liberty and happiness are the 
birthrights o f our children. But they

are not free, not easy and not forev­
er guaranteed. When the time 
comes, you must help your children 
understand that these beautiful 
ideals, too often taken for granted, 
were purchased at a high price. And 
to be forever enjoyed, we Americans 
must be willing to give more than 
we take, for the good of the country, 
for the good of the world.

, Perhaps, Daniel Webster, in his 
essay “An American Without 
Reserve,” said it best, when he 
wrote, “I was bom an American; I 
live an American; I shall die an 
American; and I intend to perform 
the duties incumbent upon me in that 
character to the end o f my career. No 
man can suffer too much, no man 
can fall too soon, if  he suffer, or if he 
fall, in the defense of the liberties 
and constitution of his country.”

You have chosen a noble calling 
with a grand tradition o f service. As 
you stand at attention saluting the 
flag, stand up straight, tall and 
proud. Stand up for what you 
believe in - for that is what it means 
to be an American.

And with the closing o f the let­

ter, I close my remarks to the veter­
ans of this country. On behalf o f mil­
lions o f people who have never 
found the words for themselves, I 
say, “Thank you for your unfailing 
courage, your unflagging strength 
and your indisputable honor. Each 
one of you is a proud reminder of 
what it really means to be an 
American.”
