Hickory, North Carolina is 

home for me. However, whenever I 
find myself in Sonora, I feel as if I 
am still right at home with my own 
menagerie of long horn cattle and 
quarter horses traipsing through my 
pastures.

My farm is the remnants of 
what was once a 2,000 acre farm 
with the old home place built in 
1848. The man who built the house 
and raised his family here, ElCana 
Yount, was a patriot in the War 
Against Northern Aggression; some 
history books might refer to it as the 
Civil War or The War Between the 
States. He died in a confederate 
hospital leaving his wife and seven 
children with the farm.

Over the next several genera­
tions most of the farm was sold off 
with the exception of the home 
place and roughly 30 acres.

Today I enjoy living in one of 
the few remaining homes that has so 
much history. A place where Union 
Soldiers camped on their way to 
Atlanta. Where the family had to 
hide their livestock in the back- 
woods to keep from losing it to the 
soldiers.

The home still today reminds 
me of what it must have been like in 
those days, much of it being pre­
served as it was in the 1800’s (of 
course my wife insisted we add 
indoor plumbing and air condition­
ing). So whenever I’m home I 
imagine how tranquil it must have 
been in those days gone by.

I travel much of the time with 
my work. I get to see a lot of this 
great country, from coast to coast. 
In addition I have many opportuni­
ties to visit other countries as well. 
Believe me, I know the meaning of 
“there’s no place like home.”

Growing up in the country I 
had the opportunity many times to 
hunt and fish, enjoying the out­
doors. My great thrill as a young 
man growing up was to quail hunt 
with my father. My father taught 
me to love the land and its many 
gifts, but he also taught me to 
respect it.

Years later I was introduced to 
other types of hunting. Being a true 
outdoorsman, I have hunted in 
many parts of the country; duck and 
goose hunting the Eastern Shores; 
pheasant in the Dakotas; elk and 
mule deer in Colorado; boar, deer 
and turkey in South Carolina and 
Alabama. While hunting I’ve met 
many people; fellow hunters, 
landowners, and business people in 
the communities and surrounding 
areas. Now as you can imagine, I 
have met some real characters 
along the way. I certainly have 
made a lot of friends and shared 
some great times.

This year at the 29th Annual 
Game Dinner I was presented a 
plaque for “Sutton County Hunter 
of the Year.” Words cannot express 
my feelings for this recognition. 
The one thing I would like every­
one in Sonora to know, is the fact 
that every time I visit Sonora, every

person I meet makes me feel wel­
come; Whether it’s the Food Center, 
o r  Sonora Trading Company, the 
Wool House or the Sutton County 
Steak House— it’s almost like com­
ing home after a long trip.

The plaque is proudly dis­
played in my office where all my 
friends and visitors can see it! It is 
now the trophy that I am most 
proud of. Whenever people ask 
about it, I am very quick to tell 
them about Sonora and the many 
friends I have here!

The one friend I made over 25 
years ago is Bill Stewart. Bill does­
n’t know just how much he has 
meant to me over the years and I 
feel that I should let him know.

For years now, I have brought 
my family, friends, and customers 
to the Stewart Ranch during deer 
season. Sitting around the campfire 
for many hours having all kinds of 
discussions. Every year when I 
return to the campfire, 1 am remind­
ed of the previous hunts, friends 
made and the sharing that has gone 
on here.

I have had some of the mOst 
personal and private conversations 
with both my father and my son 
here on the ranch. A place we found 
that made it easy to say how much 
we loved each other and our fami­
lies; a place where grown men 
could say things to each other we 
found difficult to discuss at home.

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Ask The Historical Society
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Courthouse survived fire of 1902 with minimal damage.

We have received the following 

questions from a group doing a 
book, Courthouses o f Texas:

Q. What year was the current 
courthouse built?

A. At the County 
Commissioners Court meeting of 
February 10 and 11, 1891, the court 
accepted the plans of Oscar Ruffini, 
of San Angelo, for a courthouse. He 
was to receive 3 1/2 percent of the 
cost of the building, payable to him 
when the contract was let and for 
superintending the construction and 
the issue of certificates thereon an 
additional 1 1/2 percent.

On March 31, 1891
Commissioners Court unanimously 
voted to award the contract for 
building the courthouse to Z.D. 
Gafford for the sum of $27,706. At a 
later meeting Architect Ruffini was 
awarded a payment for preparing 
plans and specifications of $969.71.

