Texas Water Development Board adopts Regional Water Planning Rules & Areas

WHIP is USDA’s latest wildlife program
Submitted

The Wildlife Habitat Incentives 
Program (WHIP) is the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’s newest 
wildlife program and it’s for people 
who want to restore degraded native 
wildlife habitat on private lands.

“WHIP is a voluntary program 
which provides; both technical assis­
tance and cost-sharing to restore 
degraded native habitat on private 
land,” explained Virgil Polocek, 
District Conservationist with the 
USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS). 
“Participants who own or control 
land agree to prepare and implement 
a wildlife habitat development plan 
which contains wildlife habitat 
practices to be installed on the land. 
In addition, if the landowner agrees, 
wildlife agencies like the Texas 
Department of Wildlife and 
Fisheries, U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service, or private organizations 
like Ducks Unlimited may also pro­
vide expertise or additional funding 
to help complete a project.”

The wildlife habitat develop­
ment plan is prepared in consulta­
tion with the Edwards Plateau Soil 
& Water Conservation District. The 
plan describes the landowner’s 
goals for improving wildlife habitat.

includes a list of practices and 
schedule for installing them, and 
details the steps necessary to restore 
and maintain the habitat for the life 
of the agreement.

“USDA and the participant 
enter into a cost-share agreement to 
restore the degraded native habitat,” 
said Polocek. “The agreement gener­
ally lasts 5-10 years from the date 
the contract is signed. The landown­
er agrees to maintain the cost-shared 
practices and allow USDA access to 
monitor the effectiveness of the 
practices.”

The NRCS agrees to provide 
technical assistance and pay up to 75 
percent of the cost of installing the 
wildlife habitat practices. Land is 
not eligible for WHIP if it’s current­
ly enrolled in the Water Bank 
Program, Conservation Reserve 
Program, and the Wetlands Reserve 
Program.

The sign-up for WHIP is in 
progress at the USDA Natural 
Resources Conservation Office at 
301 Crockett Street, Sonora, Texas. 
For more information call 387-2730. 
All programs and services of the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture are 
available on a non-discriminatory 
basis.

AUSTIN - The Texas Water 
Development Board (TWDB) offi­
cially adopted state and regional 
water planning rules, designated 16 
regional water pi ..'ming areas and 
named the initial coordinating body 
members of each area’s regional 
water planning group (RWPG).

The rules give broad guidance 
on how the RWPG’s will develop a 
regional water plan for their area, 
how approved regional water plans 
will be incorporated into the State 
Water Plan and how to apply for 
funding for regional water plan 
development.

Senate Bill 1, the comprehen­
sive water bill passed during the last 
legislative session, required the 
TWDB to designate regional water 
planning areas and initial coordinat­
ing bodies for each RWPG. 
Although SBl required areas to be 
designated by Sept. 1, 1998 and ini­
tial coordinating bodies within 60 
days of area designations, the 
TWDB accelerated its work to 
accomplish these tasks six and eight 
months ahead of the SBl deadlines 
to give the RWPG’s more time to 
complete their regional water plans. 
The initial RWPG is to add addi­
tional representatives, ensuring ade­
quate representation from the inter­
ests comprising that area.

Prior to TWDB adoption, drafts 
of the rules and maps were released 
for public review and comment Oct. 
1, Nov. 19 and Dec. 18, 1997. In 
addition, 27 public meetings were 
held through out the state and a pub­
lic hearing was held in Austin to 
receive public comments. Revisions 
to each of the review drafts and the 
Board-adopted rules reflect verbal 
and written comments received 
between Oct. 1, 1997 and Jan. 26, 
1998.

Each RWPG is responsible for 
developing a regional water plan for 
their area in preparation for and 
response to drought conditions. The 
regional water plans will ensure that 
sufficient water will be available at 
a reasonable cost to safeguard pub­
lic health, safety and welfare; to fur­
ther economic development; and to 
protect the agricultural and natural 
resources of the regional water 
planning area.

