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School Board Holds Regular Meeting

The Sonora I.S.D. School
Board held its regular meeting on
Sept. 14, 1998 at 6:30 p.m. After
being called to order by Board
President Jessie Bustamante, and
the invocation given, the minutes
from August 10th, 17th, 24th, and
the 31st were all approved. Tax
assessor/collector, Rex Ann Friess,
reported that $32,000 more than
1997 had been collected in taxes,
Thus putting the total at a 101% col-
lection rate.

After a discussion over the pos-
sibilty of paying some organization-
al dues, it was decided to research
the matter further. More informa-
tion is needed from the individuals
requesting that dues be paid.
Having made this decision it was
approved to pay $297,769 in current
bills.

Superintedent Dr. William
Harlan asked for approval from the
board for early dismissal on
Tuesday, October 13, 1998 for the
Fall Festival, which is to be held
downtown. The Festival involves
several fund raising projects for the
school. An earl y dismissal time of
2:30 p.m. was approved.

Next item for discussion was a
presentation from Donnie Weaver.
Weaver began with a technology
update, informing the Board that all
computers that were leased have
been received and 110 are set up.
Weaver explained that it was a slow
process, but the teachers and stu-
dents were doing great with the
minimal training they had received.
Weaver went on to say that by
putting the new computers in the
High School, it had allowed 50
computers to be moved to the
Middle School and 25 to be moved

to the Elementary School, Thus
allowing for computer labs to be
offered at the Pre-K - 2nd grade lev-
els. Weaver also informed the
Board that the new copiers had been
installed and all seemed to be going
well. This brought up the next item
of business, the possible approval to
sell the old copy machines. Weaver
informed the board that he would
like to advertise for bids to be taken
on the old copy machines. It was
approved for bids to be taken.
Weaver’s final subject of discussion
was the possible approval to go
ahead with the networking of the
administration building. The cost of
$16,500 for the equipment, labor,
and all other involvements has
already been budgeted, so there was
no reason to wait. It was approved
to begin the networking procees.
The next item for discussion
was a presentation from Elementary
School Principal Kelley Hirt & Vice
Principal Louise Dermody, intro-
ducing the new character education
program they are planning to imple-
ment in the Elementary. The pro-
gram is called “Building Good
Citizens for Texas” and involves a
monthly focus on an honorable trait
(examples: honesty, responsibility,
etc.). The program will involve par-
ent interaction and all materials
neccessary would be free of charge.
The Board highly approved of the
program. Hirt’s presentation was
followed by Dr. Harlan giving the
Board information on the building
use operational procedure. Dr.
Harlan reminded the Board of the
$100.0 rental fee with the $75.00
refundable deposit. This had been
discussed and agreed upon at an

earlier date, so if there were any
questions concerning the lease of
the school properties everyone was
now aware of the guidelines to be
followed.

Dr. Harlan’s Superintendent
report consisted of informing the
Board of current enrollment figures:
1013 total “students; 498 at the
Elementary, 203 at the Middle
School, and 313 at the High School.
It was agreed that these figures are
very close to last years, about 9
down. Dr. Harlan informed of a rep-
resentative from the State Energy
Conservation in Austin, coming to
look at the school’s electricity and
gas bills from the last 12 months.
The representative is goint to try to
find a way to lower costs on these
utilities. The severe roof leakage
problem in the Middle Scool
Library was also discussed. Kelley
Hirt followed Dr. Harlan with a pre-
sentation on the upcoming plans for
raising funds for possible reivial of
the E.L.K.S. program that was cut
this year because of the loss of
Government funding. Hirt explained
how many parents and children
were losing out because of the loss
of this and she, and the other
administratiors working with her,
felt that this was a much needed pro-
gram. (See article on E.L.K.S.) Hirt
also explained the importance of
parent organizations and stressed
that she was working to establish a
working parent-teacher organiza-
tion.

Having no comments from visi-
tors or members, the Board went
into executive session.

