Prior to becoming a consulting
engineer, he served as city manager
of Coppenas Cove, Texas.

He was elected to serve the
First Senatorial District of Texas on
Novenber 8, 1988. He was the first
Reputican elected to serve the First
Senatsrial District since the Recon-
structon era.

Fe received an honorable dis-
charg as an Army Reserve
Sergant. He has served as president
of the Mt. Pleasant Industrial. Foun-
datio and has been a member of the-
execitive committee of the North-
east [exas Economic Development
Distict, Inc.

Senator Ratliff was elected on
the eighth ballot as the new Presid-
ing Officer and the State's acting
Lieutenant Governor on December
28, 2000 during the Committee of
the Whole Senate. Ratliff was then
sworn in as President of the Texas
Senate.

Ratliff takes over this post left
open by Rick Perry, who became
Governor after the resignation of
Governor George W. Bush, now
President-elect of the United States.

Upon completion of the course,
a student will be trained to work for
public or private ambulance firms,
and in some hospital emergency
departments. ;

EMT courses normally cost
approximately $300.00 to $500.00
per person, but Sutton County EMS
will make this class available at
$100.00 plus cost of the text book.
The cost of the course has been
reduced, due to a grant from the
Concho Valley Regional Advisory
Council.

WASHINGTON —  The
Governors of the U.S. Posal
Service recently announced ttat
they would allow the recommend:d
decision of the Postal Rae
Commission to raise the price ofa
First Class letter to 34 cents "undir
protest." New rates for all classes «
mail will begin on January 7, 200.

Board Chairman Einar 7
Dyhrkopp once again called f¢
postal reform. "Statutory reform ¢
the nation's postal system is neces
sary to provide the foundation for
financially secure Postal Service
one that is capable of meeting th¢
needs of the American people today
and far into the future," he said.

New 34-cent letter rate stamps
went on sale December 15. The first
of the new stamps will be marked "
USA FIRST-CLASS". In later
stamp printings, the phrase "FIRST-
CLASS" will be replaced by the 34-
cent amount. Over two billion- one-
cent stamps are already available
for customers to use up supplies of

rate recommendations from regulators -

older 33-cent stamps.

The new cost of mailing a two
pound Priority Mail package
increases to $3.95, although a new
one pound rate is now also available
at $3.50. The cost of mailing a one
half pound Express Mail package
increases to $12.25.

Overall, rates are rising 4.6 per-
cent, although price increases vary
some by class of mail in accordance
with the legal mandate for each class
of mail to cover its own cost. The
cost of mailing a letter will increase
from 33 to 34 cents. Each additional
ounce will decrease from 22 cents to
21 cents. The cost of mailing a post-
card will remain 20 cents.
International rates will also rise on
January 7.

In a separate action, the
Governors rejected four classifica-
tion changes recommended by the
commission including the Courtesy
Envelope Mail proposal and
Information Based Indicia proposal.

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The Story of COLAs

Most people are aware that there
are annual increases in Social Securi-
ty benefits to offset the effects of
inflation on fixed incomes. These
increases, known as cost-of-living
adjustments (COLAs), are such an
accepted feature of the program that
it is difficult to imagine Social Secu-
rity without them. But, in fact, when
Ida May Fuller received the first
$22.54 benefit payment ever paid in
January of 1940, this was the amount
she could expect to receive for life.

It was not until the 1950
Amendments that Congress legislat-
ed the first COLA-a 77 percent
increase! From that point on, bene-
fits were increased only when Con-
gress enacted special legislation.

In 1972, the law was changed
to provide, beginning in 1975, for
automatic annual COLAs based on
the annual increase in consumer
prices. The 1975-82 COLAs were
effective with Social Security bene-
fits payable for June of each of those
years; thereafter, COLAs have been
effective with benefits payable for
December.

Automatic COLAs have ranged
from a low of 1.3 to a high of 14.3.
The current COLA, 3.5 percent, will
be effective with benefits payable for
December 2000.

No longer de beneficiaries
have to await a special act of Con-
gress to receive a benefit increase
and no longer does inflation drain
value from Social Security benefits.

Help Families

For many families with seniors
in high school, it's the season to get
busy with financial aid applications
for college.

The most important form is the
Free Application for Federal Stu-
dent Aid (FAFSA). The FAFSA
determines eligibility for studént
financial aid from federal programs.
Colleges and universities also use
the FAFSA, but may also require
students to fill out additional forms.
Families can begin submitting their
FAFSA forms any time after Jan.l
when they have the necessary
income statements from the previ-
ous year to complete the form.

The FAFSA, available from
high school - counselors or . at
www.fafsa.ed.gov. collects informa-
tion that is used to determine how
much the family is expected to con-
tribute toward the student's educa-
tion (Expected Family Contribution,
or EFC). Families usually receive a
Student Aid Report three to four
weeks after submitting the FAFSA
form. It will summarize the data
reported on the application. (Fami-
lies can get estimates of what their
EFC may be and the costs of attend-
ing specific institutions by using
ACT's Financial Aid Need Estima-
tor at www.act.org/fane.)

