Economic Development Tools Can
Help In Attracting New Business

A small group of investors, city
employees, individuals, chamber
and SIDC members met with John
Nicholson on Saturday, January
27th to discuss the relocation of
Nicholson's Meat Company to Inter-
state 10 and Sonora. The group
looked at 5 parcels of land for the
relocation of the facility. The plant
and retail storefront will employee
approximately 20 workers the first
year and there will be jobs added in
the 2nd and 3rd year of operation.
The new facility will have a retail
storefront, a custome meat process-
ing plant, mail order operation and
wholesale delivery system.

The Sonora Industrial Devel-
opment Corp. has been asked to help
with land and/or infrastructure; pri-
vate investors and Nicholson Meat
Company will build the facility
(Approx. 1.5 million dollars). The
City, County and Sonora Industrial
Development Corp. are working on
establishing an enterprise zone. This
will allow the city and county to
qualify for special job training pro-
grams, state sales tax refunds, capi-
tol fund grant money and other spe-
cial incentives for expanding or
relocating companies. The Texas
Dept. Of Agriculture (via Robert
Woods) will assist with marketing

Walk Across Texas

Thousands of Texans will have
a change to lose weight and lower
their risk of developing health prob-
lems like diabetes, osteoporosis, and
heart disease as they "Walk Across
Texas" in 2001.

The Walk Across Texas pro-
gram is designed to encourage peo-
ple to develop the healthy habit of
walking and relies on friendly com-

tition and team support to keep
things moving.

A group of 8 makes up a walk-

.ing team with a goal of walking
from Beaumont to El Paso.
The team should walk several times
a week and record their individual
and collective mileage.

The program was purposefully
designed with a great deal of flexi-
bility. Team members may walk
together or separately, around the
neighborhood, at the gym or on a
treadmill---- whatever fits their indi-

vidual schedules. Team mileage is
totaled each week, and the team's
progress toward the destination is
tracked on a Texas map.

The goal of the program is to
make walking a regular habit----
even after the contest ends.

According to the Aerobic and
Fitness Association of America, it's a

-great habit to keep.

Whether indoors or outdoors,
on equipment, or on a path, walking
is the most convenient way to get
into shape. Walking is low-impact,
non-jarring, does not require prac-
tice or experience and can provide a
social outlet or solitary relaxing
time, the association writes.

Plans are being made to conduct
an Angora Goat Performance Test at
the Texas Agricultural Experiment

Station at Sonora in the spring and

It is
not required that the animals be reg-
istered, but sale or use prospects
would be improved with registered
animals. Producers are advised to
inspect their animals to ensure that
they are healthy, have horns separat-
ed by one inch or more, have two
normal testicles, and that the scro-
tum is not divided for more than

Are Your Children Scoo

The Scooter

A favorite of young' and old
alike. Nothing like a human pow-
ered, earth friendly fun machine like
the scooter. It can be transportation
or just plain portable fun.

The U.S. Consumer Product
Safety Commission (CPSC) report-
ed that emergency room-treated
injuries related to these popular
lightweight scooters have increased
700 percent since May. CPSC data
show that there were more than
4,000 scooter-related injuries treat-
ed in hospital emergency rooms in
August alone. There have been
more than 9,400 emergency room-
treated injuries reported for 2000 so
far. Nearly 90 percent of the injuries
are to children under 15 years of
age.
CPSC recommends that riders
wear safety gear including a helmet,
and knee and elbow pads to help
prevent injuries. This is the same
equipment CPSC recommends for
in-line skating.

Riders are also encouraged to
ride the scooters on smooth, paved
surfaces without any traffic, avoid
streets or surfaces with water, sand,
gravel, or dirt, and not to ride the
scooter at night.

Avoid riding fast in crowded
areas because if you hit someone
with your 6 pounds of metal going
25 mph. serious injury could occur
to either you or the victim.

At intersections, parking
entrances, and blind corners, reduce
speed with the brakes or by drag-
ging the peddling foot. Be prepared
for cars, people, swinging doors or
anything that might suddenly appear
in front of you. The quickest way to
stop is to just jump off.

