* Have any powdery substance
on the outside.

* Are unexpected or from some-
one unfamiliar to you.

* Have excessive postage,
handwritten or poorly typed address,
incorrect titles or titles with no
name, or misspellings of common
words.

* Are addressed to someone no
longer with your organization or are
otherwise outdated.

* Have no return address, or
have one that can't be verified as
legitimate.

* Are of unusual weight, given
their size, or are lopsided or oddly
shaped.

* Have an unusual amount of
tape.

* Are marked with restrictive
endorsements, such as "Personal" or
"Confidential."

* Have strange odors or stains.

Halloween Costume Safety Tips

Halloween should be a time for fun and treats. Unfortunately, roughly
four times as many children ages 5 to 14 are killed while walking on
Halloween evening compared to other evenings of the year, and falls are a
leading cause of injuries among children.

Dr. Kremer, founder of KidsSafe.com and BeSeenOnHalloween.com,
advises parents to pay special attention to the costumes they purchase for their
little trick-or-treaters.

The following should be used as a safety guideline to permit your young-
sters to have a Ghostly Good Time, and not visit Dr. Frankenstein.

Costumes:

- When purchasing costumes, masks, beards and wigs, look for flame
resistant fabrics such-as nylon or polyester or look for the label "Flame
Resistant.” Flame resistant fabrics will resist burning and should extinguish
quickly.. To minimize the risk of contact with candles and other fire sources,
avoid costumes made with flimsy materials and outfits with big, baggy sleeves
or billowing skirts.

- Purchase or make costumes that are light, bright and clearly visible to
motorists.

- For greater visibility during dusk and darkness, decorate or trim cos-
tumes with reflective tape that will glow in the beam of a car's headlights.

- Bags or sacks also should be light colored or decorated with reflective tape.

Reflective tape is usually available in hardware, bicycle and sporting goods
stores.
" - Children should carry flashlights to see and be seen on Halloween.

- Costumes should be well-fitted and not drag on the ground to guard
against trips and falls.

- Children should wear well-fitting, sturdy shoes. Oversized high heels
are not a good idea.

- Tie hats and scarves securely to prevent them from slipping over chil-
dren's eyes and obstructing vision.

- If your child wears a mask, make sure it fits securely, provides adequate
ventilation, and has eye holes large enough to allow full vision.

- Swords, knives and similar costume accessories should be made of soft,
flexible material.

Q. How can I find out how old
my house is?

A. Study the construction of
your house from the attic down to
the cellar. Check the size of the
boards used. A 2 x 4 has changed
measurements greatly over the
years. You can many times find add-
ons to your home by the different
size boards used in the newer con-
struction. Ask a contractor for the
years the sizes changed. I prefer to
use interiors to find ages of homes
around here, the interior attic beams,
floor joists, exterior walls, are much
easier to read than local exteriors.
What type of nails are used in the
building, or are the beams pegged?
Are there any hidden signatures and
dates the contractors might have put
in the peak of the attic or in the con-
crete porch or cellar floor. Don’t just
go by a sidewalk or porch date.
They could have been added on at a
later date. Many wooden porches
were changed to concrete patios
over the years. %

In the 1920' - 50's many houses
in Sutton County underwent exten-
sive renovations. Additions were
made to the homes and they were
rocked or stucco added. In some
cases whole floors were removed so
that houses could have the "modern"
flat roofed, stucco exterior that was
so popular then. Some folks took
one floor homes and added a second
floor for their expanding needs. It is
very difficult to say at a glance just

“when homes in some of the older
parts of town were built.

If you are lucky you might find
an old insurance company map that
shows what your home looked like
over the years. Sometimes you will
find that from 1890 to present sever-
al different homes have stood on
your lot. By checking deed records
you can find out if your home was

" on the lot at the time of deed trans-

fers, many times there is a very good
description of the house and out
buildings in the deed. Another thing
to look for are vendors liens against
the property. Loans taken out to pay
for new construction or massive
changes to the building at the time
of sale.

Another great source is the little
old lady or man next door or prior
owners to help you. They might
have lived there for many years or
can tell you who has lived in the
neighborhood the longest. They can

She
watched Sonora grow from 1895
until she left Texas in the late 1900’s
to live with her daughter in North
Carolina. I will miss her wonderful
stories. Sonora has lost one of the
best goodwill ambassadors it ever
had. I think everyone in her elder
care center knew where Sonora was
thanks to Ray Williams. Our deepest
condolences to her family.

