PUBLIC HEALTH BOARD REVIEWED BY
CHAIRMAN AT THE ANNUAL MEETING

Last year Midland County Public

Health Board celebrated it's fifth
year of community service and we
wonder what thrills those board
members will have who prepare the
25th annual report what great im-
provements in social welfare and
community health will have been
accomplished. But in 1937 we do
have a Silver Jubilee Year, the
25th anniversary of the National
Organization for Public Health
Nursing. The first records we have
of .a nurse doing community or
publi¢ health nursing in the Uni-
ted States is when Lillian Wald and
Miss Brewster went to East Side
New York City 43 years ago, and in
1895 drew up some general nursing
principles with which to guide them-
selves. But even 25 years ago there
was - no national, uniform standards
fory public ‘health -nursing, so on
June 7, 1912, less than 200 nurses
doing public health nursing or set-
tlement work as it was so often call-
ed, met in Chicago and organized
the National Organization for Pub-
lic Health Nursing. Today there are
over 20,000 trained public health
nurses in the United States alone,
and over 8,000 nurse members of the
National Organization for Public
Health Nursing. What has the N.
O. P. H. N. contributed to public
health nurses and nursing and the
‘community health of our nation?
1. It has defined the minimum qual-
ifications for public health nursing
and these have been accepted . by
the United States Public Health
Service, the Children’s Bureau, State
and City departments of Health. 2.
Outlined the funetions of public
health nursing. 3. Defined educa-
tional preparations necessary for
public health nurses, interpreted
public health nursing to the public.
5. Co-operated with. all national
organizations in community health
problems. 6. Published a manual
on public health nursing. 7. Made
statistical studies of public health
nursing problems  for NUMErous,
different cities and states. 8. Help-
ed to obtain employment for several
hundred nurses annually. 9. Extend-
ed advisory service into schools and
factories of the country. 10. Has
helped this present administration
with advice and surveys in the field
of social welfare and health prob-
lems, helping it to form policies and
put them into execution. There are
other fields of public health nurs-
ing clamoring for advice and assis-
tance and each new membership,
nurse, lay, board member or agency
will help make this possible. The
National Jubilee Committee to
sponsor the campaign for new mem-
bers and special financial gifts has
just been announced, headed by
Mr. Henry Bruere, President of the
Bowery Savings Bank of New York
city, with Newton D. Baker, Dr
Robert Millikan, Wm. Allen ‘White,
Dr. Thomas Parran, Jr., Mrs. Rus-
sell Colgate, some of the outstand-
ing 25 committee members. The ul-
timate goal is 2500 new members,
25 new agency members, new mem-
bers and gifts to total $75,000.00. As

In 1936 the Midland County Pub-
lic Health Board met in eight regu-
lar monthly meetings, one annual
meeting, one call meeting and one
executive meeting, with an average
attendance of 13 members, 32 visi-
tors altogether. The  outstamding
subject studied by the board was the
Social Security Act as it applied to
to community welfare. The Board
had three guest speakers, Dr. George
Gray who is now with Nolan coun-
ty Health Unit, and Dr. H. N. Barn-
ett, State assistant Health Officer.
Fifty local news articles were pre-
pared and besides these the Report-
er-Telegram printed 40 radio pro-
grams ,30 articles on State health
and regularly a syndicated health
feature. Changes in staff made no
difference to the Reporter-Telegram
and we sincerely-.appreciate the co-
operation of Mr. Paul Barron and
his staff. In June and July the
Board assisted the nurse in holding
eightefn rlinics, immunizing 462
persons for typhoid, the doctors giv-
ing their time for a nominal fee.
Mrs. L. Lancaster assisted. at sev-
eral clinics and Rev. Edw. P. Harri-
son, O. M. I. assisted in the Mexican
clinics. The Young Women’s Busi-
ness Class, directed by Mrs. W. J.
Coleman, prepared equipment and
supplies for a complete home con-
finement demonstration. This was to
have been shown at the Fall Fair
and Rodeo but at the last minute
it was decided not to open the Ag-
riculture building for exhibits.
Mrs. J. R. Ashley organized the
Radio work in March and for five
months did intensive work on that
committee before she left the Board.
Mrs. Wm. Brown, Mrs. George Far-
ley and Mrs. John M. Speed, Jr., as-
sisted during the Fall until Mrs. W.
B. Chapman became chairman in
November. Over 12 persons besides
six doctors and 2 dentists, have as-
sisted in preparing and reading the
health talks given over the radlo,
and about. 40 individual artists be-
sides the High School choral group
under Mrs. De Lo Douglas, Mexican
and negro school children trained by
their teachers, and a group of
Mexican young men trained under
Father Harrison, have assisted on
the radio programs. Every person
approached to help with the radio
work has graciously and generously
given of their time and talent. 43
programs have been given since the
18th of March on communicable dis-
eases, tuberculosis, infant and ma-
ternity care, dental problems, sani-
tation, school work, and various
phases of public health. While we
have no way of computing how much
good these programs are doing, we
know that our programs are listened
to throughout the district served by
K R L H for we have inquired for
information. We feel that our radio
program this year is one of the

Prospects for-a new Delaware pool
in west central Loving county right-
ened considerably today when it was

reported that the Mason Production| ...

