three dead crew members was lift­
ed Wednesday. '

Coast guardsmen last night recov­
ered the body of Mark Fontana, 
millionaire San Francisco food man­
ufacturer, from the bay bottom 
near where the plane sank. They 
said it bore evidence Fontana strug­
gled desperately to escape.

His body lacked a coat and trous­
ers. His shirt was unbottoned and 
his shoes undone. A preliminary ex­
amination indicated death by drown­
ing rather than injuries in the 
crash.

The body was moved to shore and 
further search halted imtil tomor­
row when officials plamied to open 
several invesligatiions . mto the 
tragic plunge of the big United Air­
lines' transport.

North Idaho
On December 18 a Northwest Air­

line plane crashed into a mountain­
side in North Idaho while flying 
from Mossuda to Spokane. Pilot 
Joseph Livermore and Co-Pilot A. 
A. Haid, the only occupants, were 
killed instantly. An Inquiry develop­
ed that the fliers lost their radio 
beam.

A San FTancisc-Los Angeles air 
liner plunged into a mountin can­
yon near Burbank December 27, 
killing its twelve occupants.

On January 12 a Transcontinental 
Air liner approaching Los Angeles 
pancaked into a mountain side not i 
far from the scene of the December 
27 crash. Five persons, including 
Martin Johnson, noted jungle ex­
plorer, were killed. Seven escaped 
death.

Several theories were advanced as 
to the cause of the Los Angeles 
crashes—among them that the 
mountains caused a powerful down- 
draft of air that caught the ships 
at a critical stage of their ap­
proach to the landing areas.

with oil after tapphig the pay lime 
at 4,373. Bailer was lost when the 
well had reached that depth, and it 
was not until crew had fished for 
it ten hours that the presence of 
oil was discovered, 300 feet having 
filled up in that time.

Fishing 
is still under way, but the well will 
probably be drilled deeper into the 
pay section when bailer has been re­
covered.

Location of the No. 1 Parcell is in

the center of the northwest of the 
southeast of section 8-21s-38e. 
Closest proven production is that 
in the Hardy pool six miles to the 
southwest. It had logged several 
good gas shows before drilling into 
the oil zone, the last of which was 
from 4,297 to 4,301. Steel line mea­
surement had corrected 4,218 feet to 
equal 4,195.

^ E R M A N Y  again is looking to­
ward her former colonies in 

Africa, and one of the likeliest 
spots is Togoland, in West Africa, 
now held by mandate under 
French control. Here, close to the 
equator, life is difficult for white 
settlers, especially near the coast, 
where the tsetse fly spreads the 
dangerous sleeping sickness.

By 1884, Germany had estab­
lished eight trading stations in 
Togoland, and hoisted her flag 
there. By 1913, this became Ger­
many’s only self-supporting col­
ony in Africa, her chief source of 
palm oil and cotton, 'The Treaty 
of Versailles divided the colony 
between England and France.

Since then Togoland has pros­
pered, increasing greatly its ex ­
ports of cocoa, oil palm products, 
cotton, and copra (dried coconut 
meats). Under the League of 
Nations mandate, however, the
