— If 
Roosevelt wins what he calls “ the

RA Chiefs Admit No One Has the * Whole 
Answer to Land Problem Confronting VS

AMARILLO, Texa.s. Feb. 15.—Re­
settlement officials of the land use 
planning section and the land utili­
zation division of the Resettlement 
Administration, from nine states, 
meeting recently for their semi­
annual conference, were told that 
“no one in Washington even thinks 
he has the whole answer” to the 
land problems confronting the Uni­
ted States.

Rex E. Willard, chief o f the land 
use planning section, Washington, 
told the officials that “no one in 
Washington thinks he can do this 
job and plan the regional strategy

tagged the bulk of the southern 
Democrats as conservatives who 
look a.skance at Roosevelt’s New 
Deal. But this assertion of that 
much truth w’as only one mistake 
he made. Southern Democrats 
such as Robinson knew High as 
one who helped write presidential 
campaign speeches and had had 
intimate conferences with Roose­
velt since the election.

Whether or not High’s predic­
tions ever come true, it is possible 
to distinguish roughly between 
conservative Democrat senators 
who are willing to follow the pres­
ident along whatever progressive 
pathways he may lead them into, 
and those who instinctively turn 
around and run the other way. 
Tliere is a middle group which 
stands irresolutely at the cross­
roads and has been expressing it­
self non-commitally as to Roose­
velt’s supreme court plan. This 
middle group will decide the issue.

’Tire Resettlement officials met in 
Denver, Colorado, for their five-day 
semi-annual conference, represent­
ing Regions 7, 10 and 12 of the gov­
ernment agency, and composed of all 
or parts of the following states — 
North Dakota, South Dakota, Kan­
sas, Nebraska, Oklahoma, Texas, 
Wyoming, New Mexico ana Colorado.

The conferences which are design­
ed to coordinate types of action in 
the three regions where land prob­
lems are similar, was devoted to a 
discussion of the problems of the 
Great Plains area.

Theoretical principles of land use, 
need for adjustment in irrigated 
sections with applications of water 
to its most efficient use, national 
policies to check soil erosion and the 
pre.serving of the Nation’s resources 
farm tenancy as it relates to the 
land and past history of the lariti 
were discus.sed.

Recently initiated types of con­
servation were found to be working 
satisfactorily in the nine states. 
Check dams, small reservoirs and 
irrigation projects have stored suf­
ficient water to definitely show the 
value of this type of conservation 
work.

Other types of land planning and 
use such as flood control by recul­
tivation of those areas with grass 
or forest to check the downward 
flow of water during spring fresliets 
and the like; grazing areas which 
were temporarily farmed to be re­
seeded with pasture grasses which 
will hold the topsoil in place and 
check the blowing of dust; recrea­
tion projects—land which is not ca­
pable of producing farm crops or to 
be turned to any use that Is pro­
fitable in terms o f cash, although 
located in districts where it could 
be adapted to public parks and tlie 
like, were discussed and plans com­
pleted for submission to Washington 
for approval.

The conference was attended by
to draw any hard and fast lines Richard Wager Smith, L. Riordan,

George of Georgia, Smith of 
South Carolina, and Brown of New 
Hampshire have also registered 
themselves against the supremo 
court proposal. In the final test they 
are likely to be joined by Chavez of 
New Mexico, Clark and Truman of 
Missouri, Dietrich of Illinois, Walsh 
of Massachusetts and perhaps a few 
other Democrats as well as the regu-

This man made 18 bales of cotton, 
5 tons of maize, and 1500 bundles 
of hegari for his- one-haU share 
of the crop.

He paid his Resettlement loan in 
full, has some cotton left, in ad­
dition to his pigs, chickens, cotton 
seed and cow. He Iras no place for 
apotlier year, because his landlord 
is planning to, farm the land him­
self, but it should be no trouble for 
Ifim to find another farm, with the 
excellent record of home and farm 
management which he has shown 
in 1936.

T h is farmer and ills family desire 
to remain on the fann. Tliey say, 
“No more relief for us; we want to 
stay on the farm if at all possible.”

the process of constitutional adju­
dication has become lawless. Each of 
more than 150 federal district judges 
claims the right, by his own judg­
ment, to set aside an act of con- 
gre.ss and the executive. They con­
flict v.’ith each other, .sometimes 
they compete with each other, their 
announcements confuse the public, 
they settle nothing at finality, but 
they tie up whole policies of gov­
ernment 5vith hastily granted in­
junctions.

