Marines Are 
Told to Fire 
On Attackers

Chinese Retreat 
To Lines From 
Chapei Sector
SHANGHAI. Oct. 27. (Æ>) — Ame­

rican marines were authorized to­
day to fire in self defense on any 
waiTJlane attacking them or non- 
combatants in their section of the 
Internationa! Settlement.

Fleet commander Harry Yarnell 
authorized the measure as fierce 
fighting, intensified by the retreat 
of Chinese from Chapei to new de­
fense lines, raged around the settle­
ment.

Tremendous fires, set by Chmese 
and Japanese, swept Chapei, the 
native quarter and penetrated the 
settlement at one point.

Chinese lieadquarters declared the 
“strategic withdrawal” was accom­
plished with minimmn losses and 
that their troops were entrenched 
now in strong positions along short­
ened lines beyond range of Japanese 
nai’al guns. Chirese left no dead, 
wounded or supplies behind.

The majority of Chinese troops 
withdrew' under cover of darkness, 
but spirited rearguard action was 
going on at the bottle-neck railway 
junction of the Sharghai-Nanking 
and Shanghai - Hangchow lines 
which proved the only outlet for 
the Chinese west of Chapei.

Formally declining to participate 
hi the peace conference in Brussels, 
Japan declared the nine-power 
treaty obsolete because of "Infilti- 
ratlon of conmiunLsm hr China.”

Coalition of All 
New Deal Foes Is 
Asked By Hoover

BOSTON. Oct. 27. i/Pi — Herbert 
Hoover called upon the Republican 
p a rty  'ITics'diry - night to draft a 
new platform of convictions and 
principles as a basis for a general 
coalition of those opposed to the 
Roosevelt administration.

Declaring directly to a national 
radio audience “T do not want any 
public office,” the former president 
urged that the party itself go into 
“ forward action" by summoning a 
national convention of Republican 
leaders to draw up an endorse “an 
honest, courageous. declaration’ 
prior to the 1938 congressional elec­
tions.

A direct audience of between 
three and tour thousand, gathered 
at a dinner ol' the Republican, ciuB 
of Massachusetts, interrupted the 
former chief executive so frequefitly 
with applause that he- halted long 
before the end of his prepared ad­
dress to say good bye to his'., radio 
audience.

A stir ran through the party of 
200 diners and the partly rilled 
balconies when he declared that he 
did not desire to sit agam in any 
public office. This grew into a 
lengthy interruption of applaiuse ar 
he served notice immediately there-; 
after that he Intended to continue 
active publicly, asserting “ I shall 
keep on fighting for those thing? 
vital to the American people.”

One of the longest periods ol 
handclapping occurred when, hi 
the course of 27 questions asked 
concerning "honesty in official and 
government life,” Hoover interro­
gated:

“Is it moral lor a government to 
collect hundreds of millions from 
the wages of workmen under the 
promise that they are kept in a 
fund for their security and then 
spend this fund on its current ex­
penses and extravagances?”

Hoover devoted much of his 
speech to pomiding upon the idea 
of an early meeting of Republican 
chieftains, and to liitting at those 
opposed to his plan.

Bogus Collectors 
Of. Security Act 
Face Prosecution

EL PASO. Oct. 27.—Criminal pro­
secution by the Depan'ment of Jus­
tice of bogus" collectors o f  funds in 
connection with tlie Social Security 
Act’s old-age insurance program has 
been requested by the Social Securi­
ty Board, it was announced today.

T’he Board has advised the De­
partment of Justice that it has re­
ceived information of several in­
stances where money has been col­
lected through such misrepresenta­
tion, and requested the Department 
to investigate tlicm and institute 
criminal proceedings. In announcing 
the action, David S. Pruitt, Mana­
ger of the El Paso office of the 
board, stated:

"The social Security Board has 
no ‘old-age .benefits collectors,’ ‘old- 
age insurance collectors,’ or any 
other-kind of collectors or financial 
agents. It lias authorized no one to 
collect any fees from participants in 
the old-age insurance program. Wc 
wish to caution everyone against 
jnakmg i].iy payments wliaftever 
to persons representing themselves 
as agents of tlie Board and who 
guarantee the payment of old-age 
insurance.”

Pruitt also issued a wurning con­
cerning tlic use of alleged counter­
feit Social Security account cards 
for identification in cashing checks. 
He said cards issued by the Board 
are for purpose of the Social Se­
curity Act only.

