Japs Demand Surrender of 
Nanking By Generalissimo

iSHANGHAI. Nov. 22 (/P).—Japa- I 
nese forces nearing Oiina’s capital, j 
Nanking, called on Chinese General­
issimo Chiang Kai-shek to suiTen- 
der today.

Messages urging the surrender 
were dropped by Japanese airmen 
making their first flight over Nan­
king since the government an­
nounced transfer of its activities 
further inland to Chungking.

Japanese militiiry leaders, declar­
ing they would be at the gates of 
Nanking within a week, announced 
the capture of Wusih, one of the 
last strongholds of China’s Nan­
king defenses.

West of Shanghai a 200-mile 
wall of troops advanced toward the 
newest Chinese defense positions.

Simultaneously the Japanese mil­
itary attaches informed officials of 
the foreign areas the Japanese army 
reserved tlie right to take indepen­
dent measures to suppress all anti-

Japanese activities if such efforts 
of the settlement authorities fail 
to satisfy the army.

A Japanese spokesman emphasiz­
ed Japan required acknowledgment 
from the foreign authorities of 
Japan’s right, in pi'inciple, to take 
over the sovereign rights in the' 
settlement and concession formerly 
exercised by the Chinese govern­
ment.

Although the maritime customs 
involved international agreements 
beyond the authority of settlement 
officials to modify, the Japanese 
navy today seized all customs ves­
sels in Shanghai harbor, forced off 
the Chinese crew and foreign en­
gineers and hoisted the rising sun 
flag preparatory to taking over 
operation of the customs.

The Chinese customs revenues 
are pledged to repay foreign loans 
and officials of interested foreign 
powers supervise their collection.

Midland Is 
Placed In 
Air Survey

‘ ‘Feeder Week’  ̂ to 
Be Staged by PO 
Department Soon
Designation of Midland as one of 

the Texas cities to be used in “Air 
Mail Feeder Survey Week” to be 
staged by the Postoffic Department 
in cooperation with the Eastern Air 
Lines December 6-12, inclusive, was 
announced today by Postmaster Al­
len Tolbert.

Upon his receipt of the informa­
tion from the postmaster at Hous­
ton, who has been named chair­
man of survey week, a meeting was 
held by chamber of commerce of­
ficials and interested citizens this 
morning to lay plans for the event.

A committee, including civic 
leaders, officials of oil companies 
and chamber of commerce workers 
was appointed by Marion Flynt to 
make a survey, the results of which 
will be presented to L. R. Fimian, 
district traffic manager of Eastern 
Ail- Lines, and Captain B. Roe who 
will land at Sloan Field probably 
tomorrow on a preliminaiy flight 
to determine the elapsed time be­
tween cities and other data needed 
for the survey week.

According to the plan, air mail 
will be picked up here by a special 
plane December 10, the mail to be 
flown to Houston and from there 
to eastern cities. Exact time of the 
pickup will be made known follow­
ing the preliminary trip by Mr. 
Fimian and Captain Roe. They 
would have been here today but 
were delayed in their flight by 
weather conditions.

A committee of civic leaders will 
meet Mr. Fimian and Captain Roe, 
welcoming them here, pledging full 
cooperation from Midland in the 
air mail survey week and giving 
them such infoi-mation as they will 
require and as will aid Midland in 
securing badly needed air mail sex- 
vice. Letters were being written to­
day by heads of oil companies with 
offices at Midland, giving figures 
on the volume of air mail they 
would provide. Many of them are 
now sending mail to Big Spring in 
company cars in order to dispatch it 
there by air mail. It is believed that 
Midland would furnish probably the 
largest air volume of any town in 
Texas not now enjoying that ser­
vice, due largely to the many oil 
companies located here and to the 
speed required in handling then 
communications to the east and th^ 
west.

Definite observance by Midland 
people of the air mail survey week 
was endorsed by the committee 
which met this morning. It is 
planned that signs and posters ad­
vertising the event will be placed 
over the city, publicity will be giv­
en freely, a special cachet from 
Midland will be provided to be 
stamped on the air mail picked up 
here December 10, and efforts will 
be made to have every individual 
served by the Midland postoffice 
to dispatch at least one letter on 
this special plane.

Texas has been selected as the 
field for an experiment concerning 
the possibility of air mail which is 
hoped to develop by this survey, 
Postmaster Tolbert was advised. It 
will be the first time in the history 
of the Postolfice Department or of 
the air mail lines that such a large 
area will be covered in one day. It 
was believed that Midland, and 
such towns and cities included in 
the experiment, will hasten the 
time for regular air mail service 
by cooperating fully in the air mail 
survey week. Civic organizations and 
all Midland citizens were called up­
on to assist in the movement. 'Phose 
having data, or information which 
would aid the eommittee in pre­
senting Midland’s plea for regular 
air mail seryice were asked to fur­
nish same to the chamber of com­
merce today or early Tuesday,

W. T. Beaty; Flora Lee Hudson, 12, 
Lillie Ray Hudson, 11, and Clayton 
Eugene Hudson, 3, all children of 
Mrs. Beaty by a former marriage, 
and Joy LaVerne Hudson, 7, daugh­
ter of Doc Hudson, Mrs. Beaty’s 
former brother-in-law.

Deputies at the Roosevelt county 
sheriff’s office said the inflammable 
mixture apparently caught fire from 
a stove.

The little victims were burned al­
most beyond recognition, making- 
identification difficult at first.

Beaty escaped from the tent 
house with minor burns. He refused 
hospital treatment. Three other 
Hudson children, Wilbur, Truman 
and Doris, were not burned.

Mrs. J. T. Beaty, mother of W. 
T. Beaty, described the explosion 
as she saw it:

“Fire burst from the tent. I saw 
at least five bodies dragged out 
with rakes and hoes. They were 
burned as black as charcoal. Two 
of the children were crippled, and 
Flora Lee had just returned from a 
treatment at a clinic.”

Nearly 200 Known 
Dead as Typhoon 
Hits Philippines

MANILA, Nov. 22 (/P).—The ty­
phoon which raked the central 
Philippines Wednesday whirled 
westward into the China Sea to­
day leaving a death list containing 
180 names and still growing, an 
estimated 170,000 persons in dis­
tress, and enormous property dam­
age.

President Manuel Quezon pro­
claimed a state of emergency in 
the seven affected central islands to 
prevent the skyrocketing of food 
prices.

The Commonwealth R e l i e f  
Board, cooperating with the Red 
Cross, began organizing to meet the 
greatest Philippine relief problem in 
many years.

The storm, which left a trail of 
devastation through thirty prov­
inces, was reported to have raged 
at top fury for 24 hours in some 
areas. Wind velocities as high , as 
100 miles an hour were recorded.

Bodies of victims lay in long 
lines on several beaches as sal­
vagers recovered the dead and 
made reports through crippled com­
munication lines under repair.
