Three Fascist States After Loot and Power
Is Real Story Behind ‘Anti-Communism’ Pact

LONDON. Nov. 24 — Germany,
Italy and Japan have bound them-
selves into a pact whose ostensible
purpese -is to fight the spread of
Commurism.

Communism is a blessed cover
for their designs. If there had
bheen no Communism, they would
have been constrained to invent it.
No onre of the three allies is threat-
ened by Communism,

In Germany and Italy today a
declared Communist stands goed
chance of execution or of very long
imprisonment. In Japan, not only
Communism, but Sccialism and even
trade unionism have been kept down
by the military clique.

The new partnership of three
powerfully armed states, in which
the people have no voice in their
destinies,- has within it wide im-
plications which may affect the his-
tory of the world for a good many
years to come,

ITALY NOT SATISFIED.
1—Japan’s war upon Chinag with-
out declaring war is nothing but an
enterprise to gobble up the best
part of China, particularly those
great coal and iron deposits.

Italy with her conquest of Ethi-
opia is not a satisfied state. She
wants more power in the Mediter-
anean and means to get it—if pos-
sible.

Germany, is of course conducting
a thumping campaign for the returr
of her former African colonies, par-
ticularly thoie England holds.
TROUBLE IN BRAZIL.
Interference in the affairs of
other states. The new allies loudly
proclaim that the Bolsheviks are
constantly stirring up trouble in
other states. The Fascists have re-
peatedly said Fascism was not an
article for export. So have the
Nazis.

But all over Europe, where there
are Germans, there are Nazi nests
and in many states laws have been
passed to stop their machinations.

Up to now the most glaring ex-
ample of interference-—is—in Spain
where Italian and German ‘‘volun-
teers” have largely won the victories
for Franco, the rebel -leader.

There is a danger that some day
something of the sort may happen
in Latin America. Then Uncle
Sam will sit up and take notice,
brushing the dust off the Monroe
Doctrine. In the old Kkaiserian

days Germany always had a cove-
tous eye on the rich southern states
of Brazil where thousands of Ger-
mans were settled. Those Germans

If another war comes it may well have its origin

THREATS IN WARTIME.
3—Threat to England anc France
and danger to Russia. The nrew alli-
ance means that in any war, Rus-
sia. would be engaged on two fronts
—German to the west and Japan to
the east. Germany covets the Ukra-
ine with its wheat, coal and oil, and
its outlet to the Black Sea.

Japan covets Russian possessions
which front on the Pacific. It loath-
es the idea of the Russians having
in Valdivostok a port whence subma-
rines and airplanes could imperial
Japanese fleets and Japanese cities.

The threat to France is no less

real. It will be greater if the Fas-
cists and the Nazis succeed in put-
ting Franco on top in.Spain. Then,
in case of war, France would find
herself threatened on three fronts
—Gerian, Italy and Spain. A hostile
Spain, plus a hostile Italy, would
make untenable the Mediterranean
routet between France and her
North African possessions.

Finally, there is the threat to
Britain. A hostile Italy and Spain
block her way through the Medi-
terranean just as effectively as they
do France’s. OQutside of the Ameri-
can, the British naval fleet is still
the strongest in the world. But if
Britain had simultaneous trouble
with the three gangster states, her
navy would not be adequate.

It must be remembered that Bri-
tain has things that the three allies
want. Germany wants her colonies
in Africa back.

Italy, with an army in Libya,
not  averse ‘to dominating Egypt.
She still remembers with anger
that the French and British did not
keep their promise about giving her
part of Asia Minor, and would not
mind taking a crack at Palestine.

In the Far East Japan looks with
suspicious eyes at the fortifications
of Singapore. And there is much
loot lying about. Hong Kong for
instance or Australia. And the rich
Dutch East Indies, now practically
protected as much by the British
navy as if they were John Bull's
own possessions.

Electric Power
Consumpticn Less

AUSTIN,. Texas. — Electric DOw-
er consumption in Texas during
October declined more than the us-
ual seasonal amount from the pre-
ceding month but was still well
above the corresponding month last
year, according to the University of
Texas Bureau of Business Research.

Reports from fifteen electric pow-
er companies, representing a large
percentage of electrical energy pro-
duced in this state, reported con-
pumption of 163,789,000 kilowatt
hours during October, a decrease of
10.2% from September but an in-
crease of 14.6% over October last
year.

