Buildings Up 
To $576 ,000

Construction of 
Office Building 
Boon to Receipts
Swelled by the issuance of a per­

mit for the quarter million dollar 
eight story office building, Midland 
building receipts for May had reach­
ed a total of $295,362.50 Saturday 
afternoon.

Previously, May permits had lag­
ged far behind those issued in other 
months this year but the permit 
for the new structure swelled the 
total to more than double* that of 
any previous months.

A “breakdown” of the permits for 
the month show a total of 16 were 
issued during the month with 12 of 
them being for new residences. Two 
permits were issued for remodeling 
jobs and one for a new $3500 clinic 
to be constructed on North Colorado 
street.

The permit for the new office 
building was for $260,000, slightly 
higher than previous estimates had 
declared it would be. Tearing down 
the annex of the First National 
Bank building has been nearly 
finished and construction of the new 
building will be started within a 
few days.

Issuance of the permit for the 
office building brought the total for 
the year to $576,425.50, and indica­
tions are that the total for the year 
will be in excess of $1,000,000,000 for 
the first time in history.

Czechs Mask Fears 
With Demonstration 
For the President

By Associated Press.
Bombs fell on Canton and Barce­

lona today (Saturday) in the world’s 
two major conflicts; Mexico’s eight- 
day rebellion appeared to be on its 
last legs, and uneasy Czechoslovakia 
masked fears of Germany in a flag- 
waving celebration of President Ed­
uard Benes' 54th birthday.

Officials estimated 500 persons 
were killed and nearly 1,000 injured 
when a dozen Jajianese planes drop­
ped more than 100 bombs in an ef­
fort to wreck the Canton station 
of the Canton-Hankow railway, 
principal gateway of supplies for 
China’s warring legions.

In the Spanish war, eight low- 
flying bombing planes swept in 
from the Mediterranean, and for 50 
minutes rained explosives on the 
southern part of Barcelona, pro­
visional capital of the republican 
government. Reports on casualties 
and damage awaited an official 
checkup.

After about a week without im­
portant progress in their projected 
drive into the interior of China, 
following the fall of Suchow, the 
Japanese army announced occupa­
tion of Kweiteh, 90 miles west of 
Suchow on the Lunghui railway.

Kweiteh was said to have fallen 
after fierce hand-to-hand fighting, 
giving the invaders a convenient 

'^base for their push westward and 
then to the south for assault on 
Hankow, provisional Chinese capi­
tal.

Advance columns swerved to the 
south of the East-West Lunghai, 
hoping to cut the Peiping-Hankow 
railway south of its intersection 
with the Lunghai before attempting 
to invade Changchow, the Honan 
province city where the two lines 
cross.

The Barcelona raid capped a week 
of warfare in Catalonia in which 
government forces sought desper­
ately to crack the insurgent line 
near Tremp, about 85 miles north­
west of Barcelona. Insurgent dis­
patches reported an entire govern­
ment division was shattered in an 
attempt to storm Tremp’s defenses.

Spurred on by their strategically important but vastly costly cap­
ture of Suchow, important point on the vital Lunghai railway, 
Japanese armies are driving on toward Hankow, provisional Chi­
nese capital. The arrows on the map above show the three routes 
by which the invaders plan to approach the present seat of Chiang 
Kai-shek’s government. The four armies that took Suchow have 
split into scores of columns and detachments and are fighting their 
way west along the Lunghai railway toward Chengchow in the 
wake of one of the most devastating aerial bombardments of the 
war. If successful in the Chengchow area, the Japanese would 
drive south along the Peiping-Hankow railway. Another army is 
working west from Wuhu with the immediate objective of break­
ing the Peiping-Hankow railway and then moving against Hankow 
itself. Still another large force is advancing south of the Yangtze 
river from "Wuhu, by v/hich means it will approach Hankow from 
the south. The shaded portion in the map indicates territory that 
the Japanese now “hold”—although actually the invaders control 

only the big cities and important railways in the area.

