Senate Split
Follows Talk
By President

Opposing Factions
Waging Battle to
Control Spending

WASHINGTON, June 2 (#).—The
senate split into diametrically op-
posed factions Wednesday after
President Roosevelt urgently re-
quested legislators to pass the $3,-
247,000,000 - spending - lending  bill
without attaching strings which
would prevent “the selection of those
projects which can be got under way
most speedily.”

Administration supporters saild
the president’s letter asserting the
“unemployment situation has grown
worse,” was an argument against a
movement te “ear-mark” huge slices
of the funds for specific projects.
They saic the adininistration want-
ed a free hand to select projects.

Senate conservatives quickly -an-
nounced they interpreted the letter
as an endorsement of ear-marking.
They said they had a list of projects
which could be started quickly.

Behind this conflict was a struggle
with major political aspects. During
senate debate the last few days,
critics of the administration charg-
ed political use of relief funds. Sena-
tor Wheeler (D-Mont) said relief
money apparently was to be employ-
ed to defeat senators “because some
one deoesn’t like the color of their
hair.”

Proponents of ear-marking said
these charges showed that congress
should keep strict control over ap-
propriations.

Administration men, denying po-
litical motives, argued that to tie the
hands of the president would be to
prevent the - mobilization of
doliars quickly in the areas where
they were most needed.

President Roosevelt, in his letter
to Senator Adams (D-Colo).,
who is in charge of the bill, said:

“Since I sent my relief message
to the congress six weeks ago the
unemployment situation has grown
worse. Therefore, if the government
undertakes to relieve unemployment
by the measure now helfore congress,
the time element is an essential to
success.”

Senator Copeland (D-NY), author
of amendments to ear-mark more
than $400,000 of PWA funds for
designated projects, asserted:

“The president wants only proj-
ects - that can be started at once,
and that is the only kind I am pro-
posing. My amendment ear-mark-
ing $325,000,000 for flood control
and rivers ahd harbors work would
cover only projects that could be
started soon.” ;

Adams expressed confidence the
bill, minus ear-markings, would bhe
passed by Friday.

The senate worked at a slow pace
through most of the day, however,
voting 58 to 18 to increase the $250,-
000 house-approved appropriation
for the nationa] resources commit-
tee to $750,000.

Large Crowd Hears

persons last night heard Gordon
Heid, assistant district geologist for
Shell Petroleum Corporation at
Midland, present a talk upon the
Dutch East Indies, where he spent
nearly eight years in geological
reconnaissance work., The lecture
was illustrated by motion pictures
taken by Mr. Heid depicting native
villages, sea and river voyages, air-
plane flights, ceremonial and war
dances, bull-races, funerals, etc.

During his long stay in the Indies,
Heid visited the Isle of Bali, Palem-
bang, Borneo, the Malay peninsula,
Sumatra, Batavia, Java and many
other places of legend and song. A
striking bit of showmanship was dis-
played by ‘Heid as he pointed out
special incidents on the screen us-
ing as his pointer a blowgun with
spearhead attached employed by the
Dyak headhunters of Borneo. Other
bits of native color were primitive
bow and arrows, blowgun darts, two
Malay kreeses and the preserved
skin of a 22-foot python. °

The lecture was the principal
feature of a meeting of the West
Texas Geological Society. It was
held in the Hotel Scharbauer ball-
room.

Following ' the main address, a
business meeting took place, center-
ing upon the mid-year convention
of the American Association of Pe-
troleum Geologists, sponsored by the
West Texas society, to be held in
El Paso Sept. 27-Oct. 2. It was stat-
ed by publicity committeemen that
formal announcements of the ses-
sion will be mailed to all A. A. P. G.

Petroleum Industry
Spends More Than It
Takes Out of Texas

MARSHALL, Texas, June 2.
The amount of money spent in Tex-
as by the Petroleum industry last
year exceeded the total value of oil
and its by-products according to
Charles P, McGaha, president of
the Texas Mid-Continent Oil and
Gas Association, in an address be-
fore the Texas chamber of com-
merce managers convention, in ses-
sion here today.

“It has often been said that much
of the returns from Texas oil indus-
try goes outside of the state. Noth-
ing could be further from the
truth,” said Mr. McGaha. He cited
official statistics which show that
total expenditures of the Texas pe-
troleum indusiry iast year amounted
to $760,822,326, whereas the total
value of crude oil and petroleum by~
products  amounted o $753,000,000,
ieaving a deticit of eight million dol-
ars.

“The economic significance of oil
in comparison with other industries
of the state is emphasized by the
fact that the value of crude oil pro-
duction alone last year was tifty
per cent more than the total value
of all farm crops in the state. It
practically equaled the combined
value of all crops, live stock and live
stock products marketed. Cotton,
once the principal source of Texas
wealth, approxmumately only thirty
per cent of the value of Texas’
biggest money crop—oil”, said Mr.
MeGaha.

