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‘Purge’ o f 
Jews Upheld 
By Goebbels

Declares Country 
To Rid Itself of 
Entire Population
BERLIN. J>uie 22, (/P). — Propa­

ganda Minister Paul Joseph Goeb­
bels Tuesday night put the stamp 
of official approval on the new wave 
of Nazi anti-Semitism and roused 
a crowd of 120,000 Berliners to hys­
terical cries of “out with the Jews 
—out with tlio Jews.”

Speaking at the annual summer 
solstice exercises at Olympic Stadi­
um, Goebbels demanded, however, 
that the state party rather thaï» 
"the street” — meaning mobs— at­
tend to solution of the Jewish prob­
lem.

“But it is a good thing we now 
know what concerns are Jewish,” 
declared the small propaganda min­
ister referring to the recent smear­
ing of store-fronts with “Jew” in 
red paint.

“We will see to it that legal meas­
ures are taken so that soon Jews 
will have gone altogether.

“ As far as those remaining are 
concerned let them remember to 
keep out of the public view. They 
are beginning to be a nuisance* • *.

“I f  the foreign press invokes our 
human feelings, why we will be glad 
to present the Jews to them.

“If people say ‘Why, the Jews 
aren’t doing anything.’ I say they 
provoke us by their very presence.”

The government minister’s viru­
lent attack came as the open cam­
paign to drive some 500,000 Jews 
from Germany had shown signs ot 
abating.

But postoffice officials announced 
a new anti-Jewish measure. They 
stated Jewish business houses no 
longer could avail themselves of the 
convenience of bringing mail such as 
advertising circulars to post offices 
for mass stamping and cancellation 
except in cases where the addresses 
were Jews.

Yesterday’s order forbidding the 
presence of Jews on stock exchange 
floors was reflected in a drop in 
business.
The German press broke its silence 

on the anti-Semitic drive. Adolf Hit­
ler’s own Voelkischer Deobachter de­
clared the campaign was “an act 
of self defense by the people against 
Jews who are swamping Berlin, es­
pecially from Austria.”

It said there was an influx of Jews 
into Berlin, especially from Austria.

Black Case 
Is Given to 
Jury Today

Death Penalty Is 
Demanded by State 
Attorneys in Plea

ALPINE, June 22, (/P). — A
shirt-sleeved West Texas jury 
today voted death for Francis 
Marion Black, Jr., who confessed 
to toppling young Marvin Dale 
Noblitt o ff a mountain in a 
gruesome insurance death plot.

The jury deliberated less than 
30 minutes.

ALPINE, June 22 (/I’ ).—The state 
demanded death today for Fi-ancls 
Marion Black, Jr., accused of shov­
ing young Marvin Dale Noblitt off 
a precipice in an insurance death 
plot.

Arguments of both defense and 
state’s attorneys were completed this 
morning and the case was given to 
the jury at 11:55 this morning.

Testimony ended after the state 
last night had presented rebuttal 
witnesses, among them Dr. W. J. 
Johnston, superintendent of the 
state hospital for the insane at San 
Antonio, who testified he believed 
Black was sane.

He said, however, he thought the 
San Antonio filling station opera­
tor was unstable.

Judge C. R. Button will present 
his charge to the jury at 9 a. m. to­
morrow, after which arguments will 
begin.

Black took the stand as the last 
witness for his cause after the de­
fense, in the face of a signed con­
fession, threw the weight of a san­
ity plea into efforts to save Black 
from the electric chair.

’The jnother and wife of the ac­
cused man testified for him, draw­
ing a picture of him as a nervous, 
high strimg young man unable to 
control his temper or to hold a 
job.

Mrs. Edna M. Black, the defend­
ant’s mother, said she had had a 
“hard time raising” her boy in Kan­
sas. She also told of the boy’s fa­
ther, who she said was epileptic.

Dr. Paul L. White, Austin, psy­
chiatrist, testified Black was un­
stable, excitable, of weak will pow­
er, and given to impracticable 
ideas, but said:

“ I do not consider him insane.” 
On direct examination Black told 

how he was arrested as a suspect 
in the death, and said that he was 
taken to the court house and per­
suaded to make a written state­
ment.

