It was said after the official an-
nouncement of the agreement that
the treaty will be known as the Pact
of Milan, and that details will he
worked out for the signatures in
the next two weeks.

In London, the step was consider-
ed a blow to the French-British
front, which had hoped to wean
Italy away from Germany eventu-
ally, and in Paris as heralding im-
minent pressure on Poland to ac-
cept Nazi. demands for Danzig and
a motor road through Pomorze, the
Polish Corridor.

An authoritative Fascist in Rome
insisted, however, the new alliance
was not directed against anyone.
Some Fascists held the view Italy
now would tend to exert a moderat-
ing influence on German policy to
protect herself against any war
in which her own interests were not
directly involved.

Foreign diplomatic circles in War-
saw expressed the view that Poland,
which last week rejected the Nazi
demands but left the door ajar to
further negotations, would not be
swayed from her position.

Meanwhile, democracy appeared
to be replacing Communism as Ger-
many’s official hate No. 1, with talk
heard in Berlin of a possible rap-
proachment between Germany and
Soviet Russia.

Poland was cited as one of the cir-
cumstances leading to the talk—al-
together unofficial—of a possible
end to the German-Russian enmity
which would thrust European poli-
tics into an entirely new political
alignment.

A sel‘f-—const‘ituted committee hag dug up a series of
proposals pending in Congress 'whic'h are hard to believe.
This committee is going to meet in Washington to try to
prevent passage of any such laws.

That some of these things are being seriously advo-

cated is hard to understand. Here are some of the pro-
posals which the committee has unearthed:

1. A bill providing deportation of all alians who may

advocate any change in our government, no matter how
peaceful.

2. A bill providing concentration camps for aliens
who are non-deportable because no other government
will accept them. This might mean internment camps for
many who are accured of no crime, and who are unable
to leave the country through no fault of their own.

3. A bill providing registration of all aliens and their
chﬂgiren, arrest without a warrant and deportation of all
who are on relief more than a year.

4. A bill providing for deportation of all aliens and
prohibition of all immigration.

5. Several bills for deportation of lafge numbers of
aliens because of loosely-defined adherence to “‘isms” and
various other bills for registration, fingerprinting, and
other oppressive regulation of aliens who do not file in-
tention to become citizens.

* * : %
. These are only the more drastic of many proposals
being studied by the committee.

It is true that the rights of aliens in the United States
are probably dependent on the will of Congress rather
than being specifically guaranteed by the Constitution, as
are those of citizens. \

Throuhout that document, however, the terms “citi-
zen” and “person” are used more or less interchangeably.
For instance, Article XIV, Section 1 says, “No state shall
make or enforce any law which shall abridge the yprivi-
leges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor
shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty or prop-
erty, without due process of laws, nor deny to any person
within its jurisdietion the equal protection of the laws.”

.. Here the terms seem to be used more or less inter-
changeably, but in general, it is the rights of citizens which
are-protected, by the Constitution, leaving aliens to the
mercy of changing laws.

. Nevertheless, Congress ought to go very slow with
any, proposals to regiment or otherwise harass aliens who
are without personal fault or who have violated no law
now existing. Generosity and toleration are too rare in
the world today to be lightly flung away in a moment of
panic or hysteria. Nothing less than a definite and immi-
nent threat to the national welfare justifies the sort of re-
strictions being proposed.

Texas Today

The problem of liquor ceontrol has
been something of a sore spot in
Texas  politics since the founding
of the Republic more than a cen-
tury ago.

The subject, which he says prob-
ably is more aggravated than any
other regulatory law -on the statute
bocks, has been dealt with thorough-
ly by C. A. Paxton, chief supervis=-

or of enforcement for the state
liguor control 'board; in a recent,
survey.

T e y
“Statutes enacted by the Congress;
of the Republic of Texas,” Paxton
said, reflects that in those days the
licensing of retail liquor -establish=
ments had become an accepted prob-
lem.
“For ‘the sale of certain aleohalic
beverages and packages of minimum
quantity, the license fee was ‘corn=
siderably less than the license wheére
sold at retail, and for consumption
on the premises.
“In 1840, an applicant was res!
quired to be qualified before 'the
chief justice of the county in which

.execution -of a bond in the sum of

$2;600, conditioned that the licen-
see ’doth .constantly keep a res-

quarrelling and  other misconduct
within the premises of said tavein
or house of entertainment.”

Although Paxton’s treatise makes
no mention.-of it, the fact that these
statutes were not always strictly en-
forced is obvicus in accounts of old
timers in the ‘state’s rousing days of
‘gunfights, - cattle~driving, - horse-
thief hangings and gambling.

What about the “Law West of the
Pecos,” where Judge Roy Bean dis-
pensed liquor, peer.and justice over
the same bar in the outpost of Lan-
gtry?

“Forfeiture of the bond,” wcon-
tinued Paxton, “could be instigated
by any  citizen furnishing cause
therefor and the citizen was "en-
titled to one-half of the recovery
under the suit for jbond forfeiture.

“In the early laws of the ‘state
and Republig, a license was subject
to penalty for gambling and other
vices, and with reference to-an exist-
ing law, one judge declared:

““The object of the law is to
separate and keep apart the vicious
‘prepensities to gamble and to drink
ardent spirits se that the excite-
ment of the one should mot incite
indulgence in the othet’.”

