The limit this year will be two
cocks per day with four in
possession, the same as the past
several years. The season and rules
are set by the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Commission.

The later season for hunting
pheasants has proven popular,
especially with college students.
Although a large number of hunters
will be in the fields throughout the
season, most of them will be stalking
the colorful bird during the opening
weekend of the season.

Examining trials were conducted
Friday for three area men who were
recently arrested and arraigned in
connection with two separate cases.

Bartlett was charged with
possession of marijuana over four
ounces following the discovery of a
marijuana field growing 12 miles
north of Farwell. Similar charges
were also brought against Bartlett’s
father, Houston Bartlett. According
to Fortenberry, Houston Bartlett
was not bound over for grand jury at
this time.
