
Nazis Admit
Sea Blockade 
Having Effect

Serious Problems in 
Reich Revealed by 
Goering Periodical

BERLIN. Dec. 7 (AP)—An eco­
nomic“ expert writing in Field 
Marshal Herman Wilhelm Goer- 
ing’s periodical "the four-year-plan” 
admits the British blockade has 
strangled German overseas trade 
and brought serious problems to 
the reich.

Germany is attempting to solve 
these problems, officials explained, 
by developing southeastern Europe 
and the Scandinavian countries in­
to supply houses for German needs 
and markets for the reich goods.

Emil Helferrich, one of Germany's 
foremost economists, writes:

"We must face the facts. They 
are the same as in 1914-1918. Eng­
land's power has brought German 
overseas trade to a complete stand­
still.

“German ships are lying in more 
than 100 harbors all over the 
globe. Those goods and ships are 
blockaded by the British navy and 
part of them already have been con­
fiscated.”

“Furthermore,” Helferrich contin­
ues, “the enormous quantity of goods 
ready for shipment and manufactur­
ed against orders received, are piled 
up in all the larger German ports 
—thus blockading warehouse and 
any further, transport possibilities.

"The fuehrer himself said ‘Ger­
many must export or die.’ The whole 
import and export trade, particu­
larly the exporters, made the great­
est efforts to carry out, the fueher’s 
wishes and the result is that Kiel, 
Luebeck, Bremen, a n d  Hamburg 
(seaports) are all gradually head­
ing toward ruin.

“None of the firms are able to 
build up any financial reserve ow­
ing to heavy taxation and as they 
are compelled to meet their inter­
est payments and all liabilities to 
cover their overheads they are 
heavily involved,” the writer as­
serts.

Helferrich lists these three im­
portant decisions -which must be 
taken immediately:

“First, th e  German government 
must provide necessary ' capital to 
keep them (exporters and import­
ers) afloat."

“Second, facilities must be grant­
ed releasing them from th e  obli­
gations of paying rent and allow­
ing them to dismiss employes.

“Third, authorities must provide 
them with some other kind of 
business.”

(Observers in Switzerland said 
they believed Helferrich’s article was 
allowed to be published despite 
German wartime censorship because 
there are differences of opinion be­
tween the reichbank and Goering', 
who strongly favors subsidizing im­
porters and exports. The reichs- 
bank has refused to do this).

Ninety-three singers were present 
at the high school Wednesday eve­
ning at the city-wide cantata re­
hearsal, not including several visi­
tors in the auditorium. Both the di­
rectors, the visitors, and the singers 
themselves were highly pleased with 
the rehearsal, it appearing that the 
cantata will be in finished shape for 
the program Sunday evening at 8 
o’clock. Three more rehearsals re­
main before the concert: tonight at 
seven, Friday night at seven, and 
Sunday afternoon at two o’clock. 
All singers who expect to partici­
pate in the program are urged to 
be present at these last three re­
hearsals if at all possible.

The massed 100-voiced choir will 
consist of: forty sopranos, thirty 
altos, twenty tenors, and 25 bassos, 
these coming from many of the best 
voices of the city. While this makes 
a choir of 115 voices, the number 
will in all probability be reduced 
somewhat to accommodate the ca­
pacity of the large stage at the high 
school. Last year one hundred seven 
actually were on the stage and in 
the program on the night of the 
concert.

New Bea! "Defeatism" Scored 
By Dewey as Me Opens Bace

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn., Dec. 7. 
(AP).—Thomas E. Dewey, opening 
his campaign for the republican 
presidential nomination, accused the 
Roosevelt administration last night 
of “defeatism” and declared the 
country faces “a crisis of faith— 
faith in ourselves, in our system and 
in our own traditions.”

Speaking at a meeting arranged 
by the Minnesota republican state 
central committee, Dewey asserted 
the “whole outlook” of the new deal, 
is that “ the new plants, the new 
adventures, the new industries, are 
unnecessary and even possibly un­
desirable.”

“There is nothing left to do,” he 
added. “All that remains is to divide 
up what we got from the Indians. 
Such is the theory of the new deal 
administration. Such is it. practice.' 
With this philosophy, I totally and 
absolutely disagree.”

While thus attacking the Roose­
velt administration generally, Dewey 
who is district attorney of New 
York county, said at one point he 
believed it had “sincerely attempted” 
to fulfill its social obligations. He' 
added, ’however, that this is “ only 
half of the job.” saying:

“The other half is to maintain, 
to encourage the economic system 
which supports the government and 
makes performance of social obli­
gations possible.”

At the outset, he said the country

has “grave problems in agriculture, 
in labor, in business, in unemploy­
ment, in finance.”