We also find that the courthouse 
square, 300 feet square, except 
amount reserved for well and water 
purposes was a gift from R.W. 
Callahan, T.B. Birtrong and J.Q.

Adams. The new courthouse and jail 
was to be built on that plat of land.

In the May 2, 1891 issue of The 
Devil’s River News, we find mention 
that Z.D. Gafford and August 
Belfanz, the contractors for the cour­
thouse, have arrived and will com­
mence operations Monday morning.

W.B. Brackien, the freighter, 
brought the first load of lumber to be 
used on the new courthouse to town 
on May 2, 1891.

In subsequent issues we find 
mention of J.B. Mclnteer stonema­
son of Coleman, Wm Stephenson 
stonemason of Coleman and 8 other 
stonemasons working on the build­
ing. A.S. Grant a painter, glazier and 
decorator worked on the building. 
Chas. Nichols was the boss carpen­
ter.

We know the courthouse was 
finished by July 5, 1893 for on that 
date A.S. Grant was allowed $935 
for material used and work done in 
painting it. Contractor Z.D. Gafford 
received a balance due him of 
$444.71 and the court then approved 
and accepted the building.

The courthouse annex was build

in 1984 and is not connected to the 
main building.

Q. How many courthouses had 
the county had?

A. Before the courthouse was 
built, court was held in different 
business houses on Main Street. 
Since it was built it has been in con­
tinual use?

Q. What is the style of architec­
ture of the courthouse?

A. Contemporary Oscar 
Ruffini. A combination of styles.

Q. What year was the county 
created?

A. Sutton County was created in 
1887 and organized in 1890.

Q. Who or what is the county 
named for?

A. The county is named for a 
Confederate soldier. Col. John S. 
Sutton.

Q. What festivals are celebrated 
in the county and what time of the 
year are they held?

A. In late August or early 
September, we have Sutton County 
Days and the rodeo, in October a 
Fall Festival is held on Main Street, 
in November there is an annual

Game Dinner and in early 
December a Cowboy Christmas cel­
ebration is held on Main Street.

Q. What type of recreational 
opportunities does the county offer?

A. We have the Caverns of 
Sonora, a 9 hole golf course, tennis 
courts, a county park, picnic areas, 
rodeo arena, baseball fields, play­
ground, swimming pool, Sutton 
County Heritage Square, hunting 
and the Covered Wagon Dinner 
Theater.

Q. What are the economic 
mainstays for the county?

A. Ranching, gas and oil pro­
duction, hunting and tourism.*

Q. What is the current popula­
tion and area (sq. miles) of the 
county?

A. The population was listed in 
1990 as 5,130 and the county con­
sists of 1,493 sq. miles.

Q. What are some of the more 
interesting or famous historical 
facts about the county.?

A. The discovery of water on 
the courthouse square in February 
1889.

Parts of the Main Street have 
been through two devesting fires in 
1902 and 1928. Both times the area 
was rebuilt and recovered.

In 1902, Will Carver, a member 
of Butch Cassidy and the Sundance 
Kid’s gang was killed while resist­
ing arrest.

Q. Are there any famous people 
from Sutton County?

A. All the people in Sutton 
County are famous. Famous for 
their down home country hospitali­
ty-

Q. What is the county or coun­
ty seat’s “claim to fame”?

A. The Caverns of Sonora. A 
subterranean wonderland that is 
considered to be one of the most 
beautiful and unusual caves in the 
United States. The wonderful land 
management by the ranchers that 
has made for our great hunting.

I would like to thank the people 
of Sutton County for their assis­
tance in answering these questions.

What are the best nutritional sup­
plements to alleviate the pollen and 
mold allergies that are plaguing
me?

Taxpayers are urged to act now 
to beat the rush for Social Security 
numbers needed for tax returns. The 
Internal Revenue Service (1RS) will 
not process returns with missing or 
incorrect Social Security numbers. 
If the return does not include the 
correct Social Security number, 1RS 
may contact the taxpayer for the 
correct information before issuing a 
refund.

Taxpayers are now required to 
have the names of all dependents 
correctly listed on their tax returns. 
To avoid delaying your refund, you 
should make sure your name and 
Social Security number, and the 
name and Social Security number of 
your spouse and any dependents 
listed on the return, agree with the 
name and number shown on each

“We urge motorists to use cau­
tion when driving under winter 
weather conditions. Slow down,” 
said Col. Dudley Thomas, director 
of DPS. “Wear your seatbelts and 
drive carefully. When it’s snowy or

icy, it’s always best to avoid travel if 
at all possible.”