Each area’s RWPG must sub­
mit a regional water plan to the 
TWDB by Sept. 1, 2000. TWDB- 
approved regional water plans will 
be incorporated into the next com­
prehensive State Water Plan, which 
is due Sept. 1, 2001. After 2001, 
TWDB financial assistance may be 
provided only to projects that meet 
needs in a manner that is consistent 
with the approved regional water 
plans or the State Water Plan. In 
addition, the Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation
Commission may not issue a water

Severe W eather Awareness.
Submitted by Sutton County 
EMS

As Texans see changes in 
spring and summer weather, they 
also see the threat of tornado activi­
ty increase. Tornado preparedness is 
one safety concern that can not be 
overstated. People need to know 
what to do when they spot a torna­
do. Keeping one simple five-word 
phrase in mind helps when a torna­
do threatens a community.

“One rule of thumb for tornado 
safety is Go Low and Get Low," 
says Tom Millwee, State 
Coordinator for the Division of 
Emergency Management. “Go to 
the lowest level of the structure you 
are in, crouch in a low position, 
cover and protect your head.”

Millwee says that this approach 
applies even to people who are out­
doors. “Mobile homes, cars or any 
open area are all dangerous places to 
be during a tornado. Try to get to a 
sturdy building for shelter. If there

are no safe structures near, lie flat in 
a low area with your hands covering 
the back of your head,” he said.

Tornadoes can occur any time 
of the year in Texas, but the majori­
ty occurs during spring and summer. 
"This is why it is a good idea to keep 
a watchful eye on the sky and pay 
close attention to tornado Watches 
and Warnings when issued. It is also 
important to know the difference 
between Watches and Warnings.

A tornado Watch means 
“watch” the sky. Weather conditions 
are right for tornadoes to form. A 
tornado Warning means a tornado 
has been sighted or picked up on 
radar.

The Division of Emergency 
Management offers the following 
tornado safety tips:

In Homes, take cover in the 
center part of the house, on the low­
est floor, in a small room such as a 
closet or bathroom.

In Shopping Centers, go to the

interior rooms and halls on the low­
est floor (not to your parked car).

In Office Buildings, go to an 
interior hallway on the lowest floor, 
or to the designated shelter area.

In Schools, follow advance 
plans to a designated shelter area, 
usually an interior hallway on the 
lowest floor. If you are in a manu­
factured or portable building, go to a 
nearby building that is reinforced or 
take cover outside on low, protected 
ground. Stay out of auditoriums, 
gymnasiums and other structures 
with wide, free-span roofs.

In Automobiles, leave your car 
and seek shelter in a substantial 
nearby building or lie flat in a close 
ditch or ravine. Do not try to outrun 
a tornado in your car.

In Open Country, lie flat in 
the nearest ditch or ravine.

Mobile Homes are particularly 
vulnerable and should be evacuated, 
even if they have a tie-down system. 
Trailer parks should have an area 
designated to go to, as well as a war­
den to monitor broadcasts during 
severe weather. If there is no shelter 
in the area, take cover on low, pro­
tected ground.

(Southwestern Bell) filed an application with the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas (PUC) to charge an 
additional 26 cents per month per line to recover costs 
for providing Expanded Local Calling service (ELC) 
to certain Texas Customers.

The 26 cents per month surcharge would 
not be billed to customers who receive ELC. However, 
customers who receive ELC and pay less than the 
maximum $3.50 a month residential ELC charge or less 
than the maximum $7 business ELC charge will have to 
pay the additional 26 cents per month charge.

Expanded Local Calling was created in 1993 by Texas 
legislation that requires telephone companies to provide 
toll-free calling between small towns that share 
a community of interest such as a school or hospital 
district. The legislation allows telephone companies to 
recover costs not paid through customer charges by 
applying a surcharge to all other customers in the state 
who do not receive the ELC service or who do not pay 
the maximum ELC rate. The maximum monthly ELC rate 
allowed under state law is $3.50 per line for residential 
customers and $7 per line for business customers.

Southwestern Bell estim ates that the 26 
cents per month per line charge will recover the 
$27 million annual cost of providing ELC service that 
is not recovered from ELC rates.

If approved by the PUC, the monthly statewide 
surcharge of 26 cents per line per month will begin 
with the April, 1998 billing cycles, with an agreement 
to refund all or part of the charge if the PUC does 
not approve it.