Bronco J.V. Loses
Heartbreaker

The Sonora Bronco J.V. hosted
the Brady Bulldogs J.V. last
Thursday. For 39 minutes and 52
seconds, the Broncos, controlled the
ball game. The running of Sean
Fields and Bill Renfro, as well as
the passing of Nick Lozano to Riley
Crain kept the Broncos in firm con-
trol for all but the last 8 seconds of
the game, and in the end it was the
pass that proved to be the down fall
of the young Broncos.

To open the game, the Broncos
received the kick-off. Nick Lozano
advanced the ball to the Bronco 27
yard line. However, on a 2nd and 1
from the 36, the Bulldogs intercept-
ed a Lozano pass with 9 minutes
and 11 seconds left in the first quar-
ter. The Bulldogs took a little over 7
minutes off the first period clock in
a relentless march towards the cov-
eted goal line. Garcia did most of
the work by gaining 36 of the 62
yards needed for a touchdown. The
Bronco defense was led by Riley
Crain, Chance Armke, Danny Solis,
and Jarred Solis. But in the end,
Ledezma the Brady quarterback,
found Rogue in the end-zone for a 2
yard touchdown pass. Garcia got
the call on the 2 point conversion
try, and was successful. Brady 8 -
Sonora 0.

On the kick-off, Sonora’s
Cameron Simms took the ball and
returned it to the Bronco 20. At this
point, the Bronco coaching staff
alternated the ball carrying chores
between Renfro and Fields. It was a
well orchestrated ball control
offense. It took the Broncos 11
plays and about 3 and half minutes
to respond to the Brady touchdown.
Renfro got the call on a 3 yard run
to score the Broncos first touch-
down of the day. On the try for two,
Lozano was not able to link up with
Crain, so with 8:46 left in the 2nd
quarter, the Broncos were only
down by 2 points: Brady 8 - Sonora
6.

Brady’s next possession met
with a great deal of resistance. The
Bronco defense began to swarm the
Bulldog runners. Thomas Schenkel,
Riley Crain, and Bill Renfro led the
charge and the Bulldogs were
forced to punt the ball. The
Broncos, set up shop at their own
29. Once again, it was a
Renfro/Fields affair with a twist;
Lozano found Crain twice for long
pass gains. One for 34 yards and the

other for 22 yards, this one being the
one that set up the go ahead touch-
down for the Broncos. On a 2nd and
6 from the 6 yardline, Renfro took a
quick pitch from Lozano and out-
raced the Brady defenders to the pil-
lion. Renfro also got the call on the
conversion attempt, which he con-
verted. This made the score, with
1:28 left in the half, Brady 8 -
Broncos 14. The Bulldogs, however,
would not quit. On a long pass play
from Ledezma to Grubbs and some
very hard running by Garcia, the
Bulldogs moved to the Bronco 28
yard line with 6 seconds to play in
the half. This set up a 4th and 8 from
the Bronco 28. Ledezma rolled to
his right looking for a Bulldog
receiver. What he found was Bronco
pass defender Sean Fields at the ten,
who intercepted the pass to run out
the half time clock.

Brady Bulldogs 6 - Sonora
Broncos 14.

The Bulldogs received the sec-
ond half kick-off. They were unable
to get anything going as the Sonora
defense led by Chris Green and
Jarred Solis limited them to only 3
positive yards. The Bulldog punt
was caught by Lozano at the Brady
30 yard line and was returned to the
Sonora 25 yard line for a 45 yard
return. The Broncos struck quickly
as Lozano found his favorite receiv-
er, Riley Crain, on a 15 yard strike
for the touchdown. The try for two
failed. Bulldogs 8 - Broncos 20.