Families can find information

New UN Treaty

The UN Convention to Com-
bat Desertification was ratified by
the US Senate on October 18, but
few Senators yet know that it has
been ratified.

Senator Craig Thomas (R-
WY) introduced a package of 34
fgeaties, all of which were ratified
by a show of hands - no recorded
vote. Initially, Senator Thomas'
office told callers that the Senator
had nothing to do with the ratifica-
tion. On December 8, his office
called to explain that Senator
Thomas just happened to be on the
Senate Floor late in the afternoon
of October 18 and was asked by
the leadership to handle, procedu-
rally, the package of treaties. Sen-
ator Thomas has asked the Foreign
Relations Committee to explain
§ow, and why, the Desertification
Treaty was included in the pack-
age.

At the recent climate change
talks in the Hague, Senator Larry
Craig (R-ID) said the treaty had
not been ratified - until corrected
by one of his staff.. Phone calls to
Senator Fred Thompson (R-TN)
and other Senators caught staffers
off guard: Nobody knew how their
boss voted on the ratification.
They could not know; there was
no recorded vote.

This treaty was signed by the
@ linton administration in 1994. It
has been locked up in the Foreign
Relations Committee since.

Normally, treaties of such
monumental importance are debat-
ed in committee and then forward-
ed to the Senate floor for further
debate and disposition.

Not this time.

The treaty appeared in a pack-
age of 34 treaties - most of which
were single-issue treaties with sin-
gle nations, dealing with stolen

'-%ehicles, criminals, and the like.

The Desertification Treaty,
however, is not a single-issue
treaty with a single nation. This
treaty is one of several environ-
mental treaties that emerged from
the 1992 UN Conference on Envi-
ronment & Development in Rio de
Janeiro. One of those treaties, the
Convention on Climate Change,
was ratified in 1992. The Conven-
tion on Biological Diversity failed

gratification in 1994. The Conven-
tion to Combat Desertification was
skillfully maneuvered through the
Senate to avoid the public reaction
which killed the Convention on
Biological Diversity.

The Desertification Treaty
claims jurisdiction over 70% of
the earth's land area - virtually all
of the land that is not covered by
the Convention on Biological
Diversity. Moreover, this new

treaty creates a structure through
which all other environmental
treaties are supposed to be inte-
grated under a common United
Nations implementation regime.
A companion treaty is now being
developed by the UN Commission
on Water for the 21st Century. The
United Nations s, in fact, creating
“the structure in international law,
through its extensive bureaucra-
cies, to control the use of all nat-
ural resources on earth.

The U.S. Senate ratified the
treaty on October 18, 2000 -
whether or not it knew what it was
doing. On November 17, the Clin-
ton administration delivered the
ratification documents to the Unit-
ed Nations. The US is now bound
by the international law that
claims the power to dictate land
use in 70% of the earth's land.

The name of the treaty
implies that it is concerned about
deserts; in fact, it is concerned
about all land use. To combat
desertification, the treaty seeks to
prevent land use that its enforcers
think may lead to desertification.
Converting forests to pasture, for
example, or pasture to row crops,
or crop land to subdivisions -
those are all uses that may lead to
desertification, according to litera-
ture produced by the United
Nations.

There is no distinction
between federal land and privately
owned land when it comes to land
use under the jurisdiction of the
UN. The UN sees its role to be the
establishment of policy - itis up to
the participating nations to see
that the policy is implemented.
The recentrash of land acquisition
measures promoted by the admin-
istration and Congress seeks to get
more land under federal owner-
ship. The vast expansion of regu-
latory control over land use by all
federal agencies makes it easier
for the US to comply with its
international obligations under a
variety of international treaties.
This new treaty extends even fur-
ther the US obligation to control
land use.

According to the treaty itself,.. .

no reservations can be included in
its ratification (Article 37). The
Resolution of Ratification adopted
by the Senate contains several
reservations - all of which will be
ignored by the United Nations.
Withdrawal from the treaty

cannot even begin until after three

years of participation, and then
another year must pass before
withdrawal is recognized by the
UN - assuming, of course, that
there is some desire in the Senate
to withdraw.

(Austin)--Texas Comptroller
Carole Keeton Rylandei's Texas
100 Stock Index fell 10.3 points,
or 8.1 percent in November, to
116.8. Technology stocks suffered
the biggest drop, but all sectors of
the index saw declines, except
entertainment and travel. In com-
parison, the Standard and Poor's
#00 lost 8 percent and the Dow
"Jones Industrial Average fell 5.1
percent. '

The entertainment and travel
sector rose 6.4 percent, with both
restaurant and airline stocks gain-
ing value. Tricon Restaurants
(Pizza Hut, Taco Bell, KFC) saw
the biggest gain (up 20 percent),
after announcing plans to sell 300
company-owned restaurants to
franchisees in 2001 and add 1,350
locations worldwide.

p? The greatest November losses
occurred in the volatile high-tech
sector, which fell 18.1 percent.
Only defense contractors saw
modest increases in their stock
values. Computer and telecommu-
nications companies took a beat-
ing, including Lucent Technolo-
gies Inc.(down 33.2 percent),
Motorola Inc. (down 19.5 per-
cent), Dell Computer Corp. (down
34.7 percent) and Compaq Com-
puter Corp. (down 29.3 percent).
Chip maker Texas Instruments
Inc. also fell 23.9 percent. World-
wide retail sales of personal com-
puters are down 12-15 percent
compared to a year ago.