Follow traffic rules and other
rules. For those without the knowl-
edge of these common sense rules,
some big ones are...

Children should always wear safety gear when riding their scooters.

stop, A stop sign .. stop (everyone
should know all this.)

2. Scan everything around you.
Always look forward and notice
everything which is occurring
around to your left and right and
behind you.

3 Only bicycles are allowed on
bike lanes. Stay on the sidewalks.
When crossing streets check every-
thing around you.

When riding with other kick-
boarders leave at least 20 feet of dis-
tance between each other. This dis-
tance is to give the kickboard behind
enough time to react and brake if if
necessary.

Not all road conditions will be
the same. They may be bumpy
smooth, dirty, wet, etc.

1. Bumpy roads with cracks
should be rode on slowly, your front
wheels may get caught and cause
you to fly off into a crash.

2. Extremely slick roads, such
as polished marble, will cause your
wheels to grip less, meaning your
board may suddenly slip out from
underneath you.

3. Dirty and wet roads are like
slick roads. You may suddenly lose
control during your ride due to the
lack of grip of your wheels to the
ground.

At straights you may be fine,
but when turning at corners, less
grip may result in your board sliding
underneath. The effect will be more

Q. Some of my relatives moved
here after the Ben Ficklin flood. Do
you have any information on the
flood?

A. San Angelo history books
have it well documented. I like the
personal stories told in the old Fron-
tier Times: they credit San Angelo
Standard

November 1928 issue had the
following: F. A. Karger of Kerrville,
one of the oldest County Commis-
sioners in Texas and one of the pio-
neers who lost all of his possessions
in the flood that wiped out the little
community of Ben Ficklin in 1882
visited in San Angelo last week. Mr.
Karger is 72 and despite his years he
is a hearty robust looking man,
heavy set with powerful shoulders
and huge hands which were devel-
oped when he plied his trade as
blacksmith for F. C. Taylor, who
operated the stage line from Ben
Ficklin to San Antonio and El Paso
back in the 1880's. In 1875 when
Mr. Karger first came to Ben Fick-
lin, then the county seat of Tom
Green County, San Angelo was not
the proud city of the Conchos that
she is now. Rather San Angelo was
represented by a few hotels, a fort,
guarded by Negro soldiers and plen-
ty of saloons. Ben Ficklin was then
considered the coming city of the
section, due to the strategy of F. C.
Taylor in getting the county seat
located in that place. Mr. Karger
worked for Mr. Taylor until 1881
when the Texas & Pacific Railroad
was built to El Paso and the mail
route was discontinued. Mr. Karger
then opened a blacksmith shop of
his own in Ben Ficklin, which the
flood washed away the following
year.

Mr. Karger remembers vividly
the morning the flood waters swept
down the valley and destroyed the
little community. He said he made
his way to higher ground and
watched the water carry away all of
his worldly goods. Most of the other
residents of Ben Ficklin .made their
ways to the hills, many of them in
night clothes. About 60 persons
were drowned in the flood, Mr.
Karger said. H. B. Tarver, county
surveyor, spent more than 24 hours
in the court house before he was res-
cued, the court house and a few
homes in the hills being the only
buildings not washed away. When
the water rose to the third story of
the court house Tarver became ner-
vous and started shooting his-gun,
presumably in an attempt to attract
the attention of a rescue party. Mr.
Karger said others tried to go to the
rescue in hastily fashioned boats, but
were unsuccessful due to the swiftly
flowing current. After the flood
many of the residents of Ben Ficklin
moved to San Angelo, where the
county seat was
moved. The court house was later
torn down.

November 1932 another slory
taken from the San Angelo Stan-
dard: Fifty years ago tonight and
early tomorrow morning tragic
pages were written in the history of
Tom Green county by angry water of
the South and Middle Conchos,
Dove and Spring creeks. Ben Fick-
lin, first county seat, and the old
stage stand on a hill nearby, were
swept away with loss of 65 lives and
property damage estimated at
between $50,000 and $100,000. On
August 24, 1932, four survivors of
the flood remained alive in San
Angelo to tell of the event, Mrs. Sam
Pollock, W. Clint Johnson, Mrs.
Felix Probandt, who then was Miss
Josephine Taylor and Mrs. C. W.