Q. Do you have the Baxter -
Reagan shootout story from 1925?

A. Devil’s River News, January
9, 1926 - Charles Baxter 30,
Carlsbad, farmer, and Frank
Reagan, 45 of Camp Wood, shot out
their differences on the Sonora-
Ozona road just within the border
line of Sutton County Saturday
afternoon, Dec. 26, and both are
dead. An inquest conducted by
Justice S. H. Stokes of Sonora,
found that Baxter was murdered and
Reagan committed suicide follow-
ing the gun duel.

Halloween Drivers Beware!!!!

two others from a 30 - 30 from
Baxter’s gun plowed through
Reagan’s hat. As Baxter slumped in
his seat and the last breath of life left
in him, Reagan, who had gotten out
of his car, said to Mrs. Baxter and
the children, "I tell you all good-
bye," turned the gun on himself, the
discharge taking off the top of his
head, according to testimony
adduced at the inquest.

Sheriff B. W. Hutcherson and
Justice S. H. Stokes, conducting the
inquest, questioned Mrs. Baxter and
Ory. Mrs. Baxter said that her hus-
band lived just long enough to tell
her to get him to a hospital and noti-
fy his relatives. Further quizzing
brought out that Ory had filed a
complaint charging Baxter with the
theft of clothes. Ory did not fire a
shot in the gun duel, it was stated.
Officers stated that Reagan and Ory
ostensibly were hunting Baxter as a
result of this complaint with a view
of having him submit to arrest,
though they believe other trouble

between Reagan and Baxter was the

real cause of the shooting.

Baxter who formerly-resided-at
Leakey, with his famnily had been
visiting his wife’s relatives at

" Ozona. At the time of the duel, they

were enroute to a farm in Tom Green
County, near Carlsbad, which they
had rented recently. Ory and Reagan

had been building fence on the
Henderson ranch near Ozona and
had learned Baxter was in Ozona, it
was stated.

McKamie and to sell him all but one
pallet of tile, which would be kept
for emergencies. The motion was
seconded by Jacoby and carried
unanimously.

Superintendent Myers statcd
that the finance area of the various
improvement plans had not been
completed and final approval for
both the Campus and District
Improvement Plans would be on the
agenda for the November meeting.
However, Principals Dermody,
Berry and Bawcom gave brief
reviews for the goals and objectives
contained in their respective campus
plans.

Myers presented the Board
Agenda Calendar which had been
developed to provide the Board with
more information regarding various
action and/or required items and
what month or months these items
occur. The Board unanimously
approved the board calendar as pre-
sented after a motion by Payton and
a second by Bustamante.

Myers reviewed the Evaluation
Document for Superintendent and
announced that there would be train-
ing provided at the November meet-
ing on how to use the evaluation
form. The Board unanimously
approved the document after a
motion by Bustamante and a second
by Favila.

The Superintendent stated that
the Board of Trustees Effectiveness
Appraisal Form was basically a mir-
ror of the Superintendent Evaluation
Form. The Board unanimously
approved adopting the document
after a motion by Favila and a sec-
ond by Bustamante.

A motion was made by Payton,
seconded by Favila, to approve a
Policy Review Seminar by TASB.
The motion carried unanimously.
Superintendent Myers announced

that the seminar would be conduct-
ed sometime in the summer of
2002.

Myers reviewed a list of substi-
tute teacher rates for various
schools in Region XV and com-
mented that Sonora was in need of a
revision in the rates. He further stat-
ed that there was a shortage of sub-
stitutes in Sonora and it was the
hope of the district that the change
in daily rate would increase not
only the quantity, but also the qual- -
ity of substitute teachers. A motion
was made by Jacoby to implement
the following substitute teacher
rates: 1) $45.-- for non-certified
substitutes, 2) $55.00 for certified
substitutes, 3) $60 for long term
substitutes (after day 10). The
motion was seconded by Armke.
Voting aye were Armke, Favila,
Fields, Jacoby, and Payton. Voting
no was Bustamante. Absent and not
voting was Sam David Hernandez.
The motion carried.

Myers presented a proposal
from AVNET for providing technol-
ogy support and services. He
thanked Middle School Principal,
John Berry, for all his recent help
since the district no longer had a
Technology Director. A lengthy dis-
cussion was held regarding all
aspects of technology support and
services for the district along with
the various proposals from AVNET.
A motion was made by Favila, sec-
onded by Armke, to allow the
Superintendent to sign an agree-
"ment with AVNET to provide tech-
nology support to the district. The
motion carried unanimously.

After convening into closed
session, the Board moved to the
Elementary buildings to conduct an
on site inspection of existing facili-
ties. The meeting was adjourned
following the inspection.