Company No. 2 Mrs. Minnie Kyle
had made an oil head estimated at
50 barrels. The well will be given
a nitroglycerin shot today.

The last time bailer was run in
the Nc. 1 Kyle before it headed it
was found to have 3,000 feet of oil in
the hole, an accumulation of 36
hours. It was reported that operator
had not run back in to check the
oil level up to the time the well
headed. It had been showing an es-
timated 500,000 cubic feet of gas with
the oil. With elevation of 3,053 feet,
it topped the Delaware black lime
at 3,859, finding it barren. The Dela-
ware sand was topped at 3,895, and
the well found its oil and gas in
that formation from 3,091 to 3,911,
the total depth.

The prospective pool opener is lo-
cated 2,310 feet from the north and
east lines of section 20, block 35,
township 1, T. & P. survey. It is

nearly 20 miles northwest of the
Wheat pool at Mentone, hitherto the
only field in West Texas with Dela-
ware production.
Drilling Campaign

The performance of the Adams
& Bradley No. 1 Edwards has re-
sulted in a drilling campaign in the
north extension to the Leck pool in
extreme northwest Winkler county
proven last year by the Fields, Cher-
ry and Finley No. 1 Lum Daugherty
discovery. The Adams & Bradley well
was completed today for initial nat-
ural production of 735 barrels flow-
ing through casing with around 4,-
000,000 feet of gas. It topped the
pay at 2,956 and logged steady in-
creases down to the total depth.

The president said there had bheen
a change in the “moral climate” of
America, during which “we set our
feet upon 'the road of enduring pro
gress.”

. Before the inauguration Roose=
velt drove through the rain to pray
at St, John's Episcopal Church,

Vice-President Garner took what
he told friends would be his last
oath of offie shortly before the
President was sworn in. »

A vast throng of 250,000 watched
the parade and ceremony that in-
stalled the president in office for
four more years despite bitter
weather, Crowds jostled through
hotel lobies, crowded the hars or
gathered at scores of dinners and
receptions.

At noon, escorted by his cabinet,
the president took his place on the
inaugural stand in front of the
capitol. Senator Robinson of Arkan-
sas, the Democratic leader, admin-
istered the oath of office to Vice-
President Garner. Then Chief Jus-
tice Hughes administered the oath
to the president. The inaugural ad-
dress followed, and then he return=
ed to the White House to review the
inaugural parade at the court of
honor in front of the executive
mansion.

What The Employer Pays

Question 19: “As an employer,
how much do T pay, and to whom
do I pay?”

Answer: The amount each em-
ployer pays to the Unemployment
Compensation Fund is determined
by his payroll, and on the basis of
a fixed tax rate.

In the first report to the Com-
mission, you must determine whe-
ther you were an employer during
1935 and 1936. If you were an em-
ployer during 1935—that is, during
the year you employed eight or more
people in 20 or more weeks—then
you must report.

You have to pay the tax only on
the 1936 payroll, But if you were

.jan employer in 1935 and were not

in 1936, then you must report this
fact to the Commission, along with
an application for the termination
of your “employer” -classification.

The tax payments will be made
direct to the Texas Unemployment
Compensation Commission, Austin,
on tax return forms supplied' by the
Commission. ;

What Constitutes “Wages Payable?”

Question 20: “In the preceding ar-
ticle, I noted the use of term ‘wag-
es payable’ in talking of the amount
the employer must pay. Just what
does this term mean?”

Answer: Under the Act, the term
“wages” 1is meant to inelude all
forms of payment for services.

Ordinarily, wages is regarded as
meaning cash money paid for serv-
ices; but the Act includes, in addi-
tion to cash payments, the follow-
ing:

1. All eommissions and bonuses.

2. The cash value of all payments
made in mediums other than cash
—as, for instance, stoek or room and
board.

3. When a worker customarily
receives gifts or gratuities from per-
sons other than his immediate em-
ployer, these gifts are considered a
part of his wage, and constitute
“wages payable” by his employer.

‘The value of any such gratuities or
payments made in mediums other
than cash, will be determined by
fixed rules of the Commission.

Tuberculosis - Committee, Mrs.
H. Ellison, chairman.