In some instances, they have 
used trusteeships to finance fights 
of the government.

They liave in some cases ren­
dered judgments far beyond the 
needs of litigants and have not 
allowed fair chance to the govern­
ment to investigate cases and pro­
duce evidence. They have flagrantly 
disregai'ded a law which prohibits 
injunction in tax cases and thereby 
throwp fiscal estfmates into con­
fusion.

* V *
NULLIFICATION ARRAIGNED

Under their protecting arm the 
utility holding companies have op­
erated a sitdowni strike against the 
government, refusing for upwards of 
a year to render any obedience 
whatever to the public utility holding 
company law. They have stayed 
loans to localities to provide work 
for unemployed and public power 
supplies for communities.

They have embarrassed and haras­
sed public works such as the TVA. 
Several laws are now nullified in 
some or many districts.

Long ago the lower courts were 
forbidden to set aside state laws 
except by a tln-ee-judge court. But 
one judge can and does set aside 
the act of congress. The lawyer’s 
writ is more powerful than the 
people’s government.

It is agaiirst this background of 
facts that President Roosevelt's pro­
posals must be weighed. They do 
not proi'jose to destroy the courts 
or deprive them of jurisdiction. They 
propose a blood transfusion and a 
reform of procedure in the interest 
of avoiding delay and stopping ir­
responsible use of process.

In the light of existing abuses 
and defects, one may not reason-

TEXAS RANGES, UVESTOCK IN GOOD 
CONDITION, USDAMPORTS INDICATE

Texas ranges were in fair to good condition and livestock in good 
sliaix; on February 1, 1937. it was announced by the Bureau of Agricul­
tural Economics through the office of V. C. Childs, agricultural sta­
tistician. Although ranges and livestock declined during January on 
account of adverse weather, the outlook tor the livestock industry in 
Texas is favorable. The major poi'tloir of the state has ample subsoil 
moisture and prospects for spring grazing are good.

Ranges: The condition of cattle ranges on February 1. 1937. was 
77 per cent of normal, compared with 81 per cent a month ago, 77 per 
cent a year ago, and 75 per cent the 10-year (1927-1936) average on 
February 1. Ranges declined in most sections of the state during the 
past month. In the northwestern and western portions the decline was 
caitsed by cold, dry weather; and in the rerrrainder of the state by con- 
coinued wet weather and lack of sunshine. The northern portion of 
the Panhandle rs in need of moisture to bring back small grairr crops. This 
area has a deficiency of subsoU and surface moisture. The eastern por­
tion of the State had excessive rnois-*--------------------------------------------------------

Supplemental feeding was confined 
largely to northern section of the 
State where ice covered the range.
Forage leed supplies are ample in 
most sections of the State to winter 
livestock. Grain feed is short in the 
northern areas and ample for local 
needs in the southern regions.

Tire condition of sheep on Feb­
ruary 1, 1937, was 83 percent of 
normal, Ctbmpared with 86% a 
month ago, 947o a year ago. and 81 
percent the 10-ycar (1927-1936) ave­
rage on February 1. Sheep, gene­
rally, are in good condition, and 
losses were liglrt during January.
Losses were confined mostly to new 
born lambs in regions wliere ice 
bad covered tlic ranges. In localities 
where weather conditions were bad, 
some supplemental feeding was done 
wiilch kept ewes in fairly good con­
dition. Early lambs sustained prac­
tically no loss and are doing well.

Range conditions in 17 Wesden)
States sliowed a marked decline 
during January  ̂ due to snow cover­
ing in the nortli and adverse weather 
conditions that cut feed supplies in 
the southern Great Plains and Calif­
ornia .The 1936 droutli areas in 
Montana, Wyoming, and the Dako­
tas were covered with snow, whicli 
necessitated mucli use of shipped-in 
feeds. Ranges in western Wyoming 
and western Montana had consid­
erable snow, with some snow in 
western Nebraska and Colorado.
Storms and sleet cover damaged the 
supply of grain pasture in Kansas 
and Oklahoma, where pastm-e feeds 
and local grown feeds are very short.