Possession of an account card 
holds no significance for other iden­
tification purposes or for the finan­
cial responsibility of the individual.

Texas Rangers Are 
Ordered to Dallas

AUSTIN. Oct. 27. (A') — Governor 
Allred today reiterated his asser­
tion that he would send the “en­
tire Ranger force to Dallas if nec­
essary to stop recurrences ol labor 
strife.” The governor has posted a 
$250 reward for conviction of each 
person involved in the flogging yes­
terday of Harold Bowen, said to be 
a labor organizer. O. B. Daniel and 
Jack George, arrested near the Ford 
plant in Dallas, today, were charged 
with aggravated assault in the beat­
ing of Bowen.

DALLAS, Oct. 27 (/P). — Texas
Rangers were ordered to Dallas 
Tuesday for the second time in re­
cent weeks after the reported abduc­
tion and flogging of Harry Bowen, 
who said he was a former employe 
of the Kansas City Ford plant.

Police said Bowen received a 
broken nose and numerous cuts and 
bruises when he was abducted by 
several men at East Grand avenue, 
taken to 'White Rock lake, and 
severely beaten with a rubber hose.

In Austin Gov. James 'V. Allred 
backed orders from Albert Sidney 
Johnson, chairman of the Texas 
pubhc safety conunission, who tele­
phoned immediately after the ab­
duction to order Rangers sent here. 
Allred posted a $250 reward, “ for 
information leading to the arrest 
and conviction of each person in­
volved in this brutal flogging.”

Never Saw 
Better Job, 
Declares

Sharp Curtailment 
Of Pensions Must 
Be Made, Believed
AUSTIN, Oct. 27 (/P).—Governor 

Allred said today he had never 
known of a better job of “scuttling” 
than that performed in the legis­
lative session that adjourned last' 
nignt.

He commented only briefly on the 
session, called to raise revenue for 
the state's social security program.

The house at the last moment re­
fused to accept a compromise with 
the senate on a bill estimated to 
raise $4,000,000 annually.

Many felt old age grants will have 
to be sharply curtailed, perhaps sus­
pended temporarily.

The governor said he was “ not 
as worried over what he would do 
as what a lot of unfortunate people 
will do.” He said he wanted the 
“check” on the session before fur­
ther comment.

Governor Allred, who called the 
session, asked for additional reve­
nues aggregating $15,000,000 a year 
but it had been apparent for days 
the law'makers would not accede to 
his request.

Shortly before adjournment, the 
liouse blocked action on a compro­
mise $4,000,000 general tax bill be­
cause it did not consider the pro­
posal contained satisfactory provi­
sions lor old age pensions.

Advised the legislature had com­
pleted its work. Governor Allred 
stated immediately there wa.s no 
possibility of anotlier special ses­
sion.

" I  .see no possibility of another 
sessioji,” he said. “ I see no reason 
for believing anything would be ac­
complished. I certainly will never 
call another session until there is a 
guarantee it will do something.”

The governor thanked a delega­
tion from the house which told him 
they had finished their labors and 
were ready to go home.

Of Labor Control 
Offered By AFL

V/ASHINGTON, Oct. 27 (/P).—
John L. Lewis' rebel Committee of 
Industrial Organization rejected to­
day an American Federation of La­
bor counter peace proposal whicli 
called for complete surrender of the 
CIO as its terms for ending labor’s 
war.

The AFL plan called for dissolu­
tion of tlic CIO and return of all 
CIO unions that were once AFL 
members.

A proposal by the CIO yesterday 
asked:

(1) That the federation adopt a 
basic policy tliat workers in mass 
production, marine, public utilities, 
service and basic fabricated indus­
tries be organized on an industrial 
basis.

(2) Tliat the CIO shall become 
a new and completely autonomous 
department of the federation, with 
a constitution of its own and sole 
jurisdiction over the workers enum­
erated above.

(3) That a convention attended 
by representatives of all American 
Federation of Labor and Commit­
tee for Industrial Organization 
unions be called soon to ratify such 
an agreement and adopt regula­
tions “ to guarantee the fulfillment 
ol the program.”

The labor peace conference was 
recessqid until Nov. 4. Harvey 
Fremrahig, CIO negotiator, said the 
recess “ in no way is to be considered 
a permanent disagreement.”