Commercial power consumption
showed a decline of 14.1% from Sep-
tember but an increase of 13.3%
over October last year; industrial
COnsumption showed a decline of
3.8% and an increase of 15.6% res-
pectively for the two comparable
petriods; and residential consump-
tion, a decline of 7.2% and an in-
crease of 14.1%.

Following is a copy of the sermon
delivered by Rev. Coleman:
Thanksgiving In Psalm 107,

The one-hundred-seventh Psalm
rises to the sublime heights of in-
spired song. Nowhere in literature
can it be matched. for its spontan-
eous surge of thankfulness to God.
Its vivid imagery depicts the varied
course of human experiences and the
wise providence of a merciful God.
It sounds both notes of warning and
notes .of encouragement, and. ex-

horts God-loving men and women to
broadcast His goodness and mercy.
“Let the redeemed of the Lord say
$0.2.(Vs: 2.).

In this materialistic ,pragmatic
age; with its speedometer,s turn-
stills, statistics, codes, brain-trusts
and every conceivable measureing
device for the computation of out-
put and production, it might be well
to inject more of the poetical. True
poetry rises from the aspiration of
the human soul. It is the spiritual
expression of the mind and heart.
It is God-centerd and God-directed.

One great test of immortal poe-
try is its universal application and
appeal. It is ageless and timeless.
So the magnificent one-hundred and
seventh Psalm of Thanksgiving,
while based directly on the experi-
ences of ancient Israel, awakens
kindred echoes and responses in
every human heart.

In four realistic and timeless, mas-
terful pictures, we see ourselves:

1. How graphically the inspired
writer portrays DIRECTION 1IN
THE DESERT (verses 4-9). His
priental mind is thus revealed.

Amidst the aridity, waste and track-
less emptiness, where life was diffi-
cult to hold, the Providence of God
impressed itself upon the thought
and conduct of man. There, Mono-
theism had its birth. The Patri-
archs were sustained by the guid-
ance of Almighty God, and Israel
saw a mighty demonstration of it
for forty years. Preserving the
memory of it all in verse the Psalm-
ist writes; “They wandered in the

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“HANDS OFF BRAZIL”; BUT FOR HOW LONG?

Until Rio de Janeiro air clears of the smoke screen
thrown out to effect the installation of Getulio Vargas
as dictator, Brazil will remain an uncertain political qual-
ity, and as such, will be dangerous goods for the United
States to be tampering with.

Some recognition of thit has come from Washington,
“where the belief exists that now is a time for full indul-
gence of the “good neighbor” policy sponsored by Presi-
dent Roosevelt. A firmer barrier against intervention is
the Buenos Aires. peace conference agreement, under
which American governments promised not to interfere
in any way in the domestic affairs of other American
nations. .

! But behind these fdirly strong persuasions to keep
our hands off, are some clamoring contradictions. And
there’s something familiar to t};eir ring.
sk sk
. In the first place, there are the $560,000,000 worth
‘'of obligations due the United States from Brazil. Approxi-
mately $200,000,000 is in direct investments—public utili-
ties and manufacturing enterprises. Brazilian bonds held
in this country total some®$362,000,000.

: Then there is the matter of big business carried on
between the United Statesr and Brazil. American com-
mercial men fear that a Fascist Brazil—suggested bv the
‘corporative state form of the new government—will re-
sume barter trading with Germany, and possibly Italy, at
the expense of American exporters.

Only a few months before Getulio assumed dictatorial
power, American firms estimated that German goods land-
ed in Brazil at low prices had slashed American com-
petitive sales from 25 to 95 per cent.

. What will hapnen now that Vargas is in the saddle
anid fully committed to a course of ‘anti-Bolshevism similar
to..Giermany’s, is something American traders can only
grodn and pray over.

These ‘erumblings and worries are bound to reach
the ears of the administration if it develops that Brazil
has turned in the “wrong’ direction. Cries for protection
of investments and property always have been about as
much an offieial concern as the loss of lives, in foreign
embroglios.

Add the State Department’s own little worry about
preserving the “democratic form” in governments of the
western hemisphere, and vou have the makings for an
“incident” which mav lead to a ““misunderstanding’’ which
may lead to something far worse.

Residents to Stay

‘Even If Homes Are

Taken Into Park

ALPINE (#)—Most of the resi-
dents of the proposed Big Bend
National Park will be encouraged
to continue making the area their
homes when, and if, the project is
approved, says Mrs. Berta Clark

Lassiter, secretary of the Brewster
County Chamber of Commerce.