Next Session 
O f Congress 
W ill Get Bill

President Is Not 
Satisfied With 
Present Set-Up
WASHINGTON, May 28 (^).— 

The treasuiy disclosed today that 
the administration will ask the next 
congress to overhaul the federal tax 
laws completely, codifying and sim­
plifying them as well as incorpor­
ating business levies favored by 
President Roosevelt.

A spokesman said the department 
wanted the laws rewritten to make 
them easier for taxpayers to under­
stand and for officials to adminis­
ter.

Roosevelt ' hinted at a sweeping 
revision in his Arthurdale, W. Va., 
address yesterday criticizing the 
versions of the undistributed prof­
its and capital gains taxes included 
in the tax bill enacted at this ses­
sion.

He left little doubt he would ask 
revision of these business levies at 
the next session—thus reopening 
his battle with business over them 
—when he announced he would let 
the tax bill become law without 
signing it.

The president was understood to 
have three major tax objectives;

1. Reinforcement of the undis­
tributed profits tax to make it un­
profitable for large corporations to 
withhold dividends in order to re­
duce income taxes of their large 
stockholders.

2. Revision of the tax on capital 
gains to apply graduated rates ac­
cording to the amount of capital 
gains. Capital gains are the profits 
realized from purchase and subse­
quent sale of such things as securi­
ties and real estate.

3. Removal of income tax exemp­
tions from future federal, state and 
local securities and salaries.

The new tax bill, intended to 
raise over five billion dollars, be­
came law last midnight without the 
president’s signature upon expira­
tion of the 10-day period in which 
he must sign or veto a measure ap­
proved by congress.

With the tax bill in effect, con­
gress found itself near adjourn­
ment. The relief-recovery appro­
priation, wage-hour legislation and 
a deficiency bill remain on the 
must list. They may be voted upon 
and done with in time to get con­
gress out of Washington by June 
11, or earlier.

The president’s re-statement of 
new deal objectives was seen by 
some business observers as a de­
parture from the trend of business 
conciliation which seemed to be 
dominant in some administration 
areas.

Capture of Cedillo 
Said Imminent by 
Mexican Officials

SAN LUS POTOSÍ, Mexico, May 
28. (Â ).—Swarthy rebel chieftain 
Saturnine Cedillo was hidden some­
where in the brush eight miles 
northwest of this state capital to­
day, closely pursued by federal 
troops after two narrow escapes 
from capture.

Four followers who escaped with 
him by plane from Zezontle (Mock­
ingbird) ranch, his hideaway head­
quarters, northeast of Palomas, 
when surprised yesterday by federal 
troops, were reliably though unof­
ficially reported to have been cap­
tured.

The soldiers of President Lazaro 
Cardenas, beating back and forth 
through the brush-covered hills, 
declared the capture of Cedillo him­
self was imminent.

Observers at the scene asserted 
laconically “it’s about over,” and 
said that with capture of Cedillo 
his eight-day rebellion would col­
lapse quickly.

His two fast transport planes had 
fallen into government hands.

One was found abandoned in a 
cornfield near Estanzuela, 8 miles 
northwest of here.

From it Cedillo and four fol­
lowers had fled, leaving a disarry 
of handbags and clothing in the 
cabin and gasoline for six hours 
flight in its tanks.

A high army officer expressed the 
belief Cedillo would, attempt to es­
cape the net by working northward 
toward the United States.

The other was captured by Gen. 
Reynaldo Perez Gallardo, one-time 
chief of the garrison at Cedillo’s 
estate. Las Palomas when he sur­
prised the rebel leader in the Huas- 
tica hills and Zezontle.

Men Fight Losing 
War Against River

BONNERS FERRY, Idaho, May 28 
(JP). — One thousand men today 
fought a losing battle against the 
rising Kottenai river here. Four 
thousand acres of fertile Kottenat 
valley were flooded and Mayor Ft 
Lenhart said dykes guarding dis­
trict four, down the river, would go 
at “any time.” Nearly the entire 
flooded area had been planted.