He cited interesting regional stat-
istics which show that the Texas
oil and gas industry directly affects
the economic welfare of every sec-
tion of the state. “If you live in
Texas,” he said, “you are in the oil
business.” Analysis of factors con-
tributing to the wealth of various
sections of the state, presented by
Mr. McGaha, showed that in West
Texas, comprising 48 counties all of
which are under development, the
petroleum industry produced 63.%
per cent of all the wealth in that
area last year. In the Panhandle
area, comprising 27 counties, petro-
leum produced 40 per cent of the
wealth in the area; in Southwest
Texas, embracing 22 counties, the
petroleum industry produced 51 per
cent of all the wealth in that area;
in the Gulf Coast, comprising 27
counties, 44.4 per cent of the wealth
was contributed by petroleum; in
North Texas, embarcing 21 counties,
21 per cent of the wealth was pro-
duced by petroleum; in West Cen-
tral Texas, embracing 21 counties,
petroleum contributed 38.8 per cent
of all the wealth of that area; in
East Texas, a. 37 county area, petro-
ieum accounted for 78.9 per cent of
all the wealth produced in that area
last year; in East Central Texas, 4
10 county area, 30 per cent of all
the wealth produced came from oil;
in South Central Texas, embracing
27 counties, 21 per cent of all the
wealth produced came from petro-
leum,

“More than 300,000 persons are
employed directly or indirectly by
the Texas petroleum industry,” said
Mr. McGaha, “and this means that
at least 1,200,000 persons in Texas
depend upon the state’s oil and gas
business for their livelihood. If we
include those who receive lease and
royalty payments and those who are
employed by industries closely allied
with the oil and gas business, it be-
comes apparent that 2,500,000 per-
sons, or 40 per cent of the Texas
population, share directly or indi-
rectly in cash disbursements made
by the oil industry and its allied
branches. This benefit must there-
fore reach down into the remotest
and smallest hamlet in the state,
however far removed from the pro-
ducing fields.”

commission would be dispatched
immediately to China to investigate
what Washington had protested as
interference with American rights in
Japanese-occupied territory.

The commission would include a
colonel representing the army staff
and two foreign office officials.

Foreign office officials promised
to expedite the return of American
missionaries and business men to
their posts.

Secretary of State Hull, in a note
addressed to Japan, Wednesday de-
clared Japan was violating Ameri-
can rights by refusing to allow
Americans assume control of their
properties in Japanese - controlled
areas.

He regarded as f{limsy Japan's
excuse that peace and order have
not been sufficiently restored.

He questioned it by calling Ja-
pan’s attention to the fact that Jap-
anese civilians are freely permitted
to go into and recide in such areas
—as, for example, at Nanking where
some 800 Japanese nationals, in-
cluding a substantial number of
women and children, are reported
to be in residence.

Although American businessmen
and missionaries have been refused
permission even to make a brief in-
spection of their properties to check
losses and take steps to prevent fur-
ther losses, many Japanese mer-
chants and their families are known
to be in the localities to which these
Americans .seek to return.

Japs on Short Rations to
Pay Mounting Costs of War

By Relman Morin.

TOKYO—Correspondence of the
Associated Press—Japan is . ra-
tioning herself with terrible stern-
ness to pay for the war with China.

Presumably the poorest of the
world’s “have-nots,” the nation has
been blowing an estimated $5,000,000
daily through her guns and rifles
since the “incident” began July 7,
1937.

Experts place the total expendi-
tures thus far in the neighborhood
of  $2,000,000,000. ;

The people are paying high taxes.
They are using their savings to buy
government bonds. They are work-
ing longer hours, wearing synthetic
clothing materials and  foregoing
pitifully’ few luxuries they normally
enjoy. i

A steady stream of sentiment-
stimulation comes from the gov-
ernment to increase their natural
willingness to do this.

The need for American dollars is
a. powerful factor in Japan’s pre-
carious financial structure.

In the United States, where she
buys most of her necessities, her
purchases on credit have been
greatly restricted. She is paying?
cash for most of the airplanes,
munitions, oil, cotton and mach-
inery she gets and to do this she
must buy dollars with her yen.

At the same time she is meeting
the interest on $316,000,000 obtain-
ed from American investors before
the war began on bonds sold on
the American market.

Adding a final touch to what ap-
pears to be a dark picture, Japan's
exports have shrunk by some 20 per
cent and commodity prices have
risen.

Economically, Japan 1is a ship-
wrecked sailor in an open boat—
but with a fair-sized cask of water.

The nation catches a little rain-
water in the form of gold produc-
tion and some export revenue. But
mainly it is living  off its stores
and will not sight land until the
China war ends.

Japan grew. fat while others grew
lean in the years from 1931 to 1934,
which brought depression to the
rest of the world. With cheap labor
and cheap goods she flooded world
markets. The reserves accumulated
in those days are financing her way
today.-

Inside Japan, money is controll-
ed down to the last sen. It passes
around 'in a small circle, from gov-
ernment ' to industry (particularly
munitions) to laborer and back again
to government in the form of per-
sonal and corporation taxes and na-
tional bond issues.

The whole problem is to keep
money from leaving the country,
except for absolute necessities that
Japan lacks.