He said that District Attorney 
Allan Fraser told him he might go 
easier on him if he pleaded guilty.

Saturated and Porous Cores in 
Andrews Test Assure Production

Production in Ray R. Rhodes, J. 

D. Tompkins, et al No. 1 Emma Cow- 
den, southern Andrews wildcat, was 
virtually assured today as it re­
covered lime cores showing excellent 
porosity and saturation. Coring was 
started at 4,160 feet, where cuttings 
first showed oil, and 18 feet were re­
covered of a core from 4,160-80. Sec­
tion from 4,160-80 showed streaks of 
satiu'ation and porosity. Coring 
ahead to 4,200, operators recovered 
only nine feet out of the 20, and 
the lime was practically all saturat­
ed and porous.

Operators announced here this 
morning that they will pull one 
more 20-foot core, then will stop at 
4,220 and run tubing for a produc­
tion test. The prospect is located 330 
feet from the north, 2,310 from the 
west line of section 1, block 44, 
township 2 north, T. & P. survey, 
about a mile northeast of Sinclair- 
Prairie No. 2 Emma Cowden, small 
producer in the two-well Emma pool. 
The Rhodes, Tompkins et al test ran 
higher structurally than either of 
the Sinclair-Prairie wells.

Olson Drilling Company No. 1 
Lockhart & Brown, five miles west 
of the Puhrman pool in south cen­
tral Andrews, swabbed 30 barrels of 
oil, cut five per cent with drilling 
water and four per cent with basic 
sediment, through tubing in eight 
hours westerday. It swabbed 19 
barrels overnight, but is still getting 
occasional slugs of drilling water.

Drilling will 
start this week with cable tools to a

Loffland Bros, and Moore - Bros, 
have starced another wildcat in 
northwest Sterling, their third in 
recent weeks.

Railroad Not to 
Blame for Wreck, 
Jurymen Declare

MILES CITY, Mont., June 22 (/P). 
A coroner’s jury returned last night 
a verdict holding no one to blame 
for the wreck of the Milwaukee rail 
road’s Olympian train while weary 
searchers haoked their way through 
the twisted steel of a silt-filled 
sleeper in their hunt for more vic­
tims of a tragedy that has listed 36 
known dead so tar.

Two additional bodies were found 
in the sleeper last night.

While the jury deliberated after 
hearing six railroad men witnesses, 
the body of another victim was 
found floating in the Yellowstone 
river at Sidney, Mont., more than 
130 miles downstream from Custer 
creek into which the train plunged 
through a flood-battered bridge 
early Sunday.

Sheriff Edgar Taylor at Miles City 
reported a short time later that the 
bodies of an unidentified man and 
a woman were found in the Yellow­
stone river at Fallon, 47 miles east 
of Miles City.

With the five bodies recovered, 
railroad officials listed 26 identified 
of 36 known victims. Tliey named 
16 as missing but said some of these 
probably were among the unidenti­
fied dead.

VESSELS ARE SUNK.

VALENCIA, June 22, (Æ*). — Two 
British ships were sunk just outside 
Valencia harbor today in continua­
tion of a long series of warplane at­
tacks ' on foreign shipping in the 
ports of Spain.

The boat Sunion burned six hours 
before settling. One • of the Thorp- 
ness crew members, a Chinese, was 
lost. All the crew members of the 
Sunion were saved.

The raids brought to 13 the total 
British vessels sunk during air raids 
on east coast shipping.

Land Commissioner 
Visitor Here Today

“ Critics of my oil leasing policy,” 
Land Commissioner William H. Mc­
Donald said here today, “have failed 
to arouse serious opposition to my 
plan to get the greatest possible 
amount of money for the state, 
rather than merely the highest ini­
tial cash bonus.”

McDonald is at present touring 
West Texas in the interest of his 
candidacy for a second term.

“My political opponents are hav­
ing difficulty arguing against two 
producing oil wells on state lands 
that were leased on a high royalty 
and overriding oil payment basis, 
rather than on a high cash bonus 
basis,” the commissioner declared.