Thus, said the .enforcement offi-
cer, there began i the infant state
a series of regulatory and licens-
ing provisions continuously modified
by legislation through the years
until the -adoption of national pro-
hibition in 1919.

“The amendment of 1933 - privi-
leged the sale.of 3.2 per cent beer
only and subsequently, in 1935, its
last amendment established the
basis’ for our present regulatory

“The principal safety @n the
early laws,)” said /Paxton, “to in-
sure proper management, seems to
have been reliance upon the bond
in support of ‘the license, rather |
than as to disciplinary action other
than forfeiture ~of bond which
might be taken to discourage mis-~
conduct and obnoxious conditions.
The bond is now regarded as no
essential part of present regulatory
law.”

The enforcement officer related
that in 1879, through what was
known as the Bell punch law, a
special tax was levied upon sales
by the drink. Tts unpopularity was
reflected in ibs repeal two years|
Jater.

At one time there was a specific
provision that applicants for licens-
as ‘must possess ‘a poll tax—design-
ed, some think, to keep women, who
at that time could mnot vote, from
becoming owners of -saloons.

Revolting at a law which kept
bartenders from selling drinks ‘to
“minors under 16,” the legislature,
in 1881, raised the limit to 21 years.
Dispensing . liguors by prescription
of physicians in Texas is as old!
as the local option election, Paxton’s
study reveals.

‘“Probably '‘the major influence
bringing about national repeal of
prohibition,” Paxton believes, “were
the kidnaping and death of the
Lindbergh baby, connected as it
was in public consciousness Wwith
gangster conditions which had de-
veloped in the metropolitan centers,
and ‘the declaration of John D.
Rockefeller, Jr., that prohibition was |
a failure and the nation should
return ‘to a system of licensed con-
‘trol.”

RIVALRY IS
HEATED

A year ago the same: transfer-was
in the wind. At *%hat time the For-
est, Service people objected stren-
uously to the change; even - imoere
strenuous, however, were the objec-
tions from the lumber and grazing
people of the west. All that was
actually proposed at that time was
the changing of the name of the
Interior Department to the Depart-
ment of Conservation; but it was
taken for granted that if this hap-
peried it would be followed by trans-
fer of the Forest ‘Service, and al-
though the name-changing bill pass-
ed the Senate, il was allowed to die
in the House.

Complicating the proposition is
the fact that some of the sharpest
rivalry in the whole government
service is that which exists be-
tween the Forest Service and the

National Park Service of the In-

terior Department.

Service has charge of “the national

forests ~and Park . Service® “has
charge of the —national - parks:
Practically all of. the: mational

parks - are- either  surrounded €n-
tirely by mnational forests .or -are
bordered by them. Each outfit has
its ‘own forest rangers, its own
foresters, its own . fire-fighters—
and its own set -of rules and regu-
lations.

Lumber companies may not touch
the trees in the mational parks. In

- the national forests, however, lum-

bering is permitted, under . careful
regulation. Commercial grazing is
not. permitted in national ‘parks but
is (under regulation) in the for-
ests. Water power in the national
parks is not available to explorita-
tion but is in the forests.

The business interests which have
permits to use these resources in the
national forests fear that if: the
transfer is made, the same sort. of
rules which now govern the ma-
tional parks will eventually govern
the mational forests; that ne lum-
bering’ or grazing  will “be - allowed
‘arrd that the water resources  will

be withdrawn from public use. Na-
turally enough, they are pretty
strongly opposed to the change.
TRANSFER WOULD EBE
ICKES VICTORY

Nor does the Forest Service like
the idea. The rivalry @ between
the two organizations is something
like that which infects the enlisted
personnel of the mnavy and the
marine -corps. It exiends all ihe
way to the rangers and fire-fighters
out in the field. Consequently when
the shift is mentioned it is in-
evitable that a certain amount of
pressure is put-on Congress to ‘pre-
vent it.

If the transfer does go through,
Secretary Harold Ickes will have

gone a long way toward making
the Interior’ Department a depart-

ment of conversation — whether
the name is actually changed  or
not.

Ickes’ theory is that the depart-
ment ought to be primarily - a de-
partment for the physical adminis-
tration and husbanding of the
nation’s physical resources. If the
idea of conservation is to be de-
veloped, he feels, there ought to
be - one government official: ac-
countable for it, 'so that responsi-

A. and M. College Extension Serv-
ice” through the years, Jack Shel-
fon, vice director and state agent,
pointed out in connection with the
observance of the 25th anniversary
of the signing of the Smith-Lever
Act.

Extension Service, was organized
primarily to combat the cotton boll
weevil Shelton said.

He listed seed standardization, or
cstablishment of one-variety cotton
community associations, correct cul-
tural practices, control of insects
and  diseases, improved harvesting
and handling methods, better gin-
ning, neater and more durable bal-
ing, cooperation with the U. S.
Bureau of Agricultural Economics
in the federal cotton classing and
market news service, and marketing
practices, -as ‘items of active . con-
cern to the organization at the pres-
ent’ time.

“I doubt-if any one realizes more

than we do that our greatest op-
pm'tunity ‘in the cotton fields of
Texas lies along the lines of im-
prevement in quality and in effi-
cient production,” Shelton stated.