“ I am not going to attempt to 
state solutions of those specific 
problems. Our difficulties must be 
dealt with as a whole. I wish to 
discuss the thing we must first get 
clear in our minds, if we are to be 
successful in dealing with any of 
those problems.

“F irst of all, we must make up 
our minds whether we believe in the 
continued growth of this country, 
or whether we .believe we have 
reached our economic limit.

“x x x Our greatest national ene- | 
my is defeatism. We\ have republi- I 
cans and democrats ’who do not I 
think that our country can . win | 
through. We have Europeans and j 
Americans who do not think that | 
civilization can win through. I am 
not ashamed to confess the abiding 
faith that our party, our country 
bud the world will win through.”

Greek Steamer Sinks 
In Thames Estuary

LONDON, Dec. 7. (AP) — Tile 
3,934-ton OJrefek steamer Paralos 
with a cargo of German coal was 
sunk in the Thames estuary Wed­
nesday.

The sinking was disclosed when 
22 of the crew were picked up by-a 
British steamer. Three of the crew 
were killed.

The surviving sailors were unable 
to say whether their ship had struck 
a mine or had been torpedoed.

(The air ministry reported yester­
day the interception of German 
warplanes over the Thames, and 
said it was presumed they were at­
tempting to day mines in the waters 
approaching London’s port. The 
ministry said the planes were driven 
off, and one forced down by bad 
weather.)

INTERNATIONAL LAW

What appears to be Ector county’s 
record natural well, Texon Oil & 
Land Company No. 6 Midland Na­
tional Bank, on the east side of the 
North Cowden pool, today was on 
potential gauge, having flowed 4,- 
531 barrels of oil the first 12 hours 
through open casing and open 2-inch 
tubing set at 4,340 feet. Total depth 
of the well is 4,370 feet, corrected 
,by steel line measurement from 4,- 
380. It flowed 700 barrels the first 
hour of test, 792 barrels the next 
two hours, 705 the following two 
hours, and 680 the last two hours of 
the first 12, indicating that yield 
was holding up. The full 24-hour 
gauge will be completed at 6:15 this 
evening.

Also in tne North Cowden, Tide 
Water Associated Oil Company No. 
4 Roberts flowed 604.80 barrels of 
34-gravity oil per day, with gas-oil 
ratio of 510-1, after shooting with 
430 quarts in pay zone from 4,260 to 
4,462 feet, total depth. Sinclair- 
Prairie Oil Company No. 4 O. B. 
Holt is cleaning out shot cavings at 
4,160 feet. It is bottomed at 4,264, 
and flowed 24 barrels of oil the 
last 24 hours while cleaning out.

Cosden Petroleum Corporation No. 
4 TXL, in the Penn pool of Ector, 
flowed 697.72 barrels in 24 hours 
following a 740-quart shot. It topped 
pay at 3,603 feet, and bottom of the 
hole is at 3,742. Oil tests 33.5-grav- 
ity, and gas-oil ratio is 792-1.

In Ector’s Foster pool, .Broderick 
& Calvert, Inc. No. 17 J. E. Witcher 
pumped 343.05 barrels of 36.5-gravity 
crude on 24-hour gauge, with gas in 
the ratio of 320-1.

Nazi Raid on 
Firth o' Forth 
Is Repulsed

British Claim Two 
Victories in Aerial 
Engagements Today

LONDON, Dec. 7 (AP).—German 
warplanes raided the vital Firth of 
Forth area today but the air min­
istry said they were driven off by 
British fighting planes “and one of 
their aircraft was seen to be hit.”

Authoritative British sources also 
reported air engagements over the 
North Sea yesterday in which two 
German Dornier flying boats were 
said to have been badly damaged. 
No bombing was reported in today’s 
raid.

The a d m i r a l t y  announced the 
British naval trawler Washington, 
209 tons,- had been sunk in the 
North Sea yesterday with the loss 
of eight lives.

GERMANS REPULSED 
BY FRENCH TROOPERS

P A R I S ,  Dec. 7 (AP). — French 
forces were reported by the high 
command today to have repulsed a 
savage German patrol thrust near 
Wissembourg during the night, in­
flicting heavy losses with automatic 
rifles and artillery fire.

Germans Accused of 
Provoking War for 
Russians, Turkish

ANKARA, Dec. 7. (AP). — Turkish 
newspapers today accused Germany 
of trying to provoke a Turkish-Rus- 
sian war and said Turkey might de­
mand the recall of German-Am­
bassador Franz von Papen.

The incident arose over circulars, 
bearing the water-mark of the Ger­
many embassy press service, which 
reprinted an article from the Mos­
cow newspaper Pravda attacking 
the Turkish press.