Stranded motorists should call 
the DPS helpline at 1-800-525-5555 
for assistance from a DPS Trooper.

For current road conditions, it’s 
best to watch your local news 
reports, or look up the Texas 
Department of Public 
Transportation’s website at: 
http://www.dot.state.tx.us.

Winter driving tips include: 
Wear your seat belt, and make sure 
your children are buckled up.

Remember that ice forms first on 
bridges, overpasses and shady areas. 
If you hit a patch of ice, stay off your 
brakes and decelerate slowly, hold­
ing the car steady as you go over the 
ice. Speed is the main problem with 
driving on ice. Adjust your speed to 
fit the weather conditions. Keep a 
safe distance from the car in front of 
you. If your car goes into a skid, take 
your foot off the gas pedal but don’t 
hit the brake. Steer gently in the 
direction you want the front of the 
car to go. As the car straightens out, 
you will be able to regain traction

and control. Check your car bat­
tery before cold weather sets in. 
Battery power dips in cold weath­
er. Keep blankets, a first- aid kit, 
flares, jumper cables, tire chains, a 
flashlight, ice scraper and gloves 
in your car. Take a food supply of 
candy bars or dried fruit in case 
you become stranded. Keep the 
gasoline level as high as possible 
to prevent water condensation in 
the tank. Check the automobile’s 
motor oil, transmission fluid, igni­
tion system, lights, heater, cooling 
system and wipers.

Dewhurst files for Texas Land 
Commissioner--------------------

Austin- Conservative business­
man David Dewhurst officially filed 
Wednesday as a Republic candidate 
for Texas Land Commissioner.

While serving in the 
Texas House, the Corpus Christi 
native became a good friend of 
famed Speaker of the House Sam 
Rayburn.

“Given John Lyle’s Democratic 
history I was a little worried about 
how comfortable he would feel

walking into the Republican Party 
headquarters, where I had to file,” 
Dewhurst added. “But John’s sup­
port and faith in my abilities extends 
beyond party lines.”

Lyle has been involved in 
Dewhurst’s life since he was a 7 
year old boy growing up in Houston 
and works closely with Dewhurst at 
Falcon Seaboard, a company 
Dewhurst founded.

“I will be proud to vote for 
David Dewhurst in the GOP prima­
ry,” Lyle said. “He is a strong leader 
and a patriotic man, an experienced 
and effective conservative business­
man and a man of vision, hope and 
opportunity. He will be an excellent 
and committed Land
Commissioner.”

After filing, Dewhurst joined 
Lyle for a tour of the state capitol. 
Until today, Lyle had not returned to 
the state capitol since serving his 
last term in the Texas House in

Disraeli died in April 1881 at his Mayfair, 
England, home. He was 77.

Although m ost kitchen and 
bathroom fixtures should last 20 
years, many Americans renovate 
because these items tend to look 
much older than they actually are.

Environmental conditions like 
hard water—excessive levels of calci­
um, magnesium and lim e—can 
result in white, crusty hme and calci­
um deposits and rust stains. Regular 
cleaning with the right products can 
keep them looking new.

These tips from household  
expert Ruth Katz can help keep 
kitchen and bathroom surfaces 
looking their best.

Problem: My dishwasher seems 
to be tiring out.

Solution: If your dishwasher 
doesn’t work well, or if food remnants 
remain on dishes after the cyde, your 
water could be the cause. Hard water 
build-up can impact the efficiency of 
the machine by clogging the water 
holes. Treat your dishwasher to a 
“bath” periodically. Empty the dish­
washer and soak a sponge with a lime, 
calcium and rust cleaner, such as 
lime-A-Way. Sponge down the interi­
or of the machine and then run it once 
to rinse excess.

Problem: Horrid shower doors 
and curtain liners.

Solution: Shower doors should 
last 25 years; however, we all know 
how quickly they become streaky 
and dull. Shower doors and curtain 
liners are partly vulnerable to 
build-up and streaks.

every minute we shower.

Again, try a lime, calcium and 
rust cleaner like Lime-A-Way and 
sponge clean.

Solution: The toilet bowl is in 
constant contact with water—and 
uses four to seven gallons with 
every flush.

To get rid of rust stains and 
lime build-up, use a toilet bowl 
cleaner that is specifically formu­
lated to remove these stubborn 
stains. Simply pour the cleaner 
around the rim of the bowl, and 
use a bmsh to clean. Flush toilet to 
get rid of excess solution  and 
repeat as necessary.