It began to look like the
Broncos had the Bulldogs number
as they were unable to get anything
going on their next possession.
Chance Armke sacked the quarter-
back for a 4 yard loss and newcom-
er David Martinez stopped Garcia
for no gain to put the Bulldogs in a
punting situation. The Broncos took
possession on their own 20 with 2
minutes 23 seconds left in the 3rd
quarter. On a 3rd and 10, Lozano
found Crain for a 12 yard gain.
However as Riley was being tack-
led, the ball was stripped and the
Bulldogs recovered on the Bronco
48 yard line. This was the spark that
the Bulldogs were looking for. Just
as they had done in their opening
drive, the Bulldogs used Garcia to
drive the ball down the field, con-
suming nearly 6 and a one/half min-
utes in the process. On a 2nd and 9
from the 9, Garcia got the honors

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Miscues spell defeat

This past Friday, the Broncos
traveled to Brady to play a highly
ranked 3A team. What ensued, I
guess, could be blamed on Tropical
Storm Francis. It never really rained
hard, but a heavy drenching mist
greeted the Broncos upon their
arrival and continued throughout the
course of the ball game.

The game began with Sonora
winning the coin toss and deferring
to the second half. The Bulldogs
received the opening kick-off and set
up shop at their own 37 yard line. the
much touted Bulldog offense took
the field. However, an inspired
Bronco defense led by Lupe Ramon,
Brad Legan, and Anthony Renfro
forced the Bulldogs to punt the ball
after only 3 offensive downs. The
Broncos, now had their first chance
at a defense that had given up only
minimal yardage the week before.
Behind the blocking of Caleb Taylor,
Anthony Sanchez, Breg Hughes,
Brad Legan, Brady Lock, Dustin
Patino, and Andy Sanchez, the
Bronco running backs were able to
move the ball down the field at a
fairly good clip. At the 44 of the
Bulldogs, the team dressed in all
Gold began to stiffen. On a 3rd and
8, Bronco wingback, Crispen Lira
was stopped short of the needed first
down yardage. This brought about
Miscue #1. With a 4th and 5 at the
Brady 42 yard line, Brad Legan
came on to do the punting chores.

After
an encroachment call against the
Broncos, the Bulldogs had a 3rd and
2 at the 2 yard line. Bulldog star run-
ner, Michael Shipman, got the call
and the first Bulldog score. Brentt
Raybion came on for the PAT and
split the uprights. Making the score
with 2 minutes 31 seconds left in the
game: Sonora 0-Brady 7.

The Broncos, once again went
on the offensive after Anthony
Renfro returned the ensuing kick-off

- 15 yards to the Bronco 35 yard line.

At this point, the Bulldogs began to
show everyone why they are a top
ranked defensive squad, as they held
the Bronco power runners to no
gain. On a 3rd and 1l from the
Bronco 34, Bryce Williams rolled to

his left, being under great pressure
and not finding an open receiver,

Williams lofted the ball out of

bounds. When the yellow flag came
out, everyone thought it was a
roughing the passer call-Wrong!
The new rule this year is, if you
throw the ball out of bounds and not
in the direction of a receiver, then it
is intentional grounding. The
Broncos, now found themselves
with a 4th and 30 at their own 19
yard line. Brad Legan, set up for the
punt inside the Bronco 10 Miscue
#2. Once again the snap sailed over
Legan’s head, Brad was able to cap-
ture the ball in the end-zone and
somehow got the punt off, however,
the Bulldogs took possission on the
Bronco 19 yard line. With 44 sec-
onds left in the first quarter, the
Bulldogs kept the ball on. the
ground. Ernie Garcia, the Brady
fullback did most of the damage
gaining 10 yards on 3 plays. With a
Ist and 7 at the Bronco 7 yard line,
the first quarter buzzer sounded.
The Bulldogs opened the sec-
ond quarter with Tally keeping the
ball, and going around the right end
for their second score of the
evening. Raybion added the extra
point to give the Bulldogs a 14 point

The snap was
good, howeyver, the kick was wide
right. With 11 minutes and 41 sec-
onds on the clock the score board
read: Sonora 6- Brady 14.

on the lips of more persons in the
civilized countries of the world than
any other man.

Q. Why don’t you scan some of
the old pictures in the paper?