Stock values in the "other"
(non-high tech) manufacturing

sector fell one-half percent. Two
companies have announced con-
solidation plans. Pepsico Inc. is
bidding to acquire Quaker Oats,
which owns Gatorade in addition
to Quaker cereals. Tyson Foods,
which has more than 25 percent of
the poultry market, is bidding for
IBP (Iowa Beef), the nation's
largest beef packer and second-
largest hog processor.

The continuing high price of
crude oil means higher profits for
oil companies, however energy
stock prices dipped 3.8 percent in
November.

Retail stock prices fell 11.5
percent. Worst hit was Best Buy
Co., which lost 48.7 percent of its
value.

Finance and service company
stock prices dropped by 4.4 per-
cent. Bank stocks suffered after
Bank of America (down 16.9 per-
cent) disclosed $1 billion in bad

loans. Xerox Corp. stock fell 17.8 -

percent in November, bringing its
total decline this year to more than
75 percent.

The monthly Texas 100 Stock
Index tracks the stock prices of the
100 largest Texas employers
whose stock is publicly traded.
The index reflects the current
value of one dollar invested in
each of its component companies
in December 1997. That invest-
ment would now be worth
$116.82.

Beef Up Your Knowledge at Cattle

Raisers School

FORT WORTH, Texas, —Cat-
tle producers attending the seventh
annual TSCRA School for Success-
ful Ranching will be able to beef up
their knowledge on toxic plant iden-

tification and the best methods of

handling cattle to ensure quality
beef.

The school ‘will be held March
24-25, 2001, at the Austin conven-
tion center, immediately preceding
Texas and Southwestern Cattle
Raisers Association’s 124th annual
convention. Eight CEUs will be
available, pending approval by the
Texas Department of Agriculture.
Five CEUs will be earned by attend-
ing the school, and three more may
be earned by completing some
“home work™ on toxic plants.

Extension range ‘and livestock
specialists have teamed up with tox-
icologists at the Veterinary Diagnos-
tic Laboratory and College of Vet-
erinary Medicine at Texas A&M
University to conduct a day-long
workshop. Participants will get
hands-on training that emphasizes
practical identification of some of
Texas’ most significant problem
plants, how to spot critical sites or
conditions in a pasture, symptoms
of poisoning in livestock, and inte-
grated management strategies to
minimize losses.

Participants will also receive a
copy of the new book, Toxic Plants
of Texas, Integrated Management
Strategies. This full-color, first edi-
tion is an excellent reference on the
management and identification of
more than 100 plants which can poi-
son livestock. It includes a handy
field ‘key to poisoning symptoms,
discussions on appropriate animal
treatments and take-home material
for earning the extra three CEUs.

Six hours of the school pro-
gram will be devoted to the very
first Texas Beef Quality Producer
training session, with three seg-
ments emphasizing beef safety, beef
quality and the impact of beef pro-
duction on the environment.

In the beef safety segment, par-
ticipants will learn about ranch-

level management practices that
should be avoided to ensure that the
beef industry continues to provide

- the consumer with the safest, most

wholesome product in the world.
Included are topics like preventing
feed - contamination, antibiotic
residues, broken needles and buck-
shot/birdshot.

In the beef quality segment,
instructors will focus on topics such
as herd health, castration, dehorning,
injection sites, proper handling and
administration of vaccines. Environ-
mental issues like water quality,
grazing management, riparian areas
and the disposal of dead livestock
are also an important component of
Beef Quality Assurance training.

All participants will receive a
truck decal and a certificate verify-
ing completion of the first level of
the Texas Beef Quality Producer
Program. The multi-level program

provides an opportunity for Texas |

cow-calf and stocker operators to
become trained in Beef Quality
Assurance, customize a BQA man-
agement plan for their own opera-
tions and get assistance- in docu-
menting these best management
practices.

The Texas Beef Quality Produc-
er Program is a cooperative effort
among Texas and Southwestern Cat-
tle Raisers Association, the Texas
Beef Council and the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service.

Sponsors for the school are
Pfizer Animal Health, Dow Agro-
Sciences, the Federal Land Bank
Associations of Texas and Caprock
Industries.

8 pt. with 5 extra abnormal pts. with a gross score of 149 4/8 and a net of
145 4/8.

Archer informed us that he has been working with Humphrey all year
on a game management and feeding program and will continue to do so.