Hobbs, who then was Miss Minnie
Sanderson.

C. B. Metcalf, whose mother,
sister and an uncle were lost in the
angry waters, was at his ranch above
the county seat and was water bound
there for hours. M. B. Pulliam, a res-
ident of San Angelo then, was leader
in rescue work. Rains during June,
July and August of 1882 had thor-
oughly soaked the watershed above
Ben Ficklin. Early on the night of
August 23 heavy rain fell for an
hour, but by 10 o’clock the moon
was shining again. A dance was held
that night at the Concho hotel oper-
ated by Mrs. Frank Tankersley in
San Angelo. Residents gave little
thought to the rain, which Ilater
developments proved had amounted
to cloudburst proportions at the
heads of the four creeks and rivers.
About 4 o’clock on the morning of
August 24, 1882, a light sprinkle
began falling and the river at Ben
Ficklin started rising. The residents,
there were about 300 of them, start-
ed arising and carrying valuables to
the second stories ‘of those houses
which were more than one story
high, and in some cases they, were
taking books and other valuables to
the tone courthouse.

By I1 o’clock on the morning
of August 24 the flood had reached
its maximum height of 40 feet and
had obliterated the entire town
except for, three houses, the court-
house and jail. Ben Ficklin had been
built in the valley nearly at the rivers
edge and was located just above
what in 1932 was called the Metcalf
dam. The old mail stage line station
was a mile north. It was also swept
away.

Clint Johnson and Lewis Hinde
were sleeping in the rear room of
Sam Pollock’s store and about 4 AM

when the river started rising they .

were awakened. They didn’t feel
like getting up. The next time some-
one knocked on the door they
ignored them until the door was
kicked in and water rushed in on the
floor. "We got up in a hurry then,"
Mr. Johnson recalled. "I went to the
safe and started taking out the books
to place them on high tables," Mr.
Johnson said. "Then the water con-
tinued to rise so I took the books to
the first floor of. the courthouse.
When the water also started rising
there I took them to the second floor
and then swam the rapid rising
waters to high ground. H. C. Tarver,
the county surveyor remained in the
courthouse. "There were three or
four men in jail on minor offenses
and as [ had the keys in my pocket I

had to go back and let them out. By

that time the water was to my shoul-
ders at the jail," Mr. Johnson said.
Most of the loss of life was at
and near the mail station below Ben
Ficklin. It was there that Mr. Met-
calf’s mother, Mrs. Mary Jane Met-
calf, his sister, Zemula, and uncle,
Blakley Taylor lost their lives. Mrs.
Probandt was at the mail station but
escaped to nearby high ground. Her
father J. B. Taylor, was drowned.

By the second day troops from
Fort Concho had been sent with
tents and food to relieve the suffer-
ing and the citizens organized a
searching party and raised a relief
fund of some $10,000.

M. B. Pulliam called for volun-
teers to go from San Angelo to Ben
Ficklin. One man John Fitzpatrick,
answered and the two of them swam
the river in San Angelo first then
when they reached the main Concho
they swam it, coming out near the
old courthouse. They gave what aid
they could and returned to organize
other parties. The flood put Ben
Ficklin completely off the map for-
ever and San Angelo was finally
designated county seat after a brief
but bitter controversy. The old cour-
thouse was demolished and part of
its stone was used in constructing an
addition to a junior high school in
San Angelo.

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Privacy Issues To Be Debated by 77th Texas Legislature

If you are interested in open
government, there is an issue that
should grab your attention as the
Texas Legislature convenes. That
ssue may be a surprising one - pri-
vacy.

In the Legislature, privacy is
this year’s version of motherhood -
everybody’s for it, nobody’s against”
1t.