One of the important features of
this year’s tuberculosis ‘work was the
sponsoring of the Tuberculin Skin
Test in March. It was decided to
particularly offer the test to high
school - students the first time. Five
of the local physicians were con-
tacted and our plans for the project
discussed with them and approved
by them, these doctors offering to
give their time at the clinics for a
very nominal fee. Approximately 350
letters, explaining the test, urging
parents to take their children eith-
er to the family physician or to
the clinic, were prepared and mail-
ed. Although 128 persons were test-
ed at the clinic, very few were
high school students, most of them
were children and adults, contacts
from families having been exposed
to tuberculosis. Our newspaper and

radio carried publicity on the tuber-
culin skin test and the clinics, urg-
ing everyone to go to his physician
if financially able or to come to the
clinic. The clinics were held five
consecutive Saturdays, reading of the
tests made the following Mondays.
Various board members and mem-
bers of the Junior Wednesday Club
assisted at each clinic. Out of 128
persons tested, 33 positive re-ac-
tions of these, 15 were X-Rayed by
the Board and 6 sent to the sani-
toyium at Carlsbad. Four other
persons were sent to the Sanitorium
through the Commissioners’ Court
and the Nursing Service. We do not
know how many were sent by the
private physicians. One patient, a
young man, has been discharged al-
ready, an arrested case. We keenly
realize the f{ren®*=ndous. field for
educative work on tuberculosis in
our county, and one of our new
problems is the re-ahibilitation of
these arrested cases. In 1935, 1,124 -
363 school children in the United
States were tuberculin - tested,
Michigan state testing 245,706, 19%
being positive, Texas testing 24,265,
18% positive. Some states tested
only their children who were direct
contacts hence their positives ran as
high as 51%. Our Burr cottage was
used by 2 patients this year before
they could be admitted to the Sani-
torium and the State Tuberculosis
Association asked us to send photo-
graphs of the cottage for use in
Uvalde countys publicity Xmas Seal
campaign our committee carried on
the usual publicity and preparation
for the Xmas Seal Sale. Posters were
put up around town, and an educa-
tive film on tuberculosis diagnosis
shown three time at the Yucca thea-
tre by Mr. Hodge and his staff. An
electric-flluminateidl Xmas Seal
Cross, about 4 1/2 feet long, was
built and hung over the courthouse
entrance on the Highway; Howe and
Allen co-operated and Mr. H. N.
Phillips and the Shelton Paint
Shop contributed the labor, A doz-
en publicity seal crosses for motor-
cars were bought and distributed by
Mrs. Newnie Ellis; board members,
highway officers, taxicabs, “M” Sys-
tem and Middleton Tailor Shop cars
carrying them.

Four thousands bookmarks with
a cut of the Xmas Seal were printed
an distributed through the cour-
tesy of the County Library. Mes-
dames Chas.

This year
our City Health Office, Dr. Wm.
Ryan, has heen making bacteria
laboratory tests on all dairy milk
and in this way has been able to
insist on all the dairymen bring-
ing their milk up to Grade “A”.

She visited 68 homes in the parti-
cular interest of a social hygiene
survey, gave 46 school children phy-
sical and dental inspections, had 1
cesspool dug and completed, in-
fiructad one midwife, altogethen
contacting  approximately 500 per-
sons. Mrs. Sloan, Miss Wilson, and
Ana Mae met on a Sunday after-
noon at a public meeting of colored
persons to reorganize the negro
health committee. About 50 persons
were there and evinced great in-
terest in the work. The original col-
ored committee had been formed 5
years ago. Malinda Holland was
elected chairman, Corine Cobb, vice-
chairman, Reba Brunson, secretary,
Mary Graham, reporter. A commit-
tee headed by Fred Bass and Robt.
Phillips was appointed to canvass
the colored community to ascertain
how many families wanted water,
gas and electricity and if they could
pay for such. There are 18 families
who want utilities and can afford
to pay for what they want. The
great need in the “colored flats”
still is water. At an executive meet-
ing with Mrs. Brown and Mrs. Sloan
tentative by-laws governing the col-
ored committee were drawn up and
latter passed at a meeting. Mus.
Chas. Brown with ‘committee mem-
ber visited the color school, hotel,
cafe, barber and beauty shops to
inspect their sanitary conditions
and encourage them to keep their
places clean.

This year we plan a larger early
tuberculosis diagnosis campaign
available to all, hope to conduct
a. restuarant school and to estab-
lish a social hygiene clinic for neg-
roes. These plans can only be ac-
complished with the continued fine
co-operation from civic groups and
individuals we have received in the
past. The Rotary Club and the
Mens' Bible Class have indicated
their desire to help with the negro
social hygiene clinic. The Lions’
Club has continued it’s vision work
for children, buying 10 pair of
glasses this year. The Board great-
ly appreciated the motion picture
machine made available by the
Commisisoners’ Court which contri-
butes so much in the educational
work of the nurse. Jiudge Barron is
always eager and willing to advise
and help us with all our policies and
plans and we are proud of working
under his progressive and efficient
Commisisoners’ Court. We want to
thank each person and every or-
ganization who helped us in our
community program this year and
may we go forward in 1937 to a
healthier and happier county.