“ Soviet Russia” 
Subject of Talk 
At Lions Luncheon

"Soviet Russia” was the subject 
of a most interesting and educa­
tional address delivered by Ronald 
DeFord, Midland geologist who re­
cently returned from Russia where 
he attended the International Geo­
logical Congress, at the regular 
weekly luncheon of the Midland 
Lions club today noon, DeFord giv­
ing a clear picture of conditions in 
Russia at this time. He traveled 
over 9,000 miles in Russia visiting 
mines, oil fields, factories, farms, 
cities and 'villages.

A brief history of Russia from the 
time of the world war to the pres­
ent was outlined by the speaker 
preliminary to the main part of his 
address. The two greatest achieve­
ments of Russia are the lack of im- 
employment and national rights, 
said DeFord, who added that the 
strength of the present regime is 
great tn that the people are strong 
for the government. He discussed 
the working conditions and stated 
that in Russia women are equal to 
men in every respect. The effici­
ency of industry and the efficiency 
of the workmen in Russia are below 
those in the United States, he de­
clared.

Churches are pennitted but dis­

Behind the Scenes in Washington

WASHINGTON. Oct. 27. — Prank 
C. Walker, NewTDeal trouble-shoot­
er and “mystery man,” is likely to 
become director of the Bureau of 
the Budget.

The element of doubt about it 
appears to rest in the question 
whether Roosevelt can persuade 
Walker to take over the job. Here­
tofore Walker usually has succumb­
ed to the blandishments of his close 
friend In the White House when the 
latter has beseeched him to take 
over a difficult administration job. 
Walker doesn’t want to be director 
of the Budget, but he probably will 
be, just the same.

The budget and tne matter of 
balancing it have .become an in­
creasingly serious problem in the 
President’s mind. Ever since Direc­
tor Lew Douglas quit in protest 
against New Deal spending policies, 
in 1934, the budget has been in 
charge of capable Acting Director 
Dan Bell, who is guided to a large 
degree by Secretary of the Treas­
ury Morgehthau, who in turn is so 
subject to White House supervision 
that Roosevelt sometimes is called 
“his own Secretary of the ’Treas­
ury.”

The fact that neither the budget 
directorship nor the post of comp­
troller of the currency, vacated by 
John B. McCarl, have ever been 
filled is at least partly attributable 
to the fact that the previous in­
cumbent proved too independent 
and recalcitrant for the President’s 
comfort.

Roosevelt draftpd 
him, first to head the Executive 
Council and seek to co-ordinate 
the New Deal, and later to head 
the National Emergency Council, 
one of whose chief jobs was to set 
up machinery for WPA applica­
tions from the states.

PUPS AND JUNIOR RICH UU BS PLOW -  
THROUGH ODESSA TEAMS TO HANG UP 
DOUBLE VICTORY FOR LOCAL SCHOOLS

The Odessa Broncs are going to 
be heavy favorites when they en­
gage the Midland Bulldogs Thanks­
giving Day, but the secohd string 
Bulldogs and the junior high foot­
ball teams didn’t let that bother 
them a bit last night as both teams 
rang up wins over Odessa teams of 
the same rating.

Sale of the 1938 
Buicks Promises 
To Set a Record

FLINT, Mich. Oct. 27.—Tire rate 
of Buick sales since the first of 
October, when 1938’s were released 
to dealers, substantially exceeds 
that of the corresponding period a 
year ago, and is continuing at an 
accelerated pace, according to a 
statement today by’ W. P. Hulstad- 
er, general sales manager.

At the same time, it was dis­
closed that Buick production is 
averaging better than I260 cars a 
day with a sufficient ' number of 
orders on hand to maintain capa­
city operation through the first of 
the year.

Average retail delivery figures, 
covering the first ten days of 
the month, show that 4,740 new 
Buicks were delivered to customers 
in the United Slates, compared with 
917 in the first ten days of October 
a year ago, Mr. Hufstader said. Sales 
for the period, were the best since 
1929, a year in which Buick an­
nounced in August and full stocks 
of new cars were in the hands of 
dealers, and exceeded any pre-an­
nouncement volume in Buick’s re­
cord.

Production of Buick cars for the 
week ending October 15th, totaled 
6,093 units, an average of 1218 a 
day, and schedule for the current 
week calls tor 6.100 units. Buick’s 
production since January 1st, reach­
ed 172,477 on October 15th, and 
with heavy schedules for the re­
mainder of the year, is expected 
to total between 235,000 and 240,- 
000 by December 31st.