They are chiefly of Mexican des-
cent -and live in the four small
settlements of Boquillos, Castolon,
San Vicenti and Molinar. They are
as much a part of the color of the
Big Bend as the rugged mountain
range, the “desert waste and the
winding Rio Grande.

Collective population of the four
towns is estimated at around 250
by County Judge R. B. Slight, but
an ‘accurate count never has been
made because the people take no
intérest in public affairs.

The residents make a living from
small herds of sheep, goats and cat-
tle and small truck gardens. This
is supplemented at good seasons by
working for landlords in the Bend.

Beauty -for these people is ex-
pressed in ‘bits of brightly colored
cloth and a few lonely green shrubs
beside the doors of their adobe huts.

‘With the exception of vperhaps a
little flour and salt their needs are
few and they want for little. For
their sick they concoct medicines
from herbs.

They have deep reverence for
their dead, and funeral rites, like
their life, is simple. Their ceme-
teries are elaborately decorated and

well cared for.

Leaders in the park move believe
the smaller herds of livestock will
be allowed to remain in the area
but the larger flocks -and herds will
be removed, according to O. E.
Sperry, head of the biology depart-
ment of Sul Ross State Teachers’
College. Sperry has carried on an
extensive research of the grasses of
that section and believes from sev-
en to eight years will be required
to develop the turf in some parts
to its former growth.

‘Injuries Come High
On Dam Project Job

AUSTIN (#)—Injuries and three
deaths in '15 menths cost the Lower
Colorado Authority $61;151, C. ‘B.
Sheffield, auditor, reports.

The authority, constructing four
dams on the Colorado River, oper-
ated its own workmen’s compensa-
tion insurance ‘plan and ‘thereby
saved $228,505 under the cost of
purchasing insurance based on es-
tablished rates for dam construc-
tion, the auditor said.

For the 15 months ending in Oc-
tober, the authority paid $5633 to
69 injured ‘workers, an ‘average of
$81.64. There 'were three -deaths.
Renefits of $5,921 were paid in two
cases -and $2,842 in the third. 'Cost
of ‘operating its own hospital also

was ‘included in the $61,151 out-
lay.

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_SMALL SCHOOL STARS PROVE
WORTH OVER BIG LEAGUERS

All America hails 1937’s = super-.
men of football—All-America!

Here are the greats who Satur-
day after Saturday stood out above
their fellows on college gridirons,
whose play earned them the game’s
highest honor—the name of All-
America.

These names for the football Hall
of Fame are the choices of the men
who really know the game, who see
behind “grandstand plays” and
“lucky breaks,” who know not only
who is foremost on the fields of
battle, but why. NEA’s football im-
mortals were chosen by the nation’s
leading coaches, the men who have
the best opportunity to see the ath-
letes in action, hte most ability to
select the really great from the
merely flashy.

For All-America decorations in
1937, then, America’s most famous

one place, although at least two,
Pittsburgh and California, easily
might ‘have been given three each.
Indicating how tough it is for a
college foothall player to achieve
the cherished goal of every one of
them, is the absence from the first
team of a member of the Fordham
and  Alabama creations, who as
teams belong in the country’s first
five. :

But to get down to the All-Amer-
icg, team of 1937. Byron White of
Colorado, Marshall Goldberg of
Pittsburgh, Clinton Frank of Yale,
and George Karamatic of Gonzaga
are the backs.

The much-abused word, “sensa-
tional,” may be employed in de-
scribing Whizzer White, the most
widely publicized small-school play-
er in the country, but rightfully so.
Everybody who has seen White say
that he is the peer of or at least
the equal of Earl (Dutch) Clark,

It perhaps is the first time since
the late Walter Camp got out of
the ivy-sprinkled Big Three that
the wusually all-powerful Western
Conference goes unrepresented on
the first string. But the Big Ten
wasn’t ‘up to its customary standard
this autumn. Its poor record against
outside competition is something in
the way of proof of this.

HOUSTON (#)—Texans are rais-
ing the highest monument in the
United States to the memory of the
heroes of the Battle of San Ja-
cinto—that 18-minute fight in which
Texas was freed from Mexico in
1836.

The $1,150,000 monument will be
564 feet high, nine feet higher than
the Washington Monument in the
nation’s capital.

President Franklin D. Roosevelt
will be asked to dedicate it April
21, 1938, the one hundred and sec-
ond anniversary of the historic bat-
tle. Jesse Jones of Houston, chair-
man of the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation, broke the ground for
the towering structure in 1936. The

We need to be God-directed, His
way is the right way for nations
and for individuals. He has never
failed, nor ever will. “In all thy
ways acknowledge Him and He shall
direct thy path.” So at this Thanks-
giving season let us thank Him for
His DIRECTION IN THE WILD-
ERNESS even tho we have not
availed ourselves of His leadership
as we should.