Graduates, Get the Jump on a Job,
i

Addressing Midland high school graiduates Thursday 
night, Dr. J. N. R. Score of Fort Worth told of the pitiful 
plight of a graduate of an engineering school who, rather 
than miss some great opportunity, turned down several 
small jobs which would have given him temporary em­
ployment and might have lead to more permanent situa­
tions. After several years of waiting for the big oppor­
tunity and passing up chances at more menial employ­
ment, the college graduate came to the realization that 
he had waited too long, that the younger graduates were 
getting the choice jobs and that his services were not even 
in demand for the menial openings.

Dr. Score’s advice was to take advantage of the first 
or best opening in sight and to seize upon it, do the job 
iWell and point to bigger and better things.

In line with that point appeared an article in The 
Rotarían magazine by Dr. Walter B. Pitkin who urged 
1938 graduates to GET A JOB, to get to work doing some­
thing that leads in the direction of a job, to “get a run­
ning start first.”

“The most important thing for any youngster out of 
high school and college to learn is not the particular skill 
of any job, but rather what the real world is like,” Dr. 
Pitkin said in an article entitled “How to Get a Start in 
Life.” Once the job seeker has got the feel of reality, he 
said, then he is in a position to move on to his own higher 
problem of living and a career.

He pointed out that the world is a tough place to 
“ jump into cold” and is tackled best by the youth who 
has warmed to the task of finding a job. “ Early begun is 
half done,” he said.

Citing instances in which ambitious and energetic 
young men accepted jobs with little or no pay to get this 
running start, Dr. Pitkin insisted that many of them may 
land permanent jobs as a result of their volunteer work. 
The young man who says, “ I’ll work for you for nothing; 
it’s better for me than loafing around home,” is the one 
who will get the experience in the real world which will 
enable him to get a running start as he starts in life, he 
maintained.

Coalition o f Conservât ive Democrats and 
Republicans Urged by Babson Who Believes 
New Deal Tide Ebbing; Warns A gainst chaos {

BABSON PARK, Mass. May 28,— 
The political tides are beginning to 
run against the New Deal. This is 
no partisan statement. It is merely 
a recognition of the inexorable Law 
of Action and Reaction as applied 
to politics. A few months from now 
the mid-term national elections will 
be held. Every member of the House, 
one-third of the Senate, thirty- 
three governors, and a large num­
ber of state legislators will then be 
up for re-election. Straws in the 
wind, showing which way 1940 will 
go are bound to emerge from these 
November elections. In fact, from 
the spring primaries, we are already 
able to gain some idea of the trend.

Outstanding among these primar­
ies was last week’s vote in Penn­
sylvania—the second largest state 
in the Union, politically speaking. 
Here the defeat of John L. Lewis’ 
candidate was the outstanding fea­
ture. A close second in importance 
was the unexpected landslide vic­
tory of Judge Arthur H. James 
for the Republican Governorship 
nomination. The defeat of Lieuten­
ant-Governor Tliomas Kennedy for 
the Democratic nomination for Gov­
ernor means that the Democratic 
voters of Pennsylvania are no 
longer enthusiastic over the CIO. 
Above all, they do not want the 
CIO in high political office.

Republican Primary 
Also Significant.

Lieutenant-Governor Kennedy is 
Secretary-Treasurer of John L.
Lewis’ United Mine Workers Union 
—which is the keystone in the arch 
of the CIO. Mr. Lewis staked his 
own political future on securing the 
nomination for Mr. Kennedy. Morejj^^jg^ repent our sins. If we do, big

November. Further, they expect to 
see Governor Earle defeated for the 
Senate by my friend Senator James 
J. Davis, who was nominated last 
week by the Republicans to succeed 
himself. Having in mind that the 
New Deal won a major victory in 
Pennsylvania less than two years 
ago, this would be a significant set­
back. Last week’s restults showed 
that both the Democrats and the 
Republicans of Pennsylvania want 
no more New Deal programs, — 
whether in the guise of a CIO offi­
cial named Kennedy, or a “liberal” 
Republican named Pinchot.