Export control likewise applies to
money. Foreign firms have large
sums “frozen” in Japanese banks
—money earned in Japan but whose
x‘-iemxssion to home offices is forbid-

en.

augmented a huge posse combing
this area in the rain for a trace of
five-year-old victim.

Arriving ata Miami from Washing-
ton, Hoover hastened to the bureau’s
Miami office where agents have been
questioning several suspects for the
24 hours. He refused to discuss the
case but indicated he expected to be
in Miami for several days.

A sheet of brown paper, sand-
wich wrappings and a stained stick
were studied last night for a lead
in the kidnaping of tow-headed
Jimmy as federal officers question-
ed an unemployed carpenter.

Meanwhile, with hope for return
o fthe boy alive virtually aban-
doned, authorities broadcast serial
numbers of the 1,5600-odd banknotes
in the $10,000 ransom the 5-year-old
child’s father vainly delivered at the
rural rendezvous yesterday.

Sheriff’s deputies reported they
had found the shoebox in which the
ransom was paid at the intersection
of two roads where Cash dropped
it from his car in response to a pre=
arranged signal of blinking lights.
Near the box was a piece of paper
bearing a crude map of the area.

The brown paper discovered by
one of 26 posses grimly combing the
palmetto thickets and citrus groves
of this thinly populated area near
the tip of the Florida penninsula was
like that on which the ransom notes
were written. A

It bore writing but the context
was not disclosed. The stains on
stick looked like blood.

The man questioned was M. F.
Braxton, who was arrested near the
Cash home in the midst of the
forming posses. Braxton’s wife said
he had been at Cash’s filling sta-
tion Saturday night but returned
home and went to be about 1L
o’claock.

Unconfirmed reports said a rela-
tive of Braxton, a truck driver and
a soft drink stand operator also
were held and that a fisherman was
sought at Cape Sable, the southern
tip of Florida. Federal agents de-
lined to comment.

Navy Sends Out
Goodwill Ship

WASHINGTON (UP).— Com -
mander Edward William Hanson
is “goodwill ambassador” on the
cruise of the U.S.S. Erie. He is in
charge - of the 2,000-ton gunboat
Erie, which is to visit 10 ports in
eight South and Central American
countries during a three months’
cruise which began April 27 and
will end July 21.

The Erie, temporary flagship of
the Special Service Squadron sta-
tioned at Balboa, Canal Zone, is
one of the newest ships of this
type. It was completed in 1936. The
vessel’'s armaments include four
6-inch guns.

In April, 1914, Hanson partici-
pated in landing operations at
Vera Cruz, Mexico, and was in
command of a company of blue-
jackets which came under fire in
front of the naval academy in that
city. That year in 1915 Hanson
was attached to the US.S. South
Carolina. The ship .was engaged in
patroling operations in Dominican
and - Haitian waters during fthe
Haitian revolution. United States
forces occupied Haiti as a result of
the trouble there.

Hanson also saw service in the
World = War, commanding the
U.S.8. Dale which was engaged in
escort duty between Gibraltar and
Allied ports. Prior to this, Hanson
commanded the US.S. Piscataqua
which was assigned to special duty
towing disabled German merchant
ships from Manila to Hong Kong.

Hanson was placed in command
of the Erie in July, 1936. In De-
cember of that year the vessel was
dispatched to Spain to help in the
evacuation of United States -citi-
zens from the war-torn country.

The special service squadron
consists of four vessels, the gun-
boats Erie and Charleston and the
destroyers Taylor and Babbitt. The
Charleston, a sister ship of the
Erie, was recently re-fitted.

White Cloud, 97-year-old chief,
is titual head of the tribe and
finds .the unemployment problem
as pressing as do the lawmakers
in Washington. Educated at the
old Presbyterian mission at High-
iand, Kas., Chief White Cloud was
a Union soldier during the Civil
war.

His sight is almost as good as it
used to be when he was a brave,
but his hearing has failed some-
what.

When a terrific eruption destroyed
over half of this imposing height,
a giant crater, 26-miles in circum-
ference, 4,000 feet deep, and six
miles wide resulted.

Ancient Indian Ruin
Being Excavated

CANYON (#).—An ancient Indian
ruin on Antelope creek northeast of
Amarillo, being excavated by West
Texas State college, shows a defi-
nite relationship with the Pueblo
culture of the Southwest and the
Plains culture of the east. Evidence
indicates they were inhabited prior
to the coming of Coronado and
about the year 1300 A. D.

The ruin containg about forty
rooms with walls about eighteen
inches thick originally and neafly
plastered on the inside. The rooms
were covered by cottonwood logs and
a thatch of brush and mud. There
were - no windows, and the doors
did not exceed three feet in height.
Generally there was a fire pit in
each room, which were rather large
than those found in other Indian
ruins and generally about 20 feet
square. The floors were paved with
packed clay:

The people who inhabited the an-
cient villages in West Texas prac-
ticed agriculture, as indicated by
numerous specimens in their refuse
heaps. They were also great hunt-
ers. Numerous bones of buffalo,
deer, bison and antelope were un-
covered, indicating that in addition