“ While they are arguing,” he 
contiilued, “ those wells keep right 
on flowing, with the result that the 
school fund profits far more than 
it would if high cash offers had been 
accepted.”

The commissioner, who carried 173 
counties while his opponent was 
carrying 76 in the last election, is 
stressing three points in his cam­
paign:

His land leasing program in coast­
al and submerged areas produced 
more than ^2,000,000 in bonuses for 
the school fund. Millions will ac­
crue to the schools from royalties 
as development progresses, he states.

During his first year in office his 
department collected $3,000,000 more 
for the state than had been received 
in any previous year in the history 
of the land office.

The filing, bookkeeping systems 
in the land office have been revised 
to insure more efficient service to 
patrons.

Behind The Scenes 
In Washington

WASHINGTON, June 22, — Boss 
Flank Hague has received at least 
a mild slap on the wrist from Presi­
dent Roosevelt with the promotion 
of District Judge William Clark 
of New Jersey to the Third Circuit 
Court of Appeals.

Clark has been hearing the suit 
for an injunction which would for­
bid Hague to suppress ciyil rights 
in Jersey City. His nomination was 
sent to the Senate at a time when 
it was generally believe in Wash­
ington that he would grant an in- 
jimotion against Hague. Clark is a 
Republican and Hague wasn’t con­
sulted as to his nomination at any 
stage. Subsequently it appeared the 
Hague machine wanted Senate con­
firmation held up until Clark had 
ruled in the injunction suit. Sena­
tor Ed Burke of Nebraska was the 
only one who- seriously sought to 
aid that effort.

Ex-Governor Silzer, who came 
down here to protest Clarks’ nom­
ination, is a Hague Democrat who 
owed his nomination and election 
to Hague, although dissatisfaction 
at certain Clark comments when 
he defended Ellis Parker and Dutch 
Schultz, the racketeer, may liave 
been enough to inspire Silzer. 
“NEW BLOOD 
FOR CIRCUIT COURT”.

CLARK is a 47'-year-oId liberal 
whose decisions have seldom been 
reversed by higher courts during his 
15 years on the bench. The most 
notable exception was his decision 
in 1930 that the prohibition amend­
ment was invalid because it had 
been ratified by legislature rather 
than constitutional assemblies.

Rabbit Fever Is 
Discussed in Paper 
Read at Program

Editor’s Note: The following 
paper on “ Rabbit Fever” was 
taken from the American Medi­
cal association and was read by 
Miss M. Elizabeth Wilson, coun­
ty health nurse, at the weekly 
program of the Midland county 
public health board broadcast 
over station KRLH tliis morn­
ing at 11 o ’clock. It is reprint­
ed here for its interest and gen­
eral educational value.

How' do you like your rabbit? 

Are you a Hasenpfeffer fan who 
relishes the rich sweet-sour gravy 
which only an experienced German 
cook can make as it ought to be 
made? Or do you prefer your bunny 
fried the way they treat chickens 
in Mai-yland, or will you have him 
in a pie? At any rate, all recipes 
begin the sanje way—first catch 
your hare.

That’s often where the trouble 
starts. There was once a doctor, 
with no experience in hunting rab­
bits, who undertook to tell rabbit 
hunters that game which didn’t 
show pep and expertness in getting 
away wasn’t safe to handle. He 
tried to tell them how many yards 
away a rabbit ought to be before 
it was shot, and the ignorance iie 
displayed about hunting rabbits was 
something awful. I shall take 
no such chances, buc. ne content with 
emphasizing the caution that a rab­
bit which is listless is better left 
alone, or killed and then buried 
without even trying to save the 
skin.

Tire reason for all this caution 
is a most uncomfortable disease 
long known to the meat market 
trade as rabbit fever, and now re­
joicing in the scientific name of 
tuiaremia, from Tulare county, 
California, where the principal in­
vestigations into its character were 
made by officers of the United 
States public health service. It af­
fects ground squirrels in California 
and Utah, jack-rabbits and snow- 
shoe rabbits in the west, and the 
familiar cotton-tafi ounnies east of 
the Mississippi. It is also known 
as deer-fly fever. It is transmitted 
by the deer-fly. stable-fly, bed­
bug, squiiTel flea, mouse louse, rab­
bit louse, and woodtick. Injuries 
to the skin sustained while han­
dling infected rabbits, or the pres­
ence of abrasions on the hands, 
favors infection. Obviously, the 
most dangerous time is when the 
rabbits are being skinned or dress­
ed. Cooking destroys the germs.