Finnish-Americans 
Arrive in Helsinki 
To Fight Russians

HELSINKI, Dec. 7. (AP). — Two 
hundred and 30 Finnish-Americans 
some of whom had never been in 
Finland, arrived today to enlist in 
thé Finnish army to fight the Rus­
sians.

A spokesman for the group said 
'they left New York as soon as they 
learned Finnish independence was 
threatened.

They sailed for Norway, then 
journeyed across Sweden to Hel­
sinki.

Rumors circulating in the capital 
today that Russians had broken 
through the Mannerheim line on 
the Karelian isthmus were discount­
ed.

Helsinki was quiet, an early night 
ending another day without air 
raids.

WASHINGTON.—Steamship peo­
ple would be very happy if someone 
important down h e r e—President 
Roosevelt, for instance—would just 
issue a statement to the effect that 
neither submarines nor mines are 
sinking any ships in the Caribbean 
Sea.

Right now the steamship lines 
are paying the penalty for those 
spectacular announcements earlier 
in the fall about submarines off 
the American coast. Tourist and 
“cruise” trade to th e  Caribbean 
and South America has fallen off 
badly; even the coastwise steam­
ship trade between American 
ports has been affected.

What has happened, apparently, 
is that the traveling public has got 
the jitters.

TRAVEL CONCERNS 
HIT BY FEARS

THE United States Travel Bu­
reau, an offspring of the Inter­
io r  Department, h a s  received 
many letters from steamship com­
panies and from hotel and resort 
operators in th e  Caribbean 
Islands and in South America, 
expresing alarm over the falling 
off in their anticipated winter 
business.

With travel to Europe naturally 
cut to the bare bone, it was ex­
pected that th e  southern group 
would get an extra share of the 
business; on th e  contrary, many 
cancellations in booked cruises 
have been reported, new space is 
not being sold at the normal rate.

Travel agencies are hopeful that 
by th e  time th e  winter season 
really begins the public will have 
changed its mind. Two of the of­
fices contacted here said that the 
scare took place in the off season, 
and t h a t  it would be another 
month before it would be known 
definitely whether the winter 
trade would be ‘ badly hit. A third 
agency, however, said that book­
ings for winter travel normally be­
gins to pick up in volume by Thanks­
giving, and that that pick-up was 
not yet in evidence.

FOREIGN SHIPS 
ARE WITHDRAWN

ONE material factor in the slump 
is the f a c t  that a large per­
centage of cruise ships heretofore 
were of British, French or Ger­
man registry. Most of these have 
been withdrawn, and while re­
placements have b e e n  obtained 
the withdrawals have caused a 
natural dislocation.

Fort the most part, though, it is 
the public’s jitters that is blamed; 
and that is considered by some tb 
be traceable directly to the em­
phasis which th e  administration 
some time ago put upon reports 
that submarines were cruising 
close to American waters.

A new machine which does almost 
everything but answer parliamen­
tary questions, will speed the work 
of the next session of the Texas 
House of Representatives—at a cost 
of $59,000.

It is a complicated voting ma­
chine, which will replace one in use 
18 years.

If there is no special session of 
the legislature in prospect at that 
time the apparatus will be install­
ed probably in February. Since six 
weeks or so is required for installa­
tion, the present machine will not be 
disturbed if it appears a special ses­
sion is in prospect.

Incidentally, with the installation 
a picturesque custom of the house 
which has existed since the days 
of the Texas Republic will pass. This 
is th e  handclapping by members 
when they want the services of 
pages.

—O—
Electrically operated call boards 

will be set up and when a member 
needs a boy he merely will push a 
button.

Inaccuracies in the existing sys­
tem during the general session which 
ended in June caused the house to 
create a committee to study the 
situation and decide whether a new 
machine was needed.

Composed of Reps. Joe Monk- 
house of Uvalde, Chairman, Henry 
Hull of Fort Worth and G. H. Lit­
tle of Aramillo, th e  committee, 
counselled by Speaker R. Emmett 
Morse of Houston, concluded that 
substituting a new outfit for the 
old would be a step in the interest 
of efficiency and economy.

Early last fall Morse and com- 
mitteemeen inspected a new ma­
chine in the house at Madison, Wis., 
and also that at St. Paul, Minn., de­
ciding on one similar.

The old machine at Madison had 
been the first of its type in the 
United States; Texas’ was the sec­
ond. Both are being replaced, there­
fore, at approximately th e  same 
time.

In the new setup, two large boards 
wil be suspended high over mem­
bers’ heads and above the speaker's 
rostrum. When a member votes by 
pressing a button on his desk, a 
light will flash on the boards, red 
for aye and blue for no.

Totals will be added instantane­
ously, as simply as by an adding ma­
chine, and the results will be indi­
cated precisely by an indicator on 
the speakers deck.