In an increasingly complex
world, one in which the crime of
identity theft occurs regularly and
computerized medical histories
may be used to deny insurance or
turn down a job applicant, privacy
is indeed a legitimate concern.

The Legislature still should be

gareful not to let this march to pri-
vacy become a dangerous stam-
pede.

Roughly 20 bills already have
been filed dealing with, among
other things, the privacy of motor
vehicle accident records, those in
family abuse shelters, against dis-
crimination in insurance and hiring
based on medical records, even for
those with handgun permits.

The crown jewel of all this is
HJR 15, authored by Rep. Susanna
Gratia Hupp. It calls for a Constitu-
sonal amendment asserting: “The
rfght of every individual to privacy
is recognized and may not be
infringed without the showing of a
compelling state interest that may
not be achieved in a less intrusive
and more reasonable manner.”

What exactly does that mean in
the real world? It sounds laudable,

but is it?

Privacy protection already is
protected in criminal and civil law.
There’s no doubt the proposal
would put many years of legal
precedent in doubt, leading to frivo-
lous lawsuits against government
and media. x

As Legislators ponder all these
new privacy laws, they should
remember several important con-
cepts:

» Effectiveness. Many so-called

privacy laws purport to protect
against such evils as stalking or
identity theft. Yet closing public
records to accomplish that usually
does not work. In the age of infor-
mation, information is almost
always available from multiple
sources. Closing public records cre-
ates a headache for the law-abiding
and usually does nothing to deter
evildoers.

e The tradition of openness.
Many of the records to be closed
ostensibly for privacy reasons are
open by state law for good reason.
The records are owned by the pub-
lic, paid for by the public and used
by the public. The state of Texas -
most states, in fact - have gone to
pains to ensure they are open to the
public.

e Predictable and negative
repercussions. Insofar as the battle
for privacy means closing public
agencies and records once open, it
can cause easily foreseeable prob-
lems - if anyone takes the time to
think of them. In 1997, the state
passed a bill, promoted as an anti-

stalking law, closing motor vehicle
accident records. Suddenly, the
media no longer could write stories
about dangerous intersections. Gov-
ernment agencies could not share
information, even with one another.
Texas newspapers sued the state to
have the law set aside, and they won.

e The bad guys. Consider the
public and private sponsors of all
such legislation. Many lobbying
groups in Texas will use the popular
issue of privacy to seek protection
from legitimate public scrutiny.
They may use that issue to close free
public access to information while
selling that same information to
those willing to pay for it.

Much privacy legislation is
benign and even useful. Newspapers
usually won’t fight it.

The point is, however, that Leg-
islators, considering their votes on
hundreds of bills, should not assume
that anything labeled as a privacy
bill is necessarily a good thing.

The American tradition of open-
ness in government and a free press
carries with it, unfortunately, some
small loss of privacy. In return, citi-
zens have unprecedented knowledge
of their government and ownership
of the government’s records. There
is enormous value in that.

The balance between openness
and privacy is a delicate one, and our
Legislature must be thoughtful and
careful to maintain it, especially this
year.

Tax Tip: Marriage
or Divorce - Check
Your Social Security

Number

WASHINGTON - The IRS
reminds newlyweds and the recent-
ly divorced to make sure names on
their tax returns match those regis-
tered with Social Security. A mis-
match between a name on the tax
return and a Social Security number
(SSN) could unexpectedly increase
a tax bill and reduce the size of any
refund. '

For newlyweds, the tax sce-
nario can begin when the bride says
"I do," takes her husband's surname
but doesn't let Social Security know
about the name change. If the cou-
ple files a joint tax return with her
new name, the IRS computers will
not be able to match the new name
with the SSN.

Similarly, after a divorce, a
woman who had changed her name
and had made that change known to
the Social Security Administration,
should contact Social Security if she
reassumes her maiden name.

It's easy to inform the Social
Security Administration of a name
change by filing Form SS-5 at a
local office. It usually takes two
weeks to have the change verified.
The form is available on the
agency's Internet site -
www.ssa.gov, by calling 1-800-772-
1213 and at local offices. (The
Internet site provides the addresses
of local offices.)