2. The second picture which the
Psalmist  presents we - will call
FREEDOM FROM FETTERS (ver-
ses 10-16). The Psalmist’s historical
mood recalls the bitter gall of Egyp-
tian bondage. How -irksome oppres-
sion became. Broken in body and
spirit under the industrial heel of
Egyptian bondage, their wail as-
cended to Heaven. God heard their
cry and His own way broke the
yoke of foreign bondage.

Now under David’s
reign, the Golden —Age, from an
economic standpoint, was being
ushered in, and the descendants
of those early slaves had lost sight
of that struggle for freedom. How-
ever, spiritual slavery existed for
them as it exists for us. The bands
of sin controled them, as it controls
us. Humanity is enslaved by pas-
sions. The flesh holds us fast in the
stocks. Minds are shackled; depres-
sion strangles us; systems force us
into grooves; custom and public
opinicn cramp and circumscribe;
confusion of creeds crowd many
minds with doubt; and many are
appalled at their helplessness.

It is true in more than one sense
that “stone walls do not a prison
make, nor iron bars a cage.” Loock
up, the day of liberation is at hand.
There is a way of escape. Jesus said
that He came to preach “deliver-

In the midst of captivity, Israel
“cried unto the Lord, and He de-
livered them.” ‘“He brought them
out of darkness.” “He brake their
bands asunder.” True liberty at
last! All doubts and fears removed!
God alone leads the way out. He
grants FREEDOM FROM FET-
TERS to individuals and to nations.
Let us therefore, thank Him for such
a blessed possibility, even though
we may not have taken advantage
of it.

3. The Psalmist’s third pen pic-
ture deals DELIVERANCE FROM
DEATH (verses 17-22). Again and
again the Israelites were miracu-
lously saved from death and des-
truction. Through their own wilful-
ness, they brought calamity and dis-
ease upon themselves. Witness the
serpent bitten men, who through
the intercession of Moses were sav-
ed by merely looking upon the
raised serpent of brass. In no un-
certain words does the sacred poet
exclaim: “Fools because of .their
transgression and because of their
iniquities are afflicted.” Death
stared them in the face. “Then they
cried unto the Lord.” That is about
the only time some people appar-
ently ever think of God.

Violation of the law of health has
brought many a person to the gates
of death, either through ignorance
or wilfull dissipation or carelessness.
The Psalmist speaks of “transgres-
sons and iniquities.” He calls such
violators “fools.” Disregard and in-
attention to the Laws of God bring
nations as well as' individuals. to
the gates of death. Sickness of soul
is evidenced by immorality, greed,
selfishness, disregard for the Sab-
bath, and idolatry of all forms.
Witness world condibions today!
Sin-sick souls need the great. phy-
sician.

“They cried to the Lord in their
trouble, and He saved them out of
their distress.” The Great Physician
sent His prescription to their heal-
ing. Nations and individuals find
nealing and health by following His
prescription—the Written Word and
most of all the Incarnate Word.
“The Word was. made flesh and
dwelt among us.” However, His

Word, spoken or Incarnate must be

followed to bring about the desired
healing result.

The ills of the world will be cur-
ed, if we take the Remedies God of-
fers. Thank Him, therefore, for
being able fto DELIVER FROM
DEATH. “I am the Lord that heal-
eth thee.” “Bless the Lord, O my
soul, Who healeth all thy diseases.”

4. The last picture to refer to in
this Psalm we will designate, SAV-
ED FROM THE SEA (verse 23).
The Psalmist in striking words, pre-
sents the helplessness of the mar-
iner at the mercy of a stormy sea.
What a picture he presents! One of
turault and accompaning fear. “They
cry to God” as did the mariners on
Jonah’s chastened ship, or as did
the disciples, “Save, Lord, we per-
ish!” Speaks the = Divine voice,
“Peace, be still,” and lo! the bhlessed
calm follows.

This is a storm-tossed world.
Grief, anxiety, doubts, fears, disap-
pointments, social, moral, political,
and spiritual unheavals are univer-
:al and continuous. Many are en-
sulfed, Thank God, there is still
the Omnipotent hand. He SAV-
ES FROM THE SEA. Laws, treaties,
conferences, brain-trusts, dictators
and what-nots are but make-shifts.