As I said at the opening of this 
article, the tides are running against 
the New Deal. Here is another fore­
cast, although you must realize that 
politics is a difficult subject to put 
under the scalpel of the statistician. 
This prediction is that the New 
Deal will lose around seventy-five 
seats in the House next November. 
The Republicans in Congress are 
beginning to show signs of life for 
the first time since 1933. They will 
be a real fighting group in the next 
session. Allied with the anti-New 
Deal Democrats, they have an ex­
cellent chance of restoring the 
constitutional system of checks and 
balances between Congress, the 
White House and the Supreme Court.

This brings up sharply the ques-
“ Coalition or Chaos.”  -------
tion of 1940, particularly the presi­
dential race. To me the issue is 
crystal clear—and Pennsylvania’s 
primary results last week only serve 
to make me more certain of the 
situation. If the Republicans want 
to defeat the New Deal in 1940 and 
bring back a conservative adminis­
tration to the nation, they can do 
it. But they m.ust form a coalition 
with the conservative Democrats. 
Both groups must unite on one man 
for their Presidential candidate and 
support him. First, the anti-New 
Deal Democrats must break away 
from the Rooseveltian “Democrats” 
and nominate on of their own men. 
Then, the G. O. P. should nominate 
the same conservative Democrat as 
its candidate.

Here are some possibilities: Jesse 
Jones, chairman of the Reconstruc­
tion Finance Corporation, Senator 
Pat Harrison of Mississippi, Sena­
tor Harry Byrd of Virginia, Senator 
Bennett Clark of Missouri, Senator 
Walter George of Georgia, or Sena­
tor Josiah Bailey of North Caro­
lina. Any of these men can give the 
combined conservatives a victory 
over the New Deal candidate. If we 
are to avoid economic chaos in 
America we must elect men to pub­
lic office who realize that dishonest 
politics, unbridled expenses, and 
soaring taxes are choking industry 
and lowering living staandards. We

than that, the usually astute Jim 
Parley put the administration out 
on a limb by giving an eleventh-hour 
endorsement of Kennedy. It was 
an implied White House command 
to the Democratic voters of Penn­
sylvania. And what happened? The 
voters administered a stinging re­
buke to the President, to John L. 
Lewis, and to the CIO.

This is only part of the picture, 
however. On the Republican side 
the nomination had been tacitly 
conceded by many observers to ex- 
Governor Pinchot, erstwhile Progres­
sive, and termed by his opponent 
Jude James as “half a New Dealer.” 
'The G. O. P. voters acted decisively. 
They rejected the so-called “liberal” 
Republican in favor of a man who 
had made his campaign a straight- 
from-the-shoulder hard - hitting 
fight against the Administration at 
Washington. Conceding all this, my 
readers may ask. . . .“So what?”
G. O. P. To Regain 
Pennsylvania.

Here is what: Impartial observers 
forecast the election of a Republi­
can Governor in Pennsylvania in

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Youth Is Freed for 
Slaying Sweetheart

NEW YORK, May 28. (/P)— Don­
ald Carroll, Jr., a thin, bookish 
youngster of 16, who shot his 18- 
year-old sweetheart to death, was 
acquitted of murder last night, and 
the mother of his victim tried 
vainly to embrace him.

The boy had testified he killed 
Charlotte Matthiesen because, 
pregnant and in terror of immi­
nent social disgrace, she begged 
him to.

The verdict, not guilty by rea­
son of insanity, left his “tragedy 
of adolescence,” as slain Char­
lotte’s mother, Mrs. Fred Matthie­
sen had called it, still not ended.

County Judge Thomas Downs 
directed that Donald be sent to 
Bellevue Hospital for observation, 
saying that if experts there thought 
him insane now a hearing would be 
held to determine whether he is to 
go to a state institution.

on Beer 
Sales in Towns Made

AUSTIN (/P).—The liquor board 
reports at least six incorporated 
towns in Texas havd passed ordi­
nances restricting hours for the sale 
of beer. ^

The liquor control act provides a 
city, through ordinance or charter 
amendment, may not oftly regulate 
sale hours but designate zones where ,  
sales are prqiiibited.