Rabbits suffering from the disease 
are pepless and do' not run when 
started from their cover, or sun so 
listlessly as to be easily captured 
or killed, or appear thin and in ill 
health.

The fever itself has many of the 
characteristics of typhoid fever. It 
lasts several weeks, is very prostrat­
ing. and may require months, or 
even a year, for recovery. One attack 
gives immunity for a long period of 
time, as shown by studies of the 
blood of butchers who have had the 
disease; some of them still showed 
immunity after 18 years. Of course, 
that is no inducement for having it, 
since it is a most disagreeable ex­
perience. Investigators making 
studies of the condition have been 
infected on a number of occasions, 
when working with infected carcas­
ses or transmitting insects. Tlie 
disease does not seem to be contag­
ious from man to man.

■When the infection has been in­
troduced through a break in the

skin or by the bite of one of the 
insects, there appears a sore place, 
with involvement of glands in the 
neighboring sti’uctures', then fever, 
chills and headache, and great 
weakness. There is no preventive 
serum, and no medication appears 
capable of hastening recovery.

Precautions, fortunately, are rela­
tively simple. The trouble is that so 
tew hunters know about rabbit fever, 
as the butchers have long called this 
disease, and so they do not think 
of guarding against it. If you hunt 
rabbits, or buy them, remember 
these few points. When you kill a 
rabbit that has not shown the prop­
er interest in prolonging his life by 
making energetic tracks away from 
where you started him, look at him 
with a suspicious eye. If he doesn’t 
look healthy, it will be safest to go 
without your favorite form of rab­
bit delicacy, and bury him where he 
lies, keeping your hands off him as 
much as you can. Keep your dog 
away from him, too. If the rabbit 
looks like a first-class specimen, 
handle him with care, anyway, just 
to be on the safe side. Get a good 
stout pair of rubber gloves and wear

MILLION DOLLAR 
GATE FORESEEN

NEW YORK, June 22, (/P). — The 

greatest heavyweight boxing rivalry 
in a clecaHe reaches its climax to­
night in- what promi.ses to be. a 
balmy, million-dollar setting at the 
Yankee stadium.

The 15-rdund match between Joe 
Louis, 24-year-old American negro 
holder of the world championship, 
and Max Schmeling, 32-year*old 
German challenger, may not crack 
any fistic i-ecords. Nevertheless it 
has whipped tlie tight faithful to 
a Ihgh emotional pitch, created 
more international .sporting excite- 
fnent and proved the biggest box- 
office magnet of any title bout .since 
Gene Tunney rode the famous “ long 
count” to victory over Jack UCmpsey 
at Chicago in 1927.

Tliree million dollars was the goal 
Tex Rickard nearly achieved, .at 
Ihe peak of his fantastic career as 
a promoter eleven years ago. To­
night, Mike Jacobs, exticket brokfer 
wlio "staked” Rickard for, years, -will 
be all smiles if the gross "gate” 
touches the magic million-dollar 
mark.

Schmeling would make ring history 
by becoming the first ex-champion 
to regain the world heavyweight 
title.

The German was declared cham­
pion, by a 2 to 1 vote of the New 
York boxing commission, in 1930, 
after winning on a foul from Jack 
Sharkey at the Yankee stadium. 
Subsequently Schmeling became 
generally recognized as world cham­
pion but lost the crown to Sharkey 
in 1932 in the Madison Square Gard-_ 
en bowl.

Schmeling’s return to pugilistic 
heiglits, after being rated a has- 
been, is one of the ring’s most dra­
matic episodes, particularly as it was 
achieved at the expense of Louis. 
Two years ago the young negro, 
product of the Alabama cotton fields 
and the Golden Gloves amate-jr 
ranks, was UiC reigning sensation. 
Unbeaten, he was tlie beneficiary 
of an extravagant ballyhoo and 
build-up, in the course of which 
lie was described as a composite of 
all the liéavyweight greats of the 
past.