Totals on the present machine,

INQUIRIES REVEAL 
CHANGE IN FEELING

AS a matter of fact, one of the 
primary reasons for the recent con­
ference on travel to Latin America 
was this submarine scare. There was 
a good deal of sentiment at the 
conference in favor of a direct, be­
hind-the-scenes appeal to the White 
House for a public pronoucement 
that travel to Latin America is per­
fectly safe. So far, nothing has 
come of it.

The official of one travel agency 
here says that the change in pub­
lic feeling is evident in the types 
of queries that are received. Ordi­
narily, a customer of this agency 
comes in at this time of year and 
says, “Well, I want to take a 
southern cruise this winter; what 
have you got?" Now he says, '“Hmm 
. . . do you think I ought to take 
a southern cruise this year?"

What makes the steamship peo­
ple sorest about the whole thing 
is the fact that nobody here be­
lieves that passenger vessels in 
tlie Caribbean, plying between 
United States and Latin America 
or insular ports, are in the slight­
est danger.

There is a good deal of skepti­
cism about the presence of any 
submarines in those waters, and 
a firm conviction that they would 
not bother cruise ships e v e n  if 
they were there.

The new will also operate more 
cheaply. The old photographed 
record votes flashed to a central- 
board, each "picture’’ costing about 
$5. The new machine operates on a 
"punch” system, a member’s voting 
perforating a roll of paper. Cost is 
very small.

Duplicates, needed from time to 
time, may be had without cost. The 
new machine locks after a repre­
sentative has voted and cannot be 
changed, which adds to the effi­
ciency.

About 35 miles of wire will be used 
in the installation, the bulk, of 
course, running from the desks of 
150 members to the recording ma­
chine and indicators.

The new system should encourage 
members to vote from their desks 
and discourage “roaming,” Morse 
said.

—'O—
Texas representatives always have 

been very prone to "roam” about 
the chamber, much more than in 
legislatures of other legislatures he 
has observed, the speaker said.

“That is due, probably, to the 
fact the Texas house hall is so much 
larger than those of other legisla­
tures,” he said. “In many legisla­
tures, the chambers are small, and 
three or more members occupy a 
single long desk, which makes it dif­
ficult for the one in the middle to 
get out into the aisles.

“Our hall is like the state itself, 
biggest thing in the country. All 
the members have individual desks, 
so it is easy for them to get into 
the aisles, and the aisles and other 
open spaces are large.

"Between the new voting plan, a 
new rule is being prepared by a rules 
committee and the speaker, roam­
ing should be decreased, and effi­
ciency in voting increased. This is 
very desirable. Roaming is one of 
the meanest things with which we 
have to deal.”

There 
is not the need for machine voting 
there as in the house because there 
are 31 senators compared with 150 
representatives. A roll call can be 
had orally in a short time.

Feuds between columnists 
threaten to take the spotlight 
away from the historic, and slight­
ly worn, feud between Benny and 
Allen.

It all began when the News-Times 
sports scribe hopped all over Blondy 
Cross for drawing a blank on the 
San Angelo-Odessa football game. 
Cross, busily engaged in other oc­
cupations, chose to ignore the puni­
tive efforts of the freshly inaugu­
rated News-Times sports depart­
ment, but friends of the Fat Man of 
the Concho took up the hue and cry. 
Blondy retaliated with a blow to 
the mid-section by orally declaring 
four scribes were in error about the 
Broncho passer, Billy Hogan, and his 
passing record.

Betsy Ross, Pecos columnist, en­
trenched herself firmly in the 
News-Times sports department’s 
hair by declaring that the state­
ment concerning Pecos and Wink 
was null and voicT, adding many 
scathing remarks that only a wom­
an could think of.

The Odessa writer came up fresh 
and strong in the second round, 
throwing hot words back at the 
Pecos writer. His remarks only serv­
ed to cause him embarrassment lat­
er, as he referred to the Pecos scrib­
bler as a “he.” The Boss, originator

of “Brainstorms,” informed the 
sports scribe that the Pecos writer 
was not a “he,” but a “she.”

Tex Roberts, newsy of the News- 
Times, brought the roof down upon 
his head in an innocent editorial 
concerning the Christmas opening 
in Odessa. From Midland, the 
“Town Quack” saw an opportunity 
to invade the peaceful domain of 
the Boss, and wasted no time in 
doing so in his article. The Boss took 
up the fight for Roberts, and in­
formed the Quack that Tex’s state­
ments had been misconstrued. The 
Boss, otherwise known as Ralph 
Shuffler, informed the Quack that 
Tex made a clear statement, and 
that the Midland writer had twisted 
the meaning.