Generally, taxpayers must pro-
vide SSNs for each dependent
claimed on the tax return. For
adopted children without SSNs, the
parents can apply for an adoption
taxpayer identification number
ATIN by filing Form W-7A with the
IRS. The ATIN is used in place of
the SSN on the tax return. The form
is available on the IRS web site -
www.irs.gov, or by calling 1-800-
829-3676.

Comptroller Rylander Estimates $5.1 Billion
In New Money For State Budget, Warns of

Slowing Economy

(Austin) - Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander released her bien-
nial revenue estimate, giving law-
makers and Governor Rick Perry
$5.1 billion more for the 2002-2003
budget cycle.

"There will be money to pay our
bills, but the economic furnace is
cooling," Rylander said. "As a
mamma and a grandmamma, I
know that our Texas family must
budget like any other family - spend
wisely, invest wisely and save for a
rainy day."

The revenue estimate was
released in conjunction with Comp-
troller Rylander's Texas Economic
Update.

"Texas' economy is healthy and
strong, although it is slowing,"
Comptroller Rylander said. "I am
pleased to report our economy will
continue to outpace the national
economy by more than half a per-
centage point each year over the
next three years."

Comptroller Rylander's biennial
revenue estimate includes:

* $106.8 billion in earnings from
all sources in the 2002-03 bienni-
um,

* $60.8 billion in funds available
for general purpose spending,
which includes $2.9 billion in cash
on hand at the end of the fiscal year
2001 and

* $48.5 billion collected from other
sources, including federal funds.

Comptroller Rylander said the
revenue estimate would add $802
million to the state's. "Rainy Day
Fund" (officially the Economic Sta-
bilization Fund) over the next three
years. Lawmakers created the Rainy
Day Fund more than a decade ago
to help offset fiscal instability.

lion. Putting money into the Rainy
Day Fund will help Texas regain its
AAA bond rating."

"Lawmakers have tough choices

to make this session and I believe -

they must start by implementing my
e-Texas recommendations, which
will save taxpayers $1.2 billion,"
Comptroller Rylander said. "One
recommendation, privatizing the
Texas Workers' Compensation
Insurance Fund, could add another
$300 million to the Rainy Day
Fund."

Approximately 86 percent of the
general revenue-related funds
would come from tax revenue col-
lected during the 2002-03 bienni-
um, of which, almost 61 percent
will come from the sales tax. Other
sources of revenue include motor
vehicle sales taxes, motor fuels
taxes, the franchise tax, oil and gas
severance taxes, insurance premium
taxes and lottery proceeds.

The Texas Economic Update
reported the state's economy has
been slowing for the last three
years, as predicted by the Comptrol-
ler's office. The slowdown parallels
the deceleration in the U.S. econo-
my.

In the Texas Economic Update,
Comptroller Rylander forecasts
Texas' real gross state product,
which is the most complete measure
of the state's economic activity, will
rise 4.3 percent in 2001 and an aver-
age of 4.2 percent each year in the
2002-2003 biennium. Personal
income is expected to rise 6.6 per-
cent in 2001 and an average of 6.4
percent each year in the 2002-2003
biennium.

Article III, Section 49a of the
Texas Constitution requires the
Comptroller to provide the Legisla-
ture with a biennial revenue esti-
mate before the start of each regular
legislative session. The Comptrol-
ler's revenue estimate serves as a
blueprint for lawmakers as they
draft a state appropriations or
spending bill for the 2002-03 bien-
nium.

one-third the length of the testicles.
T®e animals will be inspected on
arrival and any which show evi-
dence of scab will not be accepted.
Breeders will be requested to take
home any animals that have visible
signs of caseous lymphadenitis or
other lesions. The animals will ini-
tially be fed in large groups, but will
later be moved to sire or ownership
groups for inspection and display
between the final weigh day and
Field Day.

An individual breeder will be
limited to no more than 12 animals,
except with special permission. A
#®nimum of 4 animals per owner
and sire group is suggested, but this
is not a requirement.