The board said Sonora was the 
most recent city to ^ t  sale hours.
An ordinance passed early in April 
prohibited sales .• between midnight 
and 6 a. m. on week days. No 
reference was made to Sunday.

Llano passed an ordinance pro­
hibiting sales from midnight to 7 
a. m. on week days and all day Sun­
day but ;subseyuently amended it to 
permit sales up to 7 p. m. Sundays.

Rock Springs approved an identi­
cal ordinance for- week days but de­
creed no sales from midnight Sat­
urday until 7 a. m. Monday. »

Bryan, earlier in the year, pass­
ed the same ordinance with the 
exception of the maximum fine for 
violation. At Rnck Springs that la ,  
$100 while at Bryan it is $200.

Reports to the board indicate El 
Paso was the first to regulate hour- 
sale. Last year it adopted an ordi­
nance prohibiting sales between 2 
a. m. and 7 a. m. we^k days and' 3 
a. m. and 11 a. m. Sundays.

Under the liquor control act, re­
tail beer establishments may obtain 
supplemental licenses permitting 
them to operate during “prohibited’• 
hours but these licenses are void 
where the sale-hour ordinances have 
been passed to include all “prohibit­
ed hours.” These hours, under the 
law, are midnight to 7 a. m. week 
days and all day Sunday.

Where sale-hour ordinances do 
not cover all these hours the sup- 
plementai'y licenses are effective for 
tlie remainder.

In addition to the five which have 
taken steps to restrict sale-hours, 
a number of cities have passed or­
dinances and a d o p t e d  charter 
amendments creating zones where 
sales are prohibited.

Early Trials Will 
Be Sought Against 
3 Motor Companies

SOUTH BEND, Ind., May 28 (/P). 
—The automobile industry’s big 
three—General Motors, the Ford 
Motor company and the Chrysler 
corporation — today faced federal 
grand jury indictments charging 
conspiracy to violate the Herman 
anti-trust law as government attor­
neys, “satisfied” in their second 
attempt for action, planned early 
trials of the cases.

United States District Attorney 
James Fleming said it was the larg­
est trust investigation since the 
Standard Oil company prosecutions 
in 1910.

The indictments charged the com­
panies with conspiring to promote 
monopoly by coercing dealers to fi­
nance car sales through the com­
panies’ own finance firms. District 
Attorney James R. Fleming said.

The indictments came after a 
five-day investigation, during which 
the jury heard witnesses from 
many midwestern states. Its work 
finished, the jury adjourned after 
making its report to Judge Thomas 
W. Slick in federal court.

Charges against the three motor 
conipanies, were contained in three 
separate indictments. These alleg­
ed, the district attorney said, that 
the companies conspired toward 
“stifling and interfering with inter­
state commerce for promotion of 
monopoly” and that their action 
caused “irreparable damage” to 
small automobile finance companies.

Wes-Tex Exhibits 
Bizzell 4-H Calf

Displayed in front of the Wes- 
Tex’ Food store Saturday was a 4-H 
club calf fed through the winter by 
Elber Bizzell, Jr., and sold to the 
store at fourteen cents per pound.

The steer calf, when exhibited at 
the Ector county livestock show two 
months ago, weighed 750 pounds 
and won fourth place in competi­
tion with a large number of entries. 

When sold Saturday the calf 
weighed 915 pounds and brought 
the price of $128.10. It was from 
the C-Ra.nch stock, selected by 
Manager H. G. Bedford, County 
Agent S. A. Debnam and young Biz­
zell. It had been on feed at the Biz­
zell farm since November 1. The 
meat, after butchering of the calf

will be sold through the markets 
of the Wes-Tex stores.

Three calves, fed by the Bizzell 
boys, were bought by the Wes-Tex. 
with one yet to be delivered.