Tlien along came Schmeling, the 
supposed set-up, witli a lethal right 
iiand that smashed the myth of the 
Bomber’s invincibility, made the 
fight experts look foolish and 
abruptly changed the heavyweight 
picture. A year ago, Louis won the 
championship by knocking out Brad- 
dock, but the negro himself was 
amoiig the first to admit he could 
not claim undi.sputed supremacy 
urtle.s.s lie turned the tables on his 
conqueror.

Commissioner Helvering ex­
plained that the relief provisions 
contained in the Revenue Act of 
1938 are applicable only to the cal­
endar year 1936.

"In a great many instances em- 
plycrs ol' eight or more who were 
denied the ninety per cent credit 
have filed claims for abatement or 
refund. In other cases the Bureau 
of Internal Revenue has information 
which will permit the prompt ad­
justment of the returns,“ Helver­
ing stated.

The Commissioner pointed out 
that the Bureau probably does not 
have a record of some employers 
who paid the full amount of the 
Federal tax and also made full con­
tributions to the Texas Unemploy­
ment Compensation Fund. In such 
ca.ses the Commissioner emphasized 
the taxpayers affected have four 
years from the date the Federal tax 
was paid to file claims for refund.

Such claims will be considered 
for allowance provided the contri­
butions to the Texas Unemploy- 
m enf Compensation fund liave been 
made on or before July 26, 1938. 
Where refunds are made under the 
relief provisions of the Act, the law j 
provides that no interest shall be 
allowed.

Spending-Lending 
Measure Is Signed 
By the President

HYDE PARK, N. J. June 22, (/F). 
—^President Roosevelt signed the 
$3,750,000,000 lending and spending 
bill Tuesday and asserted that busi­
ness is not and has not been as bad 
as a lot of people believed it to be

The President, at a press confer­
ence packed with news development, 
gave as backing for his statement 
on business a Department of Com­
merce estimate that the national 
income for this year would be slight­
ly above $60,000,000,000. Earlier gov­
ernment estimates were $55,000,000,- 
000.

Tile President was waiting for the 
newsmen when they came in.

He had a sheaf of papers in his 
hand.

With those papers as notes, ho 
announced; •

(1) —That dirt would begin to fly 
on $350,000,000 of public works ad­
ministration projects within sixty 
days, now that the big $3,750,000.000 
bill has been signed.

(2) —That the prospect for busi­
ness during 1938, based on national 
income figures for the first three 
months of the year, was definitely 
improved.

(3) —That he had signed 45 bills 
and vetoed seven and would act on 
ten more tonight, but still would 
have 337 to pass upon after that.

Mr. Roosevelt also took occasion 
to say that reference to the last 
Congress as a $12,000,000,000 Con­
gress were ridiculous in view of the 
fact that a large portion of tlie 
money appropriated was for loans 
for which the government would be 
repaid.

Answering questions, the Chief 
Executive, touched briefly on inter­
national ati'airs.

Lehman Announces 
Senate Candidacy

ALBANY, N. Y., June 22 (/P).— 
New York’s democratic Governor 
Herbea’t H. Lehman announced last 
night he would accept the nomina­
tion to succeed the late United 
States Senator Royal S. Copeland 
“if my party desires me to be a 
candidate.”

The governor’s announcement 
came unexpectedly witliin a few 
hoiu’s after funeral services for New 
York’s late senior senator who died 
Friday night in Washington.

Lehman’s third term as governor 
of New York will expire next 
Dec. 31.

The stocky chief executive re­
ferred to by President Roosevelt as 
“my good right arm” when they 
botii were in the state service, has 
shown a coolne.ss toward the Presi­
dent in recent months. This first 
became apparent when he opposed 
Roosevelt’s supreme court reorgani­
zation bill.

’Tlie surprise announcement clears 
the way for a possible wide open 
scramble among numerous already 
mentioned democratic po.ssibilities 
for New York’s first four-year gov­
ernorship.