So, around and around the col­
umnists go, waiting with both bar­
rels loaded for anyone so foolish as 
to step on their toe. They almost 
wait in ambush, with their type­
writers poised in deadly aim for the 
scribe who makes an out-of-the-way 
remark.

The peaceful sleep now being en­
joyed by columnists in Odessa, Mid­
land, Pecos, Big Spring, Abilene, San 
Angelo and other West Texas towns, 
will be haunted by grim spectres 
of sarcastic words. Anyone not al­
ready in the midst of a bitter feud 
is warned to be wary, lest they be­
come engaged in a deadly duel sucli 
as the Midland man and the Boss 
have fought recurrently.

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Fire Commissioner 
Declares Fires on 
Increase in State

AUSTIN.—Marvin Hall, Fire In­
surance Commissioner oi Texas, in 
announcing today that fire losses in 
Texas were on a decided increase, 
sounded a warning to home owners, 
merchants and manufacturers 
against the dangers of fire.

“The fact,” Hall stated, “ that fire 
losses for the first ten months of 
this year have shown a decided in­
crease over the same period of time 
for the year 1938 demands the em­
ployment of utmost effort in the 
prevention of fires. Another fact 
which emphasizes the need of string­
ent fire prevention measures is the 
alarming number of dfeaths from 
fires in Texas this year. Thirty- 
eight people were burned to death 
during the month of October.

“It has been proved,” Hall went 
on to say, “that careless fires can 
be controlled to a great extent by 
the application of the following fire 
prevention rules: (1) teach child­
ren the /danger of playing with 
matches (2) do not attempt to start 
or quicken a fire with gasoline or 
kerosene (3) extinguish matches, 
cigarettes and cigars before throw­
ing away (4) protect gas heaters 
with screen guards to prevent cloth­
ing o f . children and older people 
from catching fire (5) use rigid 
metal pipe and screw connections 
on gas heaters, and be sure heaters 
remain stationary. If you must use 
rubber hose connections on gas 
heaters, be sure they are in good 
condition and securely attached to 
heater and source of gas sppply (6) 
keep gas heaters and stoves a safe 
distance. from windows as a protec­
tion to window curtains and other 
draperies from open flames (7) do 
not permit gasoline to enter the 
house under any condition for the 
reason that it is not a household 
necessity and dangerous (8) do not 
use naptha, benzene or gasoline for 
cleaning purposes. All cleaning of 
wearing apparel should be done out 
of doors and during the day regard­
less of the solution used (9) never— 
not for one minute—leave children 
alone in the house < 10) this is an

I vention of fires, Hall stated that It 
was very important that each and 
every fire should be carefully in­
vestigated as a means of determin­
ing its origin and that where there 
is evidence ; of incendiarism the as­
sistance of the county and district 
attorney should be requested as a 
means of determining if arson has 
been committeed, and when com­
mitted, vigorous prosecution should 
follow.

In conclusion, Hall stated, that it 
should be remembered that th e  
people, to a very large degree, deter­
mine the fire insurance rate -that 
they pay by the way they prac­
tice fire prevention, it being a well 
known fact that the higher the fire 
osses are the more fire insurance, 

costs, which makes it conclusive that 
it pays, to prevent fires.

Army during the Civil War. He 
taught at Bethel College in Ten­
nessee before coming to the Univer­
sity as professor of English litera­
ture and history when the school 
was opened in 7893. His son Leslie 
Waggener. Dallas banker, is now 
vice chairman of ■ the University's 
Board of Regents.

Following Dr. Waggener were 
George T. Winston, 1896-1899; W. L. 
Prather, 1899-1905; David F. Hous­
ton, 1905-1908; Sidney E. Mezes, 
1908-1914; W. J. Battle, 1914-1916; 
Robert E. Vinson, 1916-1923; W. S. 
Sutton 1923,1924; W. M. W. Splawn. 
1924-1927; H. Y. Benedict, 1927- 
1937; J. W. Calhoun, 1937-1938.

Dr. Winston, second president, 
served three years, resigning in 1899 
to accept an offer of the ’presidency 
of North Carolina College of Agri­
culture and Mechanical Arts. A 
native of North Carolina, he had 
served as the .president of the 
University of North Carolina before 
coming to Texas.

As the University began to grow 
there was an increasing need for 
iriore buildings afid it was under 
the administration of Dr. William 
L. Prather, a Tennesseean, that the 
first noticeable growth was evidenc­
ed. While at Washington and Lee 
University as a student. Dr. Prath­
er heard Robert E. Lee declare: 
"Gentlemen, the eyes of the South 
are upon you.”

Later, when the Tennesseeaii took 
over University administrative 
reins, he paraphrased the expression 
to fit his audience, stating “The 
Eyes of Texas are Upon You.” It 
was his statement which catapulat- 
ed a student-written song into al­
most over-night fame as the hymn 
of the University.