Ideally, the goats (male kids born
in Spring 2000) submitted for test-
ing should be in fleece when they
arrive at the Station. The fleece will
be returned to the owner. Shorn ani-
mals will be accepted, but it will be
necessary to re-shear them and this
mohair will have no value. Please
make sure the animals' feet are
trimmed when they arrive. The pro-
ducer is advised to make sure that

goats are free of internal. and
external parasites and have been
vaccinated for soremouth and for
enterotoxemia. After arrival at the
Station, the goats will again be
drenched and vaccinated. The goats'
feet will be trimmed two times dur-
ing the test, near the middle and
between the final weigh day and
Field Day. The costs for doing this
will be charged to the producer. Pro-
ducers are welcome to trim their
own goats' feet as they wish to do
so, but not to treat the animals or
administer any drugs without permi-

on of Station personnel.
" The goats will be self fed on a
pelleted ration. This ration will be
similar to that used in recent years.
Rumensin will be used as a coc-
cidiostat.

Fiber diameter, yield, med and
kemp values will be based on core
samples obtained from the shorn
fleece. The actual mohair clip
(fleece) will be packaged in plastic
bags for display and returned to the
gwner or the purchaser of the goat if
it is sold at auction at the end of the

test.

Attempts will be made to provide
good care for the animals, but the
Experiment Station or Station per-
sonnel will not be responsible for
death losses or veterinary costs.

The index to be used for ranking
the animals will be the same as that
used last year.

To be eligible for the sale, bucks
must have: less than .7% kemp
fibers, less than 7% med. fibers, less
than 50 pm fiber diameter, greater
than 9.2 Ib. fleece weight, and
greater than 109 Ib. final weight.

RRC Sets Texas Gas Production

Allowables For February

(AUSTIN) - Railroad Commis-
sion Chairman Michael L.
Williams, Commissioner Charles R.
Matthews, and Commissioner Tony
Garza today set February natural
gas production allowables for pro-
rated fields in the state to meet mar-
ket ‘demand of 28,746,506 Mcf
(thousand cubic feet).

For these fields, the February
2001 allowable represents an
decrease of 3,525,426 Mcf when
compared to actual production of
32,271,932 Mcf in February 2000.
In setting the February 2001 allow-
able, the Commission used histori-
cal production figures from Febru-
ary 2000 and producer forecasts for
the February 2001 demand, and
then adjusted the figures to account
for such factors as well capability,
new wells in a field, etc.

Gas well gas from prorated
fields accounts for 10 percent of

total gas well production in Texas.

Texas natural gas in storage
reported the Commission for the
month of December 2000 compares
147,799,158 Mcf to 272,937,721
Mcf in December 1999. The Janu-
ary 2001 gas storage estimate is
128,733,548 Mcf.

Preliminary statewide produc-
tion reported for November 2000 is
31,502,479 barrels of crude oil and
367,390,574 Mcf of gas well gas.

The Commission's estimated
final production for this month can
be obtained by multiplying these
preliminary production totals by a
production adjustment factor of
1.0299 for crude oil and 1.0909 for
gas well gas. (These production
totals do not include casinghead gas
or condensate.)

The next statewide hearing has
been scheduled for Thursday, Feb-
ruary 22, at 9:30 a.m.

"The American Lamb Council's
campaign is expected to become the
foundation to revitalize demand for
American lamb," said Paul Rodgers,
American Lamb Council marketing
director.

The council is developing and
implementing the campaign in con-
junction with the BSMG/Bozell
Worldwide agency, which has creat-
ed some memorable campaigns,
including the "Milk Mustache" and
"The Other White Meat" campaigns.

The grant was awarded for use
in five project areas: 1) consumer
positioning; 2) U.S. lamb identifica-
tion program; 3) retail marketing and
new product development; 4) Ameri-
can lamb information center; and 5)
culinary outreach.

"In the end, the idea is to get
U.S. lamb back in people's minds, in

the media, on more menus, featured
in more retail stores and more fre-
quently and to obtain a stronger posi-
tion in the world marketplace," said
Rodgers.