School superintendent, college 
professor, dean of the faculty, pres­
ident of Texas A&M College, mem­
ber of Woodrow Wilson’s cabinet, 
and chancellor of Washington Uni­
versity in St. Louis was the record 
of Dr. David F. Houston who be­
came president of the University in 
1905. After three years as Univer­
sity administrative head. Dr. Hous­
ton accepted ' the Washington Uni­
versity post, leaving it later for 
political life.

Expansion of th e  University's 
curricula began on a large scale 
under Dr. Sidney Mezes, nine new 
departments being added during his 
administration from 1908-1914. In­
dustrial, technical and geological 
surveys, and research in addition to 
a well-rounded course of «study were 
included in the University’/> serv­
ices and were largely responsible, 
according to many observers, for it' 
rise to a university of the first 
class. His administration also saw 
the' beginning of, the extension serv­
ice, installation of Bible chairs, ex­
pansion of the summer school cur­
ricula, and improvement and ex­
tension of the relations between the 
University and accredited high 
high schools.

A few years before his death in 
1931 Dr. Mezes 'ivas honored by be­
ing named president enieritus of 
the University, the. only person up-

on whom that mark of distinction 
was ever placed.

From the time Dr. Mezes resigned 
in 1914 until Dr. Robert E.- Vin­
son became president in 1916, Dr. 
W. J. Battle served as president ad 
interim. He is still on the Univer­
sity faculty, as professor of classical 
languages. He and J. W. Calhoun, 

j comptroller, are the only former 
presidents serving on the faculty at 
president.

The University’s campus quadrup­
led in size and a building fund was 
established during -the rein ol Dr 
Robert E. Vinson, sometimes called 
the “Fighting Parson.” President 
of the University beginning in 1916 
and throughout the World War, his 
administration saw an ROTC es­
tablished and numbers of frame 
barracks constructed. It was those 
from “shacks," later pressed into 
service as classrooms and offices 
for students and faculty members, 
that gave birth to the University's 
unique “shack era.” After the war 
Dr. Vinson vigorously “stumped” 
llie State in behalf of expanding the 
University’s facilities.

Two other events—the discovery 
of oil on University lands, in 1923 
~.nd the battle between University 
ofAcials and Governor James E. 
Ferguson marked Dr. Vinson's term.

Following Dr. Vinson’s resigna­
tion in 1923, Dr. William S. Sutton 
served one year as ad interim pres­
ident. Bern and educated in Arkan­
sas he began teaching in that state 
before coming to Texas where he 
was; school superintendent at Ennis 
and Houston. He was dean of the 
School of Education of the Univer- 
sity beginning in 1909 and continuing 
until 1927. /

First native Texan to become

| president of the University, Dr. W.
! M. W. Splawn took over' administra­
tive reins of the school in 1924. 
serving three years before resigning 
to become dean of the graduate 
school of American University in 
Washington, D. C. He is now a 
member of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission. He came to the Uni­
versity from Baylor Coliege where 
he was dean.

In 1889 a 20-year old boy from I 
Young county Texas enrolled in the | 
University as a freshman. The only 
previous education he had received 
was under th e  tutorship of his 
mother. Graduated in 1392 H. Y.

1 Benedict went to the University* of 
i Virginia where his studies centered

on astronomy. Receiving his PhD 
from Harvard hi 1898, he came to 
The University of Texas as an as­
sociate professor of mathematics, 
moving up in 1911 to deanship ol 
the College of Arts and Sciences, In

1927 he was selected president of 
the University, first to rise to that 
position from the ranks of freshman 
in the .school.

(Continued fyom page 5)
physical expansion under Dr. Ben­
edict, often termed “last of the pio­
neer presidents.” The flow of money 
from oil leases was turned into a 
building program that swept away 
the shacks and substituted a mod­
ern, well-equipped $26,000,000 phys­
ical plant. Academic development 
and increase in enrollment kept pace 
with the building program.

In addition, Dr. Benedict per­
sonally supervised the organization 
of the Extension Division, now one 
of the nation’s largest. He also 
played an important part in the es­
tablishment of the W. J. McDonald 
Observatory of Mount Locke in the 
Davis Mountains. He died May 10, 
1937, two years before'the Observa­
tory was completed.

During the 15-month search to 
find a president to succeed Dr. Ben­
edict, Dr. J. W. Calhoun, veteran 
staff member, served as president ad 
interim. He had formerly served as 
comptroller of the University and re­
turned to t h a t  post when Dr. 
Rainey came to Austin in June, 
1939.

2476 Little Red 
School Houses Left

AUSTIN. (AP). — Texas, despite 
its program of streamlining the 
pubic school system, has 2,476 little 
red school houses.

These are one-teacher schools lo­
cated in all but 38 of the stated 
254 counties, the department of edu­
cation reports.

Statistics concerning the small 
school units were compiled by Myrt­
le L. Tanner, director of the divi­
sion of information, who recom­
mends that Texans not hide under 
cover of out-dated statistics and

“refuse to see the first pale morn­
ing light which tells of a brighter, 
more splendid day coming.”

From reports of county superin­
tendents the director learned there 
are NO independent districts with 
.such schools for white pupils except 
districts ¿in Bexar county which in­
clude ty/o county training schools. 
She adds there might be a few 
independent districts made up of 
several smaller districts maintain­
ing these units to avoid the trans­
portation of smaller children. These, 
however, are under the direction of 
the district superintendent and are 
maintaining high standards of 
work, the director explained.

There are 1,579 one - teacher 
schools for white children with an 
enrollment of 26,561 and an average 
daily attendance oi 22,864. Negro 
one teacher units in common school 
districts total 897 with enrollment of 
26,851 and average daily attendance 
of 20,942,

Against a “misconception in re­
gard to the length of the term in 
one-teacher schools,” the director 
offers these figures:

Only 313 while schools had terms 
of less than eight months last 
year while more than that number 
operated nine months. There were 
373 negro units which operated less 
than seven months and at the same

time many were active for eight or 
nine months.

Among counties which report no 
one-teacher school' for white pupils 
are Andrews, Armstrong, Bailey, 
Baylor, Brewster, Brown, Coke, Cot­
tle, Crane, Crockett, Elctor, Ed­
wards, El Paso, Glasscock, Hockley, 
Irion, Jeff Davis, Jim Wells, Lamb, 
Loving, Marion, Maverick, Nolan, 
Grange, Palmer, Pecos, Reagan, San 
Jacintof Sterling, Uptoiv Ward, 
Winkler, Cherokee, Gregg. Harris, 
Lubbcck. Montgomery and Upshur.

Death Ends Career 
Of Texas Pioneer

DALLAS, Texas, <AP). — E. S. 
O’Beirne, 85, died recently at At­
lanta, Ga., after a career in pioneer 
Texas days that had as one of its 
memories the sight of Belle Starr 
shooting her way out of the Planters 
House, a Dallas hotel of the 80's.
A famous buffalo hunter, O’Beirne 

had become manager of the Planters 
House when the woman member of 
the Starr gang of outlaws in In­
dian Territory had been registered 
there six months. He first became 
aware of her identity when a sher­

iff’s posse started closing in and 
his guests in man’s clothing charg­
ed down the stairway, jumped on a 
horse and, shooting with both hands, 
rode out of town,

A member of the Irish fox-hunting 
gentry, O’Beirne came to America 
in search of adventure in the buffalo 
country. He and his brother, Harry, 
reached the west in the eighteen 
hundreds, climbed on two cow ponies 
and headed over a trail that took 
them through the Indian Territory 
to Dallas. They skirmished with 
Indians on the western plains, killed 
buffalo, traded with the Indians and 
dealt in Buffalo hides.

OLYMPIA, Wash. (U.R) — The 
I state liquor board reports Wash­
ington is moving toward a "dry” 
state again, witli fewer beer par­
lors, less beer, wine or hard 
liquor consumed and a sharp in­
crease in raids on beer parlors and 
"speakeasies” selling hard liquor.

At the same time the board in 
its annual statement reported it 
made more profits than the year 
before, mainly by boosting prices 
upon orders of tire 1Ô39 legisla­
ture.

Liquor sales were tire lowest 
since 193C-. Hard liquor amounted 
to 1.905,414 gallons, a 33.000-gal­
lon drojt» iroin it)38. Sales of out- 
of state wine fell from 1,838,328 
gallons t.o only 839,936 gallons. 
Wines produced by Washington 
vintners showed the only gain, 
boosting sales from 650,825 * gal­
lons to 760,429 gallons.

Beer sales slumped from 18.086.- 
781 gallons to 17.875,729 gallons. In 
1936 the sales fere 22.000.000 gallons.

The board found local authori­
ties were not enforcing the liquor 
law which forbids sale of hard 
liquor in any place by the drink, 
or by the bottle except at state 
stores, so the legislature gave its 
agents the power to arrest and 
make raids. In the past year 838 
raids were made to 651 the year 
before, while arrests rose from 
757 to 1,004. '

The number of beer places op­
erating in the state fell 3.2 per 
cent. In 1934 there were 6,470 
retail outlets. This y e a r  there 
were only 5,263. The board has 
cancelled many permits for illegal 
sales and refused to renew hun­
dreds of others whose operations 
were unsatisfactory.

Lookipg over the law violations 
of the year, the. board reported 
the worst offense was selling beer 
to intoxicated persons, there be­
ing 582 parlors which lost their 
licenses for that act.

Genuai Consulate 
Attache Is Found’
Slain in Apartment

NEW YORK, Dec. 7. (AP). —An 
attache of the German consulate 
general here was found bludgeoned 
to death Wednesday in the plenti­
fully stocked and elaborately fur­
nished home in Brooklyn where he 
had lived as a man of mystery and 
an object of neighborhood hostility.

The victim was Walter Engelberg, 
42, a consulate secretary.

Neighbors, compiaining of noisy 
parties and various suspicions of his 
activities, once had the Federal Bu ­
reau of Investigation make inquiries 
and the place—not far- from a Jew­
ish burial ground—had been watch­
ed recently by police.

The body was found clad only 
in night clothes and police speculat­
ed that Engelberg had been killed 
in a terrific struggle, either with a 
hammer or an ax.

About the place they found enough 
food and wine to last one man a 
year and they found a table set 
for one breakfast.

Assistant Medical Examiner Man­
uel E. Martin said Engelberg ap­
parently had been attack in his sleep 
and hit over the head with a heavy 
object. Dr. Martin said the ferocity 
of the blows indicated a crime of 
vengeance. The weapon was not 
found.

Pumps Are Needed to 
Keep Windmills Going

MATADOR, Texas. iAP). — This 
section of the Panhandle, known as' 
a land of unresting winds, is pre­
senting a new problem to ranchmen 
and farmers who depend on the ser­
vices of windmills to supply their 
water. For two weeks the wind lias 
not blown and water troughs arc 
dry, while gasoline pumps chug 
throughout the still nights in an 
efiort to quiet the bawling cattle.

Ranchmen are amazed at a great 
calm, because at the season of the 
year they usually find it necessary 
to tie the \viudmills to keep the 
wheels from being blown off. Some 
small ranchers are driving their 
herds to water, while the Matador 
Land and Cattle Company ranch, 
the largest in the United States, is 
escaping much 'of the unusual prob­
lem because of the earth dams built 
by tire government range program, 
insuring sufficient water in most 
pastures. The dams built previous to 
this year contain water but there 
was not enough rainfall the past 
season to fill new tanks.
Another unusual result of the still­

ness is the problem of windcharging 
electric plants for farm electricity. 
Many farmers are without lights as 
batteries die because of the extend­
ed tax on their power.

The Panhandle can stand the 
rainless day, but a dearth of wind 
is something new—a problem.

Boy, 15, Noted 
As Radio "H a m "

GREENVILLE, S. C. (U.R) — Hugh 
T. Anderson. 15-year-old “ham,” 
has sent radio code signals that 
have been heard and answered by 
1,600 stations in 52 foreign coun­
tries and the United States.

He’s one of the youngest ama­
teur radio operators in the na­
tion. Yet, he’s a veteran with an 
enviable record.

Four years ago he began study­
ing the international radio code 
with his brother, Burton. Last 
September he received his license 
to operate after passing a Federal 
Communications Commission ex­
amination.

Ten months later he was on 
the air. his freckled, steady hand 
pounding out mesages. He has 
mailed 600 postcards to verify air 
conatcts and has received 400 re­
plies. These include messages 
f r o m  Cape Verde Island, Guam, 
Howland Island, Tasmania, Bah- 
rem island in the Persian Gulf 
and Nigeria. He also has contacted 
Norway, Finland and Japan.

His communications with Italy, 
Salvador, Jugoslavia and the Re­
public of Panama have been of 
particular’ interest, for laws there 
prohibit operation of amateur sta-- 
lions and force operators to trans­
mit secretly.

Operators there always request­
ed that no cards be sent, for they 
feared punishment if detected.

When a tornado struck Char­
leston last fall, Hugh stayed on 
the air lor several days, relaying 
messages to and from the stricken 
area.

The American Radio Relay 
League has a network of organ- 
ied amateurs throughout the 
country who are prepared to ren­
der service in an emergency. Their 
work is invaluable in t i m e  of 
storms and floods.

Hugh and Burton have built a 
13-watt portable transmitter for 
emergency work. It weighs only 
seven pounds, can be plugged in 
anywhere and has been heard in 
40 states. Their 200-watt trans­
mitter has been reworked and now 
has a power of 600 watts.

Hugh finds amateur radio t li e 
most interesting a n d  educational 
of all hobbies. Although nearly 
half of the 60,000 amateurs in the 
United States use radio-telephone 
or voice for communication, he pre­
fers to stick to the old dot-dash 
method.
